    And apparently theyll pretty much buy anything that has a quaint lighthouse or seagulls painted on it. Better yet, if it has the words Eastport Quahog Festival printed on it (visors, mugs, T-shirts, even thongs).

    Because where else are you going to find a quahog festival? (Theres one in Rhode Island, actually. But nobody in Eastport appreciates it when you mention this.)

    
    To that end, the town council cordons off Eastport Park, across from the courthouse, the day before the festival begins, so they can start setting up all the tables that will be serving food during the Taste of Eastport, and the booths that will be selling quahog souvenirs, beer, and other assorted tchotchkes.

    But one of the other good things about riding a bike is that you can pretty much dodge around any kind of barrier set up to keep vehicular traffic out of places. Which is what I did in order to get to the end of the park, where theyd set up the temporary stage in front an enormous white tent (which was there for the pageant contestants to change costumes in, before coming out onto the stage), where the Quahog Princess pageant was being held.

    I was way early for rehearsal, of course. Another thing about riding a bike is that you never have to waste time looking for a parking space. Shes still definitely the most glamorous woman in Eastportif by glamorous you mean big hair and pink Lilly Pulitzer capri pants, of which Ms. Hayes is fond. Eric, of course, adores her.

    Well, if it isnt Katherine Ellison, Ms. Hayes screeched when she saw mewhich, unfortunately, didnt take long. You have your camera with you, I presume?

    I had the Sony my parents had given me for my birthday in my backpack. I said, Yes, maam.

    Good. I ran into Stan Gatch just now over at the Super Stop and Shop, and he said hed run photos from todays rehearsal in tomorrows paper to generate publicity for the event if we get the shots to him by five. Think you can manage that?

    Sure, I said, wondering if Ms. Hayes actually remembered I wasnt there to take photos, but to be in the pageant.

    But a second later she proved she did remember, when she barked, Well, might as well make yourself useful now. Get up here and help me move this piano, since youre the one whos going to be playing it.

    I dragged myself up on stage and, under Ms. Hayess direction, helped the sound guyswho were there to make sure all the mikes were set up correctlymove the piano to the side of the stage, where it would be out of everyones way until my number.

    There, thats better, Ms. Hayes said, dusting off her hands like shed been the one doing the hard labor. Only she hadnt, on account of not wanting to mess up her pink-and-whites. Now, where are the other girls? Tardiness is not an attractive trait for a Quahog Princess.

    Here I am, Ms. Hayes, Sidney called as she hurried down the aisle between the rows of folding chairs toward the stage. Morgan Castleclearly coming from ballet practice, since she was still in pink tights, with her hair in a bunwas following her, lugging a duffel bag, presumably with her street clothes in it. Jenna Hickslooking flushed and uncomfortable in her many layers of black clothing, given the heattook up the rear. She had the earbuds to her iPod in, and appeared to be off in her own little world. As usual.

    Oh, good, Ms. Hayes said. She was clearly in no mood to waste time. From what Ive come to understand from Seth, in this way, shes a lot like her husband, Coach Hayes. Well, lets get to it.

    The next hour was spent going over our blocking (where we were supposed to stand on stage for the various events). Since the town elders had long ago decided that a bathing suit competition was way too racy for a family-themed event like a town fairthat sort of thing, they felt, belonged to Miss Hawaiian Tropic contests on South Beachthere were only three events in the Quahog Princess pageant: our introduction; the talent portion; and evening gown, which was also when they trotted out the question-and-answer segment.

    The introduction part was easy. We just had to stand there on stage while the mistress of ceremoniesMs. Hayesintroduced us. After that, we went off stage and into the tent to change costumes for our talent portion. Since my talentplaying the pianodidnt require a costume change (although Ms. Hayes tried to convince me to wear a red-white-and-blue sequined body stocking left over from the parade scene from some long-ago Eastport High production of The Music Man which I categorically refused to do), I got to go first.

    I felt bad for Jenna, though, because, even with no-talking Morgan, there was no way she was going to place in the pageant. Her talent, for one thing, was reciting Denis Learys monologue from the movie Demolition Man the one about supporting the right to smoke cigars in the non-smoking section and run through town naked, covered in green Jell-Oa speech not likely to make her particularly popular with the judges, who tend to favor baton-twirling over orations that praise social anarchy.

    No, Jenna, she said. I meant the team, not the food. Lets try something else. Something easy. Jenna, how would you define true love?

    Jenna just looked at Ms. Hayes like she was crazy.

Dont think I havent noticed. And how could you leave Seth alone like that? Hes trapped in a corner with Jenna Hicks. Shes telling him about her theories on social anarchy, or something. You should know better than anyone that he has no natural defenses against smart girls.

Christ, Seth, Dave said. Now he was the one peering through the tent flap, only at Sidney. Hes right. Just let it go. It was a long time ago. Okay, Sidneys done. Everybody tell her she did a good job.
Sidney came through the tent flap, looking flushed and happy. Judging by the thunderous applause, her song had gone over well. No big surprise, Sidney being perfect, and all.
Come change with me, she said, grabbing me by the hand and pulling me toward the changing corner squared off by the hanging sheets, just as Morgan, elegant in a pure white sheath dress, came ducking out from behind them.
Nice dress, Sidney commented, as she pulled me along behind her. Cavalli?
Armani, Morgan said.
Sidney nodded knowledgably. Cool.

I know, I whispered. Do you think I dont know that?
Well, if you know that, Sidney said, slipping her arms through the silky spaghetti straps of her gown, then what are you doing it for ?
Do you think I want to be? I whispered back. I cant help it!
Look, Sidney said. This is our senior year. Weve got homecomingpromsenior trip to the city tons of stuff. This is the year were supposed to live it up, have the time of our lives, build memories to cherish forever. And how are we going to do that if you are going out with a walking dead man? Because that is what Tommy Sullivan is, Katie. Once Seth and those guys get through with him.
I know, I said mournfully. But, Sidney, its just thatII can talk to him.
Sidney looked at me like Id just said I like to eat pizza without blotting the grease off the cheese with a napkin first.
You can talk to him? she echoed. What is that even supposed to mean ?
Well, I mean, between macking. I knew this was going to be impossible to explain to Sidney. But I had to try. I had to try to make her understand. Because maybe if I could make her understand, Id understand it a little better myself. He talks to me aboutwell, like my photography and stuff. You know Seth never does that. Seth never talks about anything. I mean, about anything besides football. And food.
Sidney widened her heavily made-up eyes at me.
Youre only noticing that now ? she wanted to know. Youve been going out since before ninth grade.
I sniffled. I couldnt believe any of this was happening. I know, I said. I guess I justI mean, I was so flattered when he asked meme, of all peopleto go out. And then it justyou know. It was just how things were. Seth and I were a couple. Weve been going out for so long. If I break up with him now, what will people think?
That you made a mistake, Sidney said.
Exactly, I whispered painfully back.
Sidney shook her head. She looked faintly amused. Well. What are you going to do about it?
I dont know, I said. Honestly, Sidney. I justI dont know.
Well, you better figure it out, she said. And quick. Because if you dont, someones going to get hurt. And Im not just talking about Tommy. Now turn around so I can zip you up.
I turned around. She zipped me up. Then she said, Good. Come on.
And we ducked back out from between the sheets, just as Ms. Hayes appeared on the other side of the tent flap and, spying Jenna back from her performance with one hand tucked into the crook of her dads arm, asked, Everyone got their escorts? All right. Good. Lets go, people. Evening wear and question time. And go .
Hey, Seth said, appearing at my side and offering me his arm. You look good, babe.
Seth, I said. And then my throat closed up.
He blinked down at me with those sleepy brown eyes. What?
I wanted to speak. I did. I wanted to say something, then and there
Only I didnt know what to say. And I didnt know how to say it.

Because that is what I do.

And we went out onto the stage.

Ms. Hayes had made an elaborate display of shuffling the judges questionswritten down on index cardsso it couldnt be said that any one girl had been helped out by any particular judge by getting thrown an easy one. Please tell this audienceand our esteemed judgessome characteristics of a Quahog.
Certainly, Morgan said, looking ravishing beside her equally stunning escort. I hadnt been wrong about Eric and Morgan: Together, they were prettier than a wedding cake topper.
And from the audience Im sure you could barely tell how much Eric was sweating beneath his tux. Enough so that his pancake makeup was glistening (Eric was the only guy whod agreed to stage makeup when Ms. Hayes offered, but thats because hes used to it, on account of all his work in the theater).

Love always protects, always trusts
The way Seth had always trusted me not to mack with other guys behind his back. Why did I do that, anyway? I mean, what was I looking for? Who was I looking for?
Because its not that Seth is a bad kisser. Hes an exceptionally good kisser.
Just not as good as someone else whod kissed me recently. And Im not talking about Eric. I mean, Seths and Erics kisses had never made my heart race the way a certain someone elses had. And their kisses had never made me long to wrap my legs around them. MISS ELLISON! 
I jerked my heard toward Ms. Hayes. What was she yelling at me for?
Miss Ellison, I asked you a question, Ms. Hayes said, giving me the evil eye from over the index card she held. You are in so much trouble when this pageant is over, young lady, her look clearly said.
Sorry, I said, aware that my heart was thrumming so hard inside my chest, I could barely breathe. In love. With Tom-my Sullivan. My heart seemed to be saying, over and over again. Could you repeat it, please? The question?
Ms. Hayes cleared her throat. Then she read, Why do you, Miss Ellison, love quahogs?
I love quahogs for their tender succulence, I replied automatically, while Ms. Hayes, happy to see Id recovered myself, beamed with encouragement. And theyre especially tenderandsucculentat the Gull n Gulp.
My voice trailed off.
Because suddenly, it hit me. Right there on the pageant stage.
What I had to do. What I had to do to get Old Man Trouble away from my door. What I had to do in order to quit lying all the time, and put out the fire in my pants for good.
