No matter how busy life gets, one constant remains: We all need to eat. Over the past few decades, however, the ways we meet that basic need have changed dramatically. With today’s hectic lifestyles, it’s tempting to opt out of cooking altogether, especially now that fast food is available on almost every corner. Yet taking a convenient shortcut instead of preparing meals at home can also shortchange your health. If you’re looking for a better alternative to takeout and convenience foods, cooking healthy meals at home is the smartest way to go—and putting those healthy meals on the table doesn’t have to take any more time than you’re spending now to get processed foods.

Delicious, wholesome food needn’t depend on elaborate recipes or complicated cooking techniques; all you need are a bit of forethought and a handful of nutritious ingredients. This cookbook can’t add hours to your day, but it can offer you some simple techniques and quick and easy recipes so you can make the most of your time and enjoy meals that are both fast and flavorful.

When we say “quick and easy,” we mean it. For all the recipes in this book, we have pared down the preparation time—everything you do before the cooking begins—to 20 minutes or less. In many cases, you should be able to put a meal on the table in about 30 minutes or less. (We’ve estimated how long both prep and cooking will take for every recipe so you’ll know what to expect.) Among the quickest recipes, you’ll find classic favorites such as Crunchy Fish Nuggets with Lemon Tartar Sauce and intriguing new selections such as Jerked Salmon with Raspberry-Mint Salsa, both ready in just minutes.

It’s one thing for a meal to be quick, but it’s another matter to provide both quality nutrition and taste—and this book delivers on all counts. Because our recipes are developed according to the American Heart Association’s dietary recommendations, you can trust that each dish will be nutritious and full of flavor. We know that a recipe isn’t worth making if it isn’t worth eating, so you can be sure that each recipe in this book is as delicious as it is quick to prepare.

This cookbook also offers practical strategies and tips to make choosing and preparing food as easy as 1–2–3. You’ll find detailed sections that show you how to:


1. Create weekly meal plans that work with your lifestyle to provide good nutrition.

2. Make smarter choices and spend less time in the grocery store.

3. Organize your kitchen and equipment and use cooking techniques that will help get things done fast and without fuss.



Mastering the basics of good planning, smart shopping, and kitchen efficiency will make cooking at home a rewarding experience, not a chore. Everything you need to create fast and flavorful meals—tonight and every night—is right here in the second edition of the American Heart Association Quick & Easy Cookbook.


1 • planning principles

When time is limited, it pays to plan ahead. Following some basic meal-planning strategies will help you maximize the nutritional value of the food you cook at home while minimizing the time you spend in the kitchen.

PLAN ON PAPER

Everyone has obligations and time limitations they must work around in the course of daily life. Using a written chart will make it easier for you to keep track of when you’ll have time to cook, which favorite dishes will fit into your schedule, and what to add to your grocery list.

First, identify your established eating habits and make them part of your menu plans. If you’re like most people, you’ve developed a certain routine for breakfast and lunch that’s repeated throughout the week. Pencil in those “givens” on a simple chart with columns for every day of the week. While you’re at it, look for ways to increase the nutritional value of those go-to foods. For example, if you and your children eat cereal every morning, choose whole-grain varieties, switch to fat-free milk, and add fresh fruit.

Next, focus on planning your dinners to complement your breakfast and lunch standbys and build in both variety and balanced nutrition. To simplify and speed things up, you can develop a pattern of dinner entrées. The Quick & Easy Weekly Dinner Planner is intended as a starting place to give you ideas. You’ll see that the planner covers one week of dinners, with an abbreviated shopping list built in so that once you’ve done your planning, you’ll be ready to grab your list and go. (You’ll find a blank template in Appendix A that you can copy and use in your planning.) Our sample plan is based on the following pattern, but you can choose any entrée types you like, mixing and matching to suit your needs. We do, however, suggest serving fish at least twice a week and including at least one vegetarian dinner weekly.


• MONDAY — vegetarian entrée

• TUESDAY — fish entrée

• WEDNESDAY — poultry entrée

• THURSDAY — meat entrée

• FRIDAY — leftover or freezer night

• SATURDAY — fish entrée

• SUNDAY — meat or poultry entrée



QUICK & EASY WEEKLY DINNER PLANNER
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PLAN TO MAXIMIZE NUTRITIOUS FOODS

Your first goal when you start meal planning is to find a combination of nutritious foods that works for you and your family. Aim for a daily balance of the primary food groups discussed below, distributing the servings across the week in any way you like. The idea is to choose a wide variety of foods so you’ll get the full spectrum of nutritional benefits. You should also cut back on foods that are low in nutrition but high in calories. In your planning, tailor the number of servings from each food group to meet your individual calorie needs. You’ll find a chart in Appendix B with of suggested servings for each food group for different calorie levels, along with some examples of serving sizes for several common foods.

Once you find a pattern that you like, work it! Remember that you can repeat the basic elements while endlessly varying your choices from each food group. In general, make nutritious foods your go-to choices as you plan your weekly menus.

Vegetables and fruits are essential sources of vitamins, minerals, and fiber. Because they’re also low in calories, these foods can help you manage your weight; a diet rich in the nutrients and minerals found in vegetables and fruits can also help lower your blood pressure. Take advantage of many different kinds of produce; the broader the variety of items you eat, the broader the range of nutrients you’ll get. Incorporate different vegetables and fruits into your weekly plan, and experiment with ones you haven’t tried before to find new flavors and textures you like. Deeply colored varieties are generally the most nutritious.


QUICK PICKS Red—bell peppers, beets, tomatoes, and strawberries; blue—blueberries and eggplant; green—bell peppers, beans, spinach, broccoli, and dark lettuces; orange—carrots, sweet potatoes, cantaloupe, and oranges; and yellow—summer squash.



Fat-free and low-fat dairy products are an important part of a well-rounded diet and provide calcium and protein without the saturated fat, cholesterol, and calories of whole milk and other whole-fat dairy products. Try to minimize your intake of whole-fat products. If you don’t find fat-free options, look for 1 percent milk and other low-fat dairy products.


QUICK PICKS Fat-free, 1 percent, and low-fat versions of milk, half-and-half, yogurt, cheeses (lowest sodium available), sour cream, ricotta, and ice cream.



Fiber-rich whole grains provide more nutrients than processed grains, which have had the kernel and bran removed. For the most health benefits, try to use whole grains for at least half your daily servings of grain. Their fiber can work to lower your blood cholesterol and help you feel full, which can make it easier to reach and maintain a healthy weight.


QUICK PICKS Whole grains (brown rice, bulgur, barley, and quinoa), whole-wheat and other whole-grain breads and rolls (lowest sodium available), whole-grain pastas (spaghetti, rotini, linguine, macaroni, penne, and others), and oatmeal and other whole-grain cereals (lowest sodium available).



Fish, especially those varieties rich in omega-3 fatty acids, should be a regular part of your weekly diet. In fact, eating these types of fish may help reduce the risk of death from coronary heart disease. The American Heart Association recommends that you eat at least two servings of fish (3 to 3½ ounces cooked, or about 4 ounces raw) each week. Try different types of seafood and preparation techniques for variety. (Children, pregnant women, and those concerned about mercury should avoid fish with the highest potential of mercury contamination, such as shark, swordfish, tilefish, and mackerel. Remember, however, that for most people, the benefits far outweigh the risks.) Most fish and shellfish are high in protein and low in saturated fat, but be aware that some shellfish, such as shrimp, are high in cholesterol.


QUICK PICKS Salmon, tuna, trout, herring, and other fish rich in omega-3 fatty acids.



Lean and extra-lean meats and poultry provide protein and other important nutrients. Depending on your daily calorie needs, though, it’s best to eat no more than about 6 ounces of cooked lean, low-saturated-fat poultry or meat (8 ounces before cooking) each day. When planning to use poultry, remember that the white meat is leaner than the dark and that you should discard the skin before eating.


QUICK PICKS Beef—sirloin, round steak, flank steak, tenderloin, and 95 percent lean ground; pork—tenderloin and loin chops; poultry (skinless)—chicken breast and tenders, turkey breast and tenderloin.



Legumes, nuts, and seeds round out a balanced diet. Legumes provide both protein and fiber, making them a great substitute for meat. Use these nutritional powerhouses as the basis for at least one, if not more, vegetarian meals each week. Also include small amounts of unsalted nuts and seeds in your planning. They are rich in nutrients and provide heart-healthy unsaturated oils, but remember that they are also high in calories.


QUICK PICKS Legumes—dried beans and lentils, peas, unsalted peanuts and peanut butter, and edamame (green soybeans); unsalted nuts and seeds—almonds, walnuts, pecans, hazelnuts (filberts), and pumpkin seeds.



Unsaturated oils and fats provide monounsaturated and polyunsaturated fats, both of which have heart-health benefits. Vegetable oil products contain both mono- and polyunsaturated fats in varying percentages, as do nuts and seeds. The more often you can replace the unhealthy saturated fat found in products such as butter with these helpful unsaturated fats, the better.


QUICK PICKS Canola, olive, corn, soybean, safflower, sunflower, walnut, and peanut oils. Cooking sprays deliver a fine mist of oil, which can greatly reduce the amount needed for cooking.



SAMPLE PATTERN OF DAILY FOOD SERVINGS FOR A 2,000-CALORIE DIET
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PLAN TO MINIMIZE NUTRIENT-POOR FOODS

In addition to knowing which foods to focus on, it’s important to avoid the foods that undermine good health. Sodium, saturated fat, trans fat, and dietary cholesterol are known to increase the risk of heart disease. (For more information on how these dietary choices can affect your heart, go to www.heart.org.) It’s surprising how many common foods contain an unhealthy amount of one or more of these elements, so be proactive and know what’s in the food you eat. (Certain cuts of meat are much lower in saturated fat and cholesterol than others, for example.) To be prepared to make good choices in the store and in restaurants, know where to find these dietary “villains” and familiarize yourself with better options.

Sodium, a major component of salt, is so prevalent in our current food supply that most people eat much more than the recommended maximum of 1,500 milligrams a day. Cut down on sodium by buying unprocessed foods and no-salt-added or low-sodium products, and find out as much as you can about the sodium levels in your favorite restaurant dishes so you can make heart-smart choices.

Added sugars offer no nutritional benefit but supply lots of calories—and therefore may challenge your efforts to maintain a healthy weight. If sugar-sweetened beverages, sugary snack foods, and sweet desserts are a large part of your daily diet, you may not be eating enough other, more nutritious foods. Read ingredient lists when you shop. If corn syrup, concentrated fruit juice, evaporated cane juice, honey, sucrose, fructose, dextrose, or any of the other telltale “-ose” sugars are among the first four ingredients listed, you are buying a high-sugar product. On average, you should limit sugar-sweetened beverages to no more than 450 calories or 36 ounces per week. (If you need fewer than 2,000 calories per day, avoid these beverages altogether.)

Saturated fat is found primarily in foods from animals, such as meats, poultry, and whole-fat dairy products, or in the tropical oils (most com- monly, coconut, palm, and palm kernel) that are used in commercially prepared foods. Eating too much saturated fat can increase the level of harmful LDL cholesterol in your blood, which in turn increases your risk of heart disease. The easiest ways to cut down on saturated fat are to eat no more than 6 ounces of cooked lean meat or poultry each day, include vegetarian meals in your diet, and replace full-fat dairy products with fat-free or low-fat versions.

Trans fat, or trans fatty acids, results from the process of adding hydrogen to liquid vegetable oils to make them more solid. Many food manufacturers traditionally have used these partially hydrogenated oils in fried and baked products, but because we now know that a regular diet high in trans fat will increase your risk of heart disease, many products have been reformulated. Be sure to compare labels when you’re choosing snack products, cakes, cookies, pastries, pies, muffins, and fried foods.

Cholesterol that is present in food comes exclusively from animal sources (meat, poultry, shellfish, and dairy products). A cholesterol-rich diet may contribute to higher levels of blood cholesterol, so it makes sense to keep your dietary cholesterol low, especially if you already have heart disease or high blood cholesterol. Certain foods, such as egg yolks, shrimp and several other shellfish, organ meats such as liver, and whole milk, are especially high in cholesterol. Try to keep track of how much cholesterol you eat each day and adjust your food choices accordingly. If you eat a three-egg omelet for breakfast, for example, cut back on other high-cholesterol items for a few days to compensate.

PLAN FOR EFFICIENCY

Using some simple time-saving strategies can really make your planning quicker and easier. Set a specific time to plan each week—and stick to it. When you begin, look through the fridge, freezer, and pantry to see what you might be able to use in the next few days. For example, refrigerated pasta is great in a casserole, and leftover roast chicken can be the base of a delicious soup or salad. Then choose a few recipes that look interesting, and put the ingredients you’ll need to buy on your shopping list. Add an unfamiliar food to your plan once in a while—experimenting with new things will keep your meals interesting.

The following ideas can help you prepare meals more efficiently. (Refer to Appendix C for some helpful food-safety tips for leftovers.)

PLAN TO COOK WHEN YOU HAVE THE MOST TIME


• Plan for success. Be realistic about what is reasonable to do in the time you have. Your planning will be helpful only if it works for you and your family.

• Choose simpler recipes with fewer ingredients and fewer steps when you are the busiest. Prepare meals that need more prep on weekends or whenever your schedule allows.

• Do as much prep work as you can for your week’s menu ahead of time.



COOK FAVORITE STAPLES IN LARGE QUANTITIES


• Make extra brown rice to keep on hand in either the refrigerator or the freezer. On a busy night, microwave it, stirring occasionally, until heated through, then use as you would fresh.

• Plan for two pasta meals in a week: Cook one night and boil twice as much as you need. Use the extra as the base for a later dish, or include it in soups and salads.

• Cook more couscous than you need for one meal; it reheats very well and makes a great addition to salads.

• Clean, prep, and cook more vegetables than you need for one meal. You’ll have them on hand to throw into an omelet, a soup, a casserole, or a pasta dish—or just reheat, sprinkle with herbs, and serve.



DOUBLE UP ON THE MEATS AND POULTRY YOU USE


• If you know you’ll be browning ground meat for one recipe in your plan, buy extra. Brown it all, but refrigerate or freeze the extra to use for a second meal later in the week.

• Baking, poaching, grilling, or broiling chicken breasts is easy and quick; save even more time by cooking twice as many pieces as you need right away. Use the extra chicken in an entrée salad, in soup, or as the base for a quickly made entrée on another day.



INCLUDE AT LEAST ONE DOUBLE-DUTY ENTRÉE EACH WEEK


• Choose at least one recipe that will provide two nights’ worth of meals. When you cook casseroles, stews, and soups, make larger quantities than you need for one meal and refrigerate or freeze the extra for an encore a few days later.



Make a list of your favorite recipes and winning combinations so you can repeat them in the weeks that follow. As you experiment with new ingredients and dishes, add your successes to your list. Use whatever system works best for you, whether it’s entering recipes in an electronic database, flagging pages with color-coded sticky notes, or simply writing notes in the margins of your cookbooks. By using some—or all—of these basic planning principles, you can count on quick and easy meals that are successful and stress free.


2 • shopping smart

With a weekly menu plan on paper and an organized shopping list in hand, you can greatly reduce your time at the grocery store and ensure that you get the most payback for your effort.

Once you’ve completed a written meal plan, list the ingredients you’ll need for your chosen recipes for the timeframe you’re working with. (We’re assuming that you’ll shop once a week to get the bulk of what you need, but your schedule may dictate otherwise.) Then check for the basics that you need to replace. The easiest way to keep track is to post a list where you can easily jot down an item right when you think of it. Do whatever works best for you, whether it’s keeping a magnetized eraser board on the fridge or a list on your smartphone. The more efficient you are in your list making, the less time you’ll waste on emergency trips to the store for a missing ingredient.

Once you’re in the market, shop the perimeter of the store first—this is usually where you’ll find the fresh foods, such as produce, meats, and dairy. Then move to the center aisles to pick up what’s left on your list. As you shop, take advantage of the time-savers the store offers. For example, get ready-to-go salad fixings at the salad bar, buy peeled shrimp, and have the butcher debone or precut meats to your specifications.

As a general rule, it’s best to be flexible but reasonable as you shop. It’s great when sales and specials fit your plans, but don’t forget to consider, for example, how quickly you’ll use perishables like fruit and vegetables. No matter how good a deal is, you may end up with lots of waste if you can’t use what you buy before it spoils.

STOCK UP ON THE BASICS

Keeping staples on hand gives you the ability to throw together a great, simple meal in a hurry. In fact, you’ll be able to prepare most of the recipes in this book with the ingredients waiting in your well-equipped refrigerator, freezer, and pantry; for many other dishes, you’ll need only a few additional items from the store.

Create an electronic list of these suggested basics, adding any favorites that are missing and deleting items you know you won’t use. (You don’t need to keep an overwhelming array of foods. Just add gradually to your stockpile until you reach the combination of staples that works best for you.) Each week, keep a running list of the things you’ve used up or that you want to add. For super-fast shopping, rearrange your list in order of how things are displayed in your favorite store so you’ll be able to stock up efficiently and fast.

GET THE MOST FROM YOUR FRIDGE AND FREEZER

As you’re thinking about how to shop smarter, be sure to incorporate the refrigerator and freezer into your planning. To start, create zones in your refrigerator so you can store each type of go-to staple in the area that will keep it fresh longest. In most refrigerators, the bottom and the back are the coolest areas and the door and the top are the warmest. Store dairy products, such as milk, in the middle of the fridge; keep the most perishable foods (fish or ground meat, for example) in the coldest spots or a meat drawer. The temperatures in the designated compartments on the door are just right for soft margarine and condiments.

Since, ideally, you’ll be making your main shopping trip once a week, you can maximize prep time by washing, peeling, and chopping all your fresh produce at one convenient time—right after shopping, for example. Store the prepped food in separate airtight containers in the crisper; during the week, all you’ll have to do is grab what you need.

Your freezer enables you to keep fish, meat, poultry, and lots of other staples on hand for quick, spur-of-the-moment meals. In theory, freezing keeps food safe to eat indefinitely, but it can also affect the quality and texture of food over time. When freezing foods, remember to date your containers for best results. For safe defrosting, thaw foods in the refrigerator, in cold water, or in the microwave, not at room temperature on the counter. (See Appendix C, “Food Safety Tips,” for more information on how to keep your foods fresh and safe to eat.)

LEARN LABEL LINGO

To know what’s really in the foods you buy, make it a habit to always check package labels, ingredient lists, and nutrition facts panels when you shop. It’s also smart to be savvy about front-of-package labeling and marketing techniques; some claims can be misleading. For example, a product labeled “low-fat” may be very high in sodium or sugar instead.

The U.S. Food and Drug Administration and the U.S. Department of Agriculture regulate the information found on nutrition facts panels to help you compare products and make informed choices. Several organizations use their own icon systems to help you make decisions; some grocery stores are also using on-shelf labeling programs. The American Heart Association’s heart-check mark is one example of reliable health labeling (see here for more information on this program). When you see an icon or a health claim on food packaging, remember also to consider the information on the nutrition facts panel and the ingredient list before you select what to buy.

To read the nutrition facts panel, look at the serving size as it relates to the nutrient numbers. If, for example, the panel says the container holds two servings and you intend to eat the entire contents, you must double all the values and consider how they will add to your overall intake of calories, sodium, saturated fat, trans fat, and cholesterol. Keep in mind that for a 2,000-calorie diet, 40 calories per serving is considered low; 100 calories per serving, moderate; and 400 calories or more, high.

The % Daily Value column tells you the percentage of each nutrient in a single serving, based on the daily recommended amount. If you want to consume less of a nutrient, such as sodium, saturated fat, or cholesterol, choose foods with a lower % Daily Value (5% or less is considered low). If you want to consume more of a nutrient, such as fiber, look for foods with a higher % Daily Value (20% or more is considered high).

You can look to the American Heart Association Food Certification Program’s heart-check mark to help you quickly find heart-healthy foods in the grocery store. When you see the heart-check mark on food packaging, you know that the product has been certified by the association to meet our criteria for foods that are higher sources of better fats but limited in saturated and trans fats, cholesterol, and sodium. SHOP SMARTER FOR SNACKS

Snacks can help round out a healthy diet, but you need to be careful about what you select. There’s an overwhelming array of snack choices, and some are better than others. Typically, the less processed a food, the less likely it is to be high in the dietary villains: sodium, unhealthy fats, and added sugars.

Manufacturers are creating many new packaged and frozen foods that cater to shoppers who are more health conscious. Just be sure to read nutrition facts panels carefully when you shop, since these products can vary widely in how well they adhere to heart-healthy guidelines. Making better choices also means replacing sugary beverages with flavored water, diet soda, or tea without added sugar. Instead of drinking fruit juices, eat whole fruit for the most health benefit. In fact, keeping fruit such as apples, grapes, and bananas on hand is a quick and easy way to satisfy a nagging sweet tooth without resorting to sugar-packed candies and desserts.

SHOP MENUS WHEN EATING OUT

Although you may have less control over food choices when you’re eating in a restaurant or traveling, you still can select the healthiest options available. Read the restaurant menu for nutrition information, if possible. Many restaurants and chains provide this data online or make it avail- able on-site. You can enjoy eating out and be good to your heart if you follow these suggestions:


• Watch portion size. Most restaurants serve much more food than you would normally eat at one meal. Put a reasonable portion of your entrée in a to-go box before you start to eat and take the rest home, or share with a friend.

• Choose the healthiest preparation method, such as grilled or broiled instead of fried.

• Ask for sauces and salad dressings on the side so you can control how much of them you eat.

• Make smart substitutions: For example, cut down on sodium and fat by swapping warm corn tortillas for fried tortilla chips.

• Research better choices at your favorite fast-food places. That way, when you do go, you’ll know what to order. Buy just the foods you want rather than combo meals—remember, they aren’t a good deal if you end up with lots of extra sodium, saturated fat, trans fat, cholesterol, and sugar!




3 • kitchen know-how

The following suggestions will help you get meals on the table faster and with little fuss. Spending a few minutes to get your kitchen organized and using savvy techniques for quicker cooking will save you valuable time in the long run.

GET ORGANIZED

The setup of your kitchen work areas can be the make-or-break element in your meal prep efficiency. Searching through cluttered cabinets and drawers saps time and energy and lessens the pleasure of cooking at home. It’s well worth taking a little time up front to think through what works—and what doesn’t. Every kitchen is unique, so be creative to find the best solutions for yours.

ORGANIZE YOUR SPACE

Take these steps to create customized efficiency in your kitchen:


• Get rid of clutter. Look through cabinets and drawers and assess what’s on your countertops and in your pantry. Throw away or donate items that you haven’t used at least once in the past year. If you just can’t part with those items, move them to the garage or basement to save space for the things you use most often.

• Reconsider your storage options. Can you find a better way to organize and store things? For example, use mesh dividers to tame unruly cutlery and utensils in drawers. Hang pots and lids on walls or inside cupboard doors instead of stacking them. Store knives on a magnetic rack on the wall where you can reach them without effort. A magnetic rack also works well for often-used spices in metal containers. Put turntables or risers in cupboards so you can easily see what’s there.

• Designate areas for different tasks. Choose a place for each job you do often: one for reading recipes, one for prep work, one for setting out ingredients, and so on. This will help you establish a routine that will make working in the kitchen go faster and smoother. If you adore baking, give the standing mixer a spot on the counter and put the bread machine where it’s handy. On the other hand, if you need your blender only once a year, put it away and leave the more accessible space for the things you use more often.

• Keep handy what you use every day. You should be able to find knives, measuring spoons, whisks, and other basic utensils without rooting through a crowded drawer.

• Group cooking equipment according to how it is used. Store baking pans and baking sheets with muffin pans, put the roasting rack in the roasting pan, and keep the grilling tools and skewers together.

• Organize your pantry, freezer, and fridge. Using the same principle as for equipment, keep related foods together so you’ll be able to quickly find the ingredient you need: Group canned vegetables together, soups together, and pastas and grains together, for example. If you have the space, alphabetize your spices.

• Make it easy to get rid of food prep leftovers. The peelings and other waste that are part of preparing food can accumulate quickly and clutter your workspace, but you don’t want to have to walk across the kitchen every time you need to discard a potato peel. If you use a garbage disposal, make room to work by the sink; if you compost, keep a small bag or bowl on the counter to throw organics into and then transfer them to your compost when you are done.

• Plan ahead for easy cleanup. Set a thin plastic cutting board or a plate on your work surface. Put messy spoons and spatulas on it as you cook, and then just wash the board and utensils when you’re ready. Line baking sheets with aluminum foil and fill dirty pots and pans with hot, soapy water right after you use them. You can also fill the sink or a large bowl with water and drop in dirty utensils (not knives or other sharp items). They’ll be much easier to clean, especially if you need them again as you cook.

• Control accumulation of storage items. Use organizers to make it easy to store leftovers for another busy day. Stack plastic food containers with matching lids; throw away mismatched pieces. Mount dispensers on the wall or inside cabinet doors for plastic wrap, wax paper, and aluminum foil. Store plastic grocery bags in inexpensive hanging dispensers, or stuff the bags into empty paper towel tubes. To go green and cut down on the accumulation of all those bags, keep reusable cloth grocery bags in your car and use them instead.



ORGANIZE YOUR TOOLS

There’s a right tool for every job, and every cook needs certain basic tools to cook efficiently. The following items are essential to a well-equipped kitchen:

Keep your tools and countertop appliances (blender, food processor) in good working order so you don’t waste time. For example, dull knives will slow you down and make chopping more difficult, so it’s worth the effort to keep knives sharpened. You’ll always be ready for quick and easy prep work.

ORGANIZE YOUR APPROACH

When cooking from a recipe, be sure to read it all the way through first! You don’t want to be caught halfway into preparing a dish only to find that you don’t have a crucial ingredient or kitchen tool. Most professional chefs put out everything needed for a recipe, measured and ready to go (called mise en place), before they even turn on the stove or oven. Once you get used to this approach to cooking, you’ll appreciate how much time it can save. Also, review the sequence of steps for things that can be done at the same time. For example, you can start boiling the pasta water while waiting for the onions to cook down for the sauce.

Most of all, try to stay flexible. It’s great to cook fresh from scratch, but when time is short you may need to grab the dried minced onion instead. Stock up on “convenience” versions of the ingredients you use all the time, such as bottled minced garlic and ginger, bottled lemon and lime juice, and other basics that you can reach for when you just don’t have time to mince, dice, or squeeze.

QUICK COOKING TECHNIQUES

When it comes to quick and easy recipes, both how you cook and what you cook determine the timeline. Some techniques are naturally fast and fuss free, and others allow you to walk away while food practically cooks itself. It’s also important, of course, to choose a cooking method that’s heart-healthy, as are all the techniques outlined below.

In general, the smaller the pieces of food, the faster they will cook through. Sautés and stir-fries are good examples of that principle. Grilling and broiling also work well with evenly sized, smaller portions, which is why many recipes for fish fillets, chicken breasts, and steaks call for these techniques. The slower methods, such as roasting and baking, require longer cooking times, but very often the preparation is so simple that you actually spend only minutes on each dish.

SPEEDY COOKING WITH SHORT PREP TIME


• Broiling and Grilling. The only real difference between these two fast-cooking methods is where the heat comes from: above the food in a broiler and below the food on a grill. The direct exposure to the heat browns the outside of the food while leaving the inside moist and tender. The food usually sits on a rack, which allows excess fat to drip away and air to circulate, helping food cook faster. Remember that if a broiling recipe specifies a distance from the heat, it means the number of inches from the heat element to the top of the food you are broiling, not to the top of the broiling rack. Try a variety of rubs, marinades, and glazes to add flavor; rubs in particular are super quick to use. To really make the most of the grill or broiler, cook vegetables and fruits along with meat, poultry, or seafood. The high heat caramelizes natural sugars and intensifies flavors.

• Microwave Cooking. Microwave ovens cook food by causing food molecules to vibrate, creating friction and therefore internal heat. Because this method requires no added oils and very little, if any, liquid to keep food from drying out, it is a healthy way to prepare food. Probably the biggest benefit of cooking in a microwave oven is speed. As a rule of thumb, when microwaving, you can cut the cooking time to a third or even a quarter of the time in a conventional recipe. For example, you can microwave whole baking potatoes, pierced with a fork and wrapped in damp paper towels, in 10 minutes or less, which is about a quarter of the time it takes to bake them in the oven. If a food you are microwaving isn’t done when you check it, gradually increase the cooking time until it is. Also, when converting most traditional recipes for the microwave, remember to reduce the amount of liquid by about one-third because less liquid evaporates during microwave cooking.

• Sautéing and Stir-Frying. Both sautéing and stir-frying involve quickly cooking food over direct heat, using a small amount of hot fat. Because the surface of meat, poultry, and seafood is seared over high heat at the outset with these techniques, the natural juices are sealed in, keeping the food moist. When sautéing, replace margarine with cooking spray to cut back on saturated fat, trans fat, and calories. Stir-frying moves fast. Because the heat is usually kept high throughout the cooking and little time is allowed between steps, prepare ingredients and sauces before you begin cooking.

• Steaming. Another quick and easy technique, steaming helps food retain flavor, color, and nutrients. Place the food in a basket over simmering liquid, making sure the liquid does not touch the bottom of the basket. For extra flavor, add onion, garlic, or herbs to the food or liquid. Most people are familiar with preparing vegetables this way, but remember that fish, chicken breasts, and any other foods that can be boiled or simmered are also excellent when steamed.

• Poaching. Poaching calls for immersing foods in almost-simmering liquid. This gentle technique is especially good for delicate foods, such as fish and fruit. Although you can use water as the cooking medium, most recipes for poaching use a liquid that adds flavor instead, such as wine or fat-free, low-sodium broth. After the food is cooked, remove it from the pan and reduce the remaining liquid (decrease the volume by boiling the liquid rapidly) to make a delicious sauce.



SLOWER COOKING WITH SHORT PREP TIME


• Baking and Roasting. Both baking and roasting use the dry heat of an oven to cook food. Depending on the size of the raw food, cooking time can range from 30 minutes to several hours. Except when making dishes that call for lots of ingredients (some lasagnas, for example), you don’t need to spend much time preparing food to go into the oven. Many recipes just direct you to place seasoned food in a shallow baking pan, spray with cooking spray if needed, and cook until done. When baking coated fish fillets or chicken breasts, lightly mist with cooking spray. Although very simple once the food is in the oven, roasting typically requires a bit of preparation. Discard the visible fat and place meat or poultry on a rack in a roasting pan to prevent the food from sitting in its fat drippings. If needed, baste with fat-free liquids, such as wine, fruit juice, or fat-free, low-sodium broth. Plan on removing the food from the oven 15 to 20 minutes before serving. Letting the meat and poultry “rest” allows the juices to redistribute and makes carving easier. For whole birds, discard as much fat as you can before roasting, but to prevent dryness leave the skin on until the poultry is cooked. (Discard the skin before serving the poultry.) Save time and energy when the oven is on by roasting vegetables at the same time.

• Braising and Stewing. Although braised and stewed meats can take hours to reach fork-tender consistency, they don’t usually take long to prep. The slow heat of both techniques breaks down less-tender cuts of meat and cooks fat out at the same time, so it’s a good idea to cook ahead of time, refrigerate dishes overnight, and skim off and discard the hardened fat. Braises and stews are ideal to cook on a weekend, especially when you have a busy week ahead: The flavors of the foods blend and improve with time, and all you have to do on a hectic weeknight is reheat and serve.

• Slow Cooking. A slow cooker is designed to take the worry out of leaving food to cook while you are away from the kitchen. Just put food in the crock, cover it, and set the dial for high or low; some of the newer models can be set to turn off automatically or to switch from high to low or warm. You may also want to brown meats or poultry before adding them for color and deeper flavor. Don’t fill the crock more than two-thirds full, layer ingredients as specified in the recipe, and don’t open the cooker to stir, since removing the cover lets out heat and moisture. If a recipe makes more than you need right away, don’t worry: Most slow-cooked meals are perfect for reheating later in the week.



TIPS FOR QUICKER COOKING

Several tricks of the trade can help you speed things up as you cook. Try these suggestions the next time you’re cooking a meal.


• Cover Dutch ovens, stockpots, and saucepans to help liquids come to a boil faster; this is especially helpful when, for example, you need to boil water for pasta.

• Use wider skillets so that more liquid evaporates and food cooks more quickly.

• Choose thinner pastas when you’re pressed for time; they cook more quickly than others. Angel hair and vermicelli give the speediest results; whole-grain pastas provide the most nutrients.

• Roast vegetables such as cauliflower, carrots, and onions while you roast or bake other foods. If you don’t want to use the vegetables right away, freeze them for later use.

• Place your cutting board on a damp paper towel to keep the board from sliding.

• Grate cheese or lemon peel over a thin flexible cutting mat or wax paper. Then just bend the mat or paper and pour what you need into a measuring cup or spoon.

• Put small amounts of parsley, cilantro, and other herbs in a cup or small bowl and use kitchen scissors to snip them right there.

• Quickly peel fresh garlic with a garlic peeler (a rubber cylinder that rubs off the papery peel) or rubber jar opener. You can also smash garlic cloves with the flat of a knife; the skin will break apart.

• Measure dry ingredients before wet ones if the recipe allows so you can reuse measuring spoons and cups without having to wash them between steps.

• Spray utensils with cooking spray before measuring sticky ingredients such as honey or molasses. Cups and spoons will be much easier to clean.

• Make it much easier to thinly slice raw poultry or meat by first putting it in the freezer for 10 to 15 minutes.

• Microwave lemons and limes for about 10 seconds on 100 percent power (high) or roll them under your hand on a hard surface. Either technique makes them easier and faster to juice. Use what you need and freeze any extra juice by the tablespoonful in ice cube trays for quick access later on. You can also freeze extra lemon wedges or slices.

• Use a food processor or mandoline to make quick work of slicing and dicing in large quantities.

• Keep high-intensity, flavorful ingredients on hand. It takes no time to throw in a tablespoon of mint, unsalted pine nuts, or dried currants, any of which can make a simple dish outstanding.




recipes

To help you plan meals and determine how a recipe fits into your overall eating plan, we have provided a nutrition analysis for each recipe in the book. The following guidelines give some details on how the analyses were calculated.


• Each analysis is for a single serving; garnishes or optional ingredients are not included unless noted.

• When figuring portions, remember that the serving sizes provided are approximate.

• When ingredient options are listed, the first one is analyzed. When a range of amounts is given, the average is analyzed.

• Values other than fats are rounded to the nearest whole number. Fat values are rounded to the nearest half gram. Because of the rounding, values for saturated, trans, polyunsaturated, and monounsaturated fats may not add up to the amount shown for total fat value.

• All the recipes are analyzed using unsalted or low-sodium ingredients whenever possible. In some cases, we call for unprocessed foods or no-salt-added and low-sodium products, then add table salt sparingly for flavor. If this book provides a recipe for a common ingredient, such as salsa, we use the data for our own version in the analysis and cross-reference the recipe. If only a regular commercial product is available, we use the one with the lowest sodium available.

• We specify canola, corn, and olive oils in these recipes, but you can also use other heart-healthy unsaturated oils, such as safflower, soybean, and sunflower.

• Meats are analyzed as lean, with all visible fat discarded. Values for ground beef are based on extra-lean meat that is 95 percent fat free.

• If meat, poultry, or seafood is marinated and the marinade is discarded, we calculate only the amount of marinade absorbed.

• If alcohol is used in a cooked dish, we estimate that most of the alcohol calories evaporate as the food cooks.

• Because product labeling in the marketplace can vary and change quickly, we use the generic terms “fat-free” and “low-fat” throughout to avoid confusion.

• We use the abbreviations “g” for gram and “mg” for milligram.

COOK’S TIP ON HOT CHILE PEPPERS

Wear plastic gloves or wash your hands thoroughly with warm, soapy water immediately after handling hot peppers. Most of the spicy heat in a chile pepper, such as the jalapeño in this salsa, is found in the seeds and ribs (membranes). Leave them in for maximum heat; discard them if you prefer a milder flavor.

Line a 1-cup custard cup or mold with plastic wrap. Spread ¼ cup cottage cheese over the bottom. Spread 1 tablespoon pesto over the cottage cheese. Repeat the layers, ending with the cottage cheese. Cover and refrigerate for 2 to 8 hours before serving.

At serving time, uncover the custard cup and invert the spread onto a serving plate. Remove the cup and carefully peel off the plastic wrap. Sprinkle the spread with the paprika. Garnish with the basil.


COOK’S TIP

If you don’t have pesto left over from Baked Chicken with Crunchy Basil-Parmesan Pesto, you can make a batch in about 10 minutes. If you use commercial pesto, be aware that it is very likely to contain significantly more sodium and fat.

To clean fresh mushrooms, wipe them with a clean, damp cloth or a mushroom brush. Gently pat them dry with paper towels. Because mushrooms absorb water like sponges, never soak them; you’ll ruin their texture and taste.

¼ teaspoon salt

1 cup fat-free half-and-half

¼ cup no-salt-added tomato sauce

1 pound frozen peeled raw medium shrimp, rinsed

Snipped fresh cilantro (optional)



Lightly spray a large saucepan with cooking spray. Cook the apples, onion, carrot, and celery over medium-high heat for 5 minutes, or until the apples are tender, stirring frequently.

Stir in the broth, potatoes, curry powder, cardamom, allspice, and salt. Bring to a boil. Reduce the heat and simmer, covered, for 10 minutes, or until the potatoes are tender.

In a food processor or blender, process the soup plus the half-and-half and tomato sauce in batches until smooth. Return the soup to the pan.

Bring the soup to a boil over high heat. Stir in the shrimp. Reduce the heat and simmer for 3 to 5 minutes, or until the shrimp are pink. Serve garnished with the cilantro.


COOK’S TIP

You can make this soup in advance and refrigerate it right after pureeing. Just before serving, bring the soup to a boil, add the shrimp, and finish cooking as directed.

Stir in the garlic. Cook for 1 minute, stirring frequently.

Stir in the tomatoes with liquid, beans, broth, carrot, celery, amaranth, and tomato paste. Bring to a boil, still over medium-high heat. Reduce the heat and simmer, covered, for 15 minutes, or until the amaranth is tender. Remove from the heat.

Stir in the remaining ingredients. Serve immediately so the amaranth doesn’t continue to absorb liquid and make the soup too thick.


COOK’S TIP ON AMARANTH

Amaranth is a tiny grain with a mild flavor similar to that of quinoa. Amaranth cooks quickly, making it a great choice when you’re trying to fit more whole grains into your busy schedule. A source of fiber and protein and the only grain that contains a good amount of calcium, amaranth is available in some supermarkets and in health food stores.

2 tablespoons sliced green onions

¼ cup fat-free peach or vanilla yogurt

¼ cup light mayonnaise

Pour water to a depth of 1 inch in a large skillet. Bring to a boil over high heat. Carefully add the chicken. Reduce the heat and simmer, covered, for 5 minutes, or until the chicken is no longer pink in the center. Drain well. Transfer to a cutting board. Set aside to cool slightly.

Meanwhile, in a large bowl, toss together the cantaloupe, celery, and green onions.

When the chicken is cool enough to handle, cut it into bite-size pieces. Add to the cantaloupe mixture, tossing to combine.

In a small bowl, whisk together the yogurt and mayonnaise. Pour over the salad, tossing to coat. Serve immediately, or cover and refrigerate until serving time. Just before serving, spoon the salad onto the lettuce leaves.


COOK’S TIP

Instead of poaching chicken and cutting cantaloupe into small pieces for this recipe, chop 2 cups of leftover chicken cooked without salt and buy 3 cups of chopped cantaloupe at the grocery store.

WITH MARINARA SAUCE

3 ounces fish and ¼ cup sauce per serving

PREPARATION TIME

For an unusual coating, press bits of uncooked fresh angel hair pasta onto fish fillets. While they bake, the pasta forms a crisp coating.


Cooking spray

1 cup finely chopped uncooked fresh angel hair pasta

4 mild white fish fillets (about 4 ounces each), rinsed and patted dry

¼ teaspoon dried dillweed, crumbled

Pepper to taste

Preheat the oven to 450°F. Lightly spray a baking sheet with cooking spray.

Put the pasta in a medium shallow dish. Press one side of one piece of fish into the pasta to coat well. Transfer with the pasta side up to the baking sheet. Repeat with the remaining pasta and fish, arranging the fish in a single layer on the baking sheet. Sprinkle the fish with the dillweed and pepper. Lightly spray with cooking spray.

Bake for 8 to 10 minutes, or until the fish flakes easily when tested with a fork.

Meanwhile, in a small saucepan, cook the marinara sauce over medium-low heat for 5 minutes, or until heated through. Spoon over the fish.


COOK’S TIP ON MILD WHITE FISH

A number of factors may affect your choice of fish for this and other recipes that call for mild white fish. Taste preference, availability, freshness, price, and avoidance of what is currently being overharvested are some of the main things to consider. Fortunately, many mild white fish are interchangeable, with only minor adjustments needed in cooking time if you choose fillets or steaks much thicker or much thinner than called for. Some of the many examples of mild white fish are cod, grouper, haddock, mahimahi, sea bass, scrod, sole, and tilapia.

Grill the fish with the skin side down for 5 minutes. Turn over. Grill for 2 to 3 minutes, or until cooked to the desired doneness. Serve with the salsa.


COOK’S TIP ON JERK SEASONING

To make your own salt-free jerk seasoning, in a small bowl, stir together ½ teaspoon ground cumin, ¼ teaspoon ground allspice, ¼ teaspoon ground cinnamon, and 1⁄8 to ¼ teaspoon cayenne.




COOK’S TIP ON SALSAS

Add some zip to your salsas, whether they’re fruit- or veggie-based, by substituting fresh mint for the usual cilantro or parsley. Just be sure to make the salsa at least 10 minutes in advance so the flavors have time to blend.

A bay leaf and a bit of nutmeg add subtle but interesting flavor to this attractive dish, with contrasting colors provided by the salmon, spinach, and mozzarella cheese.


Cooking spray

1½ cups water

½ cup dry white wine (regular or nonalcoholic) or water

2 medium green onions, sliced

1 medium dried bay leaf

4 salmon fillets (about 4 ounces each), rinsed and patted dry

5 ounces frozen chopped spinach

1⁄8 teaspoon ground nutmeg

¼ cup shredded low-fat mozzarella cheese

Pepper to taste

1 medium lemon, thinly sliced (optional)



Preheat the broiler. Lightly spray the broiler pan and rack with cooking spray. Set aside.

In a large skillet, bring the water, wine, green onions, and bay leaf just to a boil over high heat. Using a large spatula, carefully add each piece of fish. Return to a boil. Reduce the heat and simmer, covered, for 8 to 10 minutes, or until the fish is the desired doneness. Transfer the fish to the broiler rack. Discard the cooking liquid. Pat the fish dry with paper towels.

Meanwhile, prepare the spinach using the package directions. Drain well, squeezing out the moisture. Stir in the nutmeg. Spread over the fish.

Sprinkle the mozzarella and pepper over the spinach.

Broil about 4 inches from the heat for 1 to 2 minutes, or until the mozzarella melts. Garnish the fish with the lemon.


COOK’S TIP

To use half of a 10-ounce package of frozen spinach for this recipe, here’s what to do: Place the unwrapped block of spinach on a microwaveable plate and cook on 30 percent power (medium low) for 2 minutes, or until the spinach is just soft enough to cut through with a sharp knife. Use half the package as directed in the recipe. Rewrap and return the remaining half to the freezer.

¾ cup pineapple juice



Preheat the oven to 450°F. Line a baking sheet with aluminum foil. Lightly spray the foil with cooking spray.

Place the fish on the baking sheet. Brush the top of the fish with the oil. Sprinkle the top with the pepper and cayenne. Using your fingertips, gently press the seasonings so they adhere to the fish.

Bake for 8 minutes, or until the fish flakes easily when tested with a fork.

Meanwhile, in small bowl, whisk together the sauce ingredients except the pineapple juice until the corn- starch is dissolved. Set aside.

In a large saucepan, bring the pineapple juice to a boil over high heat. Boil for 2 to 3 minutes, or until reduced to 1⁄3 cup. Whisk the soy sauce mixture into the pineapple juice. Baking these tilapia fillets in aluminum foil packets seals in their juices and seasonings, keeping the fish extra-moist and flavorful.


Cooking spray

1 medium lemon or lime, cut into 8 slices, and 1 medium lemon or lime, cut into 4 wedges, divided use

4 tilapia or other mild white fish fillets (about 4 ounces each), rinsed and patted dry

¼ cup mild picante sauce and ¼ cup mild picante sauce (lowest sodium available), divided use

4 medium green onions, chopped

2 medium fresh jalapeños, seeds and ribs discarded, finely chopped

1 tablespoon olive oil (extra-virgin preferred)

Preheat the oven to 375°F.

In a 2-quart glass casserole dish or 9-inch square glass baking dish, whisk together the soup and milk. Stir in the remaining ingredients.

Bake, covered, for 25 minutes. Stir. Bake, covered, for 15 minutes, or until the noodles are tender.


COOK’S TIP ON THAWING FOOD

To thaw frozen food that is not dense, put it in a colander and run it under cold water for a few seconds to several minutes, depending on whether you want the food partially or totally thawed. Put denser food, such as chicken breasts, in an airtight bag and soak for a few minutes in a large bowl of cold water.

¼ cup chopped fresh basil (about 2⁄3 ounce) or 1 tablespoon dried, crumbled

1 6-ounce can very low sodium white albacore tuna, packed in water, drained and flaked



Prepare the barley using the package directions, omitting the salt. Drain well in a colander. Transfer the barley to a large shallow dish.

Add the spinach and garlic, tossing with tongs for 30 seconds, or until the spinach is slightly wilted. Cover to keep warm. Set aside.

In a medium nonstick skillet, heat the oil over medium-high heat, swirling to coat the bottom. Cook the tomatoes, olives, and basil for 2 minutes, or until the tomatoes are soft, stirring frequently. (Cooking this mixture just before layering all the ingredients helps keep the flavors “bright.”)

Sprinkle the tuna over the barley mixture. Top with the tomato mixture. (The heat from the barley and tomato layers will slightly warm the tuna.)

¼ cup shredded or grated Parmesan cheese

2 medium green onions, sliced

1 tablespoon snipped fresh dillweed or ½ teaspoon dried, crumbled

½ teaspoon pepper (coarsely ground preferred)

1⁄3 cup light mayonnaise

½ teaspoon grated lemon zest

Sprigs of fresh dillweed (optional)



Preheat the oven to 400°F. Lightly spray a medium shallow baking pan with cooking spray. Set aside.

In a medium bowl, stir together the tuna, egg substitute, bread crumbs, Parmesan, green onions, 1 tablespoon dillweed, and pepper. Shape into 6 patties. Arrange in a single layer in the baking pan.

Bake on one side for 15 minutes, or until lightly browned. Transfer to plates.

Meanwhile, in a small bowl, stir together the mayonnaise and lemon zest.

Spoon a dollop of the mayonnaise mixture onto each cake. Garnish with the sprigs of dillweed.

Serve these tender shellfish with chunks of whole-grain bread so you can soak up the creamy sauce.


4 medium green onions, sliced

½ cup dry white wine (regular or nonalcoholic)

¼ teaspoon pepper

24 fresh debearded and rinsed medium mussels

½ cup fat-free evaporated milk

2 tablespoons Dijon mustard (lowest sodium available)

1½ teaspoons all-purpose flour



In a Dutch oven, bring the green onions, wine, and pepper to a boil over high heat. Add the mussels. Cook, covered, for 3 to 5 minutes, or until the mussels have opened. Turn off the heat. Leaving the cooking liquid in the pot, transfer the mussels to a serving dish, discarding any mussels that did not open during cooking.

In a small bowl, whisk together the milk, mustard, and flour. Whisk into the cooking liquid. Cook, still over high heat, for 5 minutes, or until the mixture is thickened to the desired consistency, whisking constantly. Pour over the mussels, stirring gently to coat.


COOK’S TIP ON MUSSELS

If the mussels you buy have not been cleaned and debearded, you can easily debeard them at home. Using your fingers, grasp the mossy-looking beard and pull it firmly until it comes away from the shell. Before cooking the mussels, tap each one to be sure the shell closes up tightly. If it doesn’t, discard the mussel.

1 tablespoon bottled minced garlic or 6 medium garlic cloves, minced

2 teaspoons olive oil

1⁄8 teaspoon pepper

1 pound sea scallops, rinsed and patted dry

½ medium red bell pepper, cut into 2 × 1⁄8-inch strips

¼ cup sliced green onions



In a large shallow dish, whisk together the lemon juice, garlic, oil, and pepper. Add the scallops, turning to coat. Cover and refrigerate for 10 minutes, turning the scallops once halfway through.

14 to 16 ounces frozen vegetables, any combination (stir-fry mixture preferred)

¼ cup shredded or grated Parmesan or Romano cheese

¼ cup snipped fresh basil (about 2⁄3 ounce) or parsley

In a large skillet, stir together the shrimp, vegetables, pasta, and water. Bring to a boil over high heat, stirring occasionally. Reduce the heat to medium and cook, covered, for 3 minutes, stirring occasionally and adding more water if needed to keep the pasta from sticking to the bottom of the pan. Cook, still covered, for 1 to 3 minutes, or until the shrimp are pink on the outside, the vegetables are tender-crisp, and the pasta is tender.

Serve sprinkled with the Parmesan, basil, and red pepper flakes.

¼ cup plain rice vinegar or cider vinegar

2 tablespoons sesame seeds, dry-roasted

1¼ pounds skinless chicken breast halves with bone, all visible fat discarded



In a medium shallow glass dish, stir together the hoisin sauce, vinegar, and sesame seeds. Add the chicken, turning to coat. Cover and refrigerate for 1 to 24 hours, turning occasionally.

About an hour before serving time, preheat the oven to 375°F.

Arrange the chicken in a single layer in an 8-inch square glass baking dish, discarding the marinade.

Bake for 45 to 55 minutes, or until the chicken is no longer pink in the center.


COOK’S TIP ON HOISIN SAUCE

Hoisin sauce, sometimes referred to as Chinese ketchup, is a tongue-tingling mixture of fermented soybeans and seasonings. Look for jars of hoisin sauce in the Asian section of your grocery store. Although it has no true substitute, in a pinch you could replace the 2 tablespoons called for here with 1 tablespoon of dark molasses and 1 tablespoon of no-salt-added ketchup.

Bake, covered, for 1 hour 15 minutes to 1 hour 30 minutes, or until the chicken is no longer pink in the center and the vegetables are tender. Transfer the chicken to a cutting board. Cut each breast in half, discarding the bones.

Shortly before serving time, using the directions on the bottle, heat the gravy. Spoon over the cooked chicken and vegetables.


COOK’S TIP ON FENNEL

Fennel has a creamy white bulbous base, short pale green stems, and feathery darker green leaves. Cooking fennel makes its licorice-like flavor more delicate and its celery-like texture softer.

Cooking spray

1 pound boneless, skinless chicken breasts, all visible fat discarded, cut into 16 cubes

2 clementines, unpeeled, each cut into 8 wedges, seeds, if any, discarded

1 large red onion, cut into 16 wedges

1 medium yellow bell pepper, cut into 16 squares

¼ teaspoon salt

¼ cup all-fruit peach spread

2 tablespoons fresh orange juice



Soak eight 10-inch wooden skewers in cold water for at least 10 minutes to keep them from charring, or use metal skewers.

For each kebab, skewer in any order two each of the chicken cubes, clementine wedges, onion wedges, and bell pepper squares. Sprinkle the kebabs on all sides with the salt and pepper.

CHICKEN

1½ pounds boneless, skinless chicken breast halves, all visible fat discarded

¼ cup cornflake crumbs



1 large lemon or 2 medium limes, each cut into 6 wedges (optional)



Preheat the oven to 375°F.

In a food processor or blender, process the basil, parsley, Parmesan, walnuts, and garlic to a paste, scraping the side as needed.

With the processor running, gradually add the oil and broth. Process until smooth. Transfer 3 tablespoons of the pesto to a small bowl. Transfer the remaining pesto to a small airtight container and refrigerate for another use.

Put the chicken in a shallow baking pan large enough to hold it in a single layer. Lightly brush the top with 3 tablespoons pesto. Sprinkle with the cornflake crumbs.

Bake for 20 to 30 minutes, or until the chicken is no longer pink in the center. Serve with the lemon wedges for squeezing over the chicken.

4 boneless, skinless chicken breast halves (about 4 ounces each), all visible fat discarded

2 tablespoons soy sauce (lowest sodium available)

2 tablespoons plain rice vinegar or cider vinegar

2 tablespoons dry sherry or fresh orange juice

1 teaspoon toasted sesame oil

1 teaspoon honey

½ teaspoon bottled minced garlic or 1 medium garlic clove, minced

1 teaspoon cornstarch

1 tablespoon fresh orange juice or water



Preheat the oven to 350°F.

Arrange the chicken in a single layer in an 8-inch square baking dish.

In a small bowl, stir together the soy sauce, vinegar, sherry, sesame oil, honey, and garlic. Pour over the chicken.

Bake for 25 to 30 minutes, or until the chicken is no longer pink in the center. Transfer the chicken to a large plate. Cover to keep warm. Pour the sauce into a small saucepan.

Put the cornstarch in a small bowl. Add the orange juice, whisking to dissolve. Pour into the sauce. Cook over medium heat for 5 minutes, or until thickened and bubbly, whisking constantly. Spoon over the chicken.

MICROWAVE METHOD

Arrange the chicken in a microwaveable dish large enough to hold it in a single layer. Combine the soy sauce mixture as directed. Pour over the chicken. Microwave, covered and vented, on 100 percent power (high) for 8 to 10 minutes, or until the chicken is no longer pink in the center. Transfer the chicken to a large plate. Cover to keep warm.

Pour the sauce into a 2-cup glass measuring cup. Put the cornstarch in a small bowl. Add the orange juice, whisking to dissolve. Pour into the sauce. Microwave on 100 percent power (high) for 1 to 2 minutes, or until thickened and bubbly, stirring every 30 seconds. Spoon over the chicken.


COOK’S TIP

When a recipe calls for sherry or wine, don’t use cooking sherry or cooking wine; they are very salty. If you don’t want to use the real thing, substitute nonalcoholic wine, fruit juice, or water.

1 pint strawberries, hulled and coarsely chopped (about 2 cups)

Preheat the grill on medium. Lightly spray the grill rack with cooking spray.

In a small bowl, stir together the paprika, cumin, ginger, and pepper. Set aside.

Put the lemon juice in a medium dish. Add the chicken, turning to coat. Sprinkle the paprika mixture over both sides of the chicken. Using your fingertips, gently press the mixture so it adheres to the chicken.

Grill the chicken for 12 to 15 minutes, or until no longer pink in the center, turning once halfway through.

Meanwhile, in a medium skillet, stir together the figs, broth, shallot, orange juice, and cinnamon. Bring to a boil over medium-high heat. Boil for 6 minutes, or until most of the liquid is evaporated, stirring occasionally. Remove from the heat.

Decisions, decisions! Would you rather have the richer, more robust sauce that you get with red wine, or do you prefer the slightly sweet and fruity sauce that you get with cranberry juice cocktail? Choosing your liquid, then your favorite dried fruit, is the hard part—the actual cooking is a snap.


Cooking spray

4 boneless, skinless chicken breast halves (about 4 ounces each), all visible fat discarded

2⁄3 cup dry red wine (regular or nonalcoholic) or light cranberry juice cocktail

¼ cup sweetened dried cranberries, dried blueberries, dried cherries, or mixed dried fruit bits

½ teaspoon dried thyme, crumbled

1 teaspoon cornstarch

1 tablespoon water



Lightly spray a large skillet with cooking spray. Heat over medium-high heat. Cook the chicken for 1 minute on each side (the chicken won’t be done at this point). Transfer to a large plate. Set aside.

In the same skillet, stir together the wine, cranberries, and thyme. Increase the heat to high and bring to a boil.

Add the chicken, turning to coat. Reduce the heat and simmer, covered, for about 5 minutes, or until the chicken is no longer pink in the center. Transfer to a platter, leaving the sauce in the skillet. Cover to keep warm.

Put the cornstarch in a small bowl. Add the water, whisking to dissolve. Whisk into the sauce. Cook over medium heat for 5 minutes, or until thickened and bubbly, whisking constantly. Spoon over the chicken.

Meanwhile, in a small bowl, whisk together the yogurt, flour, salt, and cayenne. Set aside.

In the same skillet, stir together the broth, shallot, and garlic. Bring to a boil, still over medium high. Boil gently for about 5 minutes, or until most of the liquid is evaporated.

Reduce the heat to low. Whisk in the yogurt mixture and parsley. Cook for 1 minute, whisking constantly.

Return the chicken to the skillet, stirring to coat with the sauce.

You can enjoy this combination of turkey and cranberries year-round—no need to wait for Thanksgiving! The small amount of fresh jalapeño provides an underlying hint of heat.


Cooking spray

1 1-pound turkey tenderloin

1 teaspoon canola or corn oil

14 ounces whole-berry cranberry sauce

2 teaspoons grated orange zest

1½ tablespoons snipped fresh cilantro

1 teaspoon minced fresh jalapeño



Preheat the oven to 400°F.

Lightly spray a large glass baking dish with cooking spray. Put the turkey in the baking dish, tucking the ends of the turkey under for even cooking. Brush the top with the oil.

Roast for 20 minutes.

Meanwhile, in a small saucepan, stir together the cranberry sauce, orange zest, cilantro, and jalapeño. Cook over low heat for 5 minutes, or until heated through, stirring once. Remove from the heat. Spoon 1 cup of the sauce into a small bowl and set aside. You should have about ½ cup sauce left in the pan.

Turn the turkey over. Baste with about half the cranberry sauce from the pan.

Roast for 10 to 20 minutes, or until the turkey registers 160°F on an instant-read thermometer, basting once about halfway through with the remaining sauce in the pan. Transfer the turkey to a cutting board. Let stand for 5 to 10 minutes, or until it is no longer pink in the center and registers 165°F. Thinly slice diagonally across the grain. Serve with the reserved 1 cup sauce spooned on top.


COOK’S TIP

If you can’t find a turkey tenderloin about the size called for, you can use two half-pound pieces or four quarter-pound pieces. Arrange them so they make a cylinder, and use kitchen twine to tie the pieces together at about 2-inch intervals.

2 14.5-ounce cans no-salt-added diced tomatoes, undrained

1¼ cups fat-free, low-sodium chicken broth

10 ounces frozen whole-kernel corn

1 large onion, chopped

1 4-ounce can chopped green chiles, drained

2 teaspoons bottled minced garlic or 4 medium garlic cloves, minced

1½ teaspoons ground cumin

1½ teaspoons dried oregano, crumbled

¼ cup snipped fresh cilantro



In a large shallow dish, stir together the flour, salt, and pepper. Add the turkey, turning to coat well and gently shaking off any excess. Transfer to a Dutch oven.

Stir in the remaining ingredients except the cilantro. Bring to a boil over high heat. Reduce the heat and simmer, covered, for 25 minutes, or until the turkey is no longer pink in the center, stirring occasionally. Just before serving, stir in the cilantro.

MICROWAVE METHOD

Halve the ingredients listed above (the recipe will serve 4 as a main dish). Prepare the turkey as directed. In a 2-quart microwaveable casserole dish, stir together the turkey and the remaining ingredients except the cilantro. Microwave, covered, on 100 percent power (high) for 15 minutes, or until the turkey is no longer pink in the center, stirring twice. Remove from the microwave. Stir in the cilantro.

Cooking spray

2 pounds turkey tenderloins

½ teaspoon ground coriander

¼ teaspoon pepper and 1⁄8 teaspoon pepper, divided use

1⁄8 teaspoon salt and 1⁄8 teaspoon salt, divided use

2 pounds sweet potatoes, peeled and cut into large chunks

3 medium pears (Bartlett or Bosc preferred) or apples (Golden Delicious, Granny Smith, or Rome Beauty preferred), peeled and cut into large chunks

1 cinnamon stick (about 3 inches long)

1 tablespoon light tub margarine



Preheat the oven to 350°F.

Lightly spray a large glass baking dish with cooking spray. Put the turkey in the baking dish, tucking the ends of the turkey under for even cooking. Sprinkle with the coriander, ¼ teaspoon pepper, and 1⁄8 teaspoon salt.

Roast for 35 to 40 minutes, or until the turkey registers 160°F on an instant-read thermometer. Transfer the turkey to a cutting board. Let stand for 5 to 10 minutes, or until it is no longer pink in the center and registers 165°F. Thinly slice diagonally across the grain.

Meanwhile, put the sweet potatoes, pears, and cinnamon stick in a Dutch oven. Add enough water to cover. Bring to a boil over high heat. Reduce the heat and simmer, covered, for 20 minutes, or until the sweet potatoes and pears are tender. Drain well. Discard the cinnamon stick.

If using an electric hand mixer to beat the potato mixture, leave the mixture in the pan. If using an electric stand mixer, transfer the mixture to a large mixing bowl. Beat on low speed until smooth. Stir in the margarine, remaining and 1⁄8 teaspoon pepper and remaining 1⁄8 teaspoon salt. (You can use a potato masher if you prefer.) Serve the potato mixture with the turkey.

1 tablespoon cornstarch

¼ teaspoon salt

1⁄8 teaspoon pepper

Cooking spray

1 teaspoon olive oil and 1 teaspoon olive oil, divided use

1 1-pound turkey tenderloin, all visible fat discarded, cut crosswise into ¼-inch slices

2 tablespoons balsamic vinegar

1 teaspoon finely snipped fresh rosemary or ¼ teaspoon dried, crushed

8 ounces chanterelle or button mushrooms, sliced (about 2½ cups)

Put the cornstarch in a small bowl. Add the broth, stirring to dissolve. Stir in the salt and pepper. Set aside.

Lightly spray a large skillet with cooking spray. Heat 1 teaspoon oil over medium-high heat, swirling to coat the bottom. Cook half the turkey medallions in a single layer for 2 minutes on each side, or until no longer pink in the center. Transfer to a large plate. Cover to keep warm. Repeat with the remaining 1 teaspoon oil and remaining turkey medallions. Remove the skillet from the heat.

Add the vinegar and rosemary to the skillet, scraping to dislodge any browned bits. Return to the heat. Stir in the mushrooms and shallot. Cook over medium heat for 5 minutes, or until the mushrooms are soft, stirring occasionally.

Stir the cornstarch mixture. Pour into the mushroom mixture. Cook for 5 minutes, or until thickened and bubbly, stirring frequently. Serve the sauce with the turkey.

In a soup pot, prepare the pasta using the package directions, omitting the salt. During the last 5 minutes of cooking, stir in the artichokes. Drain well in a colander. Halve any large artichoke hearts. Return to the pan. Cover to keep warm.

Meanwhile, lightly spray a large skillet with cooking spray. Heat over medium-high heat. Cook the turkey and garlic for 3 minutes, or until the turkey is no longer pink in the center, stirring occasionally.

Stir in the flour. Stir in the remaining ingredients except the Parmesan. Cook for 6 minutes, or until thickened and bubbly, stirring constantly.

Add the turkey mixture and Parmesan to the pasta, tossing to coat.

Slowly pour ½ cup wine into the skillet, scraping to dislodge any browned bits. Stir in the currants, onion, capers, garlic, salt, and cinnamon. Bring to a boil over medium-high heat. Return the turkey to the skillet. Reduce the heat and simmer, covered, for 2 minutes, or until the turkey is no longer pink in the center. Transfer the turkey to a separate large plate, leaving the sauce in the skillet. Cover the plate to keep warm.

2 large egg whites

2 tablespoons snipped fresh Italian (flat-leaf) parsley and 1 teaspoon snipped fresh Italian (flat-leaf) parsley, divided use

Molasses gives this marinade a deliciously rich flavor. Because the molasses mixture tends to caramelize during cooking, be sure to use a nonstick skillet for easier cleanup.

1 medium shallot, chopped

2 tablespoons balsamic vinegar or red wine vinegar

½ teaspoon dried thyme, crumbled

¼ teaspoon salt

Lightly spray a large skillet with cooking spray. Heat over medium-high heat. Cook the beef for 3 minutes. Turn over. Cook for 3 to 5 minutes, or to the desired doneness.

Meanwhile, lightly spray a small saucepan with cooking spray. Heat the oil over medium-high heat, swirling to coat the bottom. Cook the onion and garlic for 3 minutes, or until the onion is soft, stirring frequently.

Reducing beef broth with blueberry-pomegranate juice creates a sauce with deep flavor undertones. If you like your sauce a bit less sweet, you can omit the maple syrup.


¼ teaspoon pepper

¼ teaspoon salt

1 1-pound flank steak, cut about ¾ inch thick, all visible fat discarded

Cooking spray

½ cup fresh or frozen blueberries (wild preferred)

½ cup fat-free, no-salt-added beef broth

¼ cup frozen pomegranate juice concentrate (blueberry-pomegranate preferred) or grape juice concentrate, thawed

½ teaspoon bottled minced garlic or 1 medium garlic clove, minced

2 tablespoons snipped fresh parsley

1 tablespoon maple syrup (optional)

2 teaspoons balsamic vinegar



Sprinkle the pepper and salt over both sides of the beef. Using your fingertips, gently press the seasonings so they adhere to the beef.

Lightly spray a large skillet with cooking spray. Heat over medium heat. Cook the beef for 10 to 12 minutes, or until rare (the beef won’t be done at this point), turning once halfway through. Transfer the beef to a cutting board.

In the same skillet, stir together the blueberries, broth, pomegranate juice, and garlic, scraping the skillet to dislodge any browned bits. Bring to a boil over medium-high heat. Boil for 5 to 6 minutes, or until the liquid is reduced to about 1⁄3 cup.

While the sauce boils, thinly slice the steak across the grain. Set aside.

Stir the parsley, maple syrup, and vinegar into the sauce. Return the beef to the skillet, turning to coat with the sauce. Cook for 1 to 2 minutes, or until the beef is heated through and cooked to the desired doneness.


COOK’S TIP ON WILD BLUEBERRIES

Wild blueberries are more flavorful than “regular” blueberries. If you want a big flavor punch and can’t find wild blueberries, you can substitute dried blueberries, but use only half as much as called for. Keep in mind, though, that the dried fruit contains much more sugar—and therefore more calories. Wild blueberries can be found in local grocery stores, but you may have difficulty finding the fresh variety if you live outside New England. Maine produces nearly all the country’s wild blueberries and their season is short. If you can’t find them in the produce department, check the frozen aisle.

2 medium green onions, sliced

½ teaspoon bottled minced garlic or 1 medium garlic clove, minced

1 cup fat-free evaporated milk



Preheat the broiler. Lightly spray the broiler pan and rack with cooking spray. Set aside.

In a large nonstick skillet, heat 1 teaspoon canola oil over medium-high heat, swirling to coat the bottom. Cook half the beef for 2 to 3 minutes, or until browned, stirring and turning constantly. Transfer to a medium plate. Repeat with the remaining beef (no additional oil needed). Set all the beef aside.

Heat the remaining 1 teaspoon canola oil in the same skillet, swirling to coat the bottom. Cook the broccoli for 2 to 3 minutes, or until tender-crisp, stirring frequently. If the mixture becomes too dry, add the remaining 1 to 2 tablespoons water as needed.

Stir the beef into the broccoli. Stir the broth mixture, then stir it into the broccoli. Cook for 1 to 2 minutes, or until the beef is heated through and the broth mixture is thickened. Sprinkle with the green onions.


COOK’S TIP ON TOASTED SESAME OIL

Toasted sesame oil is integral to Asian cuisine. Just a small amount infuses an entire dish with sesame flavor. Since you need to use only a little bit for each recipe, a bottle of sesame oil can last a long time. Store it in the refrigerator to prolong its freshness.

Meanwhile, in a small bowl, whisk together the flour and remaining 2 tablespoons water. Whisk into the sauce. Cook for 3 minutes, or until the desired consistency, whisking constantly.

Cut the beef crosswise into ½-inch slices. Serve topped with the sauce.


COOK’S TIP ON LEEKS

Leeks look like overgrown green onions and have a mild onion flavor. Discard the shaggy root ends and the tough green leaves. The bulbs and light green parts of the leaves that remain are the parts you cook. Be sure to rinse leeks thoroughly to remove the sandy grit that collects between the tight leaves.

¼ cup frozen orange juice concentrate

½ teaspoon ground coriander

½ teaspoon garlic powder

1⁄8 teaspoon pepper

1⁄8 teaspoon cayenne

1 1-pound boneless top sirloin steak, all visible fat discarded, cut into 4 pieces

Cooking spray

1⁄8 teaspoon salt



In a small bowl, stir together the orange juice concentrate, coriander, garlic powder, pepper, and cayenne. Pour about half the mixture into a separate small bowl.

Put the beef in a shallow glass dish. Brush the top side of the beef with all the orange juice mixture from one bowl. Cover the beef and refrigerate for 10 minutes. Set aside the remaining orange juice mixture.

About 20 minutes before serving time, preheat the broiler. Lightly spray the broiler pan and rack with cooking spray.

Transfer the beef to the rack.

Broil the beef with the seasoned side up about 4 inches from the heat for 8 minutes. Turn over. Using a clean basting brush, brush the top side with the remaining orange juice mixture. Broil for 8 to 10 minutes, or to the desired doneness.

Transfer the beef to a cutting board. Thinly slice on the diagonal. Sprinkle with the salt.

Pour the buttermilk into a medium shallow dish.

In a pie pan, stir together the flour, paprika, garlic powder, salt, and pepper. Measure out and set aside 1 tablespoon of the mixture.

This version of dinner-on-a-stick features ham, fruit, and red bell pepper glazed with an apricot mixture.


¼ cup all-fruit apricot spread

1 tablespoon white wine vinegar or cider vinegar

¼ teaspoon dry mustard

8 ounces lower-sodium, low-fat ham, all visible fat discarded, cut into 16 bite-size cubes

16 pineapple chunks from one 20-ounce can pineapple chunks in their own juice, drained

16 dried apricot halves

1 medium red bell pepper, cut into 16 squares



Soak eight 10-inch wooden skewers in cold water for at least 10 minutes to keep them from charring, or use metal skewers.

Preheat the oven to 400°F.

In a small saucepan, stir together the apricot spread, vinegar, and mustard. Cook over low heat while preparing the kebabs, stirring occasionally.

On each skewer, thread 1 ham chunk, 1 pineapple chunk, 1 apricot half, and 1 bell pepper piece. Repeat. Transfer to a shallow glass baking dish large enough to hold the kebabs in a single layer. Brush the kebabs with the apricot mixture, reserving any remaining.

1 tablespoon water (if needed)

8 ounces sliced baby bella mushrooms (about 2½ cups)

1 cup chopped onion

2 tablespoons crumbled fat-free feta cheese



Prepare the pasta using the package directions, omitting the salt. Drain well in a colander.

Meanwhile, in a food processor or blender, process the edamame, basil, ricotta, lemon juice, garlic, 1 teaspoon oil, and the salt for 40 seconds, or until smooth, scraping the side of the bowl once. If the mixture is too thick, add the water and process until blended. Set aside.

Unlike many recipes for chiles rellenos, this one doesn’t call for frying the stuffed chiles. Also, it uses canned beans without added salt to replace some of the usual cheese, providing protein and fiber while reducing the amount of saturated fat, cholesterol, and sodium.


4 large poblano peppers

Cooking spray

1 teaspoon olive oil

1 medium onion, chopped

1 tablespoon chili powder

1 teaspoon ground cumin

1 teaspoon bottled minced garlic or 2 medium garlic cloves, minced

¼ teaspoon salt

In one side of each poblano pepper, cut a slit almost from end to end, being careful to keep the peppers intact. Transfer the peppers to a 9-inch square or round glass baking dish. Microwave, covered, on 100 percent power (high) for 10 minutes, or until tender. Remove from the microwave. Let stand, uncovered, for 10 minutes, or until cool enough to handle. Discard the ribs and seeds.

Meanwhile, preheat the broiler. Lightly spray a rimmed baking sheet with cooking spray. Set aside.

In a large nonstick skillet, heat the oil over medium-high heat, swirling to coat the bottom. Cook the onion for 3 minutes, or until soft, stirring frequently.

Stir in the chili powder, cumin, garlic, and salt. Cook for 1 minute, stirring frequently.

Stir in the beans and tomatoes. Cook for 4 to 5 minutes, or until the tomatoes are softened, stirring frequently. Stir in the cilantro.

1 15.5-ounce can no-salt-added red kidney beans, rinsed and drained

1 15.5-ounce can no-salt-added pinto beans, rinsed and drained

12 ounces beer (light or nonalcoholic)

2 tablespoons chili powder

Preheat the broiler. Line a baking sheet with aluminum foil. Lightly spray the foil with cooking spray.

In a medium bowl, stir together the beans, chiles, oat- meal, egg whites, oil, paprika, garlic, and 1⁄8 teaspoon salt. Shape into 4 patties, each about 4 inches in diameter, or spoon 4 mounds of the mixture onto the baking sheet and flatten slightly to form patties. Lightly spray the tops with cooking spray.

Broil the patties about 4 inches from the heat for 8 minutes. Turn over. Lightly spray the tops with cooking spray. Broil for 5 minutes, or until lightly browned.

Cooking spray

2 medium red bell peppers, or 1 medium red bell pepper and 1 medium green bell pepper, cut into bite-size pieces

1 cup coarsely chopped onions (about 2 medium)

1 cup grape tomatoes, quartered

4 ounces green beans, trimmed and cut into 1-inch pieces

1½ cups water and ½ cup water, divided use

Preheat the broiler. Line a rimmed baking sheet with aluminum foil. Lightly spray the foil with cooking spray.

Arrange the bell peppers, onions, tomatoes, and green beans in a single layer on the baking sheet. Lightly spray the vegetables with cooking spray.

Broil about 4 inches from the heat for 10 minutes, or until the edges are just beginning to lightly brown. Toss the vegetables, keeping them in a single layer. Broil for 5 minutes, or until richly browned on the edges.

1⁄3 cup toasted wheat germ

1 large egg

1 teaspoon snipped fresh dillweed and 2 teaspoons snipped fresh dillweed, divided use

½ teaspoon red hot-pepper sauce

¼ teaspoon salt

2 teaspoons fresh lemon juice

2 teaspoons olive oil

1 medium tomato, cut into 4 slices

¼ cup fat-free plain yogurt



Prepare the quinoa using the package directions, omitting the salt. Spread the quinoa on a large plate to cool for 2 minutes.

Meanwhile, in a large nonstick skillet, stir together the broccoli, green beans, broth, onion, and garlic. Cook over medium-high heat for 7 minutes, or until most of the broth has evaporated and the vegetables are tender.

While the broccoli mixture and quinoa cook, in a large bowl, whisk together the wheat germ, egg, 1 teaspoon dillweed, hot-pepper sauce, and salt. Set aside.

Transfer the cooked broccoli mixture to a food processor or blender. Add the lemon juice and process until smooth. Set aside. Stir the broccoli mixture and cooled quinoa into the wheat germ mixture.

Wipe the skillet with paper towels. Heat the oil over medium-high heat, swirling to coat the bottom. Form the vegetable mixture into four 4-inch patties. Cook for 4 minutes on each side, or until well browned. Serve each patty on a tomato slice. Top with the yogurt and remaining 2 teaspoons dillweed.

Rather than being served as a condiment, tangy-sweet mango chutney is cooked along with the other distinctive ingredients in this Indian dish.


1 cup uncooked prerinsed quinoa

1 teaspoon olive oil

¾ cup chopped onion

1 teaspoon grated peeled gingerroot

1 15.5-ounce can no-salt-added chickpeas, rinsed and drained

1 14.5-ounce can no-salt-added chopped tomatoes, undrained

2 tablespoons mango chutney (lowest sodium available)

¾ teaspoon curry powder

½ teaspoon ground cumin

½ teaspoon salt

2 medium green onions, chopped

1 medium lemon, cut into 4 wedges



Prepare the quinoa using the package directions, omitting the salt. Remove from the heat. Fluff the quinoa with a fork. Let stand, covered, for 5 minutes.

Meanwhile, in a medium saucepan, heat the oil over medium-high heat, swirling to coat the bottom. Cook the onion and gingerroot for 3 minutes, or until the onion is soft, stirring frequently.

Stir in the chickpeas, tomatoes with liquid, chutney, curry powder, cumin, and salt. Cook for 5 minutes, or until heated through, stirring frequently.

Spoon the quinoa onto plates. Top with the chickpea mixture. Sprinkle with the green onions. Squeeze a lemon wedge over each serving.


COOK’S TIP ON QUINOA

Quinoa (KEEN-wah), a high-protein, calcium-rich grain from South America, has a wonderful crunchy texture and subtle nutty taste. The grains are covered with a bitter coating called saponin. If you didn’t buy prerinsed quinoa, put it in a fine-mesh strainer and rinse it under cold running water for 1 to 2 minutes to remove all the bitterness.



no-yolk egg salad pita sandwiches

SERVES 4

This yolk-free pita sandwich filling gets its rich yellow color from mustard and turmeric instead of egg yolks, with celery and bell pepper providing crunch.


6 large eggs

¼ cup light mayonnaise

1 medium green onion or ¼ medium shallot, finely chopped

1 medium rib of celery, finely chopped

½ medium red bell pepper, finely chopped

1 tablespoon yellow mustard (lowest sodium available)

¼ teaspoon ground turmeric

¼ to ½ teaspoon paprika

¼ teaspoon pepper

2 6-inch whole-grain pita pockets, halved

24 baby spinach leaves



Put the eggs in a single layer in a large saucepan. Cover with cold water by 1 inch. Bring to a rolling boil, covered, over high heat. Remove from the heat. Let stand, covered, for 15 minutes. Drain. Immediately cover with cold water. Let stand for about 3 minutes, or until cool enough to handle. Peel the eggs. Cut each in half, discarding the yolks. Chop the egg whites.

Meanwhile, in a small bowl, stir together the mayonnaise, green onion, celery, bell pepper, mustard, turmeric, paprika, and pepper. Set aside.

Gently stir the egg whites into the mayonnaise mixture.

Line each pita half with 6 spinach leaves. Spoon the egg salad into the pita halves.


COOK’S TIP ON HARD-COOKED EGGS

You may know them as “hard-boiled” eggs, but “hard-cooked” actually is the accurate term. The cooking water does indeed need to come to a rolling boil, but as soon as that stage is reached, the pot of eggs is removed from the heat and the eggs sit in the hot water to cook. This method helps prevent rubbery eggs with green rings around the yolks.

To peel hard-cooked eggs, roll them on a flat surface, pressing gently until they have a fine network of lines all over the surface. Holding one egg at a time under cold running water (so the bits of shell will rinse off), peel from the larger end.

1 tablespoon water

¼ teaspoon dried oregano, crumbled

1 teaspoon olive oil

1 tablespoon finely chopped kalamata olives

1 tablespoon crumbled low-fat feta cheese

In a medium bowl, whisk together the eggs, egg whites, onion, water, and oregano.

In a large nonstick skillet, heat the oil over medium heat, swirling to coat the bottom. Pour the egg mixture into the skillet, swirling to coat the bottom. Cook for 30 seconds. Using a spatula, carefully lift the cooked edge of the omelet and tilt the skillet so the uncooked portion flows under the edge. Cook until no runniness remains, repeating the lift-and-tilt procedure once or twice at other places along the edge if needed.

Sprinkle the spinach, tomato, olives, and feta over half of the omelet. Using a spatula, carefully fold the half with no filling over the other half.

Gently slide the omelet onto a dinner plate. Cut the omelet in half. Transfer one half to another plate. Top each serving with 1 tablespoon yogurt. Sprinkle with the pepper.

Stir in the mushrooms. Cook for 5 minutes, or until lightly browned, stirring occasionally.

Meanwhile, in a large nonstick skillet, heat the oil over medium-high heat, swirling to coat the bottom. Cook the bell pepper and onion for 2 minutes, stirring frequently.

Stir in the asparagus and tofu. Cook for 2 minutes, or until the asparagus is tender-crisp. Stir in the almonds.

In a medium skillet, heat 1 teaspoon oil over medium-high heat, swirling to coat the bottom. Cook the onion for 2 minutes, or until almost soft, stirring frequently.

Stir in the garlic. Cook for 1 minute, stirring constantly.

Stir in the tomatoes with liquid, basil, and salt. Using a potato masher, mash the tomatoes to make the sauce almost smooth. Bring to a boil, still over medium-high heat. Reduce the heat and simmer for 10 minutes, or until the sauce is thickened. Cover to keep warm. Set aside.

Meanwhile, in a small shallow dish, whisk together the egg white and water.

In a medium shallow dish, stir together the panko, Parmesan, oregano, and pepper.

Put the dishes and a large plate in a row, assembly-line fashion. Dip 1 slice of tofu in the egg white mixture, turning to coat and letting any excess drip off. Dip in the panko mixture, turning to coat. Using your fingertips, gently press the panko mixture so it adheres to the tofu. Transfer to the plate. Repeat with the remaining tofu.

In a large nonstick skillet, heat 1 teaspoon oil over medium heat, swirling to coat the bottom. Cook half the tofu for 2 to 3 minutes on each side, or until the coating is well browned. Transfer to a separate large plate. Cover to keep warm. Repeat with the final 1 teaspoon oil and remaining tofu.

Arrange the tofu on plates. Top with the sauce. Sprinkle with the mozzarella.

6 ounces baby spinach (about 6 cups)

1 teaspoon sesame seeds



In a small bowl, whisk together the lime juice, soy sauce, cornstarch, and red pepper flakes until the cornstarch is dissolved. Set aside.

Prepare the rice using the package directions. Set aside.

Meanwhile, in a large nonstick skillet, heat the oil over medium-high heat, swirling to coat the bottom. Cook the gingerroot and garlic for 30 seconds, or until fragrant, stirring constantly.

Stir in the bell pepper and green onions. Cook for 2 to 3 minutes, or until tender-crisp, stirring constantly.

Stir in the tofu. Cook for 2 minutes, or until heated through, stirring frequently.

Stir in the lime juice mixture. Add half the spinach. Cook for 2 to 3 minutes, or until just wilted, stirring constantly. Repeat with the remaining spinach.

Orange juice spiked with Asian seasonings flavors both the protein-rich tempeh and the quickly warmed premade broccoli slaw mix in this dish. Serve it with fresh fruit on the side.


1 teaspoon toasted sesame oil

½ teaspoon bottled minced garlic or 1 medium garlic clove, minced

1⁄3 cup fresh orange juice (plus 1 to 2 tablespoons fresh orange juice or water as needed)

¼ cup plain rice vinegar

2 teaspoons soy sauce (lowest sodium available)

½ teaspoon ground ginger

12 ounces tempeh

10 ounces broccoli slaw mix (about 4 cups)

¼ cup sliced green onions



In a large nonstick skillet, heat the oil over medium heat, swirling to coat the bottom. Cook the garlic for 2 minutes, stirring frequently.

Stir in 1⁄3 cup orange juice, the vinegar, soy sauce, and ginger. Bring to a simmer, still over medium heat. Add the tempeh. Simmer, covered, for 10 minutes, turning once halfway through. Transfer the tempeh to a medium plate. Set aside.

If the tempeh absorbed most of the liquid, add the extra 1 to 2 tablespoons orange juice to the skillet. Add the broccoli slaw, stirring to coat. Cook for 4 minutes, or until the slaw is slightly wilted, stirring occasionally.

Meanwhile, cut the tempeh into thin strips.

Spoon the slaw onto plates. Top with the tempeh. Sprinkle with the green onions.


COOK’S TIP ON TEMPEH

Tempeh (TEHM-pay) is a firm piece of fermented soybeans with a nutty flavor and chewy texture. Sometimes grains, seeds, and nuts are added to vary the flavor. Tempeh contains as much protein as beef or chicken and more than tofu. You can slice tempeh, form it into patties, or crumble it, then bake, broil, grill, or stir-fry the pieces.

SUCCOTASH

2 teaspoons olive oil

½ cup chopped onion

½ cup chopped red bell pepper

½ teaspoon bottled minced garlic or 1 medium garlic clove, minced

10 ounces frozen baby lima beans, thawed

1 cup frozen whole-kernel corn, thawed

½ cup low-sodium vegetable broth

¼ teaspoon salt

1⁄8 teaspoon pepper

2 medium Italian plum (Roma) tomatoes, chopped

3 tablespoons snipped fresh basil

POLENTA

2 cups low-sodium vegetable broth

½ cup yellow cornmeal

¼ cup shredded or grated Parmesan cheese

1⁄8 teaspoon pepper



In a large nonstick skillet, heat the oil over medium-high heat, swirling to coat the bottom. Cook the onion and bell pepper for 3 minutes, or until soft, stirring frequently.

Stir in the garlic. Cook for 1 minute, stirring frequently.

Stir in the beans, corn, ½ cup broth, salt, and pepper. Bring to a boil, still over medium-high heat. Reduce the heat and simmer, covered, for 4 to 5 minutes, or until the beans and corn are tender-crisp, stirring occasionally.

Stir in the tomatoes. Cook for 1 to 2 minutes, or until heated through. Remove from the heat. Stir in the basil.

Meanwhile, for the polenta, bring 2 cups broth to a boil over medium-high heat. Slowly whisk the cornmeal into the broth, whisking constantly. Cook for 1 to 2 minutes, or until the polenta is very thick, stirring (not whisking) constantly. Remove from the heat.

Stir in the Parmesan and pepper. Spoon into shallow bowls. Spoon the succotash over the polenta.


COOK’S TIP

Use the polenta part of this recipe to serve with entrées ranging from roasted chicken to beef stew.

Look for packages of prewashed and prechopped kale (and other types of greens, such as the collard greens for Spicy Penne with Greens and Beans) in the produce section of your supermarket. If bought loose, the greens need to be stemmed, then rinsed several times before they’re clean and ready to use, so buying packaged greens saves lots of time.

2 cups water and 2⁄3 cup water, divided use

2⁄3 cup finely ground yellow cornmeal

1⁄8 teaspoon salt

¼ cup shredded or grated Parmesan cheese

2 tablespoons snipped fresh basil or 1 teaspoon dried, crumbled

1 teaspoon snipped fresh thyme or ¼ teaspoon dried, crumbled

Cooking spray (if baking)



In a medium saucepan, bring 2 cups water to a boil over high heat.

Meanwhile, in a large liquid measuring cup (to make pouring easy), stir together the cornmeal, salt, and remaining 2⁄3 cup water. Very slowly pour the mixture into the boiling water, stirring constantly. Return to a boil. Reduce the heat to low and cook for 5 minutes, or until the polenta is thick and pulls away from the side of the pan, stirring constantly. Stir in the Parmesan, basil, and thyme. To serve soft polenta, spoon onto plates.

For firmer polenta, continue by lightly spraying a 9-inch pie pan with cooking spray. Pour the hot polenta into the pie pan. Cover and refrigerate for at least 1 hour, or until firm (can be chilled overnight).

About 40 minutes before serving, preheat the oven to 350°F.

Bake the polenta for 30 minutes, or until heated through.

In a medium bowl, using a fork, lightly beat the egg. Stir in the shallot, Italian seasoning, and pepper. Stir in the squashes.

In a large nonstick skillet, heat the oil over medium heat, swirling to coat the bottom. When the oil is hot, scoop the squash mixture by packed, heaping 1⁄3-cup portions (you will have 4 of these) into the skillet. Using the bottom of the measuring cup, gently press each cake to 3½ inches in diameter. Cook for 5 to 6 minutes on each side, or until crisp and golden, pressing again after turning. Just before serving, sprinkle with the Parmesan.

¼ teaspoon dried Italian seasoning, crumbled

1⁄8 teaspoon pepper

¼ cup shredded or grated Parmesan cheese



Put the squash with the cut side down in a microwaveable baking dish. Add the water. Microwave, covered, on 100 percent power (high) for 10 to 14 minutes, or until the pulp can just be pierced with a fork. Drain well.

Using a potholder, hold the squash in one hand. With a fork, shred the pulp into strands, letting them fall into the baking dish.

Buy a 3-pound squash and cut it in half lengthwise. Use one piece for this recipe, and cover and refrigerate the other piece to use later. The uncooked squash will stay fresh for up to one week. Use it as you would spaghetti, such as with either pasta sauce or fresh herbs and olive oil, or toss the cooked squash with vinaigrette and vegetables, then chill the mixture and serve it like a pasta salad.

Keep this muffin batter in the refrigerator for up to one week, baking as many muffins at a time as you need. Be sure to save three of them so you can make Bran Muffin Breakfast Trifle.


Cooking spray (optional)

1 cup all-purpose flour

¾ cup unprocessed wheat bran

½ cup whole-wheat flour

2½ teaspoons baking powder

1 teaspoon ground cinnamon

¼ teaspoon salt

1 cup fat-free milk

½ cup egg substitute

1⁄3 cup firmly packed light brown sugar

¼ cup unsweetened applesauce

2 tablespoons canola or corn oil

1⁄3 cup raisins, chopped dates, or mixed dried fruit bits



If baking the muffins right after preparing the batter, preheat the oven to 400°F. If baking all 15 muffins, lightly spray one 12-cup muffin pan and 3 cups of a second muffin pan with cooking spray or use paper bake cups.

In a large bowl, stir together the all-purpose flour, wheat bran, whole-wheat flour, baking powder, cinnamon, and salt. Make a well in the center.

In a medium bowl, stir together the milk, egg substitute, brown sugar, applesauce, and oil. Add to the well in the flour mixture, stirring until the batter is just moistened but no flour is visible. Don’t overmix; the batter should be thick and lumpy. Fold in the raisins. Use the batter immediately or transfer to an airtight container and refrigerate for up to one week.

Whether you are baking the muffins right away or refrigerating the batter, don’t stir the batter again. Fill the desired number of muffin cups two-thirds full with batter. Fill the empty cups with water so the muffins bake evenly and the pan doesn’t warp.

Bake for 15 to 18 minutes, or until the muffins are browned.

MICROWAVE METHOD

Combine the ingredients as directed. Line one or two 6-ounce custard cups with paper bake cups. Spoon 3 tablespoons batter into each cup. For one muffin, microwave on 100 percent power (high) for 30 to 50 seconds, or until done. For two muffins, microwave for 50 seconds to 1 minute, or until done. Let stand for 5 minutes.


COOK’S TIP ON WHEAT BRAN

An excellent source of fiber, wheat bran—also known as miller’s bran—is the outer layer of wheat berries. Among its many uses, wheat bran adds nutrients and texture to baked goods, coatings, and meat loaf or hamburgers.

1 teaspoon canola or corn oil and 2 tablespoons canola or corn oil, divided use

1 medium Granny Smith apple, peeled and thinly sliced, and 1 medium Granny Smith apple, peeled and coarsely shredded, divided use

¾ cup whole-wheat flour

½ cup all-purpose flour

¼ cup sugar

2 teaspoons ground ginger

1 teaspoon baking powder

1 teaspoon ground cinnamon

¼ teaspoon baking soda

¼ teaspoon ground cloves

Preheat the oven to 350°F. Lightly spray an 8-inch round cake pan with cooking spray. Set aside.

In a large nonstick skillet, heat 1 teaspoon oil over medium-high heat, swirling to coat the bottom. Cook the apple slices for 5 minutes, or until soft and lightly browned, gently stirring occasionally. Transfer to a small plate. Set aside.

Meanwhile, in a large bowl, stir together the flours, sugar, ginger, baking powder, cinnamon, baking soda, cloves, and salt. Set aside.

In a medium bowl, whisk together the buttermilk, molasses, egg, vanilla, and remaining 2 tablespoons oil. Stir this mixture and the shredded apple into the flour mixture until the batter is just moistened but no flour is visible. Don’t overmix. Pour into the pan, lightly smoothing the top.

Arrange the apple slices in an overlapping circle on the center of the batter. Sprinkle the walnuts over the batter.

Bake for 25 to 30 minutes, or until a wooden toothpick inserted in the center comes out clean. Transfer the pan to a cooling rack and let cool for 10 minutes. Place a large plate over the pan and flip the coffee cake onto the plate. Remove the pan. Immediately flip the cake back onto the cooling rack (the apple side will face up). Let stand for about 1 hour, or until completely cool.

In a large bowl, stir together the flours, sugar, baking powder, baking soda, and salt.

In a small bowl, whisk together the remaining pancake ingredients. Pour into the flour mixture. Stir until the batter is just moistened but no flour is visible. Don’t overmix; the batter should be slightly lumpy.

Preheat a nonstick griddle or large nonstick skillet over medium heat. Test the temperature by sprinkling a few drops of water on the griddle. If the water evaporates quickly, the griddle is ready.

Using a ¼-cup measure, pour the batter onto the griddle, spreading the batter into 3½-inch circles. (You may need to make two batches to get 8 pancakes.) Cook for 2 to 3 minutes, or until the tops are bubbly and the edges are dry. Turn over. Cook for 2 minutes, or until the bottoms are browned. Transfer to a warm plate and cover to keep warm. Repeat with any remaining batter.

Meanwhile, in a small saucepan, bring the maple syrup and ¼ cup blueberries to a boil over medium heat. Boil for 1 to 2 minutes, or until some of the blueberries pop.

Pour the syrup over the pancakes. Sprinkle with the remaining 1 cup blueberries.


COOK’S TIP

You can make the syrup using ¼ cup chopped hulled strawberries or ¼ cup raspberries instead of the ¼ cup blueberries. Sprinkle with the 1 cup blueberries if you wish.

As you do with Homemade Muesli, combine the dry ingredients once, then cook only as many servings of cereal as you want. You do need to plan ahead so this cereal can soak in water overnight. The next morning, it will cook in just a few minutes. You may want to add a small amount of fat-free milk and a sprinkling of sugar to the cooked mixture.


1 cup uncooked steel-cut oats

COOK’S TIP ON WHEAT BERRIES

Wheat berries are unprocessed whole kernels—both the bran and the germ—making them the most nutritious part of wheat. Also called groats, wheat berries have a robust, nutlike flavor and are brown and almost round. They need presoaking, or you will have to cook them for at least an hour to get them soft and chewy.




COOK’S TIP ON MILLET

Millet has been a staple in African and Asian cooking for thousands of years. It is a tiny pale yellow or reddish orange grain that contains no gluten. It has a delicate, bland flavor and, like couscous, cooks quickly and is fluffy.

In a small bowl, whisk together the banana, buttermilk, oil, and vanilla. Stir into the flour mixture until the batter is just moistened but no flour is visible. Don’t overmix; the batter should be slightly lumpy. Stir in the chocolate chips.

In a small mixing bowl, using an electric mixer on high speed, beat the egg white for 2 minutes, or until stiff peaks form (the peaks don’t fall when the beaters are lifted). Using a rubber scraper, fold half the egg white at a time into the batter.

Spoon about 1 rounded tablespoonful of batter into each muffin cup.

Bake for 10 to 12 minutes, or until a wooden toothpick inserted into the center of a cupcake comes out clean. Transfer the pan to a cooling rack and let cool for 5 minutes. Serve the cupcakes warm or at room temperature.

For this fruity rice pudding, all you need to do is warm the rice, combine the ingredients, and pop the pudding in the oven. You will have a delicious dessert even without the sauce, but with the sauce, it’s super good! The pudding is equally tasty whether you serve it hot, at room temperature, or chilled, so you can prepare it at any time that’s convenient for you.

PUDDING

10 ounces frozen cooked brown rice (about 2 cups)

2 cups fat-free half-and-half

½ cup egg substitute

1⁄3 cup sugar

1⁄3 cup sweetened dried cranberries

1 teaspoon ground cinnamon

1 teaspoon vanilla extract

SAUCE (OPTIONAL)

2 tablespoons firmly packed dark brown sugar

2⁄3 cup fresh orange juice

2 teaspoons grated orange zest

1 tablespoon light tub margarine



Preheat the oven to 350°F. Lightly spray an 11 × 7 × 2-inch glass baking dish with cooking spray. Set aside.

Using the package directions, microwave the rice until warm. Transfer to a medium bowl. Stir in the remaining pudding ingredients. Pour into the baking dish.

Bake for 45 minutes. Stir. Bake for 10 minutes, or until the pudding has thickened (it won’t be firm).

Meanwhile, to make the sauce, in a large saucepan, stir together the brown sugar and orange juice. Bring to a boil over high heat, stirring occasionally. Boil for 2 to 3 minutes, or until the mixture is reduced to ¼ cup, stirring occasionally. Remove from the heat.

Whisk in the orange zest and margarine. Set aside to cool slightly, until the pudding is done.

Spoon the pudding into custard cups or small ramekins. To serve the pudding hot, spoon the sauce over it. For room temperature, let the pudding stand for about 15 minutes, then spoon the sauce on top. To serve chilled, cover and refrigerate the pudding and sauce separately for 1 to 12 hours.

2 cups fat-free vanilla frozen yogurt

Lightly spray the grill rack with cooking spray. Preheat the grill on medium high.

In a small bowl, stir together the lemon juice and sugar until the sugar is almost dissolved. Stir in the liqueur. Set aside.

Lightly spray the cut side of the peaches with cooking spray. Place the peaches with the cut side up on the grill. Grill for 3 minutes. Turn over. Grill for 2 to 3 minutes, or until heated through and slightly softened. Transfer the peaches with the cut side up to a small shallow baking dish.

Spoon the lemon juice mixture over the peaches. Let stand for 10 minutes, spooning the liquid over the peaches occasionally. Transfer the peaches with the cut side up to custard cups or small ramekins. Spoon any remaining liquid (there won’t be much) into the peach cavities. Top with the frozen yogurt, cinnamon, and almonds.

½ cup ice cream and heaping ¼ cup sauce per serving

PREPARATION TIME
8 to 10 minutes

When fresh fruit is at its luscious best, drizzle this sauce over your favorite kind instead of over ice cream.


1 cup strawberries, hulled

1 tablespoon sugar

1 tablespoon orange-flavored liqueur or fresh orange juice

1 pint fat-free ice cream, such as vanilla



In a food processor or blender, process the strawberries, sugar, and liqueur until smooth.

Scoop the ice cream into bowls. Spoon the sauce (hot, warm, or chilled) on top. To make the sauce in advance, pour it into a small airtight container and refrigerate until serving time.


COOK’S TIP ON “FROSTY FRUIT”

Try making “Frosty Fruit,” fresh fruit that is slightly frozen for a unique taste sensation, to serve as a dessert or to create a pretty garnish for cold fruit soups, summer salads, or other desserts. Use fruit such as grapes, whole small hulled strawberries, blueberries, raspberries, melon chunks, sliced peaches, or peeled kiwifruit chunks. Choose firm, ripe (but not overripe) fruit with no signs of bruises or blemishes. Rinse the fruit and pat dry. Arrange it in a single layer on a baking sheet. Freeze, uncovered, for 1 hour, or until firm. At serving time, remove from the freezer and let stand for 2 minutes.

dried-fruit truffles

SERVES 12
2 truffles per serving

PREPARATION TIME
10 minutes

No cooking is needed for this bite-size dessert, which has a surprising richness.


2 tablespoons unsweetened cocoa powder (dark preferred), sifted

Cooking spray

1 cup dried pitted plums (orange essence preferred)

½ cup dried pitted dates



Spread the cocoa powder in a medium shallow dish. Set aside.

Lightly spray the chopping blade of a food processor or blender with cooking spray. Process the dried plums and dates until finely chopped, scraping the side as necessary.

Moistening your hands periodically with cold water to keep the mixture from sticking, shape it into 24 truffles, each about 1 inch in diameter. After you make a truffle, transfer it to the dish. Turn the truffles to coat with cocoa powder. Transfer to a large piece of wax paper. Serve at room temperature. Refrigerate any leftover truffles in an airtight container for up to two weeks.

APPENDIX C: food safety tips

Following a few easy tips will help keep your fresh and stored foods safe to eat. The basic steps in preventing the spread of bacteria as you prepare meals are:


• Clean: Wash your hands, kitchen surfaces, and cooking equipment often.

• Separate: Don’t let raw foods contaminate others.

• Cook: Be sure cooked food reaches the proper temperature (see this chart).

• Chill: Refrigerate or freeze foods promptly.



STORING FOODS BEFORE COOKING

As soon as you bring groceries home from the store, get them ready for safe storage. To store fresh vegetables and fruit, cut away any damaged or bruised areas and discard any produce that looks rotten. Just before eating, cutting, or cooking vegetables and fruits, wash them under running water and dry with a clean cloth towel or paper towel. (Washing fruits and vegetables with soap or detergent or using commercial produce washes is not recommended.)

Refrigerate meat and poultry as soon as possible to slow the growth of bacteria. These foods can be refrigerated or frozen in the original packaging if they will be used soon. If refrigerated, keep meat and poultry at 40°F or below and use within one or two days. To freeze a quantity of raw steaks or chicken breasts, discard all visible fat and stack the food in layers, separated by sheets of wax paper. Then place in airtight freezer bags or other freezer-proof containers.

Frozen foods kept at a consistent temperature of 0°F will stay safe to eat indefinitely, but keeping them longer than the time frames recommended will affect the quality of the food. Use frozen foods within the times indicated here for best results.

COOKING FOOD TO A SAFE TEMPERATURE

Follow these general guidelines to be sure you cook food to an internal temperature that is high enough to kill harmful bacteria. By using a food thermometer to check the temperature of meat, poultry, and other foods, you can ensure that the food is safe to eat and avoid overcooking.

STORING LEFTOVERS

To safely store leftovers in your refrigerator, transfer food to clean, shallow covered containers and refrigerate or freeze within 2 hours from cooking time to prevent harmful bacteria from multiplying. Be sure your refrigerator keeps items at 40ºF or below. Use these time limits to be sure you do not eat home-refrigerated leftovers that have spoiled.

APPENDIX F: choosing heart-healthy habits

Your daily habits are powerful contributors to your well-being. Eating a heart-healthy diet as outlined in this book, making physical activity part of your regular routine, maintaining an appropriate weight for your height, not smoking, and not drinking too much alcohol—these are the core essentials of a lifestyle that fosters a healthy body.

Part of taking care of yourself is knowing how your individual health situation affects your risk of developing heart disease and stroke. Work with your healthcare provider and learn about the factors that increase your personal risk. Some, such as advancing age and family history, can’t be changed, but many can. You can make the choice to quit smoking, for example. You can work toward losing weight if you need to. Even physical conditions such as high blood pressure, high blood cholesterol, and diabetes can be managed or reduced with a combination of dietary changes, exercise, and medication if recommended. For more information on how to assess your personal risk and develop lasting heart-healthy habits, visit mylifecheck.heart.org.

Be Physically Active. Regular exercise can help you be more physically fit, improve your cardiovascular function, reach and maintain a healthy weight, and boost your confidence. In fact, being physically active offers so many health benefits that the American Heart Association recommends that adults get at least 150 minutes (2 hours and 30 minutes) of moderate-intensity, or 75 minutes (1 hour and 15 minutes) of vigorous-intensity, aerobic physical activity each week. Moderate intensity means that you are able to talk during exercise but not sing. Vigorous activities significantly increase your heart rate, and you should not be able to say more than a few words without having to catch your breath when exercising at this level.

Even a small change in your activity level can improve your health as long as you make that change part of a regular routine. Once you get started, continue to add gradually to reach your target exercise goal. You can accumulate aerobic activity in episodes lasting at least 10 minutes each, preferably spread out through the week. You can also combine moderate and vigorous activities to suit your schedule and preferences to reach an equivalent total.

Reach and Maintain a Healthy Weight. Carrying around extra body weight is not good for your heart in lots of ways. So many Americans can be classified as either overweight or obese that the problem has taken on epidemic proportions. Being overweight is associated with chronic health complications such as high blood pressure, diabetes, and heart disease, to name just a few.

The basic rule of thumb to avoid gaining weight is to use up at least as many calories as you take in. To find out whether you are successfully balancing the calories you eat with how many you burn, visit mylifecheck.heart.org. The information on weight management will show you how to calculate the number of calories you need to maintain your weight. It also discusses how to develop a personal plan to balance the amount and intensity of your physical activity with the number of calories you take in. (The right number of calories to eat each day varies based on your age, gender, and physical activity level and whether you’re trying to gain, lose, or maintain your weight.) Making even small changes to keep your weight under control, or lose weight if needed, can add up to a big difference in your long-term health.

Stop Smoking and Moderate Your Use of Alcohol. Smoking increases blood pressure, decreases your ability to exercise, and increases your risk of heart disease, stroke, and cancers. If you currently are a smoker or are regularly exposed to secondhand smoke, find a way to quit or to lessen your exposure. As soon as you get smoking out of your life, your risk of developing health problems begins to drop dramatically.

If you drink alcohol, drink in moderation. That means one drink per day if you’re a woman and two drinks per day if you’re a man. (One drink equals about 12 ounces of beer, 4 ounces of wine, or 1.5 ounces of hard liquor.) Although there have been reports of some health benefit from moderate use of wine, drinking has a number of downsides, including increased risk of alcoholism, high blood pressure, obesity, stroke, and accidents. Given these and other risks, if you do not already drink alcohol, there is no reason to start.
