Besides, how am I supposed to make friends—real friends—when I can’t tell anyone who I am? 			“It isn’t that simple,” says Jenkins. “If things were different—”

			THE DIVIDE BETWEEN THE HALLWAYS lined with staff offices and the palace corridors meant for the royal family is painfully clear, like a dark slash of classism on stark white paper.

			The grandiose staterooms are full of hundreds of paintings, glitzy antique furniture, and priceless trinkets that decorate every surface. It’s an explosion of mind-boggling wealth, and even though I’ve spent the past six and a half years surrounded by millionaires’ daughters, my mouth still goes dry at the sight of it. One wrong step, and I could knock over a vase older than Elizabethan times.

			“I can’t believe you didn’t ask His Majesty’s permission before bringing me here,” I say as I follow Jenkins through a gilded dining room with an elaborately molded ceiling and a table big enough to seat at least two dozen. “Isn’t that like adopting a stray dog without telling your partner first?”

			Doyle falls silent, though he spares me one last glance before focusing on his notepad instead.

			“Regardless of how the news leaked,” continues Alexander, “the fact is that it has. And now we must decide what to do about it.”

			“Deny, of course,” says a woman with short brown hair and an upturned nose. “If we confirm the story, public opinion will plummet.”

			“It would be foolish for us to respond at all, Yara,” argues Doyle. “A single gossip site running a few pictures and making an outrageous claim—”

			“Is exactly the kind of fodder the tabloids love,” she says. “Ignoring the story will only make it grow tenfold.”

			“You’re certain?” he says, and I nod.

			“I know it’s going to be a massive scandal, but I’m sick of being hidden away like something you’re ashamed of.”

			His expression falls. “I am not ashamed of you. I love—” He stops, clearing his throat and glancing around the table, as if remembering we’re not alone. Several staff members avert their eyes, but despite the awkwardness, he presses on. “I love you, Evan. And I am eternally grateful for the opportunity to prove it to you.”

			ALMOST IMMEDIATELY AFTER THE PRESS release is issued the next morning, headlines begin to appear. The BBC, the Times—the Soho pictures of me are even plastered on the home page of CNN, and I’m trending on every possible social media platform.

			Palace Confirms American Love Child, screams one headline.

			Alexander’s Illegitimate Daughter Exposed, yells another.

			King Reveals Beloved Secret Daughter is the kindest of them all, and I notice it’s from the Daily Sun, the biggest paper in the Cunningham media empire. Jasper must have exercised his influence, I figure, and I’m grateful for it. Or maybe the Cunninghams aren’t nearly as bad as Tibby insists.

			In the days following the announcement, Lady Tabitha Finch-Parker-Covington-Boyle is as prickly as ever, but there’s a strange protectiveness about the way she treats me, almost as if she’s acting as a human shield. 			THAT EVENING, AS MY DRIVER weaves down a street in the ritzy London neighborhood of Belgravia, I wipe my sweaty palms on the skirt of the emerald-green cocktail dress Louis selected for me and try to ignore my pounding heart. The residences here are so close to Buckingham Palace that you can practically peek through the windows, and I’m yet again struck by the overwhelming realization that I don’t belong. It doesn’t help that Maisie, Ben, and Kit took another Range Rover, after my darling sister threw a fit at the prospect of having to see me again. Admittedly the car ride is peaceful without her constant snipes and gripes, but not for the first time that week, I feel completely adrift in the chaos that has become my life.

			At last, we pull up to a four-story white townhouse with several wrought-iron balconies. My insides are in knots, but I take a deep breath and slide out of the vehicle with my knees tight together, the way Tibby taught me. It’s just a small gathering, I remind myself. Everything will be fine.

			“The public hasn’t seen you with your new hair,” says Kit patiently, holding on to the brim of his matching cap. “And no one will expect you to be out and about today, not with Trooping the Colour going on.”

			Those may be excellent points, but they don’t do much to soothe my frayed nerves. I glance over my shoulder at the two protection officers sitting behind us, both dressed in polos and khakis—their best “blending in” clothes, I suppose, even though they stick out like sore thumbs to me. “But why are we on a bus?” I say.

			“Because you’re new in town, and this is the best way to see London,” says Kit. “Other than perhaps the Eye.”

			“I’m so sorry,” I say, turning to him as my ice cream drips onto the street. “Whatever happened…it wasn’t your fault.”

			“Maybe not, but I’ll never stop wondering.” He clears his throat. “Jasper didn’t know that last part—how Liam died, I mean. No one outside of the immediate family does. Our father sees it as something shameful, a stigma he doesn’t want tainting our family’s legacy.” Kit says this bitterly, and I don’t blame him. “He copes by pretending Liam never existed. All of the family pictures are gone now, and nearly all of his things have been thrown away or donated. Our mother self-medicates—I don’t think she’s been sober since Liam died. That’s why Aunt Helene took me in. She knew how bad it was at home, and I didn’t want to go back, so…she offered me a room at Windsor. And I’ve been there ever since.”

			There’s a note of finality in the way he says this, as if he’s accepted that the life he had in Somerset will never be the same, and he doesn’t want anything to do with the new version. I reach for his hand, and my fingers brush his.

			“I’m sorry,” I say again, feeling like a useless broken record. No combination of words will make it any better for him, though, and I take a deep breath. “Thank you for telling me. For…trusting me.”

			Kit hooks his pinky with mine, and at last he meets my eye. A shiver runs through me that has nothing to do with the ice cream. “I figured it might help if you knew you aren’t the only one with a complicated family.” He smiles slightly. “And seeing you go through this…it’s comforting to know I’m no longer the biggest sob story at Windsor.”

			I snort in spite of myself. “You have no idea,” I mutter, and though he doesn’t ask, I can feel his curiosity.

			The mess of melted sugar dripping down my hand is nearly a lost cause, but I take a moment to valiantly try to save it. Everything around us—the city sounds, the passing cars, the light ding of the bell as someone enters the shop behind us—is oddly muffled, as if Kit and I are in some kind of bubble, insulated from the rest of London. My pinky is still hooked with his, and neither of us pulls away.

			“I haven’t been home in almost seven years,” I say. “Since my grandmother died when I was eleven and Alexander got full custody of me.”

			Kit frowns. “Not even for holidays?”

			“Not for anything. I stayed at school over Thanksgiving and Christmas and Easter, and Jenkins took me to these fancy camps every summer. I got to ride plenty of horses and tie-dye a lot of shirts, but going home was never part of the itinerary.”

			Now that I’ve let my guard down, the story pours out of me with terrifying ease. My voice sounds detached from my body, as if I don’t exist anymore, but Kit feels warm and solid beside me, the only thing that’s real as we sit on the curb together.

			IF WINDSOR CASTLE IS A nauseating display of wealth, then Buckingham Palace is mind-bogglingly obscene.

			The palace sits in the center of London near Hyde Park, surrounded by a tall gate to keep out anyone with the audacity to be born a commoner. Once Tibby and I are inside, we’re greeted by a young footman, and every room he guides us through is more opulent than the last. The huge entrance hall full of red velvet, white marble, and priceless works of art. The grand staircase that leads to the state rooms on the second floor. An enormous portrait gallery, a music room dripping with crystal and gold, and a throne room that would have been breathtaking if I weren’t so furious at being summoned like a damn dog.

			We head into a private wing of the palace—one the average tourist will never get to see—and the footman stops in front of a pair of double doors. Two uniformed men stand on either side, and they simultaneously reach for the handles like they’re part of a choreographed dance, revealing a large space that’s surprisingly sparse.

			The King’s office.

			There’s plenty of protocol for how to greet a monarch—all of which my etiquette instructor has drilled into me—but as soon as I spot Alexander behind his mahogany desk, I storm past the poor footman who’s in the middle of announcing us and head straight for him. Jenkins lingers nearby, and I can tell from the look on his face that he wants to say something, but this is between me and my father.

			“I get it. I’m an embarrassment to you and your whole family,” I snap at Alexander, all of my hurt from that morning mutating into fury at the sight of him. “But you didn’t have to rub my nose in it and humiliate me in front of the entire country. If you didn’t want me at Trooping the Colour, then you shouldn’t have bothered inviting me in the first place. Kicking me out at the last minute—”

			“Was callous and unforgivable,” says Alexander tiredly. “And I am very sorry for the lack of warning, but I thought it was for the best, and I stand by my decision.”

			My anger deflates, leaving a tender bruise in its wake. Maybe Alexander’s decision wasn’t malicious, but that doesn’t make it okay. I struggle to find the words to articulate this, though, and in the temporary lull, my father leans forward on his elbows, his gaze locked with mine.

			“How are you?” he says. “Has your recovery been going well?”

			I ease down into a velvet chair in front of his desk as what little fight I have left drains out of me. Nothing I say would win that battle anyway. “I’m okay,” I mumble, touching the bandaged stitches on my knuckles. “Barely hurts. And the rest of it—” I hesitate, my skin crawling at the memory of Jasper’s touch. “I’ll be fine.”

			“Good,” he murmurs. “I’m pleased to hear it. Tibby mentioned you spent the day in the city?”

			I’m not sure what he’s expecting to gain from small talk, but I nod. “Kit wanted to show me some of the sights. We went to—”

			I fall silent as something catches my eye. The painting hanging above Alexander’s desk is an abstract landscape, with bright splashes of color against a background so muted it’s almost gray. I don’t recognize the image, but I do recognize the style.

			“What is that doing here?” I blurt. Confused, Alexander follows my stare, and as he takes in the artwork like he’s seeing it for the first time, I glance around the room. While he doesn’t have much furniture—only the desk, a few chairs, and two velvet benches on either side of an antique bookcase—there have to be nearly a dozen paintings hanging on the walls. All abstract landscapes done in the same signature style.

			My mother’s style.

			“Ah.” Alexander turns back to me, and I notice his cheeks are pink. “I’m a great admirer of your mother’s work.”

			“Apparently,” I say, bemused. “Is that how you two met? Did you buy some of her art or—”

			A knock cuts me off, and the double doors open again to admit a man with wiry gray hair—Wiggs, the lawyer who sat with me during my first round of questioning. He bows fluidly, as if it’s as natural as breathing, and focuses on Alexander.

			“Your Majesty,” he says. “Detective Erika Farrows from Scotland Yard has arrived. She’s on her way up now.”

			I go rigid, but Alexander doesn’t seem at all surprised. “Very well,” he says. “I suppose you both better make yourselves comfortable, then. On my side of the desk, if you please.”

			As Jenkins fetches Wiggs a chair, I gape at my father. “Is that why you called me here? To make me talk to the police again?”

			“It is my sincerest hope that you will not say a word,” says Alexander. “But yes, the detective wished to speak with you again, and I insisted on being present.”

			WITH EVERY DAY THAT PASSES, the articles grow more and more vicious.

			It isn’t just the Daily Sun now. Other newspapers and tabloids are joining in, and even CNN runs a story noting the timeline of the party and the supposed evidence against me. I pore over social media and online columns every morning, until the second day of Royal Ascot, when Tibby threatens to steal my laptop while I sleep. I start setting an alarm after that, and my morning reading is finished before she arrives.

			I’m not surprised when the story of me supposedly fleeing the country surfaces, and though Kit tries to find another logical explanation, I spend hours tracing Rosie and Gia online in hopes of finding a clue about which one might be the leak. Rosie’s easy—she has an Instagram page with nearly half a million followers, and she posts everything from her meals to her outfit of the day to videos of her adorable cocker spaniel. But Gia, as far as Google’s concerned, is a complete mystery. The only time she shows up in a search is when her name’s attached to Maisie’s, and she doesn’t have any public social media handles. Eventually, after scrolling through well over a thousand pictures on Rosie’s Instagram account, I find a single black-and-white photo of Gia in an airy tutu standing en pointe. There’s no context, though, and Rosie’s only caption is #proud.

			Even if they are feeding stories about me to the press, I’m painfully aware of the fact that they aren’t the real culprits. It’s Maisie who wants me gone, and they’re only doing her bidding. It’s no coincidence, I’m sure, that there’s never a single mention in the media that the heir to the throne was at the party, too. And no matter how many enemies Jasper may have had, no matter how many people on Kit’s list could have done it, my name is the only one the papers ever print.

			It doesn’t help that as the stories get worse, Wiggs refuses to do much more than assure me again and again that his team is taking care of it. They may be, legally speaking, but the public doesn’t seem to care about the facts anymore—only about the most salacious rumors that no one who was at the party can dispute, now that the palace has silenced them all. Whatever Wiggs is or isn’t doing, the hole I’m in gets a little deeper with every new article and post, until it might as well be my grave.

			On Friday night, after a week crammed with etiquette and history lessons that all feel meaningless now, I open my laptop to check Rosie’s Instagram stories. Before I can click on the browser, however, VidChat pops up with a request from my mother.

			Stunned, I accept it without hesitation. I’ve spoken to her every night over the past week, but I can’t remember the last time she initiated a call. “Mom?” I say, instantly worried. “Is everything okay?”

			“Evie?” The feed is blurry at first, but once the video comes into focus, my heart sinks. Her eyes are red, and her fingers are tangled in her frizzy curls as she stares down at something I can’t see.

			“Mom, it’s me,” I say urgently. “Are you okay?”

			“I don’t understand.” She shakes her head and finally looks at the screen. “Why is everyone saying you killed a boy?”

			All the air leaves my lungs. “What? Who told you that?” I wheeze.

			Rather than answer, she holds up a tabloid with my face on the cover. It’s a grainy black-and-white class photo from when I was thirteen or fourteen, and it’s arranged next to a much more recent picture of Jasper, looking happy and practically angelic in a clean suit and perfect lighting. The headline is out of frame, but I know what it must read.

			“It’s all a misunderstanding,” I force myself to say as icy fear trickles through me. “Alexander’s handling it, don’t worry. It’s…it’s a mistake.”

			“It is?” The hope in my mother’s voice kills me, and she looks at the cover again. Setting the tabloid aside, she picks up the front page of the Washington Herald. There I am again, in another one of the few pictures the press has managed to find of me, except this time I look wasted at a freshman dorm party. I wasn’t, but my bloodshot eyes and goofy expression make it easy to believe.

			She’s collected half a dozen American magazines and newspapers that outline the story, and by the time she’s shown me the last, I feel like I’m about to throw up. “We know, Mom,” I say haltingly. “It’s all a bunch of lies, I promise. The lawyers—they’re taking care of it.”

			The worry lines in her forehead are deeper now, and she doesn’t seem to be listening as she flips through the pages. “This isn’t real?”

			I dig my nails into my thighs. “Those papers and magazines are real. But they’re telling lies—”

			“Then they’re all wrong? You had nothing to do with his death?”

			“I—” What am I supposed to say to that? “We don’t know what happened. He—he tried to hurt me, and I don’t remember—”

			“Hurt you?” she says, her voice growing strained with distress. “Why isn’t Alex protecting you? He’s your father. He swore you’d be okay—he swore you’d be safe. He swore.”

			“He’s doing everything he can, Mom,” I say as my throat tightens. “Everyone is. And I—”

			The feed goes black, and I curse. I try to call her back, but the ringing echoes through my bedroom on an endless loop before I finally give up and bury my face in my hands. I’ve never seen my mother this upset before, and I can’t possibly explain the whole story to her, not when she’s like this. But I also can’t exist in a world where my own mother thinks I killed Jasper.

			I refuse to get out of bed the next morning, despite Tibby’s herculean efforts. But not even the threat of having a bucket of ice water dumped on my head convinces me to rise and shine, and eventually, like she did on my first day at Windsor, she leaves me alone.

			As the hours pass, I hear footmen coming and going in my sitting room, but no one shows up to tell me I need to eat. I don’t know whether I’m happy they’re all letting me be, or whether I’m miserable that nobody seems to care if I starve to death. Maybe a shamefully angsty combination of both. But there’s no point to this charade now that the palace has lost all control of the narrative, and even if Wiggs does miraculously uncover evidence that someone else pushed Jasper, my name will never be completely cleared. Not when the public has already decided I’m guilty. No matter what I do or who I become, to the rest of the world, those awful minutes alone with Jasper Cunningham will always define me.

			Around five o’clock, after I spend the afternoon trying to get ahold of my mother again, there’s a soft knock on my bedroom door. I close my laptop and pull a pillow over my head, willing whoever it is to go away, but of course the hinges creak.

			“Evan?”

			Kit’s voice is oddly soothing, and I hear the clink of porcelain against my nightstand. Reluctantly I push aside the pillow and breathe in the cool air. Kit’s in the process of stepping back, and there’s a plate next to the book I’m reading.

			“There you are.” He smiles, and even though my life is a complete disaster, I manage a small smile in return. “I brought you a peanut butter and jam sandwich.”

			My muscles protest as I sit up, and I run my fingers through my hair, trying to comb out the knots. After a full twenty hours in bed, it’s futile. “Thanks,” I say hoarsely. Between my puffy eyes and chapped lips, I must look like death warmed over, but Kit doesn’t even blink.

			“You don’t have to say a word if you’d rather not,” he says, “but I need to ask…are you all right?”

			I don’t know how to answer that. Instinctively I want to say yes, that I’m fine, and there’s no need to worry, but obviously that isn’t true. And I need to talk to someone about this.

			“No,” I admit, reaching for the plate and setting it in my lap. “My mom found out about everything that’s going on.”

			“Oh.” Kit studies me. “I take it she isn’t handling the news well.”

			I shake my head. “She’s a really good mom—the best mom. But sometimes her illness gives her delusions. Like how she thinks the three of us are all one big happy family, even though I’d never even met Alexander before I came here. When it gets really bad, she can’t tell what’s real, and I think—I think this is confusing her and making her doubt her own mind. And now she won’t even answer my calls.”

			“I’m sorry,” he says softly. “That must be incredibly difficult.” He takes a half step toward the bed, as if he wants to comfort me, but he falters and moves back instead.

			Immediately I understand. An invisible wall still looms between us, and yet again, it’s because of Jasper. All of this is because of Jasper. I want to be furious—I should be furious—but all I feel is a bone-deep exhaustion I’m sure will never disappear.

			“I just want life to go back to normal,” I mumble, rubbing my swollen eyes. “Even if it’s only for a little while, you know?”

			Maybe Kit understands my frustration, or maybe he’s been working up the nerve all this time. But eventually he takes a full step toward me, and though he doesn’t get too close, he crouches beside the bed. “As it happens,” he says, “that’s the reason I’m here. I have a surprise for you—one I think might cheer you up. It would, however, require you to leave your bed and get dressed.”

			I eye him suspiciously. “Did you find out something new about the case?” I say. Even though Wiggs has all but gone radio silent on me, I’m not entirely sure I’d welcome more information right now. Not unless it includes a full confession that exonerates me completely.

			“No,” says Kit. “This is solely for you.”

			I bite my lip. Whatever he has planned, it probably won’t make things worse, at least not on purpose. But every time I leave my suite, trouble seems to have a knack for finding me. “I’m not really sure I should go anywhere,” I admit.

			“It’s up to you,” he says. “But I promise I’m taking every precaution. And you deserve to feel like yourself again, if only for a few hours.”

			I’m not even sure who I am anymore, or who I ever was in the first place. But as Kit’s brown eyes lock on mine, suddenly I want nothing more than to find out who he sees when he looks at me like I’m the only person in the world.

			“Okay,” I say at last. “I trust you.”

			He smiles, and for the first time all day, I do, too. “Brilliant,” he says as he rises. “Now brush your teeth and change into your favorite outfit. We’re going out.”

			TWO HOURS LATER, after Kit and I gorge ourselves on takeaway from a Pizza Express, our driver pulls up to an old building with a crumbling exterior only partially masked by black and silver paint. A neon marquee flashes above the entrance, but we’re too close for me to see what’s playing.

			“I haven’t been to the movies since I was a kid,” I say, tugging nervously on a lock of my ginger wig as the driver hops out and opens the door for us. A dozen or so people in their teens and twenties lean against the building, checking their phones and talking excitedly among themselves, and as I climb out, I crane my neck to read the name of the film.

			But it isn’t a movie theater. It’s a music venue, and the marquee displays the name Reignwolf in bold letters.

			My mouth drops open, and I whirl around as Kit climbs out of the vehicle. “You’re joking. A Reignwolf concert?”

			“I thought you might be interested,” he says cheekily. “I looked up their concert schedule a couple of weeks ago and got tickets. I realize the timing could be better, but…”

			I throw my arms around him and hug him so fiercely that my sunglasses nearly fall off. Two weeks ago, we barely knew each other. “The timing is perfect. Thank you.”

			Kit freezes at first, almost as if he doesn’t know what to do, and for a moment I think I’ve broken him. But he finally wraps his arms around me in return, and heat rushes through me, warming me from the inside out. “You’re very welcome,” he says quietly, and I allow myself a few more seconds before I reluctantly let him go.

It’s the opposite of Windsor Castle and Buckingham Palace, and I want to stay here forever.

			The opening band finishes their set as we find a spot off to the left. Our security lingers nearby, close enough to protect us but far enough to offer us some semblance of privacy, and I take off my sunglasses, satisfied that no one will recognize me from my old school photos in the low light. Part of me is irrationally afraid that a detective from Scotland Yard will jump out of the shadows and arrest me on the spot, but standing here with Kit in the cool darkness of the venue, I feel oddly safe. Anonymous. As if I’m just another face in the crowd, and that’s exactly how I like it.

			At last, everything goes black, and smoke appears in the air as the first chords explode from amps, a thunderous sound that rattles my teeth and surrounds me on all sides. As bright lights illuminate the stage and the band appears, I’m instantly riveted.

			Kit stays by my side throughout it all—the singing, the jumping, the shouts of delight as I recognize song after song. Those shouts turn into giddy shrieks at my favorites, and more than once I clutch his arm and tell him this is the best night of my life.

			But halfway through the show, he checks his texts. At first I think nothing of it, but then another message comes, and another, and another. And before long, Kit doesn’t bother to put his phone back in his pocket as it lights up almost as often as Tibby’s did the morning of Trooping the Colour.

			“Is everything okay?” I shout in his ear. There’s a deep furrow between his brows, and even in the shadows, he can’t hide his worry.

			“Perfectly fine,” he calls back, barely audible over the wail of an electric guitar. He flashes me a smile, but I can tell it isn’t real, and a sense of foreboding slowly chases away the intoxicating euphoria that’s settled over me.

			I cast a surreptitious glance at our protection officers. Neither of them seems at all bothered, so whatever’s going on, it can’t be that bad. But then Kit’s phone goes off again, and when I see the look on his face, my stomach drops. It is that bad. I just don’t know why yet.

			Kit must notice the shift in my enthusiasm, because he finally slips his phone back into his pocket and focuses on the show instead. I can’t tell if this is a good sign or not—if the crisis is over, or if he’s only trying to help me forget for a little longer, before the night is ruined. I take his elbow and lean into him, desperately hoping it’s the former.

			Finally the show ends with a deafening roar from the crowd, and I put my sunglasses on again before waiting in the long bathroom line. When the protection officers and I find Kit near the door, he’s bought me every piece of available merchandise, and I know something is really, truly wrong.

			“What is it?” I say once we’re back in the Range Rover. My ears are ringing, and my buzz has worn off completely, leaving me hollow and terrified.

			He exhales. “We should wait until we return to Windsor. It won’t be long—”

			“Kit, please,” I say, my voice cracking. “Whatever it is, I need to know.”

			Reluctantly he pulls his phone out of his pocket. It’s silent now, but he unlocks it and hands it to me. “It’s a video,” he admits. “Of Jasper’s bedroom in Belgravia. Evan…” He swallows hard. “It shows you pushing him off the balcony.”

			I’M HUNCHED OVER THE FOOT of the same conference table I sat at two weeks ago, on the night the news of my paternity leaked. Frantic palace officials argue among themselves on either side of me, and at the head of the table, Alexander solemnly stares into a mug of hot tea.

			My own mug sits beside me, untouched. I’m staring at Kit’s phone, watching the silent video for the umpteenth time while he stands a few feet away, not technically invited to this meeting but refusing to leave my side. Jenkins hovers protectively near me, and having them here is as much of a comfort as I’m going to get right now.

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				HIS MAJESTY’S MISTRESS REVEALED

				American artist Laura Bright has been identified as the former mistress of the King and the mother of his illegitimate daughter, Evangeline.

				Bright, 43, of Arlington, Virginia, is alleged to have had an affair with His Majesty during the autumn of 2004. According to an anonymous family friend, Alexander broke it off when he discovered his wife, Queen Helene, was pregnant with the couple’s daughter, Princess Mary. By then Bright was also expecting Alexander’s child, and the months that followed were allegedly filled with legal battles revolving around their unexpected souvenir.

				“He wanted her to get an abortion,” recalls Jackie Merton, a former schoolmate of Bright’s who kept in touch after the pair graduated from Three Oaks Academy in Arlington. “She refused, of course. We didn’t know at the time who the father was, but it all makes sense now, her determination to keep it. To keep the King of England’s baby.”

				In a twist of fate, the two half sisters were born within hours of each other on 1 July 2005, Princess Mary in London and Evangeline an ocean away in Arlington. Soon after the births, the King relinquished all custody of Evangeline and focused on patching up his marriage, and Bright reportedly walked away with a seven-figure settlement in return for her silence. The ex-lovers never saw each other again.

				Unbeknownst to the King, in the years that followed, his former flame began to show signs of mental illness. “She was acting paranoid,” claims Merton, who often visited Bright and her young daughter. “She thought people were following her and tapping her phone. She began to withdraw from me and our group of friends, and when she did show up, she’d burst into tears over nothing. We all thought she was depressed. I encouraged her to get help, but she insisted she was fine.”

				Bright’s mental state continued to deteriorate until the night of 17 November 2009, when Arlington police received a frantic phone call from Bright’s mother, the late Betty Bright, who believed her granddaughter was in imminent danger. When the police arrived at the Bright residence, they discovered Laura had barricaded herself in a bathroom with four-year-old Evangeline.

				“We had to break down the door,” recounts retired officer Gerald Way, who was present at the scene nearly fourteen years ago. “And when we did, we found the suspect holding her daughter down in a bathtub filled with water.”

				Bright was arrested and charged with attempted murder, while Evangeline was treated at Arlington Children’s Hospital, where she remained in intensive care for several days. Betty Bright was granted sole legal and physical custody of her granddaughter, and though His Majesty was made aware of the incident, he allegedly declined to visit his estranged offspring.

				In the weeks and months that followed, Laura Bright was diagnosed with schizophrenia, a lifelong mental illness that often has a genetic component. Her doctors testified that she had suffered a psychotic break that led to the attempted drowning, and the charges against her were dropped in favor of inpatient mental health treatment. Two years after the incident, she was released.

				Though Bright’s current whereabouts are unknown, an anonymous family friend claims Evangeline hasn’t seen her mother since Betty Bright’s death in 2016. Evangeline, who was expelled from no fewer than nine North American boarding schools in a six-year period, often for criminal behaviour, is currently a suspect in the murder of Jasper Cunningham.

			WHEN I WAS LITTLE, I used to have the same dream almost every night.

			“I have, yeah.” Kit grows still, and finally he seems to notice I’m not hugging back. Immediately he drops his arms and steps away from me. “Evan? Are you all right?”

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				BBC: Dr Schafer, you’re considered one of Great Britain’s foremost experts in the diagnosis and treatment of schizophrenia. In your opinion, is Laura Bright’s alleged behaviour typical?

				DR RUTH SCHAFER: I must begin by saying I’ve never met Ms Bright, let alone treated her or been privy to her medical records, so I’ll be speaking in generalities. Schizophrenia affects roughly one out of every hundred people in the United Kingdom, and it presents differently in each person with the diagnosis. There are a variety of positive, negative, and cognitive symptoms—

				BBC: Positive and negative symptoms?

				RS: Positive in the sense that they gain symptoms—hallucinations and delusions, for instance, which are both extremely common in those diagnosed with schizophrenia. Negative symptoms are the absence of certain important behaviours, including difficulty talking, withdrawing from others, apathy, or the inability to convey emotions. Cognitive symptoms may involve poor memory or concentration, struggling to express thoughts, disorganized thinking, or trouble understanding the information being presented, though of course these are only a sample of the symptoms patients with schizophrenia may experience.

				BBC: And what of Laura Bright’s reported symptoms, including her alleged attempt to drown her daughter?

				RS: Again, I am not her doctor, so I can only speak in generalities. There are several different types of schizophrenia, and should a case similar to Ms Bright’s be presented to me in a clinical setting, I would likely explore a potential diagnosis of paranoid schizophrenia. This is marked by the aforementioned hallucinations and delusions, particularly that an entity may be out to get them or their loved ones.

				BBC: You believe this is why she allegedly tried to drown Evangeline?

				RS: It’s impossible for me or any other doctor to say without knowing the facts of Ms Bright’s case. Given the circumstances we’re aware of—her relationship with His Majesty and the likely fear that she and her daughter would be exposed in the press—it would be feasible that someone suffering from paranoia and acute psychosis might believe they are acting to protect a loved one from a worse fate.

				BBC: Is violent behaviour common in patients such as Laura Bright?

				RS: Perhaps the most prevalent and enduring misconception about what it means to be diagnosed with schizophrenia is the strong association with violence. People living with schizophrenia are by and large nonviolent toward others. The real danger is self-violence, and it’s estimated that ten percent of people living with schizophrenia die by suicide. Less than a quarter of all individuals who experience acute psychosis—which can be brought on by many different factors, including thyroid issues, brain tumours, and the use of illegal drugs—exhibit violent tendencies. And to equate being diagnosed with schizophrenia with being dangerous and deranged is enormously harmful to the hundreds of thousands of people in the United Kingdom living with and managing this mental illness.

				BBC: Will Laura Bright ever be able to live a normal life? Is it likely she’s living a normal life now, wherever she is?

				RS: Again, I cannot speak to Ms Bright’s case specifically, but I have seen marvelous improvements in patients. With the help of proper ongoing treatment, which may include medication and therapy, an individual living with schizophrenia can lead a very normal, very healthy life.

			ALEXANDER AND I STAND SIDE by side on my mother’s porch as the sound of the doorbell echoes through the house.

			I grip an apple pie from a bakery my mom loved when I was a kid, and he holds a bouquet of irises and forget-me-nots—her favorites, according to him. My heart is pounding so hard I think it’s going to crack a rib, but when I glance at Alexander, there’s a small smile on his face, and he’s more relaxed than I’ve ever seen him. Almost as if I’m not the only one who’s finally home.

			Suddenly, before I can fully prepare myself, the front door opens. And for the first time in almost seven years, I come face to face with my mom.

			She’s still a few inches taller than me, and her frizzy auburn hair is pulled back in a loose bun with spiral curls framing her face. Instead of the paint-splattered apron she’s always wearing when we VidChat, she’s in jeans and a cream cashmere sweater, and her grin is so wide that every beautiful laugh line on her face is visible.

			“Evie!” She pushes past the screen door with such speed that I’m sure she’s going to hug me. Before she can close the distance between us, however, she stops abruptly, and uncertainty flickers across her face.

			Does she think I’m afraid of her? Does she think I’m upset? Both possibilities feel like a knife to my heart, and even though I’m all but frozen in place, I clumsily shove the pie into Alexander’s free hand and wrap my arms around my mother as tightly as I dare. She’s startlingly angular and bony underneath her sweater, but I can feel her strength as she hugs me back fiercely.

			“I’ve missed you so much,” she says in a choked voice, and those five words vanquish every worry I had about coming here. “Are you okay?”

			I can tell from her tone that this isn’t just a polite question, and my stomach twists into knots. “I will be,” I say. It’s the closest I can get to the truth without Robert Cunningham stealing this moment from both of us. “What about you? Are you all right?”

			She hesitates, and in that split second, I know she’s aware of every single word the media is saying about her. The knots turn into nausea, and I feel an overwhelming urge to fight every so-called journalist who seems to think telling the world about the most difficult time in her life counts as news—or worse, entertainment. “As long as you’re okay, so am I,” she says at last, offering me a smile I almost believe. “How was the flight? Have you had anything to eat today?”

			“The flight was fine,” I say, my tongue heavy with the things I want to say, but can’t. Not yet. Maybe not ever. “I had lunch earlier.”

			“That was back in London, though,” says Alexander quietly, seemingly reluctant to intrude on our conversation, but I don’t mind. And judging by the way my mom squeezes his forearm like there’s no barrier between them at all, neither does she.

			“It’s nearly midnight there,” she says. “You must be starving. Come on—I’ve made lasagna.” But as she reaches for the door again, she falters. “Do you like lasagna, Evie?”

			“I love lasagna,” I say. “It’s one of my favorites.”

			My mom visibly relaxes and leads the way inside. The house is smaller than I expect, probably because I’ve spent more than a third of my life in sprawling boarding schools and, up until this afternoon, lived in an actual castle. The furniture is shockingly neutral, but her paintings hang unframed on the walls, their abstract designs and bold colors adding liveliness to the otherwise tidy decor.

			When we walk into the warm kitchen, with its red walls and gold accents, a flood of impressions and snippets of memories suddenly overwhelm me. “Whoa,” I say, stunned into reverie. “I think I remember this place.”

			“You do?” She sets the pie down on the counter and grabs oven mitts to extract the lasagna. “You used to stand on a stool and help me bake.”

			I look at the pattern in the countertop, and an image of yellow frosting flashes through my mind. “I remember that, too,” I say, even though I’m not sure I do. But the way my mom beams makes up for any uncertainty on my part, and she insists Alexander and I take a seat at the table while she serves us.

			As he and I sit down across from each other, he catches my eye. “All right?” he says so softly that I read his lips more than I hear him, and I nod. I’m not entirely okay—I feel like I’ve walked straight into a dream, and there’s a faint buzzing in my ears. But there’s nowhere else in the world I’d rather be.

			My mom carries out plates of lasagna and garlic bread, and as she joins us at the table, there’s a moment when we’re all silent and glancing at one another. A surreal sensation washes over me, as if I’m watching this scene unfold in a cheesy movie, but I can feel the cool wood of the table beneath my hands. I can smell the plate of food in front of me, and my mouth is watering. This is as real as it gets, and the fact that I’m sitting at a dinner table with my parents—it’s everything I’ve ever wanted and never thought I could actually have.

			The conversation focuses entirely on me. My mom asks about my time in London, about the shows and movies I’ve been watching and the book I’m reading. She asks about the staff—several of whom she names specifically, including Jenkins and Louis—and what my favorite part of my trip was.

			This last question gives me pause. I think about all the horrible days I spent in Windsor Castle, under the tutelage of strict etiquette instructors or holed up in my room, with only my laptop and the opinions of strangers for company. I think about all the articles the tabloids and gossip blogs have written about me, and I think about all the nasty things my father’s family has said to my face. It’s hard to see the good beyond those bleak moments, but as I swallow my bite of lasagna, I know my answer.

			“There’s this little ice cream shop in London,” I say. “Kit—this boy I met—he took me there. And it was the best ice cream I’ve ever had.”

			“You met a boy?” says my mom with an odd mixture of protectiveness and delight.

			“Kit is Christopher Abbott-Montgomery,” says Alexander. “He’s Helene’s nephew. Her brother’s younger son.”

			He says his wife’s name easily, like he’s used to discussing her with my mom, and I can’t help but watch for her reaction. I expect—I don’t know. Hurt, maybe. A flicker of bewilderment and distress, like I’ve seen so many times on VidChat. And when my mom frowns, my insides clench.

			“Is his older brother the one who passed?” she says, and I exhale. How does she know about that?

			Alexander nods, oblivious to my surprise. “Kit is staying at Windsor for now. Evan, Tibby mentioned you two have been spending a great deal of time together.”

			My face grows hot. As much as I’m enjoying having a normal family experience, being grilled about my social life is more than I bargained for. Especially considering all the grief Kit caused. “Yeah,” I mumble, stabbing my lasagna. “How did you know about his brother, Mom?”

			She blinks. “Alex told me,” she says, glancing at him for confirmation. “Sometime last year, I think. I remember we spoke right after the funeral.”

			I look between them. “You two still talk?” I say, trying to mask my astonishment with mild interest. It doesn’t work.

			“Of course,” says my mom, and she smiles at Alexander like they share an entire lifetime of secrets. “I’ve mentioned that before, haven’t I, Evie?”

			I nod, my appetite gone. Not because I’m upset with them, but because I’m furious with myself. I’ve spent years dismissing my mother’s preoccupation with Alexander as a sign of her illness—yet another tangled delusion that separated her world from ours. But I’m the one who’s been so caught up in my own reality that I can’t tell truth from fiction.

			“Tell me more about Kit,” says my mom with such warmth that I can’t refuse. I press my lips together and stare down at my plate, hoping my face isn’t as red as I think it is.

			“He took me to a concert a couple days ago,” I say. “And we’ve hung out a bunch. But—I don’t think it’s going to work out.”

			“Oh?” She sounds disappointed. “Why not?”

			I bite the inside of my cheek. After years of keeping our family’s secrets, I can’t admit that the leak about her illness came from me. “It’s a long story. And I’m still not really sure what happened.”

			“If he isn’t worth your time, then walk away and don’t look back,” she says, reaching across the table and taking my hand. Flecks of green and purple paint stain her short nails, and I squeeze her fingers gently. “But if he’s one of the good ones, then you owe it to yourself to try. You deserve wonderful things, Evie. And you deserve to be surrounded by worthwhile and supportive people.”

			I try to smile, but I can feel it come out as more of a grimace. “I am,” I promise. “I have you and Alexander and Jenkins.”

			“You need more than just us, as much as we all love you. Did you meet Maisie while you were there?”

			At the casual mention of his legitimate daughter, the corners of Alexander’s mouth turn downward, and he’s suddenly fascinated by the crusty remains of his garlic bread. No doubt he’s thinking about the meeting yesterday morning, and what Helene and Maisie tried to make me do.

			“I did,” I say. “It was a rocky start, but—she stopped by before I left, and we had a nice talk.”

			“Did you?” says my mom eagerly. “I always hoped you two would meet one day. What’s she like?”

			“Very much a princess,” I say wryly, and when I glance at Alexander, I think I see a faint smirk. “But once you get past the layers of pride and snobbery, she seems like a good person.”

			The topic flits to the others I’ve met—Ben, Nicholas, Tibby, even Helene, although when my mom asks what I think of her, Alexander hastily changes the subject to the painting hanging on the wall. While she enthusiastically describes the nearby park that’s become her most recent inspiration, I excuse myself.

			It takes me a minute to find a half bath with lilac walls and gold furnishings, and after I’ve done my business and washed my hands, I pause. This wasn’t the bathroom where it happened—where my mother tried to drown me in the throes of a psychotic break. And while every part of me cringes away from that painful thought, I suddenly have a burning need to see it for myself. To see the four walls where the course of my entire life changed.

			I slip out into the living room. The floorboards creak as I walk, but there’s no pause in the conversation filtering in from the dining room, and I hurry toward the staircase.

			The upstairs hallway is dark, and I consider turning on the light, but I don’t want to alert my mom or Alexander to the fact that I’m snooping. I shouldn’t be so scared of getting caught—this is my home, after all. But even though that’s technically true, I’m now certain that while I may have lived here when I was little, this is no more my home now than St. Edith’s ever was.

			I grope around until I find a door to my left. Twisting the knob, I slowly ease it open and reach for the switch that has to be there. And while I’m not entirely sure what I expect to see, as soon as I turn on the light, I freeze.

			Pink curtains, a neatly made bed covered in teddy bears and a purple quilt, a cushioned window seat that looks out over the backyard—I don’t remember this room, but I’m sure it was once mine. There’s a beautiful pastel mural of a garden on one wall, hand-painted in my mother’s distinctive style. I look around, taking in the rows of picture books and the collection of finger paintings framed on the dresser. Almost fourteen years after I last slept here, it’s a time capsule more than anything, and I can’t help wondering why my mom keeps it like this. Is she afraid she’ll forget if this room ever changes? Or does she simply miss me, and this makes her feel closer to the family we once were?

			I should be nostalgic for this childhood I barely remember, but while there’s a pang inside me for the life I could have lived, I easily push it aside. This room belongs to a little girl I haven’t been in a long time. These aren’t my memories—they’re my mom’s, and I leave them undisturbed as I step into the hall again and softly shut the door.

			I almost go back downstairs. This feels like a bad idea—like I’m dragging the tip of a knife across a long-healed scar, practically begging for it to reopen. But I’m here now, and I need to know, and so I open the door across the hall and flip the switch.

			Light fills the room, and instantly I know this is it. There’s an incongruous modern feel to the bathroom, like it’s been remodeled within the past decade even though the rest of the house has stayed the same. The granite countertop is clear of any clutter. The tile floor is pristine, and pearl-gray hand towels hang neatly on their hooks. And opposite the toilet, where I’d expect a bathtub to sit, is a shower stall with stone walls.

			I stand there, my entire body numb as I take it all in—the gleaming fixtures, the small window with a gauzy gray curtain, the fluffy bath mats that look like they’ve never seen a drop of water. A long moment passes, but at last I understand why this room feels so wrong.

			She’s never used it.

			My mother must have a suite, because this bathroom, expensive and luxurious as it is, has never been touched. There isn’t even a toothbrush on the counter or a single long hair on the floor. Alexander may have had it remodeled for her, but just like my old bedroom, this place is also frozen in time.

			Yet again I step back into the hall and close the door. This isn’t my life anymore, and it feels wrong to breach the threshold of my mother’s inner world. These rooms—these memories—are none of my business, and the only version of me that has a place in this house is four years old. I don’t need to be here to find forgiveness, because there’s nothing to forgive. It wasn’t her fault. She did the best she could, and she shows me she loves me every day by taking her medication and taking care of herself. That’s all I can ask for, and that’s all I’ll ever need.

			I head back downstairs, careful not to make a sound. The conversation in the dining room has gone silent now, and my heart skips a beat. Do they realize I’m missing? Will my mom take one look at me and know where I’ve been?

			But when I turn the corner, I stop cold. Soft music plays from a stereo by the foot of the table—some old nineties song that sounds vaguely familiar—and Alexander’s arms are wrapped around my mom as they sway in place. His nose is buried in her hair, her head rests on his shoulder, and their eyes are closed as if they’re in their own world.

			The love between them is obvious, and even though I’ve never seen them together before, I don’t know how I could have missed it. They’re two puzzle pieces that form a single perfect image—two stars that have been orbiting each other since before time began, and it makes me ache for something I’m sure I’ll never be lucky enough to find. I’m glad they did, though. And suddenly I grieve every single day they’ve had to spend apart.

			I watch them for another few seconds before turning away. I might be the product of their love, but I have no place in this moment, and I exit on silent feet, leaving them to their song.
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			BALANCING TWO PLATES ON MY arm, I carefully open the door to the SUV and slide onto the cool leather seat beside Jenkins. He’s talking to someone on his phone, but as soon as I appear, he cuts the conversation short.

			“You didn’t have to hang up,” I say as I offer him a slice of pie.

			“I was merely saying goodnight to Louis,” he says as he accepts the plate. “It’s chaos at Windsor right now. Apparently His Majesty didn’t inform the rest of the family that you were both leaving.”

			“Doubt any of them really care that I’m gone,” I say darkly, turning my attention to my own slice. I can feel Jenkins’s gaze on me, but he lets me eat a few bites in silence before clearing his throat.

			“I owe you an apology,” he says. “Regardless of the circumstances behind my decision, I should have never brought you to England without your consent. What I did was selfish and arrogant, and no matter what my intentions were, I caused both you and His Majesty a great deal of pain. For that I will never forgive myself.”

			My fork falls onto my plate with a clatter. “Are you serious?” I say, scowling at him. “You’ve been there for me whenever I needed you for years. You cared about me—and you made sure I knew you cared about me—when it felt like no one else in the world did. You didn’t bring me to England because you wanted to prove you knew better than me or Alexander. You brought me to England because you wanted to protect me—you wanted to protect us both from our own serious errors in judgment. You knew how much we were hurting, and you were willing to risk your job and your entire livelihood to give us a chance at a real relationship.” I shake my head. “I’m not going to pretend it’s been a cakewalk, but you were right. I needed to know this side of my family. I needed to find something to hold on to.”

			Jenkins clears his throat, and for one horrifying moment, I think he might actually tear up. Instead, he toys with his fork, inspecting the decoration on the handle with distracted interest. “Your understanding means more to me than I can possibly put into words,” he says quietly. “Please forgive my overfamiliarity, but…through the years, I’ve come to think of you as family, and it’s been a privilege to watch you grow up.”

			A warm and fuzzy feeling runs through me, and I have to bite my lip to stop myself from grinning. “You’re not too bad yourself, you know,” I say. “Half the time I got kicked out of boarding school, it was only because I wanted to see you again.”

			He chuckles and finally looks at me. “All you ever had to do was ask. But speaking of…” He pulls a manila envelope from his briefcase and hands it to me. “It’s not your birthday yet, but I believe I owe you this.”

			It’s heavier than I expect, and I undo the metal clasp. “What is it?”

			“Your passports,” he says. “Along with a credit card linked to a bank account His Majesty has arranged for you. There will always be funds for you to access, and you may have whatever you want or need, no strings attached.”

			I pull out two dark blue passports—one for the US, one for the UK—and a black credit card with my name on it. I should be elated. This is the freedom I’ve always wanted, and I’ll be able to live my own life and make my own choices for the first time. But all I feel is emptiness and dread.

			There’s something else in the envelope, too, and I pull out a plane ticket. It’s blank, but it has my name on it and First Class stamped in the corner.

			“As promised,” says Jenkins, “this will get you a seat on any Virgin Atlantic flight in the world.”

			I stare at the ticket. A month ago, I would have done damn near anything for the contents of this envelope, and here it all is, mine for the taking. “I can go wherever I want?”

			“New Zealand, Malaysia—wherever you would like,” he confirms, and though he’s doing a valiant job of maintaining his composure, I think I hear a catch in his voice.

			I’m quiet for a long moment as I run my finger across the bold type. “What about England?”

			“England?” he says, unable to hide his surprise.

			“Some of the food’s a little iffy,” I say, “but I’ve heard good things.”

			“Yes,” says Jenkins slowly. “The food can be questionable. But I suppose I could pull a few strings, if you’re sure that’s what you want.”

			“It is,” I say, and I tuck the ticket back in the envelope. “Eat your pie before it gets cold. It’s the best in the city, and I won’t let you waste it.”

			A flicker of a smile passes over his face. “Yes, Your Royal Highness,” he says, and he hastily dodges the sharp end of my elbow before digging in.

			I EXPECT CONFUSION when I tell my mother I’m returning to Windsor with Alexander, but instead she acts as if this is a given. Maybe to her, it is—or maybe we both know that me staying with her was never really an option.

			Before we all say our goodbyes, however, she hurries to her studio and returns with a wrapped canvas roughly the size of a poster. There’s a card attached with my name on it, and she hands me the gift with some hesitancy.

			“Wait until your birthday to open it,” she requests. “It’s nothing special, but I thought of you while I worked on it.” She pauses. “I think of you every time I paint.”

			I carefully hand the present to Alexander before catching my mom in another hug. “I love you,” I mumble into her shoulder, and she kisses my hair.

			“I love you too, Evie. And I’m so glad you two have gotten to know each other. I’ve wanted nothing more for a very long time.”

			Alexander clears his throat, and I think I see his eyes shining in the warm lamplight. “I’ll take good care of her,” he promises. “And we’ll come and visit you as often as we can.”

			“I know you will,” says my mother, and she reaches for his hand and squeezes it fondly. “I’m already looking forward to it.”

			She stands on the lit porch as the SUV drives away, and both Alexander and I crane our necks to keep her in view for as long as possible. Once we turn the corner and she disappears, he and I let out simultaneous sighs, and I notice Jenkins press his lips together to keep from smiling.

			“Are you sure about this?” says Alexander from the front seat. “We can always find a hotel for the night if you’d like some time to think it over.”

			“I’m sure,” I say. “And I want to schedule a meeting with Doyle and Yara and the rest of your royal goons.”

			“To discuss what, exactly?” he says warily.

			“The TV interview I’m going to give about what happened the night Jasper died,” I say. He gapes at me like he hasn’t heard right, and I press on. “Everyone already thinks I did it. Dragging Maisie into this mess isn’t going to help, and Jasper’s caused enough pain already. There’s no point in making it worse.”

			“Evie…” Alexander grimaces. “You don’t have to take the blame. The lawyers and I will find another way to keep this contained.”

			“I know you’ll try,” I say, “but I want to do this. And I’ve thought it through—I just have to admit the clip was edited and reveal someone helped me escape. I won’t say who, but I’ll make it clear I was still the one who pushed Jasper when he came after me again. The footage doesn’t show who really did it, after all, and no one will ever know the truth.” I shrug. “And if the full video is released, most people will see Maisie as a hero who risked her safety to protect a half sister she barely knew. And anyone who tries to claim I’m covering for her will be labeled a conspiracy theorist. Problem solved.”

			Alexander spends the rest of the ride to the airport trying to talk me out of it, but at last, after we’ve boarded, he personally makes the call to Doyle to schedule a meeting for tomorrow. Or later today, I guess, given what time it is in London.

			Once Jenkins and I are settled in across from each other at our usual table, I pull out my laptop and connect to the plane’s Wi-Fi. I have every intention of going straight to Netflix and falling asleep to an episode of my favorite show, but almost as soon as I sign on, a video call pops up. Hope surges through me, but it isn’t from my mom—instead it’s from a UK number I don’t recognize.

			Did the press find my email address? Is this some reporter trying to get a scoop? I almost reject the call, but something—morbid curiosity, maybe, or my propensity to go for the worst possible choice every single time—makes me accept it instead.

			“Evan!” Immediately my half sister’s face fills the screen. She has no makeup on, her hair is done up in rollers, and her blue eyes are huge as she leans in toward the camera. “I’ve been trying to call you all day. Where are you?”

			Jenkins looks up from his crossword, an eyebrow raised at the volume, and I quickly connect my headphones. “We just left Virginia,” I say. “We, uh—we went to see my mom.”

			“How is she?” Ben’s face appears beside Maisie’s, and I catch sight of his silk pajama top.

			“She’s good,” I say, bracing myself for the familiar defensiveness that rises within me whenever someone brings my mom up. But she’s healthier than I’ve seen her in a long time, and even though she’ll always have to deal with her illness in one way or another, she doesn’t need me to fight her battles for her. “Maisie, I wanted to talk to you about something—”

			I stop suddenly when I catch a glimpse of wavy dark hair behind them, and my stomach flip-flops. Kit.

			“About what?” says my half sister. “Is this about dinner? There’s no need to apologize, of course—Benny joined me instead, and we had a rousing debate on who’s likely to make the finals of Wimbledon.”

			“No, it’s not about dinner, but I am sorry for leaving you hanging,” I say, and I hesitate. “I’m going to do the interview—the one we talked about earlier. I’m going to tell everyone I pushed Jasper.”

			Maisie’s mouth falls open, and there’s stunned silence on the other end of the video call. “But—Evan, you don’t have to do that,” she says, sounding jarringly like Alexander.

			“I know,” I say. “I want to, though. We’re family, right?”

			Maisie stares at me through the screen, her eyes rapidly filling with tears. “We’re family,” she echoes softly. “Evan…I wasn’t trying to manipulate you earlier, if that’s what you think—”

			“It’s not,” I promise. “This is entirely my decision. No one talked me into it.”

			“Then allow us to try to talk you out of it,” says Ben from his spot beside her. “There’s no reason for you to go public with what happened to you. You should be discussing this with a therapist, not a BBC reporter.”

			“Benny’s right,” says Maisie, and I can hear the dismay in her voice. But as she continues, it’s drowned out by that same fierce protectiveness she showed in my sitting room that morning. “You don’t owe anyone an explanation, especially about something so…traumatic.”

			“I don’t,” I agree, “but they’re going to be circling like vultures until they get one. And if the full video ever comes out…”

			Silence crackles between us, and Ben’s scowl deepens. “I know you think you’re doing the right thing, but if it ever does come out, your confession won’t protect Maisie.”

			“It will,” I say firmly. “I’ve thought it through, and I’m going to tell them—”

			There’s a sudden movement in the background, and both Maisie and Ben turn around, giving me a quick view of Kit standing and walking off-screen. “You’re leaving?” says Maisie.

			“I’m going to bed,” he says gruffly, and I hear the sound of a door close. Maisie sighs and turns back to the camera.

			“You really ought to forgive him for whatever he’s done,” she says. “Surely it wasn’t that egregious, and he’s been in a wretched mood all day.”

			“Good,” I mutter. But before I can tell her that he deserves every ounce of that misery, Ben cuts in.

			“Evan, perhaps you’d be better off staying with your mother for a while instead of coming back,” he says. “When you decide to return, no doubt the press will have found bigger stories—”

			“Alexander’s already scheduled the meeting,” I say. “I appreciate that you both care, but I’ve made my decision. I’m not backing out of this.”

			We speak for a few more minutes before Maisie’s giant yawn ends the conversation. After we all say goodnight, I close my laptop and head to the kitchenette in the back of the plane to get something to drink. Jenkins is already sipping a large cup of coffee, and so I carry two mugs of tea to the table where Alexander sits, his laptop open and a video call playing on his screen. I expect to see Doyle’s ruddy face, but instead Nicholas is on the other end, his hair mussed and dark shadows prominent underneath his eyes.

			“—swear to you, I have no idea how they found out,” he says, his hands clasped like he’s pleading with my father.

			“All of the court records were sealed, and I moved mountains to ensure no one could find her,” says Alexander, so quietly that I can barely hear him over the hum of the jet. “Robert Cunningham didn’t simply stumble across this story. Someone gave it to him. And you’re the only person I ever told about Laura’s illness and arrest.”

			A wave of dizziness washes over me, and I go completely still. Vaguely I realize I’m in danger of dropping the tea, but I don’t care. Nicholas says nothing for several agonizingly long seconds, and a strange expression flickers across his features before he buries his face in his hands.

I’d say she’s the sister I’ve never had, but—well, she’s the sister I’ve always had and never got to know until now.

				KOD: It must be a very painful memory for you, and I’m sorry to ask, but given the intense scrutiny and misinformation out there about the details of that night, would you be comfortable walking me through what really happened?

				EB: [longer pause] I don’t want to sound rude, because I know it’s not your fault, but…I’m not comfortable with any of this. What happened to me was—a violation, and anyone else would have been given privacy and space to heal. But the tabloid press has spent weeks twisting unsubstantiated rumours about me into supposed facts, and they’ve given me no choice but to relive one of the worst nights of my life in a very public way in order to set the record straight.

But I’d met Jasper a couple of times already, and he was…really kind to me, or at least he seemed to be.

				KOD: Did you fancy him?

				EB: I—yeah, I guess I did. I attended all-girls boarding schools from the age of eleven on, so I haven’t really had any experience with boys. Or—men. And Jasper flirted with me a lot. So when he personally invited me, I thought…it couldn’t hurt, right? Especially if my sister and her cousins would be there.

				KOD: Prince Benedict and the Queen’s nephew, Christopher Abbott-Montgomery, Earl of Clarence, yes?

				EB: Right. I thought I’d be safe.

				KOD: Did Jasper greet you when you arrived at the party?

				EB: Yes. He was waiting for me, and he introduced me to a bunch of people. It was crowded and hot, and he offered to get me a drink, and I accepted. He brought me water.

				KOD: Earlier today, Scotland Yard released the results of a blood test revealing that there was GHB—commonly known as a date rape drug—in your system that night. Do you believe Jasper was the one to slip it into your drink?

				EB: I’m positive. Scotland Yard also confirmed that our fingerprints were the only ones on the glass, and Jasper knew what he was doing. After a couple of partygoers started asking me intrusive questions and calling me names, he told me to meet him upstairs in his bedroom while he removed them from the party.

				KOD: His bedroom?

				EB: I didn’t know it was his bedroom when I went up. I just wanted a break from all of those questions and insults, you know? And once I got there—I mean, like I said, I don’t really have any experience with boys. 			“Evie!” My mom’s face fills the screen as I accept the call. “Did I wake you up?”

			“Mom?” I rub the sleep from my eyes and try to tame my wild hair. “What are you doing? It’s the middle of the night in Virginia.”

			She waves her hand dismissively. “I wanted to be the first to wish you a happy birthday. Have you opened your present yet?”

			I sit up. With all that’s happened over the past few days, I completely forgot about the wrapped canvas my mother gave me. “Not yet,” I admit. “I think Alexander still has it.”

			“Oh. Well, there’s plenty of time for that later,” she says, but even though I expect her to be disappointed, she’s smiling widely. “Why don’t you go into your sitting room, sweetie? I can barely see you.”

			There’s nothing subtle about that prod, but I’m too groggy to second-guess it, and I take her at face value as I gather up my laptop and pad into the other room. “Have you slept at all yet?” I say. “You know how important it is to keep a regular sleep sched—”

			“Do you like them?” says my mom eagerly, leaning in so close to the camera that I can’t see her forehead. “I wish I could be there with you, but Alex and I thought this might be the next best thing.”

			“I wish you were here, too,” I say thickly, not even remotely embarrassed about how choked up I am. “And I love every single one.”

			“I thought of you while painting them,” she says, echoing what she told me in Virginia. “I always think of you.”

			“Thank you, Mom,” I say, wiping my wet cheeks. “This is the best gift I’ve ever gotten.”

			Her face glows with delight. “Well, you’re the best gift I’ve ever gotten,” she says. “Happy birthday, Evie. I’m so proud of you.”

			We talk for over an hour, and I ask her about each painting in turn. She tells me what inspired her, and to my surprise, they’re all memories of me. The tree in her backyard that she and Alexander planted when I was born. The park we played in when I was a toddler. Her neighbor’s flowers, which I used to steal and tuck into my braid. I have no memory of any of it, but her words paint mental images so vivid that by the end, they all feel real to me.

			“Happy birthday to us,” I repeat, taken aback. “How long have you been here?”

			“Long enough to realize how horribly uncomfortable this sofa is,” she says, climbing to her feet and glaring reproachfully at the offending furniture. “We were due in the breakfast room ten minutes ago, and Mummy hates it when I’m late.”

			“We’re having breakfast with Helene?” I say, but Maisie doesn’t seem to register my alarm. She hooks her arm in mine, and I barely have time to set my book down before she whisks me into the hallway.

			The breakfast room is tucked away in the sharp corner of the main corridor, across from the private royal apartments. It’s much cozier than the glittering formal dining room, and Alexander and Helene sit at opposite ends of a table that could comfortably seat ten.
