Natural Materials 
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The qualities of natural materials differ from the synthetic material and knowing these qualities would help you to make better use of them. Natural cord materials existing today include Jute, Hemp, Leather, Cotton, Silk and Flax. There are also yarns made from natural fibers. Natural material fibers are made from plants and animals.

Synthetic Materials 
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Like natural materials, synthetic materials are also used in macramé projects. The fibers of synthetic materials are made through chemical processes. The major ones are nylon beading cord, olefin, satin cord and parachute cord. 
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Cord Measurement 
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Before you can embark on a macramé project, it is essential that you determine the amount of chord you will need. This includes knowing the length of the required cord and the total number of materials you have to purchase. 

Equipment: to measure, you will need a paper for writing, pencil, tape rule and calculator. You would also need some basic knowledge of unit conversion as shared below: 

	1 inch = 25.4millimeters = 2.54 centimeters 

	1 foot =12 inches 

	1 yard = 3 feet = 36 inches 

	1 yard = 0.9 meters

Measuring Width 
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The first thing to do is determine the finished width of the widest area of your project. Once you have this width, pencil it down. Next, determine the actual size of the materials, by measuring its width from edge to edge. 

You can then proceed to determine the type of knot pattern you wish to use with the knowledge of the knot pattern. You must know the width and spacing (if required) of each knot. You should also determine if you want to add more cords to widen an area of if you would be needing extra cords for damps. 

With the formula given above, calculate and determine the circumference of the ring of your designs. Determine the mounting technique to be used. The cord can be mounted to a dowel, ring or other cord. Folded cords affect both the length and width of the cord measurement. 
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Cord Preparation 
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Though usually rarely emphasized, preparation of the cords and getting them ready for use in Macramé projects is one of the core pillars of the art of Macramé. At times, specialized processes such as conditioning and stiffening of cords need to be carried out before Macramé projects can be begun. In general, however, cord preparation in Macramé is mainly concerned with dealing with cut ends and preventing these ends from unraveling during the course of the project. During the course of a project, constant handing of materials can cause distortion in the ends which can end up having disastrous consequences on your project. Before starting your project, if you do not appropriately prepare particular kinds of cords, like ones that were made by the twisting of individual strands, that cord is likely to come apart, effectively wrecking your project. 

Therefore, cord preparation is extremely and incomparably important to the success of any Macramé project, the preparation of each cord is meant to be done during the first step of making any knot, which is the step where you cut out your desired length of cord from the larger piece. 

For cord conditioning, experts recommend rubbing beeswax along the length of the cord. To condition your cord, simply get a bit of beeswax, let it warm up a bit in your hands, and rub it along the cord’s length. This will help prevent unwanted tight curls on your cord. Note that beeswax may be applied to both natural and synthetic materials. For synthetic materials however, only Satin and fine Nylon beading cords actually compulsorily require conditioning. After conditioning, inspect your cords for any imperfections and discard useless pieces to ensure the perfection of your project. After conditioning, then comes the actual process of cord preparation. Cords can be prepared (i.e. the ends can be prevented from fraying) through the use of a flame, a knot, tape and glue. 

To prevent unraveling of your cord using a flame, firstly test a small piece of the material with the fire from a small lighter. The material needs to melt, not burn. If it burns, then such a cord is not suitable for flame preparation. To prepare using a flame, simply hold the cord to the tip of the fire for 2 to 5 seconds, make sure the cord does not ignite, but melts. Flame preparation is suitable for cords made from olefin, polyester and nylon, and the process is compulsory for the preparation of parachute cords.

Tying knots at the end of the cord is another effective method to prevent fraying. The Stevedore knot can be used in order to avoid fraying when using slippery materials. 

Glue is another priceless alternative that can be used to prevent fraying at the ends of cords efficiently. However, not all kinds of glue may be used in cord preparation. Only certain brands, such as the Alien’s Stop Fray may be used in cord preparation. Household glue might also be used, but only when diluted with water. To prepare your cord, simply rub the glue on the ends of the material and leave it to dry. If you intend to pass beads over the glued end, roll the cord’s end between your fingers to make it narrower as it dries. Nail polish may also be used as an alternative to glue. 

Tape is also a reliable method to prepare your cords. Make sure the end of the cord remains narrow by squeezing it between your fingers. It is advisable to use masking tape or cellophane tape for your preparations.

A particular class of Macramé cords, known as a parachute cord, requires a specific form of preparation. Parachute cords are composed of multiple core yarns surrounded by a braided sleeve. To prepare a parachute cord (also called a Paracord), pull out the core yarns from the sleeve, and expose the yarns by about half an inch. Now cut the core yarns back, so that they become even with the outer sleeve, and then push the sleeve forward till the yarns become invisible. To complete the preparation, apply flame to the outer sleeve till it melts, and then press the handle of your lighter onto the sleeve while it’s still warm to flatten the area and keep it closed up. The melted area will look darker and more plastic than the rest of the material. 
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Finishing Techniques 
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Finishing techniques refer to the methods by which the ends of cords, after knots have been created may be taken care of to give a neat and tidy project. Finishing is often referred to as tying off. Several finishing knots are available and are incredibly effective methods for executing finishing processes. Reliable finishing knots include the overhand knot and the barrel knot. 

Folding techniques are also dependable finishing techniques. For flexible materials like cotton, all you need to do is fold the ends flat against the back surface and add glue to the ends to hold them in place. For less flexible materials, fold the cords to the back, then pass them under a loop from one or more knots, and then apply glue, allow it to dry, and cut off excess material. 

Finally, you can do your finishing with the aid of fringes. You may choose between a brushed fringe and a beaded fringe. 
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Adding Cords 
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During Macramé projects, you would continuously be faced by the need to add a cord to an existing cord or any other surface such as a ring or a dowel. The process of adding cords to surfaces is usually called mounting. To add extra cords to a ring or dowel, the most common technique to use is the Reverse Larks Head Knot. When adding cords to already existing cords in use, however, it is essential that the new cords blend into the overall design. To prevent lopsidedness of the pattern, it is also crucial to add an equal number of cords to both sides in some projects. It is also essential to avoid gaps when adding new cords. You can add new cords to an already existing cord using the square knot, the linked overhand knot and of course the regular overhand knot. Other techniques used for adding cords include the diamond stitch and the triangle knot.

The most common examples on the internet are wall hangings, but with this technique and material, you can do much more. And while we're still looking forward to one of these exciting projects, we have decided to move the focus away from the wall and to more practical concepts. Such macramé tutorials are ideal for beginners, and some of them can be completed without a single node. A demonstration lacks nodes at all but uses macramé cord for spinning instead. Would you like to learn more? See below favorite examples. Nonetheless, first, learn how to make a few simple macramé knots before you launch any of the following projects. Practice these knots until you are confident in the result as much as possible. 
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1. A MACRAMÉ TABLE RUNNER
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A Beautiful Mess Most macramé table runners are out there, but we love that by A Beautiful Mess. The photos break the pattern into simple steps, and the instructions are straightforward. It can be challenging to figure out how to make a knot without a recording, but these pictures give you a good idea of what every knot will look like. 

I talk in layers of co-ordination and contrasts when decorating every room. Such three elements that make a room less simple, regardless of whether it is color, texture or scale. My fourth guideline is polyvalence! This macramé table runner checked all boxes and made this compact nook with its basic and intriguing style even more unique.

Supply: 

- 12′′ wooden dowel 

- 22 lengths of cotton rope measuring 3 mm 

- with cotton twine over the door

- 2′′ with dowel hanger 

Step 1: Apply cotton twine to each end of the dowel and hang it on the door hanger. Fold your first 16′′ rope strand in half and create a knot on your dowel. For even more thorough measures, see this article. 

Step 2: /

Step 3: Cast the outside right cable across all the other cables (left) and drip the end of your door handle. This will form the basis of the next series of knots known as a half-hitch to create a horizontal row. 

Step 4: Use the same beach to tie a second knot to the foundation line. This is regarded as a halving knot. 

Step 5: Make sure they are clear and even. 

Step 6: Repeat from the outside with the second, third and fourth ropes and tie another hitch-knot, so it is snug, etc. You're going to begin to see the trend. It's a half-hitch horizontal. 

Step 7: Continue to tie successive cords throughout a single knot. You don't want to be so close that it's at the edges in the distance. 

Step 8: From the right again, use the four outer strands to build a knot about 1.5′′ below the horizontal knots. See this macramé storage article for more information on a square knot. Out the next four (five to eight) strands then tie another knot of nine to twelve strands. Keep skipping four before you cross the line. 

Step 9: begin again on the right, use the four strands that you skipped (five to eight) and tie a square knot about 3′′ below the dowel.

Step 10: Continue tying four-strand sets in square knots until the row is ended.
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Step 11: Take two outer strands to the right side. Then use strands three to six to create an additional square knot around 11′′ in step seven below the horizontal knots. Then use the following four strands to create another 1.5′′ square knot over the last square knot. 

Step 12: Start as shown. You're not going to do anything with the last two lines. 

Step 13: Going back from the right, build another series of half-hitch horizontal knots by repeating steps 3 through 7. You are going to work on this from left to right. 

Step 15: Starting from the left side, create a row of knots without skipping any threads that are roughly 1′′ below that line of knots. Instead, create a second row of the quadratic knot, miss the first two threads on the left, and tie a full line. of quadratic knots. This is known as an alternating knot. You don't want much space between these rows so you can draw them closer together as each square node is inserted. 

Step 16: Keep going until you have a total of approximately 13 rows of alternating knots. This segment is the core of your table runner so that everything else will represent what has already been woven above. 

Step 17: Add another half-hitch horizontal knot from the outside left and work on the right. 

Step 18: Downward nearly 2.5′′ and use the same base rope to create another horizontal half-hitch tie from the right to the right. 

Step 19: Skip two outer strands of rope to the right for this segment and tie a square knot with strands three to six. Slip seven to 10 strands and use 11 to 14 strands to tie another knot. Repeat so that every four strands you missed. On the left, you're going to have six strands. 

Turn one, and two rows left and tie three to six threads to a square knot around 1.5′′ underneath that last row of square knots. 

Then miss the next four strands for the second row of square nodes and complete the sequence. This will leave you on the right side with six extra threads. 

Step 20: Measure 11′′ from the last row of horizontal ties and tie a knot of the square by using the four outside strands to the right. Then tie the next four in a square knot about 1.5′′ above the last knot. 

Step 21: Repeat throughout. 

Step 22: Finally, tie the last row around 1.5′′ below the row of alternating square knots and horizontal hitch knots. Take note of how long the ends are on the other side as long as you like. Cut the twine of the cotton from your dowel and loosen all the knots of the lark carefully. Then cut the middle of the head of the lark and remove the sides. 

You are now ready to set a charming table!

﻿The middle of your dining table is the ideal place to put a centerpiece, so lie on a trivet, and you can find fresh flowers to anchor your hand. You can even use it as your giant cupboard in a breakfast bar, to make sure your kitchen looks best! You can also use the three common knots, the knot of the lark, the knot of half-hitch and the knot of the square to create a set of textured hanging walls! Do you need something more colored? Use these stunning 3 mm and 5 mm Custom Macramé colored lines.
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2. PENDANT
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Create a pendant! Beaded cord is attached to your finished micro-Macramé centerpiece. Tropical lagoon colors combine to create the ebb and flow of this project. Anchoring things together is a lobster clasp. The finished length, stem to stern, is 10 inches. Cast off your cares and enjoy smooth sailing with this design!

	2.5mm Gold Crimp beads (x2) 

	Size 6 seed beads, assorted teal and bronze (x133) 

	2mm Gold crimp beads (x2) 

	Antique gold leaves, about 1mm (x3) 

	Gold lobster clasp and jump ring 

	Large gold crimp bead (U-shaped, might be labeled for leather cord) (x2) 

	Glue - Beacon 527 multi-use 


Instructions: 

	Place 4 cords through the ring at the top of an end crimp clasp. Fold the cords in half, for a total of 8 cords. Lay the cords in the crimp; glue and crimp shut. Turnover. 
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Tie a flat knot with outer 2 cords around all others. 
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	Separate 3-3-2. With the left 3: Find the left cord and tie 7 Vertical Lark’s Head (VLH) knots around the other 2 cords. 
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	With the center 3: Find the left cord and tie 3 VLH knots around the other 2 cords. 
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	Place all 6 cords together. Bend the left section outwards, then take the left cord and tie a VLH knot around the other 5 cords. NOTE: tighten up each section as you attach them together. 
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	With the left 3: Find the left cord and tie 5 VLH knots around the other 2 cords. 

	With the center 3: Thread a size 6 teal beads onto all 3 cords.

	Place the left 6 cords together. Arc the left section outwards, then take the left cord and tie a VLH knot around the other 5 cords. (NOTE: tighten up each section as you attach them together). 

	With the left 3: Find the left cord and tie 7 VLH knots around the other 2 cords. 
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	With the center 3: Find the left cord and tie 3 VLH knots around the other 2 cords. 
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	Place these 6 cords together. Arc the left section outwards, then take the left cord and tie a VLH knot around the other 5 cords. (Remember to tighten things up). Set aside this section. 
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	Using the right 2 cords: With the outer cord, tie 3 VLH knots onto the inner cord, then place a seed bead onto the outer cord. Tie 2 VLH knots, and then place a seed bead onto the outer cord. Tie 2 VLH knots with the outer cord, then put a seed bead onto the outer cord and tie 3 VLH knots.

Place all 8 cords together and find the left cord. Use it to tie a VLH knot around all others. 
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	Repeat steps 2 to 11 to create the second section. Note: when starting the second section, move one of the longer cords to the outside to use as the knotting cord. You won’t be able to tell that you snuck it over there. 
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Center Section 



	Separate cords 2-2-3-1. Find the right cord and thread on a bronze size 6 bead, a 12mm teal bead and another bronze size 6 bead. Set aside. 
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	Find the right 3 cords. Using the right cord as the wrapping cord (WC), tie half hitch (HH) knots to create a bundle 3 ½ cm long. Set aside. 

	With the center 2 cords: Move the longest cord to the left and use as the WC. Tie 9 VLH knots. 

	With left 2: Move the longer cord to the left to use as the WC. Tie 13 VLH knots. 


––––––––
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	Put the 4 left cords together and tie a VLH knot with the left cord. Place 3 size 6 beads on the right 2 cords (teal, gold, and teal). 
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	With the left 2: Tie 8 VLH knots. Put the 4 cords together and tie a VLH knot with the left cord. 
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	With left 2, tie 13 VLH knots. With right 2, tie 9 VLH knots. Place the 4 cords together and tie a VLH knot with the left cord. 
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Put all 8 cords together and tie a VLH knot with the left cord. (End of Center Section) 
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	Repeat steps 2 through 11 twice. Note: Tighten up the right 2 cords before working with them. If you start with the right cords here it will lock things in place. 
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Turn the piece over and place the cords in the large crimp bead. Glue in place and crimp shut. Trim the ends. 





Finishing 




	Place together the 2 ½ ft. cord and one of the 1 ft. cords, keeping the longer cord on the right. Thread them through the 2.5mm crimp bead, the lobster clasp and back through the crimp bead. Crimp the crimp bead. 
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	Bead as follows: (Note: when beading be careful to keep the longer cord on the right at all times. If the cords get twisted inside the beads, it will skew the design). 

	Onto both cords; 1 dark teal, 1 frosted teal, 1 teal, 1 light copper, 1 dark copper, 1 light copper, 1 teal, 1 frosted teal, 1 dark teal followed by an 8mm tan bead. Repeat 3 times. 
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	Place on cords 1 dark teal, 1 frosted teal, 1 teal, 1 light copper, 1 dark copper, and 1 light copper. Now separate the cords, with the longest cord to the right. 
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	Onto the left cord only place 1 teal, 1 frosted teal, 1 dark teal, 1 light copper, 1 dark copper, 1 light copper, then 1 dark teal, 1 frosted teal, and 1 teal. Now attach this cord to the pendant with a 2mm crimp bead. 
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	Onto the right cord place: 1 dark teal, 1 gold, 1 bronze bead. Then the 12mm teal bead followed by gold, 2 frosted teal, and another gold bead. Thread on a 12mm teal, then a bronze, 2 dark teal, and another bronze bead. 

	Put on a gold leaf, a size 11 teal seed bead, and repeat that once more, then follow up with a third gold leaf. 
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	Continue beading with a bronze, 2 dark teal, and another bronze bead followed by the 12mm teal bead. A size 6 gold, 2 frosted teal and another gold bead go on next, then the last 12mm teal bead. Now 1 bronze, 1 gold and 1 dark teal. 
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	Tighten up the beading. Take the remaining 1 ft. cord and attach it to the right side of the pendant with a 2mm crimp bead. 
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	Continue beading as shown – matching the first side (remember to keep the cords parallel inside the beads). 
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	Thread both cords through the 2.5mm crimp bead, then through the jump ring and back through the crimp bead. 
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	Tighten up the beading then crimp the crimp bead. Glue and trim.
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3. BAREFOOT SANDALS
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They are fun projects and are perfect for walking on lawns or grasses in summer or around the beach. This project is almost, if not the simplest, to make. It’s a great way to use up leftover beads and yarn/cord plus it gives the feet a really pretty look. It features one of the most used knots, square knot and another technique of making creative pieces, braiding 

Tools to be used: 

• Pure cotton yarn or macramé cord 

• Scissors 

• Large hole beads, for instance: The silver spacer beads. 

• The Bulldog clips. 

• Knots used: 

• Square Knots (SK) 

• Braiding 

Steps: 

1. Make 3 pieces of yarn or cords about 3m long then locate the middle point of the strips and make a knot. It’s important the yarn is long; it will be needed for the ankle straps. 

2. On one of the sides of the knot, braid strands of 2-3 inches together. 

3. Loose the knot which was earlier made, and tie it again once you’ve made a spiral loop along with the strand that is braided. This creates what is called a toe loop of your sandal! 

4. The major sandal part, which goes down from the ankle, to cross the foot’s front and then towards the toe, generally, is made using square knots. There are half a dozen strands to use now, so, divide them into 3 strands, with each having two strands. 

5. From the right side, put that strand on top of the one in the middle, making D-shaped looking loop. The strand located on the left should be threaded underneath the one in the middle and inside the loop with D-shape. To make or create the leading section of the square knot, pull the right and the left strands. In the opposite direction, do the same thing for the left side. Move the strand on the left side over the one in the center, and then thread the strand on the right-hand side under the one in the center and backwards into the D-shaped loop. Draw the strands on the right and on the left from the one in the middle to finish the first square knot. 

6. Make two other square knots, in addition to the first square knots tied. Next, thread the round beads made of silver on the strand in the center. Then around this same bead, begin the initial part of the next SK. 

7. Repeat steps 6 and 7, there should be a total 10 beads, which would be joined to the center strand with macramé SK. A few more beads are needed for bigger sizes). 

8. Complete the section with beads by making 1 or 2 plain SK that have no heads and separate the strands in two with each split have about 3 heads. Braid the strands to form the straps for the ankle, till a length/diameter of about 50 centimeters is reached. This will allow you to wrap them round your ankles a few times. Alternatively, another bead made of silver can be added towards the end between a SK for some decoration. When doing this, it is important to make two knots (double knots) towards the bottom part of the final square knot so as to make it firm. Cut off any remaining unused thread and repeat the steps above to make the sandal’s second leg.
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4. PILLOW
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Now we will learn how to create this beautiful DIY Macramé Pillow. It's not as complicated as it looks– the toughest part is to cut the long cords. 

Knots used: 

	Lark Head Knot 


	Square Knot 

	Double Half Hitch Knot 


Materials Needed: 

	Macramé Cord 

	Sewing Machine/Thread (optional) 

	Dowel or Stick 

	Scissors 

	Pillow cover and insert 

	Tape Measure 


You can start with your pillow cover you have for this pillow, or create a simple pillow cover for any pillow available. Don't just make it yet-see first Stage no 5. In the illustration below, the pillow cover is made of drop fabric. This ended up exactly identical to the rope, which looks impressive. 

However, if you do want to see the Macramé show, pick a different color for your pillow cover. 

The cover in the picture is 20 x 20 inches, for reference. You have to ensure that your Macramé pattern can cover your pillow-but if not. The best news is if required, it can be stretched out. 

Step by Step Instructions: 

	12-foot string. 

	Using reverse lark's head knots tie all 16 cords to the dowel. You've learned how to tie a lark head knot to build the hat in the previous instructions.

	For this cover, the pattern is the only rows of alternating square knots. Leave a little gap among each knot-around half of an inch as a reference. Having a little space makes the project run even quicker. 



You have to keep making the alternating square knots till you get down to the 20 " edge. Measure using the tape to watch where you are. 

Create two horizontal rows of (left-to-right, then right-to-left) double half-hitch knots until you touch down the bottom. 


	So, now that we're done with the design cut off the excess from the bottom, but keep a piece of the fringe – about 5 inches or so. You may leave more or less; it’s entirely up to you. So, you are either going to remove your pattern from the rod or just cut it off. 

	Break it off. Here's how you stick the Macramé design to your pillow. Before you stitch it up, whether you're making a cover by yourself – you're necessarily going to line up the design to the facade of the cover, leaving the cut edges a little over the top hang.

	Place the back part over the cover, and Macramé design-right sides are facing each other-essentially you make a sandwich, and the Macramé design is called the "meat." 





So, now patch your pillow cover's top edge-go above the cords too! Then it takes some degree of finesse, however you can fix it. Pin it all down to hold it all together. Shove the Macramé pattern within your pillow to stitch the rest of your pillow cover and stitch the remaining seams as usual.

	Take another length of the Macramé cord and tie an easy knot on the back to attach the rest of the cover. Loop this string from out and in of square knots. Not only does this help spread out your pattern. Yet it must protect it down to the bottom too. 
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That is it! At the bottom edge of your pillow, the fringes will hang. 

For A Ready Made Pillow Cover: You can open one of the joints and follow the instructions above or simply take the other piece of Macramé cord and thread it around the top. Then twist it backward. As mentioned above, you can also tie the sides. 

Or, you could even hand stitch it to your pillow cover that certainly gives your sofa or easy chair a bit of an oomph. Yet this is sort of a novelty cushion – laying your head on it is kind of uncomfortable.
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5. MACRAMÉ CANDLE HOLDER
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	You need: thread in cotton, empty container, and scissors 

	Break long cord around the container, which you must attach (cord A). I cut cord 40 cm in length for my idea. 

	Split lengthy cables (cord B). Knotting makes the job even shorter, just quick enough to sever the cords. My container has a height of 13 cm. I cut out 56 single cords-45 cm long each. I divided them into two and ended with 112 cords. Remember: You must combine the cords into a set of 4 cords. In this design, every knot is made of 4 cords. I have 112 cords in my house, with 28 groups of four cords. 

	Larks knots in the Back. We must use Larks Knots to fasten all cords B to A one’s. 



Half Fold cord B and put cord A under it. Pull cord B tails via loop (see picture). Tight pull. Echo on the other B-cords. 
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	I attached ends of cord A to 2 keys in my desk drovers to make my job simpler. You may use a chair, for example. 
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I knotted the head-knot of 56 larks. That brings 112 cords. 





	Knot Square. We'll launch our square knots pattern with sennit. Make a cord A and split ends around the basin. To make a square knot, take (1, 2, 3, 4) four cords: a) put the right one (4th one) towards the left below the two centered cords (2nd & 3rd) and the left cord (1st one). Put the left cord (1) above the two center cords (2, 3) to the right, and below the right chord. Pull both the left and right cords (1st and 4th one) to connect the knot firmly. 
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B) put the right (4th one) cord towards the left above the two center (2, 3) cords and below the left (1st) chord. Place the left one below two center cords (2nd & 3rd) to the right, then above the right cord (4th one). Stretch cords right and left to secure your knot (1, 2). 
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	Make three square knots of sennit on every 4-cord ring. (Sennit-knot links, bound one after the other) 

	Stretch 4. Triangles-ties alternate in line. To make triangles, split the cords into different pairs. To build four reversed triangles, I split my 112 cords by 28. Using the alternative square knots to create a triangle-pick two right strings (3rd & 4th one) from one sennite and two of the left cords (1st & 2nd) from the next sennite and make knot squares. 


For my triangle development project, I made: Row four to seven alternative square knots, Row five to six alternative square knots, Row six to five alternative square knots, Row seven to row four alternative square knots, Row eight to 3rd row, alternative square knots, Row nine to row 2nd alternative square knots, Row ten to row 1st alternative square knots. I produced a further three triangles using the same pattern. 

Note: If you have a specific amount of cords, you can do some maths. For e.g., you can combine them into 25 4-cord combines if you have 100 cords, and create five triangles (each triangle would have 20 cords= five alternating square knots). You can divide them into 30 4-cord sets if you have 120 cords, and create six triangles (each triangle would have 20 cords = 5 alternating square knots). 
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	Take the extreme-left rope (holding rope) from the 1st left alternative square knot and positioned it above all other working cords diagonally. Take a functioning cord far left and create a counter-clockwise loop around the holding cord. Stretch securely on the functioning thread. Repeat to finish the dual half-hitch from the same cords. For all other operating cords, start double half hook. Thread 2 of the final alternating square knot (on top of the inverted triangle) is the only functioning thread. 
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B) From right side to left side: Grab the extreme-right rope (holding rope) from the final right alternative square knot and position it above all other working cords diagonally (to the left). Take a functioning cord far-right and create a circle around the holding cord in a clockwise direction. Stretch securely on the functioning thread. Repeat to finish the dual half-hitch from the same cords. For all other operating cords, start double half hook. Take the left cord and right cord to finish the arrangement, and render clockwise double half hook. 




	Cut both strings to ends. 
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6. MACRAMÉ FIBER GARLAND

Things you're going to need: 

	Thread 

	Painters tape 

	Scissors 

	Image nails 

	A clip to enjoy while you tie knots. 


Stage 1: Cut the important part of the yarn to the width you like. I cut these ones to 75 inches, by having in mind that 1 I would need around 5 inches for hanging on either end and 2) draping it will strip away most of its’ breadth until I had installed the garland. 

Stage 2: Cut any single yarn pieces. I split my important part of yarn for 1.5 to see how much total yarn cuts I will like, as I needed about 1.5′′ apart for every product. I had in mind the colors that I needed to be highlights and the colors that I wanted to show more and split the cuts appropriately. I split every single piece to around 36′′ long to give plenty of space for failure, which was perfect because I made some mistakes. 
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Step 3: Use tape for the painters to tape your main yarn piece. In your chosen order, add your fiber cuttings by making a single knot over the central part of the yarn. True talk: if you're saying, "Oh, this looks amazing already, and I don't feel saying making a lot of knots about few next hours," I'm not going to criticize. This is pretty good for me. 
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Step 4: I couldn't do anything else, so I pushed forward. Tap the highest bit of yarn on the bottom left. Make a double knot in between the second and third yarn bits. I spaced my knots around 1 inch apart, but you might spread them further apart if you need a great transparent feel. Move on until you hit the correct leg.

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Step 5: Switch to the left side after you finish the first sequence, and begin again. Begin this time, on the far left with the initial piece of yarn. Again, bind double knots along this line before you get to the top.

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Step 6-Another band! Miss the first bit of yarn once again this time. Start by joining the third and second part of yarn with a double knot, then push all towards the right. 

Step 7: Cut the tails evenly, but don't be just like me. (Don't worry, the Windex took care of this.) As long as the yarn was still adorned, I trimmed them and resulted up with non-similar ends that I didn't understand until I put it back in my bedroom. I will recommend that you hang it straight over, and you can get a clear understanding of how both the tails are that's what I made at the end.

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Step 8: Put up the wall ish! I used a small nail at either end and then wrapped the thread across the nails.
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7. FABRIC COIL BOWL
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Attach a neon flash with those woven coil bowls to your desk or shelves. They will also make a beautiful homemade present, maybe a small bowl with a few wash tapes rolls inside? ... Not much until Christmas.

What You Will Need: 

	Long fabric strips – everything will work: I used both cotton and acrylic knits. The blue neon in a discount bin was the dirt-cheap yard, and the gray lines were Spaghetti thread. You may also use pieces of clothing, recycled T-shirts, or thrifted fabrics and tablecloths. 

	Cord – the fluorescent orange from the hardware store is 'Brickie's Side' ($5 per 100 meters) – and you can use more fabric or yarn as I did for the pink cups. You'll use the best of this. For the gray bowl, I used about 8 – 10 meters (about 8.5 – 11 yards), and it's around 14 cm (5.5 inches) long x 8 cm (3.5 inches) thick. The number seen in the picture below is not a true representation. 

	A large needle in the thread with a wide head.

	Scissors
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If you cut fabric (T tops, mats, cotton yard, etc.), the thicker, the chunkier you cut it, and the smaller the bowl would be. A decent size for tiny bowls is around 3.5 cm (1.5) "long. The illustration below shows how one piece of fabric may be sliced into a continuous row if you cut the fabric to extend it at a time in tiny pieces and the fabric coils into a comfortable circular 'yarn' shape.
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﻿The instructional pictures are of neon orange stitching for the gray pot, so from now on, I'll stick to those shades. Let's continue ... Cut the length of an orange cord as far as you can without it being twisted, then loop it with the needle. Mine was around 2 meters (just below 2 meters). 

To get a decent thickness, I used three bits of grey cotton yarn together. I cut it down to around 1.4 meters (4.5 ft.) wide. If you choose one layer of the yarn, it doesn't need to be sliced; it may sit on the ball/spool. Your thread length would differ on whether you want to alter colors. However, it's all pretty free style-you can't make errors! 

Overlap the orange cord ends and grey yarn as well—four to Five times Loop the string around the thread.
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﻿Fold the grey yarn end over to create a circle. Keep the hole as tiny as you can in the middle – it will be only wide enough to go through the needle because it should become wider when you stitch across the yarn. Wrap the cord around the yarn loop center, let a short tail stick out, and tie a knot. (As in the screenshot to the left below). Keep the yarn as seen on top of the short tail and on the bottom of the long piece of yarn.
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﻿Do not knot the rope-leaving a rope at the top (as seen in the photo below). Then pass through the loop, through the needle, much like a thread on a scarf.
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﻿Repeat the stitch around the loop all the way. Needle in from back to front through the opening. Leave a thread, and pass into it the pin. Push closed knot. The stitch should be strong but not heavy. Hold the stitches tight together and move around (like in the picture below on the right hand).
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﻿Fold over the orange cord's starting tail and the gray yarn's short tail on top with the long gray yarn (left-hand picture below). Your next stitch would go through your first blanket stitch in the back rather than through the opening. Bring the needle out to the back of the first blanket stitch and put it around the edges. The next stitch passes across the top of the second stitch on the scarf. Move down to the next picture for a closer peek at where the arrow moves.
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﻿You've done a lot of stitching, and you possibly would quickly run out of thread. The photo below to the right illustrates how to attach a new cord duration. Knot the two parts together, such that the knot is on the coil's edge.
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﻿Race the tails over the grey thread and tuck them in with the knot while you start stitching (see image below left). I sometimes inserted an additional stitch when my coil expanded as I felt they were growing too far away. Recall not drawing the stitches so close, so the bowl's foundation won't sit level.

﻿What you have to do is combine the old with the fresh as you run out of colors or decide to swap colors. I cut everyone a different length because I used three strands of yarn and put the fresh ones in the center of them, and there wouldn't be bulk all in one spot.
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﻿As the thread of fabric appears to curl up, I open up every piece and put the fresh one into it. So just keep on sewing.

﻿When you are happy with the base size, you will start to build up the sides. Give the stitches a little firmer when keeping the thread above, instead of next to the previous coil. Go on like this until the target height is achieved.

Moving off. If more than one strand of yarn is used to split them at spaced lengths to reduce the weight, continue to stitch around until there's only one strand remaining. Left on 10 cm (4 inches) of the tail, and you've got ample research to do.

﻿Weave the tails into one of the vertical stitches (on the inside of the bowl) below the lines. Then thread in with a couple more stitches in that row and cut off the yarn, so the tail doesn't stand out (picture below on the left).
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8.MACRAMÉ TOTE BAG
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﻿Instructions:

1. Cut 10 ropes 2.3 meters wide. Fold half and fill the middle of the folded handle with the void. Take the ends of the rope and cross the last step of the loop you made. Pull close. Pull strong. Continue to attach 5 pieces of cord to each bag handle. 

2. Separate two rope bits at one end and move the remaining rope to the other. We'll make the first knot with these two parts. 

Turn the left corner in the right corner and make a curve. 

Take the left (still straight) rope and fill the room with the two ropes you made. Remove the two corners until the knot is rising and in the right place. You want the handle to be approximately 5 cm. Take the left hand rope and this time put it right to complete the knot. 

This time, thread through the gap the right side rope. Bring the knot tight again. 

3. Create four more knots in a row on the handle with the rest of the ropes. Then continue again, but the first rope is missing this time and the second and third ones tie. Continue along the route. You make four knots this time and you don't knot the first or the last rope. 

4. When the second row is done, make the third row the same as the first (five knots without missing ropes). 

5. Upon completing the third section, repeat steps 2-4 in the second handle. After that, bring the two handles face to face together. 

6. Take both end ropes from the front of the bag and back to begin the next row. Fasten the ties on the front and back on the other end. You are then faced with the last lines on the front and back. Tie these together. Tie them together. Tie them together. Tie them together. 

7. Knead until the strands are approximately 10 cm left of the rope. 

8. Cut the length of the rope 4 meters. Use the same technique to tie it to the last knot of the handle. 

9. Take the front and back strand and wrap the cord around. Place a double hitch knot and take two additional knots, one on the front and the other on the back. Act before you. Work before you do. 

10. Taking off the hanging rope. Link these strands instead of knots. You should apply some glue to cover them. Put it together to make a sheet.
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9.MACRAMÉ FEATHERS
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Materials: 

	5mm single wind cotton string 

	Texture stiffener 

	Sharp texture shears 

	Feline brush 

	Ruler 

	For a medium measured plume, cut: 

	1 32" strand for the spine 

	10-12 14" strands for the top 

	8-10 12" strands for the center 

	6-8 10" strands for the base 


Steps: 

	Overlap the 32" strand into equal parts. Take one of the 14" strands, overlap it down the middle and fold it under the spine. 

	Take another 14" strand, crease it down the middle and supplement it into the circle of the top-level strand. Presently pull the base strands all the path through the top circle. This is your knot! 

	Pull the two sides firmly. On the following line, you'll interchange the beginning side. So, if you laid the even strand from left to right the first time, you'll lay the level strand from option right to left straightaway. Lay the first collapsed strand under the spine, string another collapsed strand into its circle. Pull the lower strands through the top circle. Also, fix. 

	Continue onward and work gradually down in size. 

	At that point, give it a rough trim. This helps direct the shape as well as assists with brushing the strands out. The shorter the strands, the simpler, to be completely honest. It likewise helps to have a sharp pair of texture shears! 

	After a rough trim, place the quill on a strong surface as you'll be using a feline brush to brush out the cording. Next, you'll need to harden the quill. The cording is delicate to such an extent that it'll simply fall if you get it and attempt to hang it. Give it splash, or two, and allow to pursue at least a few hours. 

	When your plume has hardened up a bit, you would now be able to return and give it a last trim. It's smarter to trim just a little more! What's more, you may need to modify your trim contingent upon how regularly you're moving the piece. When you're ended cutting, you can even give it another wanderer of texture stiffener for good measure. And afterward, you'll be ready to hang your piece!
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10. A DOORWAY OR BIG WINDOW MACRAMÉ CURTAIN
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﻿Materials: 

	Loop 

	Single hollow/rod curtain 

	Masking tape 

	Scissors 


Steps: 

	Place 4 strands on a core board of foams and put the pins in the top and the bottom of the mid strands in order to stabilize the strands. 

	Take the outside right strand (rose) and go to the left over the other two middle strands. Take the outer (yellow) strand on the left and go to the other side of the pink strand behind the middle strands. 

	Pull those 2 strands tightly. Reverse what you did in Pull those 2 strands far left (now the rose) strand and put it on the middle two strands. Taking the far-right beach (now yellow) and pass the beach on the other side of the rose on the two center beams. 

	Pull those 2 strands tightly until they make a knot for the woven strands of the previous step. It is the toughest step! Such fundamental motions are repeated in the other steps. 

	Repeat 1-3 steps to make another knot next to your first knot with four more threads. Bring the first two right-hand strands to form a new group with two more left-hand strands from the second knot. 

	Take the outer right lilac strand and cross the middle two strands to the left. Take the left outer strand (green), and cross the strand located at the other side (purple), behind the center strands, and over the purple strand. 

	Pull those 2 strands tightly. Return now the first step! 

	Take the far-left strand (now violet) and cross the two middle strands. Take the far right (now green) line, and go under the violet, two middle line, and the violet on the other side. Tighten the two divisions. 

	Divide the middle group of strands by transferring two strands to the left and two strands to the right. Do the fundamental knot with both classes and proceed with this process until as many rows as you want have been completed.



You can see that the basic knots are generated in steps with the yarn, but on a much larger scale only. Make the basic knot close to the top of all 14 groups, and then produced another line of knots. 




	Then move down another row, make knots and alternate the rows of knots only, until you've finish as many rows as possible. Make sure you step back and make your knots to ensure that your ties are equally connected. 

	Hang the ropes in your ideal place until you are done braiding. At last cover the masking tape on the right side of the tape (or white tape, where the edging touches the ground (my curtain is 6 1/2 feet high). 

	Break the tape and leave the string intact from 2/3 to half the band. This helps to prevent the spillage of overtime.
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11.PET LEASH
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Materials: 

	Swivel Hook 

	Glue 

	4mm or 6mm cord material 

	Project board and pins 


Steps: 

	Put the two cords vertically on our board after getting their corresponding midpoints and tightly place them close to one another. The longer WC should be on the left because that is what will be used to tie the LHK on the HC A half of the vertical LHK should be made to move using the Wc over or under (as the case may be) the Hc so as to have a counter-clockwise loop. Gradually pulling it left, you should make it go over the WC so as to get the crossing point. Once the crossing point is gotten, tie the other half of the Vertical LHK by passing the Wc under or over the Hc, while pulling it left, pass it under the WC to also make the crossing point. 

	More Vertical LHK should be tied and should be done from the center in the direction of one end. When the first half of the handle is 6 inches, you should stop. 

	The whole sennit or cords should be rotated and back to the center, leaving the WC on the right. Loos should be made in clockwise directions as tying of Knots is resumed, and once the handle attains a length of 12 inches, you should stop.

	The four segments should be brought together, thereby folding the sennit. Locate the WC in the process. Tie a SK using the 2 Wc, and it should be tight. The fillers are going to be the short cords.

	Folding the 2 WC means we should have 4 cords to work with. A suitable decorative knot by the user should be used alongside this wonderful design, some of the best knots to use alongside it are; the Square Knot, the Vertical larks head and the Half hitches with holding cords. A minimum of six inches material should be attached to the hook at the end of the pet leach. 

	To attach the hook, two cords should be passed through the loop that is on the hook, and a tight finishing should be tied with the four cords. The usage of glue comes in here as the four cords are being tightened, the glue should be used. When it gets dry, all additional materials should be removed or cut to make the work very neat and beautiful. You may also consider another finishing style which entails that you move the ends in the direction of the strap and put it under the back of the knots so that it can be very firm.
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CONCLUSION
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Once you've mastered the simple macramé knots, you're ready to move on to micro-macramé and use the silky cords (more like thread) and delicate glass beads to make gorgeous jewelry. You can also use hemp to make a more natural jewelry style. You can also render your crafts using leather, silk, cotton fiber, rattail, and flax. Once you have the simple knots down, there really are endless possibilities! One of the great advantages of this hobby is that with a limited investment in equipment and materials, you can get started with your craft. Unlike other wire jewelry or knitting and crocheting, macramé jewelry projects can be easily completed on the go. You won't need rolls of wire and assorted equipment to work on your designs, with nothing more than a sturdy clipboard and some very basic Materials: you can comfortably work in your lap. 

Macramé is a great art and for good reasons has made a huge comeback: it's easy to know, it's cheap, and it's simple to do. You will be knotting your way to beautiful bits in no time.
