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Chapter 1


What is Feng Shui?
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	Feng – Chinese word for “wind”

	Shui – Chinese word for “water”


Note that both natural elements have two things in common: flow and circulation. Both are essential for the survival of human beings. In fact, living beings are chiefly composed of both elements. Furthermore, the combined features of wind and water regulate climate which, in turn, influences our lifestyle. 

“Chi” or life force is directly carried by both wind and water. Therefore, it is essential to arrange one’s living area and the objects in it to direct the flow of chi in a way that will benefit you.

In the simplest sense, Feng Shui is the art and science of examining the placement of objects within one’s living space and their effect in the energy flow in the area. Furthermore, Feng Shui examines how these objects interact with the movement of your personal energy. The stream of your personal energy, in turn, influences your thoughts and your deeds, thus affecting your overall success in life. Whether or not you’re aware of the fact, Feng Shui creates a massive impact on every single moment of your daily life.

Feng Shui recognizes that all beings, both living and non-living, are composed of energy. Think of the universe as one never-ending landscape of free-flowing energy. This energy is too great for you to control. Thankfully, this infinite energy is divided into smaller, more manageable units. These units include you, your properties, other people and their properties, and every creature and object in the environment which you can see and feel. 

Feng Shui is not some new age fad. It has been around for centuries with origins that can be traced back between 6,000 and 2,000 years ago. In ancient China, Feng Shui was used by the ruling dynasties as a means to obtain and maintain wealth, health, and power. For this reason, practitioners of Feng Shui earned respectable positions within the society. And so the knowledge of Feng Shui has been handed down from masters to followers up until today.

What is the Bagua Map?

The Feng Shui Bagua is an important tool which you can use in defining the parts of your home which govern specific areas of your life such as love, health, family, wisdom, and wealth.

Keep in mind that in your house, there is what Feng Shui practitioners call auspicious areas. These spaces are made up of positive energy. It is necessary to determine these areas so that you may be able to enhance the positive energy.

At the same time, there are also inauspicious areas within your space. These areas are made up of negative energy. It is important to determine these areas so as to find out which Feng Shui remedies you can apply in order to assist the flow of positive energy towards that space.

In a traditional bagua, your eight life areas are represented through an octagonal figure with eight trigrams (eight sections) and a center area. But in order to make the use of the Feng Shui bagua more convenient for homeowners, the bagua map was created. The bagua map is presented as a square figure instead of an octagon.  The map is divided into nine equal parts which are referred to as gua areas.

Imagine a square figure and within it are nine smaller squares, all proportionate in size. The southeast part of the map is where your abundance and prosperity resides. In the south part, therein lies your fame and reputation. Meanwhile, in the southwest area, there you’ll find your love and relationships. 

Essentially, if you want to improve your marriage or if you want to invite romantic relationships into your life, then you have to improve whichever room in your house is occupying the love and relationships area of the bagua. Similarly, if you want to boost your earning capacity, then you have to enhance whichever part of your home is occupying the abundance and prosperity areas of the bagua. These will be discussed in detail later.

Moving on, the east part of the bagua map corresponds to your family and elders. The center of the bagua map governs your health and wellbeing. The west area is linked with children and creativity. 

Your skills and knowledge area can be found in the northeast portion of the bagua map. Meanwhile, the north part of the map is where your career and business area is. Lastly, the northwest area is for helpful people and travel.

How do I use the bagua map?

The bagua map is usually drawn on a semi-transparent sheet. 

	First, obtain a layout of your living space.

	Then lay the bagua map on top of your house plan. This way, when you look at the semi-transparent map, your living space is divided into nine sections.

	Keep in mind that the North area of the bagua map should fall right over the front part of your home. This means that your front door should fall on the North, Northwest, or Northeast zones of the map. This means that your front door must fall on either the skills and knowledge gua area, the career and business gua area, or the helpful people and travel gua area.

	It’s not uncommon to find that one gua area may cover more than one room, especially if you own a huge living space. Likewise, it’s not unusual for one room to belong to more than one gua area if you own a small living space.

	Your house may consist of several floors but the first floor should be your priority. This is because a great amount of energy moves in and out of your front door.

	If you’re renting, don’t place the map on the whole apartment building’s layout. Instead, lay it on a sketch of your apartment.  
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Chapter 2


How Can I Invite Love and Harmony into My Home?
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First, you need to understand that each gua area/life area is governed by specific natural elements. Enhancing an area means enhancing the presence of the corresponding natural element. For instance, since the love and relationship area of the bagua is linked with the earth element, whichever room that occupies the southwest sector of the map needs to be furnished with earth components. 


›  Love and Relationships (Southwest Palace)



Element: Earth

To incorporate this natural element into the room, you may make use of earth colors. 

Earth Colors: Light Yellow, Brown

One thing you can do to enhance the power of earth in this area is to make use of clay pottery or ceramic furniture.

When using the map, you can’t always expect the love and relationship area to fall on the master’s bedroom. Sometimes, your love and relationship area might fall on the most unfavorable places such as the bathroom. What then? 

You can decorate the rooms with symbols that signify love and marriage. These include framed posters of the Double Happiness sign which are a Chinese symbol for a happy marriage. You may also display images or ceramic figurines of Mandarin ducks. Mandarin ducks are a special breed because unlike most animals, they tend to stick with only one partner in their lifetime. When hanging pictures of Mandarin ducks, make sure that they are facing each other. Arrange natural crystals such as rose quartz or amethysts around the tub or the sink.

If your love and relationship area falls on your kitchen, then you may use tea ware or bowls with the Double Happiness sign. Other signs of love and marriage include the Dragon, the Phoenix, and peonies. If it’s not possible to make use of fresh peony flowers, then you may opt to hang a painting of peonies.

If you’re married, you may furnish the southwest room with pictures of yourself with your spouse (e.g. family portraits, wedding pictures). That is unless your love and relationship area falls on the master’s bedroom. In this case, avoid placing pictures of your spouse or your loved ones there.

The lucky shape for love and relationship areas is square. This means you should consider adding square-shaped furniture into the room. 

The lucky number for the love and relationship area is two. So furniture and decors for this sector should ideally come in twos. 

This is especially true if you’re single and want to attract love. Stop buying one-piece items and make sure you have two of everything. (ex. two symmetrically arranged nightstands in the bedroom, figurines that come in pairs for the living room, matching potholders in the kitchen, etc.) This is a way of letting the universe know that you are open for a relationship and that you’re inviting someone to share your home.

If you want to place a lucky bamboo plant in this area, make sure it has two stalks for a successful relationship.


›  Family and Elders (East Palace)


Element: Wood

Wood Colors: Green

This is the palace where you honor your ancestors. More importantly, this sector governs your growth. If it’s not possible to add plants to enhance the wood element in the room, consider decorating it with botanical prints and furnishing it with green-colored items. Wooden furniture is best for this area. Or you can use materials that are created to look like wood. 

In choosing furnishings, opt for tall vertical structures. (ex. pillars) 

This is the perfect place to display family pictures unless, of course, the east sector falls on your bedroom. 

The auspicious number for this zone is three so consider ornamentations that come in threes. If you want to place a lucky bamboo plant in this area, make sure it has three stalks for happiness. 


❖  When decorating the bedroom...


Remember that the bedroom is the part of the house where you stay in while you’re at you’re most vulnerable condition. 

	To ensure a restful sleep, you may place the bed on the center of the bedroom, on a wall diagonal to the doorway or on the far left wall.

	Avoid using metallic bed frames, nightstands, and headboards because they place you at risk of developing illnesses affecting the head. Instead, opt for bed fixtures made from wood.

	Floral wallpaper and sheets are very popular. That said, these designs can siphon your sexual energy, causing problems between spouses. 

	Also avoid placing plants and flowers in the bedroom. This is because at night, they release carbon dioxide which will inhibit your absorption of chi as you sleep.

	Avoid having mirrors installed on top of the bed, beside it, or in front of it. Doing so will encourage infidelity because of the illusion of several people climbing in and out of your sacred space.

	To achieve balance in relationships, symmetrical designs are recommended for the bedroom (e.g. one lamp each on either side of the bed).



❖  When decorating the living room/family area...


	Arrange living room seats in such a way that all persons seated there would have to face each other. 

	Furthermore, all persons should be afforded a clear view of the main door so they can see anyone who comes into the living room. 

	Avoid furniture with sharp angles as they can cut off the flow of conversation. Instead, invest in ones with rounded corners.

	Remember that living room designs with an alcove will cause the chi to stagnate.

	To inspire the movement of chi, affix a mirror into the wall.

	Avoid cabinets with open shelves because they can emit negative energy which may bring about illness. Otherwise, add a green plant to reverse the negative effect.

	Bright lighting is recommended in this area.

	Any empty corners should be filled in with a plant.



›  When decorating the dining room...


	Unlike in the living room, dim lighting is recommended for the dining room. Lighting should also be directed towards the ceiling (e.g. candelabras with a soft glow).

	It is necessary to distinctly separate the dining space from the living area. This may be done through a divider, a tall houseplant, or by using a completely different color scheme for each room.  

	Use huge mirrors to create a doubling effect on your food and utensils, hence inviting more blessings.

	Placemats and coasters should follow the shape of the table.

	Refrain from placing a ceiling fan directly above the center of your dining table because maneuvering the air circulation will interfere with the natural flow of chi.
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Chapter 3


How Can I Achieve Wealth, Success, and Fame?
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›  Fame and Reputation (South Palace)


Element: Fire

Fire colors: Red, Orange, Purple, Pink, Yellow

In Feng Shui, it is believed that the South is the most auspicious of all the directions. To enhance the south room’s capacity to bring in positive energy, furnish it with fire element pieces such as candles, floor and table lamps, or a fireplace. You need to pay extra attention to this room if you’re seeking popularity in social circles. To finally get that much-deserved recognition or promotion, display proofs of your achievements in the south room. (ex. award certificates, credentials, etc.) 

The lucky shape for this gua area is triangle. Thus, consider adding triangular or pyramidal furnishings in this space. Animal prints are a good idea for wallpaper. You may also use leather and animal fur for interior decoration.  If not, include some tasteful wildlife photography, paintings, or animal statues.

You can also strengthen the fire element by activating a secondary element: wood.  Why? Because wood feeds the flames. For this reason, wooden furniture and decorations made of wood are most ideal for the room.

The lucky number for the fame and reputation area is nine so consider décor that comes in nines (e.g. nine hanging lamps, or a collection of nine wooden sculptures).


›  Abundance and Prosperity (Southeast Palace)


Element: Wood

Wood Colors: Green

One thing you can do to increase your money-generating potential is to add plants into this part of the house. 

To attract wealth, decorate the room with things that represent wealth to you. Examples are gold nuggets, gold coins, jewels, etc. A popular Feng Shui symbol for attracting money is the wealth ship. Another option is to decorate the space with reminders of things that you are thankful for (e.g. the cover of your latest novel, a picture of your business establishment).

Keep in mind that the auspicious number for rooms in the southeast is four. So try incorporating décor and fixtures that come in fours (e.g. four gold ingots to beautify a potted plant).

Because water nourishes wood, activating water as a secondary element will also help in inviting prosperity into your life. The southeast is a perfect place to install an indoor fountain. That is unless your abundance and prosperity area falls on the bedroom. In this case, an indoor fountain is likely to invite tears.

Make sure that the water flow follows an inward direction and not outwards. Otherwise, you’ll lose money instead of gaining more of it. Not all rooms are big enough to accommodate a fountain. In such cases, you may consider a tiny tabletop fountain or you may hang paintings or artistic photography of flowing water. To reinforce positive energy, decorate the space with stones and crystals.  

Avoid having water fountains installed in the south palace so as to prevent quenching the fire element which you need to enhance in the south room. 

Another thing you can do to increase your savings or to attract more income-generating opportunities is to have an aquarium installed in the southeast palace. This is unless this gua area covers your bedroom or your kitchen. Consider caring for goldfish, koi, or arowana. The most ideal shape for furniture in the abundance and prosperity area is rectangle so it’s best to have a rectangular-shaped fish tank. The right number of fishes would be eight red-colored ones and a single black fish which will serve to fend off bad energy. Remember to keep the aquarium clean and replace any dead fish straightaway. 

Even though purple is a fire color, it is known to attract riches since it is the color of nobility. Hence, it’s a good choice for rooms in the abundance and prosperity area if the bagua.


›  Career and Business (North Palace)


Element: Water

Water Colors: Black, Blue

If you need an extra boost in your career, strengthen the water element in this area with an aquarium or with a fountain. If your space won’t permit the installation of indoor fountains, you may make use of mirrors or glass furnishings.

Since metal nourishes water, you may also incorporate metal elements in this space. Wavy structures and sinuous fabrics that resemble water are recommended.

The most auspicious number for the career and business area is one. 


›  Skills and Knowledge (Northeast Palace)


Element: Earth

Earth Colors: Light Yellow, Brown

Enhance this sector when you’re about to take an important academic exam or if you wish to obtain success in independent studies.

Apart from decorating the northeast room with pottery and crystals, you may also add objects that symbolize education (e.g. books). This is the perfect place to install your study area. 

Any artwork placed in the room should provide the beholder with a sense of stillness. Also, this area requires bright lighting. 

The most auspicious shape for the skills and knowledge sector is square so remember that when selecting furniture. Eight is considered as the lucky number for this zone.


❖  When decorating the home office/study...



	In order to facilitate the flow of creative ideas, place the desk at a location where one can easily see the door. Thus, avoid placing it directly in front of the entrance so as to avoid exposing yourself to too much energy flow.

	Invest in high-backed chairs which will provide you with support. Alternatively, make sure that there’s a wall directly behind you. 

	If there’s a window behind you, use curtains as remedy.

	The study is a good place to hang motivational quotes and images associated with business, work, or academics. 

	To reduce stress, invest in furnishings with round edges. Soften sharp-edged furniture with soft fabrics. Sharp ornaments can cut off your creative energy.

	Refrain from putting boxes on the floor as they will only weigh you down.

	If it’s not possible for you to have a separate room for your office/study, then at least separate this space from your personal home life with a divider or a screen.
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Chapter 4


How Can I Obtain Health, Happiness, and Fulfillment?
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›  Health and Spiritual Wellbeing (Center Palace)


Element: Earth

Earth Colors: Light Yellow, Brown

Place plants in rooms located in the center palace so as to activate the secondary element wood. Choose ones with circular or oval-shaped leaves. By all means, avoid those with pointy leaves because they resemble poison arrows which can endanger your health. 

Apart from decorating this space with natural crystals and earthenware, you may hang a yin-yang symbol in order to assist you in achieving physical and spiritual balance. 

The lucky number for the health and spiritual wellbeing sector is five. If you want to place a lucky bamboo plant in this area, make sure it has five stalks.


›  Creativity and Children (West Palace)


Element: Metal

Colors of Metal: White, Gray, Silver, Gold, Brass, Copper

This is the area you need to focus on if you’re having difficulty in conceiving or if you want your kids to possess good fortune. This palace not only governs your reproductive health but also your ability to create things in your imagination. Thus, enhancing this zone will enable you to combat creative blocks.

When choosing furnishings, also consider those with round or oval shapes to symbolize completion so as not to let all that creativity go to waste.

Furniture, décors, and artwork made of metal are suggested for rooms in the west. You may hang photographs of your kids in this area but make sure that they are in metallic picture frames. Seven is the auspicious number for the west palace so hanging seven frames would be ideal. When you or someone in the family are pregnant, include seven metal coins for good luck and smooth labor. 


›  Helpful People and Travel (Northwest Palace)


Element: Metal

Colors of Metal: White, Gray, Silver, Gold, Brass, Copper

Improving this area will help you meet people who will assist you in improving your life. (ex. teachers, mentors, spiritual leaders) Is there a prominent person whose work inspires you? Hang an image of that person or keep copies of his works in the northwest room (e.g. books from your favorite authors, framed quotes of inspirational persons).

Consider placing a six-rod wind metal chime on the doorway of this area. To obtain guidance and invite blessings from good spirits, place an empty glass or crystal bowl in the room.

If you wish to be able to see more of the world, decorate this area with ornaments which represent the places you wish to visit (e.g. an Eiffel tower figurine, a photograph of the aurora borealis seen from the Norwegian Sea islands.)

The most auspicious number for this zone is six. 


❖  When decorating the kitchen...


The way you decorate your kitchen creates a huge impact on your health. The general atmosphere of the kitchen will affect the energy of the food which will enter your body.

	Kitchens require natural lighting (e.g. sunlight from windows as opposed to fluorescent bulbs).

	Opt for low storage cabinets as opposed to big ones mounted into the kitchen wall.

	Make sure that the kitchen stove is at a considerable distance, preferably six feet away from the sink and from the refrigerator so as to prevent a battle between fire and water.

	Mirrors not only brighten up the space and make it seem bigger, they also attract abundance.

❖  When decorating the bathroom...


The bathroom is the area where you cleanse and renew yourself and thus, how you furnish it will have a positive or negative bearing on your physical, emotional, psychological, and spiritual wellbeing.

	Bathrooms should have proper ventilation. To purify the air, you may add some plants there.

	Toilets, tubs, and sinks are exit holes which can drain positive energy and your health. So make sure that the bathroom door is always closed and that the toilet lid is always kept down.

	The toilet can be concealed from one’s view with the use of decorative screens, dividers, and curtains.

	When choosing a bath tub, opt for ones with coin-like shapes (round, oval, or semi-circular) so as to attract the flow of money.

	To invite fortune, bathrooms can be decorated with shells (which were a form of currency in the early ages).

	Bathroom fountains should be installed at a considerable distance from the toilet.
