This also needs design experience and also a mix of colors. Landscaping can include houses, designs, fences, or walls, as well as other items of material that require construction. The landscaper must know the best positions in the area for these material artifacts so that they blend naturally together to make the area look superb. As for the mixture of colors, it produces the area's atmosphere as cool colors calm and warm colors attract viewers.

Meanwhile, landscaping as art includes expertise in good design. This ability is the key land development highlight since architecture is the essence of landscaping. Landscape gardening
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The design of public and outdoor landscapes to meet particular criteria or goals is by nature landscape gardening or garden landscaping. For example, in a public park, such goals can include the landscaping of an area to include seating for park users, lighting, and a children's playground. Landscape gardening is also known as landscape architecture, which is perhaps a more descriptive term since landscape gardeners are usually designing, preparing, constructing, and overseeing the construction of a landscape area on which they were hired to work. Landscapers also provide many additional services because of the complexity of the work, which may include construction, carpentry, tree surgery, fencing, and fieldwork.

The landscape gardening tradition derives naturally from the design, planning , and management of vast estates, manors, royal palaces, and residences. Demand for the design of ever more luxurious and decadent gardens among the royal palaces and noble residences rose during the 18th and 19th centuries. It is due to these projects that we can now enjoy such delights as the Palace of Versailles Gardens in France, designed by the renowned André Le Nôtre, and the stunning Blenheim Palace Gardens in Oxfordshire, UK.

The need for urban planning developed in the 19th century, with the rapid development and growth of many cities. The term 'landscape architect' was first used by practitioners in 1863, when the term was introduced by Frederick Law Olmsted. In some of his great works, which include the famous Central Park in New York City, Olmsted was, in fact, responsible for establishing many early practices in American landscape architecture.


Landscaping for Privacy

Any independent home building always has some space surrounding it that is used for the purpose of landscaping. In such spaces, the backyard is a kind of space, which is supposed to be private and reserved for special activities.

A backyard may have a swimming pool, kids playing area, patio, water, and rock gardens, basically designed to pass quality time with family members or alone. The backyard demands a certain level of privacy from intruders. Landscaping can play a major role in designing maintaining privacy in a backyard.

Sometimes house buildings are planned in a row like an arrangement in a neighborhood with two house buildings sharing a common compound wall. In such a case, landscaping for privacy plays an important role. To cater to this problem, a simple solution would construct a compound wall with a combination of stone and wired mesh on top.

For example, a compound wall with the lower 5 feet constructed with stone and the above 2 feet with wired mesh. The main purpose of this is, the wired mesh acts as a support for the crawling plants that will create a curtain of green vegetation for privacy purposes. Such kind of green curtain will block the view from outside but will allow the wind to pass in by maintaining the ventilation. For such a compound wall to work well, you can even construct a brick wall with an arrangement to plant the crawlers inside the wall thickness.

Another space that demands privacy in the backyard is the swimming pool changing rooms. A simple brick wall can do the job of hiding the changing rooms. Or you can have the changing rooms attached to the main building during the design stage itself. Using plants around the swimming pool is sometimes recommended. But this has got a few disadvantages. Firstly if the plants are deciduous, it will cause you extra care, taking efforts to clean the pool water frequently. Also, you will have some restrictions on using tall trees. Tall trees have an equal number of deep roots that can cause damage to the swimming pool construction, which is underground.

Edible Landscape Gardens
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Landscapes rely on easy to care for trees , shrubs, perennials, and occasionally for annuals and potted solutions coming together from home gardeners.

Trees are also the backdrop to the landscape after the home itself. Many fruiting trees that produce good crops also make fantastic landscape trees. Examples of this are many cherries, apples , pears, apricots, citrus fruits, peaches, pawpaw, and plums. Many are beautiful in nature, stunning in the spring, and they yield delicious fruit. There are many fruiting trees cultivars with varying growth heights at maturity, and all are well suited to pruning and shaping. In many landscapes, fruiting trees are often discarded as landscape choices, since they can be messy, but that is only a concern if you don't harvest the fruit from them. As edible landscape trees, most of the fruiting trees are excellent candidates for landscaping.

Some less known yet very beautiful fruit-bearing landscape trees include crabapples (they make the best jams and jellies!), hackberries (jams and jellies), and persimmon (can be used for everything and are completely delicious). Again, they all take shape and are beautiful in form. Crabapples also have the color of a glorious fall, just like hackberry. Past leaf drop Persimmon trees hold onto their fruits and are very ornamental in branching design.

Nut bearing trees are also good candidates for landscapes where a huge, majestic tree is needed. Black walnut may come to mind, but this will be the only exception in the landscape as it produces a very potent toxin that destroys many plant species inside and outside their root zone. The Butternut is an alternative tree that makes a welcome comeback in the landscape. They look a lot like the stately black walnut but don't possess as potent of a plant growth inhibitor in its root system. The nuts are good too. Butternuts which are immune to disease are available now. Hazelnut flowers in the fall when little else is streaming and sports stunning foliage. They are very small for trees, almost shrub-like in size, which from a design perspective, makes them very valuable. Pecans, hickory, and some chestnuts would also make fine landscape trees.

There are so many flowering shrubs with delicious edible crops that are exquisite examples of the landscape that shopping for edible landscape shrubs can be more challenging. We've selected some of our favorites in an attempt to make the decision-making process easier. These shrubs are used for cutting and pruning; they have beautiful flowers, foliage shape and color, fall color, and common edible crops.

Blueberries are absolutely magnificent, nutritious plants in the landscape. They 're not as hard to develop as other people seem to think. Many cultivars vary in form , color, and fruiting. Blueberries come in many varieties, ranging from incredibly small and compact mounded forms to broad and spreading and tall forms. In each initial planting hole, add some peat and mulch with compost or pine needles is all the pH change they need, nothing complicated. They all bring cute, sweetly scented pink and white spring flowers. With a pleasant, pleasing green, they all have beautiful shrubby foliage, sometimes new growth being red or purple. During the season, they all bear delicious blue or rose fruit. And in the fall, they'll all shine brightly gold. They are super hardy and do well in most climates, even in the coldest areas.

As a very strong and effective natural medicine, Elderberry has come to the fore. This also happens to be a lovely herb that is well suited to the landscape. There are also cultivars with violet foliage available, making them a striking addition to the landscape (especially when planted in other plants among chartreuse foliage colors). The shape of the leaf is stunning and rare. The flowers are particularly fragrant and highly attractive to pollinators. The berries are easily converted into jams , jellies, and juices. Although often viewed as a large perennial, in one season, they can achieve shrub-like proportions, and they need plenty of room to cover up. They are super easy to grow, and using elderberry in your landscape as a native plant; you are doing your local ecology a favor. To ensure a good fruit set, you'll need to plant more than one elderberry. They prefer the full sun but can gracefully tolerate some shade. They don't like drying out, so they're not getting dry for xeriscaping, or landscape areas.

Viburnums are popular in the landscape as they are wonderful shrubs in cultivars for all the reasons that we love landscape plants- fantastic habit, form, colors, and variance. The American Cranberry Shrub, or Viburnum trilobum, is a particularly valuable collection of edible landscape shrubs, especially for the edible landscape. The berries are not very fresh eaten, but as a jelly or jam, they are again very delightful. Another plant native to North America, birds loves them too. Viburnums can tolerate more shade than other shrubs, and make a perfect plant in the understory.

Pine usually brings thoughts of giant tall trees, and that is pretty fair to say- but pine now comes in so many cultivars that it's dizzying to function as shrubs in the landscape. As is very common, Mugo pine is specifically well suited for landscape use. Better, too, you can get a fantastic annual harvest of delicious mugo pine nuts! Mugo pine has many forms and shades, so you'll have a nice time shopping for some evergreen material to better match your edible landscape.

Shrub roses are very old vegetable and garden shrubs. Fuller and easier to grow rose forms fit well in the landscape, and leave very edible and delicious rose hips behind for harvesting. Rose hips are exceptionally rich in vitamin C and can be turned into teas and jams. Rose hips contain excellent extracts such as rosewater, which can then be used in cooking, as well as in homemade cleaning items and fresheners. Roses themselves need vigorous pruning but are relatively undemanding otherwise. The flowers are a delight, and many new landscapes rose cultivars are highly hardy, resistant to disease, and beautiful. Rosa rugosa is a natural variant of a healthy, disease-resistant, excellent landscape and natural rose and leaves big red and pink hips in the fall.

Rosemary can grow to shrub-like the size in warmer areas and make a great shrub. And rosemary is, of course, an essential part of cooking. You can also use rosemary in homemade cleaning products-particularly in homemade soaps where the fragrance works well for male (or not, of course) scented bars and the needles themselves make wonderful exfoliators for them. Rosemary is generally grown as an annual but can naturalize in bright sun in warm enough areas. It can withstand drying out but enjoys constant humidity.

If you thought your edible landscape choices were empowering with trees and shrubs, wait before you begin to look at the perennial choices. So many perennial edibles are out there, most especially for herbal use. Some common perennial herbs that are perfect for landscapes include rosemary (mentioned above as a shrub but can be easily held as a smaller perennial), sage, thyme, oregano, chives, ginger (in warm areas), and lavender. Mint is a very hardy and aggressive perennial, but it is not always a good landscape plant due to its covering design. Mint is best kept enclosed and planted in pots. Agastache is a less common yet very beautiful herb that makes for an excellent plant in the landscape. So is hard Echinacea with its beautiful flowers, now come in many colors apart from violet and white. Cheyenne Spirit is an Echinacea mix of red , orange, coral, purple, and other colors that spice up the landscape with long perennial flowers. The flowers and leaves of all these plants can be used around the house for culinary uses and other countless other work.

There are plenty of perennial plants in nature that are not herbal but which give vegetable food. Artichoke is a pretty perennial in warmer weather. It's made for a great focal plant in a very unique and stately shape. Before they bloom, pick the flowers, because that is the artichoke you consume. Asparagus, or what we know as asparagus, come up early in the spring as a thick spear (that's the part we eat) but leaving some of the spears alone to grow and develop the remainder of the season rewards you with tall and wispy foliage that contrasts and fills well among other plants. Edible rhubarb is a broad-leaved plant that can be harvested in the early spring for its stalks. Super hardy, it's one perennial crop enjoyed in the coldest of climates and is most common in pies paired with strawberries (another great perennial edible for the landscape). There is an ornamental rhubarb that is even bigger and more spectacular than the form that is typically grown in gardens, and although those are edible, they are larger and more wooded. Different hardy cold cabbages and kale are highly ornamental, offering tasty and nutritious greens during the season. For most areas, they reseed quickly and are great at filling for areas. "Will you get the same thing from each one? There's no way to tell unless the contract explicitly specifies what you're getting.

6. Set a budget even though you're not 100 percent sure what to expect from price-wise, it's always better to have a starting point to work with. Test the pricing on the larger portions of the job, such as large trees, cement job, block walls, etc. so you're not shocked when the price is delivered.

7. Do your homework by contacting reputable landscaping organizations such as PLANET (International Land Care Network) or CLCA (California Landscape Contractor's Association, for example) for advice.

8. The next move is to take a look at them.

Most states have a state department that regulates contractors and establishes requirements for contract legislation to protect homeowners. Many states require certain insurance or guarantees to license contractors and set maximum sums that a contractor can receive upfront on a contract. Check out the licensing rules and regulations to cover you from your state.

NOTE: Yellow page lists are no guarantee that an organization has a reputation and is approved. A past search for a contractor to do some roofing work led me to the website for state licensing of the contractor to check out prospective contractors listed on the Yellow pages. Of 4 half-page roofers advertisements, two companies had their license suspended, and one of them was suspended for 5 years!

10. Request Links. Any professional, ethical contractor will be delighted to provide you with a few recent references to contact you, or even written testimonials from past clients. Talk to their references and look at the jobs.(Note that the budget and taste of the other customer in landscaping may not suit yours, so their landscape can look different than the one you are planning to install.)

11. One way to ensure the integrity and a reliable job is to inquire if your contractor has any advanced training or certificates like Irrigation Auditors or Licensed Pest Control Applicators or CLT Certified Landscaping Technician in their field. Most holders of certifications and licenses are required to take hours of continuing education each year to retain their licenses and to keep up with new and innovative methods, goods, and regulations.

12. Even inquire if the contractor belongs to Professional Landcare Network (PLANET), California Landscape Contractors Association (CLCA), (PAPA), Certified Pesticide Applicators, etc. Professional organizations, within their industry, promote training and education and ethical practices. Contractors, who are leaders of a professional organization, are organizations within their corporation that encourage integrity and education.

13. Seek risk evidence and employee compensation policies.

Any trustworthy contractor will be pleased to give you evidence of the policies they are carrying to protect your home and property.

14. Tell for their Guarantee.

How long are they going to cover the job and the materials? What's inside? Should they put this down in writing?

15. Ask yourself: "Do you trust your home and family to this person?" Can you connect with them well? Will that person be ethical when a question arises? How ethical are they if they cut a "sweet" deal for you where someone else looses?

When recruiting contractors, follow these easy guides, and you'll be rewarded with having a landscape you'll love that will add value to your home for years to come!

What is landscaping

The term 'landscape architect' was first used by professionals at the time Frederick Law Olmsted adopted the term in 1863. Olmsted was, in fact, responsible for establishing many early practices in American landscape architecture in some of his great works, including the iconic Central Park in New York City.

The Landscape Institute (LI) is responsible for encouraging and regulating the profession of landscape gardening and landscape architecture in the UK today. It now has roughly six thousand members.

Principles Of Landscape Design
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If you are looking to "borrow ideas" or you are planning to build your own landscaping concept, at least you should have a clear understanding of the concepts of landscape design.

Don't feel like every part of your strategy has to follow every theory. Only understanding these concepts will help you generate ideas and promote creativity.

In its creator 's eyes lies great landscaping. So while landscape design principles are great guidelines to follow, don't feel like they're the landscaping 'have to rules.' It allows abstractness and creativity.

One of your key goals in your design should be unity. It can be better understood as consistency and repetition and applied. Repetition generates harmony by repeating similar elements in the landscape, such as trees, plant groups, or decor. Consistency provides harmony, in the sense that some or all of the landscape's different elements work together to create a whole.

Unity can be generated through the continuity of the character of the element in the design. By character, I mean the different elements in size, height, texture, colour schemes, etc.

The use of accent rocks and boulders would be a good example. If you've ever experienced a landscape design that has many different colours and sizes of boulders, then you've noticed that this particular aspect doesn't establish unity.

This is only one example, but the principle applies to all other elements, such as plant and material groups.

By creating theme gardens, one simple way to create unity in your landscape is. It is easier to create a theme garden when it is related to something you're interested in or have a passion for.

For example, if you're interested in butterflies, you might create a theme using plants that attract butterflies, and use statues, ornaments, and other butterfly-related decorations.

Unity should be expressed in your landscape through at least one feature, and hopefully more. What creates harmony is the use of elements to express a principal idea through a consistent style and a specific theme.

In reality, simplicity is one of the principles of design and art. It is one of the best guidelines that you can follow or do yourself as a beginner. To start with, just keep things simple. Plus you can do later.

For example, simplicity in planting would be to pick two or three colours and repeat them all over the garden or landscape. Simplicity is also practised by keeping the decor to a minimum and within a specific theme, and by keeping hardscapes such as boulders consistent.

Design balance is exactly as the word implies. A feeling of equal opportunity. In landscape design, there are fundamentally two types of balance. Symmetrical as well as Asymmetrical.

Symmetrical balance is where similar components, regions, and forms of the garden design are more or less evenly spaced. With an equally split garden, both sides could share all or part of the same shape, shape, plant height, groupings of plants, colours , shapes of beds, theme etc.

You may remember the time you were a kid in art class at school, creating something like that. Wherever you take a piece of paper, splash the paint on it, fold it in half, unfold it and then create an interesting symmetrical design magically. So symmetrical equilibrium or design is something of a mirror image or reflection.

On the other hand, asymmetric equilibrium is one of the concepts of landscape design, which is a bit more complex. Although textures, shapes , colours, etc. that remain constant to establish some cohesion, it may be more random forms and hardscapes. This form of balance often has different or separate themes, with each having an attraction of an equal but different kind.

Asymmetric can be best interpreted as unbalanced, abstract, or free form when maintaining harmony and balance through the repetition of certain elements.

A good example of this would be where there are different bed shapes or paths on both sides of the dividing line while still having some of the same elements and plants. One side might be curved with a sense of flow, while the other side is straight, straight, hard, and the opposite. Again it will create unity and balance through other elements.

Contrast can be very interesting and can provide a nice contrast to this type of form. Streaming lines are satisfying to the eye; however, the strong differentiation of a bend joined with a straight line can be exceptionally fascinating to see.

Asymmetric balance is not dependent on forming your garden. It can be, but generally, it is not.

An example may be where one side of the garden is primarily large shade trees while the other side is primarily a lower-growing flower garden or even a mixture of both. The landscaping, as I said before, can be abstract while maintaining unity through other elements such as rocks, plants, and decor.Using plants, contrast and harmony can be achieved too. Fine leaves verses coarser leaves, round leaves verses spiked leaves, as well as compliments and contrasts in colour.

Height, colour, and texture of plants can vary from one area to the next, but each area should remain consistent within its own theme.

You 're going to hear me talk a lot about the "themes." Many successful designs do it yourself follow a basic theme for achieving most of the landscape design principles mentioned on this list. It is a simple point of departure to do it yourself that can be added to later.

Colour brings to the landscape the element of real-life and value. Bright colours such as reds, oranges, and yellows seem to be heading towards you and can actually make an object appear closer. Cool colours such as greens, blues, and pastels seem to move away from you and may make an object appear farther away.

Grays, blacks, and whites are considered neutral colours and are best used with bright colours in the foreground on the background. You can use dark and coarse-textured plants in the foreground, however, to increase depth in a landscape, and use fine textured and light coloured plants in the background.

Colours may also be used to draw your attention to a specific garden area. A bright show will obviously catch the eye of cooler colours.

The natural transition may be applied to prevent radical or abrupt changes in the design of your landscape. Progress is, basically, a continuous change. It tends to be best represented as far as plant tallness or shading, yet can likewise be applied to all components in the scene including, however not restricted to, surfaces, foliage shape or size, and the size and state of different components.

In other words, the transition can be achieved through the gradual, ascending or descending arrangement of various elements with different textures, shapes , colours, or sizes.

An example of a good transition from large trees to medium trees to shrubs to bedding plants would be a step-stair effect. This example is where a little information about the proper selection of plants will come in handy.

Transition is one of the landscape design principles that can be used to "create illusions" in the landscape. A transition from taller to shorter plants , for example, can give a sense of distance and depth (like in a painting), making the garden appear larger than it really is. A shorter-to-larger transition may be used to frame a focal point to make it stand out and look smaller than it actually is.

The line is of the more structural landscape design principles. It may mostly be related to the movement and flow of beds, walkways, and entrances.

Straight lines are strong and smooth, while curvy lines have a more natural, soft, flowing effect.

Proportion refers simply to the proportion of the elements in comparison to one another. Of all landscape design principles, this one is quite obvious but still takes some thought and planning. Most of the elements in landscape design may be planned intentionally to meet the appropriate proportions.

For example , if you create a small courtyard garden, a huge seven-foot garden statue in the centre would be out of proportion and, to say the least, a little tacky. Or a small four-foot waterfall and pond placed in the centre of a large open yard in the expanse would get lost.

Don't misunderstand this to mean you can't have any smaller features or garden decor when you have a large yard. Proportion is relative, and by creating different rooms in the garden, elements can be scaled to fit. The idea is to create a pleasing relationship between the length, breadth, and depth or height of the three dimensions.

If put on an edge or in the corner of a large area, a small water feature can be proportionate and becomes a focal point of the greater area while creating its own distinct atmosphere. You can create a whole room, sitting area, or theme all around it. It is possible to create other rooms and themes too. For ideas on creating rooms and making illusions see small gardens.

Special consideration and study should also be given to a proper selection of plants to avoid the use of out of proportion plants.

Repetition has a direct bearing on unity. Its good at having a variety of elements and shapes in the garden but repeating these elements gives expression to variety.

Repeating objects or elements that are alike achieves unity. Too many random items will clutter the garden and make it look unplanned.

A fine line is in here. Too much of one element might make a garden or landscape feel uninteresting, boring and monotonous.

Unity can still be created, however, by repeatedly utilizing several different elements. This, in effect, creates a beautiful garden.


Tips To Design A Beautiful Garden Landscape
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1. When coming up with a garden landscape design, during the landscape design phase, you should consider the size, shape and style of your home. Your garden's landscape design should blend with the house, and not distract from it. With your landscape design, you should try to enhance both the property and the existing structures. A good garden landscape design should flow smoothly with your home by creating repeated design details, textures , colours and smooth transitions.

2. Assure you have a plan in mind when planning your garden landscape. A garden design should incorporate restrictions on the height and width of the area you plan to plant your garden, particularly when dealing with the trees. The garden may turn into unmanageable, blocking views or paths.

3. A successful design of the garden landscape will include proper soil requirements for the plant types you choose within your garden. The drainage requirements must be taken into account when designing your garden. Poor drainage from the outset will doom your garden

4. Assure that you plan for future growth when designing your garden landscape. The way the garden receives sun and shade throughout the day can change your landscape design at maturity. Garden plants purchased with the sun in mind could end up in the shade.

5. Creating a focal point is a crucial key to successful garden landscape design. Whether a tree or an oddly shaped plant or garden colour is your focal point, create a garden landscape around it.

6. Consider the curb value it will bring to your garden landscape design. The backyard garden might be where you're hanging out, but the rest of the world will see the front yard garden design. A good technique of landscape design is to plan curves in the design of the garden; nature doesn't just work in straight lines. This form of landscape design will improve your garden 's look and curbside appeal, adding value to your home.

7. When designing your garden landscape, account should be taken of the family's future needs. If you have kids in mind, plan your garden with them. Each member of the family will make different use of garden design.

8. Lighting, both natural and artificial, is among the most overlooked elements of landscape design. In any good garden landscape design, the lighting plays a very important role. Garden illumination sets the tone for how the garden will be used both during daytime and at night.

9. Your garden landscape design needn't be costly, but make sure you 're cost-realistic. It is very easy to misjudge the cost of designing the landscaping, especially if you hire contractors.

10. When designing the design of your garden landscape, make sure that it is built around your personality, preferences and maintenance needs. If you really like designing an oriental garden, why plant a rose garden? During landscape design, the future maintenance of your landscape design should be a major decision. What type of grass you want to grow is a big consideration. Wanna have a Kentucky Bluegrass or Bentgrass carpet? If your yard is shady and you live in the north, you might want a beautiful Fescue. A nicer yard has luscious grass to go barefoot in!

Choose a Scheme of Colours. If your paving stones clash with your rosebushes or siding, that will NOT make a nicer yard! Colour pleases your eye, so it's a big decision. Blues, reds, yellows, pinks? Lighter or darker greens?

If the look you want is more manicured, you will want to select easily cut shrubs, as well as easily managed trees and flowers. Drawing a plan is important for a good effect on landscaping. Proper planting spacing is vital to healthy growth.

Is your idea of a nicer yard on the wild side perhaps a little bit? Then you'll want to include wildflowers and flowering bushes, perhaps a trellis for wild roses or clematis training.

Edible Landscaping For Beginning Gardeners
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Landscapes rely on easy care for trees , shrubs, perennials and sometimes for annuals and potted arrangements coming together from home gardeners.

Trees are often the background of the landscape after the home itself. Many fruiting trees which produce good crops also make fantastic landscape trees. Examples of this are many cherries, apples , pears, apricots, citrus fruits, peaches, pawpaw, and plums. Many are beautiful in form, breathtaking in the spring, and they produce delicious fruit. There are many fruiting trees cultivars with varying growth heights at maturity, and all are well suited to pruning and shaping. In many landscapes, fruiting trees are often passed as landscape options, because they can be messy, but this is only a challenge if you don't harvest the fruit from them. As edible landscape plants, several of the fruiting plants are excellent candidates for landscaping.

Some less commonly known but very beautiful fruit-bearing landscape trees include crabapples (they make the best jams and jellies!), hackberries (jams and jellies), and persimmon (can be used for anything and are absolutely delicious). Again, they all take to shape and are beautiful in form. Crabapples often have the colour of a glorious fall, just like hackberry. Past leaf drop Persimmon trees keep onto their fruit and are very ornamental in branching form.

Nut bearing trees are also good candidates for landscapes where a large, majestic tree is needed. Black walnut may come to mind, but this will be the only exception in the landscape as it produces a very potent toxin that destroys many plant species inside and outside their root zone. The Butternut is an alternative tree which makes a welcome comeback in the landscape. They look a lot like the majestic black walnut, but in their root system, they don't possess as a potent plant growth inhibitor. The nuts are delicious too. Butternuts which are resistant to a disease is available now. Hazelnut blooms when nothing else flowers in the fall and sports beautiful foliage. They are very small for trees, almost shrub-like in proportion, which from a design standpoint makes them very valuable. Pecans, hickory, and some chestnuts will also make good landscape trees.

Many people feel a strong connection with their flower garden, selecting and planting annuals carefully every year, and nurturing their perennials. You will see the same enthusiasm in people growing their vegetable patch in the backyard. But there's no reason you have to choose between a beautiful and a fruitful landscape. There are many varieties of fruit trees, berry bushes, herbs, and vegetables as aesthetically pleasing as delicious as they are.

Edible landscaping is the practical connection of food plants within decorative or ornamental settings. The same design principles are used when substituting otherwise unproductive plant material for food-bearing shrubs and trees. Edible landscaping is a blend of usefulness and beauty. This is not to suggest that every item in your landscape should be edible, but it can be a safe, economic bonus to those who are.

Practically any climate can host a lush edible landscape. Only the shadiest and soggy areas of soil are unfit. Fruit trees and annual vegetables should be reserved for the sunniest spaces with the best soil, whilst rocky areas with poor soil are prime culinary herbs.

This can be particularly eye-catching when combining edible elements with ornamental specimens. It is possible to pair a colourful border of seasonal lettuce with dwarf nasturtiums, peppers well coordinate with dwarf marigolds, and strawberries and curly parsley compliment currants. Seek to border your specimen trees with culinary herbs, or plant them along the path or driveway. The key is designing your edible landscaping, just like your aesthetic plants would.

The edible landscape is not just for home. Many restaurants take advantage of rooftop gardens, growing herbs and vegetables, especially, which are then used in culinary dishes.

And don't forget: Just like your ornamental landscaping, your edible plants need proper watering, mulching, feeding and pruning. Start small with what's just right and simple for you. Choose dwarf trees and select varieties of fruits that extend their bounty over several months. Just a few great picks to consider:

Highbush Blueberry, Clove Currant, Nanking Cherry, Elderberry, Oregon Grapeholly Edible ornamental berry bushes

Edible ornamental Juneberry fruit trees, Cornelian Cherry, Medlar, Paw Paw, Asian Pear

Vegetables Snap peas, lettuces, marrow and root vegetables (carrots, radishes, onions, leeks), runner beans

Herbs Sage, mint, rosemary, basil, thyme

There are so many flowering shrubs with delicious edible crops that are beautiful specimens of the landscape that shopping for edible landscape shrubs can be more confusing. We've picked some of our favourites in an effort to make the decision making the task easier. These shrubs are suitable for cutting and pruning; they have beautiful bloom, foliage shape and colour, fall colour, and popular edible crops.

Blueberries are simply beautiful, nutritious plants in the landscape. They 're not as hard to grow as many would seem to think. Many cultivars vary in shape, colour, and fruiting. Blueberries come in many flavours, ranging from extremely small and compact mounded forms to large and sprawling and tall forms. In each initial planting hole add some peat and mulch with compost or pine needles is all the pH adjustment they need, nothing complicated. They all bring cute, sweetly scented pink and white spring flowers. In a pleasant, pleasing green, they all have attractive bushy foliage, often new growth being red or purple. In the summer, they all bear delicious blue or rose fruit. And in the fall they'll all glow brilliantly red. They are super hardy and do well in most climates, even in the coldest regions.

There are also cultivars with purple foliage available, which makes them a striking addition to the landscape (especially when planted in other plants among chartreuse foliage colours). The form of the leaf is beautiful and unusual. The flowers are extremely fragrant and particularly attractive to pollinators. The berries are quickly turned into jams and juices. While often viewed as a large perennial, in one season they can achieve shrub-like proportions, and they need plenty of room to spread. They are super easy to grow, and using elderberry in your landscape as a native plant; you are doing your local ecology a favour. To ensure good fruit set, you'll need to plant more than one elderberry. They prefer the full sun but can gracefully tolerate some shade. They don't like drying out because they're not getting dry for xeriscaping, or landscape areas.

Viburnums are popular in the landscape as they are beautiful shrubs in cultivars for all the reasons we love landscape plants- great habit, shape, colours and variance. The American Viburnum trilobum, or Cranberry Bush, is a particularly valuable selection of edible landscape shrubs, particularly for the edible landscape. The berries are not very fresh eaten, but as a jelly or jam, they are again very delightful. Another plant native to North America, birds loves them too. Viburnums can tolerate more shade than other shrubs, and make a great plant in the understory.

Cheyenne Spirit is an Echinacea blend of red , orange, coral, yellow and other colours that warms the landscape with long-lasting blooms. Landscaping Strawberry
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Harvests come from home-grown fruit plants which can only be understood by someone who has really eaten them. One's first taste of a truly fine strawberry will soon point to the enormous difference between such a fruit and the supermarket run-of-the-field stuff.

The most significant of all fruits in the garden is the strawberry. In its society, it more closely resembles a vegetable than any other fruit. It is not shocking that farmers turn from vegetables to strawberries in many truck-gardening areas and back almost at will again. Even though the strawberry plant is a perennial, and beds can be made to last for more than a year, each year, best practice calls for new planting. The plants are grown in rows and need the same crop as vegetable crops for the first season. They produce their best fruits the next season. They can be left for another four years, but they are usually ploughed under by true connoisseurs.

The mother plant is maintained pruned of all runners in the so-called hill growing system. This is the method of producing the largest and best-flavoured berries by the home gardener. The plants are usually set at bed distance of 12 inches by 24 inches and kept free of weeds. Fairly heavy mulch is usually kept on the bed. The plants are constantly watched to avoid rooting of runners. While very large berries are produced, production is probably lower per square foot than when using other methods. As can be imagined, the labour required is considerable. With the use of the hill method, about 100 plants are as many as most home gardeners take care to cultivate.

The variety used is significant, as not all strawberries do well in this way when grown. The seed-grown alpine variety "Baron Solemacher" will perhaps produce the finest-flavored berries of all. These have the scent that makes wild strawberries such a delightful treat.

Wherever it will grow, this system produces superb berries by the English 'Royal Sovereign.' These are massive in size, deliciously sweet and beautiful.

The matted-row system is the exact opposite of the method of hilling. The mother plants are divided into rows 36 inches apart by 24 inches. Upon fruiting, the mother plants are encouraged to develop all possible runners on either side of the row for twelve inches. Any forming beyond those limits is cut off. It creates a matted row approximately 24 inches long, with a twelve-inch lane between plant rows.

The matted row has one advantage in that it offers plenty of plants to set up new beds. The easiest way to make these is to use one of the recent peat-and-fibre pots to root them into. These pots come in 3-inch round or 3-inch square sizes, just right for a husky vine to grow. The pot is filled with rich composted soil and plunged beneath a probable runner. The rooted plant can be cut out from the parent plant by late August and used for planting a new row. Although fall-planting rows require additional winter protection, they are generally more productive than spring-planted rows. The first spring, they may even be allowed to bear a light crop.

However, it's a well-accepted rule that all spring flowers should be removed the first season after planting. This prevents the plant from yielding fruit. The June bearers (who grow only one set of flower buds a year) do not bloom again until the spring bloom is over.

The seeding row system is a combination between the matted row and the hill system. Here, plants are divided into rows 36 inches apart by 24 inches. On either side of the mother plant, one runner is allowed to set into the row. In theory, each runner is about eight inches long so the finished row consists of eight inches apart spaced plants. A second set of runners is sometimes allowed to root in the right angles to the row. This leaves the mum plant surrounded by four runners. This is called the hedge-row system, since the bed resembles a series of triple hedges.

Strawberries can be planted in fall, if pot-grown plants are present. These are easy to plant, as they are set in the pot as deep as they grew. Plants in pots of clay would have to be knocked out (removed from the pot), so if they are planting pots in pots of peat and fibre and all that. Bare-root plants can also be set in fall, but few nurseries are open at that time. Bare-root plants are typically sold in spring. They come, wrapped up in packages. Cut the roots to a uniform level, about 4 inches below the surface of soil, before untying.

Cut off any dead or poor leaves to form the new layer, leaving only three or four of the fresh , healthy, young leaves. Now the plant 's ready for setting. There isn't much choice of location in the average garden. The strawberry doesn't like heavy soils, and if there is only one clay loam, it should be handled as stated under the soil. The loam of a gardener as described in that entry is the ideal to aim for, although in lighter sandy loams strawberries will do well.

One of the most necessary steps in planting is setting the plant so that the dividing line between the roots and the crown or top is exactly at the soil surface. The crown should never be buried, and roots should never show up above the ground. Firm the soil close to the roots, so that when the plants are watered, the crown will not be pulled under the surface. It will rot if dirt works into the crown.

As strawberry plants make bad competitors for vigorous weeds, frequent weeding is necessary. Do not grow deeply between the plants and the rooted runners, as these are shallow-rooted. Mulch is required in regions where the thermometer could be expected to drop regularly as low as 12 above zero. As others think, this isn't to protect the plants from freezing. On the contrary, it is to make them frozen in early spring and to avoid alternating thawing and freezing that tends to pull the plants out of the ground. Because strawberries are shallow-rooted, they can not resist the heaving action of frost.

Still desirable in the South is a straw mulch, largely to keep weeds down. However, when straw full of grain or marsh hay full of weed seeds is used, it is of little value. If it can be had clean, grain-free straw is the ideal stuff. Excelsior is an outstanding alternative, much more readily accessible in most city and suburban areas. Most retail stores will be happy to give everything they can use to home strawberry grower.

The mulching material is dumped directly above the plants. By the time it settles over the leaves in the North, there should still be about three inches of it. The tips of the leaves in the South should be shown. When the daffodils are only showing yellow in their buds in spring, take the mulch away from the edge of the leaves, so they come through. The new leaves will develop right through the mulch which will keep the berries off the soil later.

If you chose to grow strawberries, then you choose the right option to add to your garden at home. About 30 strawberry plants are sufficient to provide for a family of four. Strawberries can be cultivated as an ornamental landscape, ground cover or even in a traditional garden.

Choosing strawberries

You can pick your plants from an established nursery while making sure you pick one that's healthy. Getting out of a local kindergarten also helps you pick a plant that will grow well in your garden. If you don't like the variety they offer, then you can go from other nurseries to mail-order plants.

There are three types of strawberries you can pick to grow:

• First, the June-bearing strawberries which produce a large late spring harvest. The June-bearing strawberries will have the highest harvest count in a season, and the corps will need 3 weeks to mature.

• Ever-bearing strawberries, which will grow one crop in spring and another in fall, are another program.

• The Day-neutral strawberries are last of all. They are able to produce fruit during the growing season of most of it.

Project Selection and Readiness

They will need access to lots of sunlight to be able to produce the sweetest strawberries. It will need a minimum of 6 hours of sunlight a day, but if you can fit in more, your strawberries will get better and more abundant.

Growing Factory

You need to remember when you grow strawberries, that they can't survive in drought or standing water. The place you were planting should be well-drained. The application of organic compost will help to preserve soil moisture. Try not to position it close to any other vegetation or trees. Not to mention watering the place should be simple for you in case a dry spell occurs.

For best growth, the pH of the soil should be between 5.5 to 6.5, but they can live between 5.0 to 7.0 pH. Simple pH test kits can be purchased in most garden centres, but if you want to continue your gardening on a long-term basis, then I would suggest you get a proper soil test kit.

The place you've decided to grow strawberries should be clear from grubs, soil-borne illnesses and weeds. If they fill the place you want, then you should till and let the place cultivate for a year to kill any weeds that may compete with your strawberries. Having weeds around would slow out the production of berries. The Verticillium Wilt is also a plant killer for strawberries. So if you planted any peppers, potatoes, eggplant, or tomatoes, you should clear the ground of any diseases for at least 3 years.

Healthy and well-drained soil can increase the harvesting of apricot.

Apricot Trees do not do well in overly damp and waterlogged soil.

Planting in a position that is shielded from strong wind is much safer.

Be alert! Flowers die away in temperatures below freezing. If you expect spells of late frost in your region, select later-blooming varieties such as the 'Polish' Prunus armeniaca.

Caring for the apricot

Facile to care for, and  Apricot Tree needs little attention only when fully settled in.

A simple end-of-winter treatment to prevent disease helps protect you from a large number of funguses.

Sprinkle Bordeaux mixture after the bloom. This spray is especially effective in stopping the rotting of apricot fruit, named European brown rot.

In spring, bury 1 or 2 handfuls of fertilizer from fruit tree at the 's foot.

Spread compost or even manure at the tree's base in the Fall.

Other diseases and treatments of Apricot Trees

The Apricot Trees, like most fruit trees, are susceptible to numerous diseases and parasites. Sadly, these could reach the point where a whole harvest is ruined.

If well treated, and particularly if treated in a timely manner, diseases of the  and fungus can be avoided.

Spring freezing is the first weakness to watch out for, which can devastate a harvest. So planting in the sun and out of strong winds is necessary to mitigate this risk.

Most common  diseases and parasites

European brown rot-this is the most common disease of the . Apricots literally rot while still on the , with brown bruises and white spots appearing.

The powdery mildew-This fungus colonizes young apricot fruits. A layer  of white spots and whitish velvet appears as a result.

Here's how you should fend off powdery mildew.

Aphids – These are the most common  parasites.

Here is how to fight off aphids.

Bordeaux mixture spraying daily, as soon as buds open. After that, continue spraying until about two weeks before the apricots are harvested. It's a sure way of avoiding other fungal diseases. Then, we should expect a beautiful summer harvest.

How to prune an Apricot Tree

Immature green apricots on a branch. Yearly pruning is recommended to increase the harvest.

Pruning is usually done in spring or fall, as long as it doesn't freeze.

The aim is only to even out and balance the tree 's production.

Increase air circulation by cutting weak branches. Retain outwards-growing branches.

Springtime pruning of Apricot Trees

A fruit-inducing pruning can be performed to trick the tree into growing several beautiful apricots. Do so until development returns in the spring.

Apricot Trees are pruned in the fall

The pruning is in order as soon as the leaves have fallen down. Reduce slightly any branches that have fruit born. Ensure weak and damaged branches are removed too.

Apricot Trees are highly vulnerable to injuries. Applying wound-healing paste after the pruning is a good idea.

During spring, feel free to thin the fruits in case of abundant growth. Just remove a handful of fruits. One in three or four is pretty good.

Cut it off cleanly below the wound when a branch splits, and add pruning paste.

Everything you need to know about Apricot Tree

Many fruits on this branch ripen. s are also called commons (Prunus armeniaca). It belongs to the genus Prunus and the large family of Rosaceae.

Originally from Asia, it likes heat. A tree will grow apricots from June for earlier varieties until August for later ones, depending on the location and the variety.

Quite a fruit- and flowers-productive, this tiny tree has many properties. For example, the colours are spectacular, with magnificent pinkish-white flowers both in spring, and orange, yellow apricots in summer.

Insects, parasites and Apricot Tree

Apricot Trees are supceptible to the same diseases that affect peach trees, particularly peach leaf curl and European brown rot.

A good solution is to spray fermented natural tea which helps control the fungus.


Landscaping Kiwi
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Since kiwi fruit is a dioecious plant, i.e. it produces male and female flowers on separate vines, it needs both a male and a female vine for fruit. One male for every 5 females for best pollination. The size of fruit depends not only on good growing and pruning conditions but also on the number of fertilized seeds. Kiwi fruit vines should be treated as tender and drought-sensitive until well established. Hardy Kiwi is a heavy manufacturer. One female plant can produce as much as 150 lbs of fruit.

Growing Guidance

The plants are at least 10 ft apart when seeding space. The vines are planted 10-20 ft apart in the row, depending on the form of trellis and the technique of cultivation (i.tractor, etc.). The requirements of nutrition A. The arguments were not well researched, but general recommendations evolved. During planting, fertiliser should be minimal or none at all. Keep grass & seeds away and do not allow the first year of plants to dry out. Use fertilizer twice a year on established plants with approximately twice as much applied before new growth as is applied after June fruit set. Increase the 1⁄2 lb rate. On newly planted vines by 3rd year at three lbs per plant. To avoid root injury, these greater quantities should be well distributed throughout the entire root network. A. Arguta has a variety of rodents. The arguta roots are fleshy, and nematodes can cause injuries. Fuzzy Kiwis are best planted north to south in rows to prevent damage to the vine 's trunk by the sun. Such winter damage will hurt the plant, and it has to breathe out from the roots.

Before or soon after planting, build trellises to accommodate the rapid growth of the plants. These may be similar to grape trellises, but they must be strong. To support plant and fruit weights, posts should be 4 "to 6" in diameter, and 8 ft to 9 ft long. To prevent winds from tipping the row over a post should be set 2ft to 3ft deep. Run a wire from 8 to 12 gauges, 6 ft high. With easy access to fruit hanging from the underside, the wire allows vines to grow. Rest assured that the trellis is solid. That failure is insufficient trellises being designed to bear the weight of heavy fruit crops. It is possible to make a "T" trellis from this system which gives the vine more area.

Train the growth of the first years for a stake to go up. Side shoots are terminally pinchable so that only 1 or 2 active stems reach the 6 ft level. In a few years ' time, those stems will be trunks. Train growth along with cables later to form permanent arms. From these arms, branching extends outwards and supports spurs from which flowers and fruits grow. Special pruning practices are required for the vigorous A.arguta (Hardy Kiwi) which include both summer and winter pruning (but mostly summer). Rub off basal suckers and strong vertical growth when they are just a few inches long, for summer pruning.(You'll know the strong vertical growth-it clips along @ 2 ft daily). Waiting until undesirable shoots are several feet long before removing them results in unnecessary plant weakening.

After a framework is established, it is easy to pinch all the new growth coming from the arms. The general thumb rule is-pinch new 8 "growth back to 4" That 4 "will extend again in a couple of weeks, pinch it back to 4" so there's 4 "growth from the first pinch and 4" from the second etc ... It's the way spurs are made. Winter pruning aims at matching fruit production to vegetative growth. The three-year-old fruiting branches (those that have finished their third year of fruiting), weakened wood and the tortuously twining current years growth are favoured limbs for removal. Shorten the remaining limbs of the current year from the permanent arms enough so that they don't touch the ground when laden with fruit. Branches (spurs) with small internodes.

This can bear fruit and flowers, and should not be removed. Kiwi fruits achieve mature size by mid-summer, but they require that their mature texture and flavour grow during the remaining season. Determine full maturity by picking fruit, allowing it to soften for a couple of days, and degustation for favourable flavour. Pick all the fruits and refrigerate them until a few days before they are needed when they are suitably sweet and flavourful.

Refrigeration removal initiates softening and the development of the final sweetness and flavour of the kiwi. Even kiwi can be picked from the vine when they are soft to eat fresh. Unpicked fruits would dry up on the vine at favourable temperatures. Once permanent cordons are established, a kiwi vine must be cut throughout its lifetime in order to maintain its shape, contain its size and, most importantly, maximize its fruit production By pruning to provide a constant turnover of lateral fruiting, this training system can be maintained and productive for 60 years or longer. Male kiwi vines can have the same training and pruning as female vines.

Crown & Gold on Kiwis

The crown and root rot of Phytophthora causes poor development of the kiwi plant and can cause the plant to die. Infected plants have small chlorotic (yellow) leaves: the growth of the terminal can die, or be stunted. The first signs of root stress are when the new growth-will ends in the young tender; blacken. During the hot weather, infected plants will collapse suddenly. The soil line is where decayed tissue is located.

The infection can be observed by removing or peeling tissues away from the trunk or primary roots at the soil line. Newly infected areas get brown stripes. Older infections are going to be completely brown, extending high up the trunk and far down into the primary roots. Healthy tissue will have white or cream coloured tissue, and sometimes the change layer's green band or ring is seen. Phytophthora fungi require soil that is saturated with water to infect a plant. Some Phytophthora species prefer warm soil to spread during the fall and spring. Coldwater is preferred by other Phytophthora. Some search for feeder roots, some go to large roots and push the trunk upwards.

Such conditions are most prominent in heavy soils with poor drainage over impermeable layers just below the surface, and in the field where surface and underground water pool. There will also be crown and root rot, where the irrigation emitter continuously releases water near the plant base. So, never plant in areas with wet soil.


Landscaping Cherry
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A very common landscape tree is the flowering Cherry tree. They'll certainly have the best beauty in any garden when they're in full bloom.

With the magnificent colours of spring, they can make any yard bloom. Cherry trees growing have bars in red , black, or white.

Cherry Trees

This is classified within the Rosaceae family, in the Prunus genus. The Cerasus subgenus has a distinctive characteristic, with clumped flowers.

Landscaping Mulberry
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Mulberry is the name given to plants in the Moraceae family that were introduced from Asia into the United States. There are various types of mulberry growing up into tall trees or short bushes. White mulberry grows extremely tall while the black form grows into a mulberry bush of just 30 feet. Red mulberry lies in the middle somewhere but grows rarely above 70 feet.

Fruits of a mulberry

The name of the tree might make you think it produces berries, but that's not botanically correct. Mulberry trees and bushes produce a raw edible collective fruit. Tree type does not determine fruit colour produced. White mulberries can produce very sweet lavender, white or black fruit. For the rare combination of sweet and tart, black mulberry fruits are highly regarded, but red trees produce fruit whose flavours are between. Quality Red mulberry clones often come close to the black types in flavour.

White, red, and hybrid mulberry fruits are ready for spring harvest whilst black is ready for summer. Simply lay a sheet on the ground to get fruit from white mulberry, and shake the tree for a bountiful harvest. Black fruits of the mulberry tree tend to be quite a trouble, as they stain clothes easily. Once collected, mulberry fruits can be kept fresh in the refrigerator for several days but only if stored in a container covered. Make jelly, wine or tarts and pastries with them when you are ready. They can also eat fresh fruits out of the mouth. Black grape varieties yield excellent dried fruit.

People who do not want to eat the fruit or keep collecting it prefer to plant mulberry trees that are not bearing them. These are kept in hot summer days for their stunning foliage and superb shade.

Conditions on the rise

Mulberries need ample sun and room to grow with recommended 15 ft distance between trees. Growing them in sidewalks isn't ideal as the fallen fruit strain walkways. The trees grow well in ideally loaming moist, well-drained soil. Mulberries are quite resistant to drought, but you have to water them in drought to prevent them from falling fruit until they mature naturally. Make sure it is suited to your climate when selecting the mulberry to grow. There are several mulberry cultivars each could survive under certain conditions and fail in others.

Pests and illnesses

These trees are pretty robust against pests and diseases, but they are affected by some conditions. Cankers and diebacks can occur, but in some areas, it is popcorn disease which is a real problem for mulberry fruits. Birds can also be a problem because they're attracted to the ripe fruit. Since the mulberry trees produce so much fruit, however, you will be left with plenty to harvest after the birds are finished.

Lifetime

Mulberries have a reputation for growing pretty quickly when they're young, but that rate dwindles as they mature. At a young age, trees often begin to bear fruit and continue to do so well into old age. Black mulberries have been bearing fruit for hundreds of years, but red ones hardly live to 75 years. Most of the trees grown in the landscape live on an average of only 30 years.

Caring for honeycombs

Unlike other deciduous trees, to avoid dead and overcrowded wood, the mulberry needs some pruning. If you don't want a mulberry bush, develop a set of main branches to keep things tidy. Strong pruning is not ideal as the tree may bleed at the cuts. Before planting, it is wise to check for mulberry growing regulations in your area. This is because, in some areas where people are not even permitted to plant new trees, they are known as invasive. Also, you should carry out plant research to understand their needs and provide the right environment for growth.

If you notice that the principal branches are drying and dying, removing the tree is probably the right time.

Mulberries are quite a misunderstood plant, but that's not to say they don't exist. To enhance everyday life, everything from the vegetables, foliage and even dried wood can be sued. It could be a delicious treat, great shade or excellent firewood that will prove that the mulberry is a great plant indeed.


Landscaping Quince
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Gardeners enjoying an uncommon shrub or tiny tree will find quinces an interesting addition to the landscape. Quinces include a flowering quince (Chaenomeles spp.), a showy shrub with flowers of five petals, and a small, fruiting quince tree (Cydonia oblonga). Both plants flourish in the U.S. Agriculture department plant hardiness zones 5 through 9. Quince trees grow gradually to heights between 10 and 24 feet, while the flowering shrub grows to 10 feet tall. These plants grow under various conditions and only require light pruning to remove dead leaves or encourage further branching.

Quince Trees: Fruiting

1. In the garden, plant many fruiting quince trees near other established fruit trees to create a small home orchard. The fruit tastes sour when eaten fresh but is valued for preserves and jams. Quince trees are self-fruiting, so even if you plant just one tree, they produce fruit.

2. To accentuate the width of the house, plant one fruiting quince tree at each corner of the house, make the eye upward with the tree length and provide shade to the front yard. Plant the trees 20 feet or further from the foundation of the house to avoid conflicts with the canopy and the roof of the tree.

3. Plant a single fruiting quince tree as a state-plant in the centre of the yard. Add 2 to 3 inches of mulch by the side of the tree in a circle, and install brick or stone edging for a formal look.

4. Plant fruiting quince trees in poorly drained landscape areas where the soil tends to be more weathered than other areas. Quince trees are more wet feet tolerant than many other fruit trees, making quince trees more suitable for wet problem areas.

5. Balance of gentle, delicate plants, such as peonies and hydrangeas, with a flowering quince tree with gnarled branches to contrast with the more fragile ones.

Blossoming Quince Bushes

1. Plant a row of flowering quinces in shades of white, red, orange and pink to create a tall, privacy hedge with flowers. Plant each shrub about five feet away to produce a closely leafy hedge.

2. Plant a single flowering quince shrub in a garden bed amongst other garden plants or as a statement piece on its own. Position the plant away from high-traffic areas, so you don't brush the thorny branches against them.

3. Add a flowering quince plant to a landscape area where you want a wildlife retreat added. The sharp barbs on the flowering quince give birds and other small animals a protected habitat.

4. Pair flowering quince shrubs with summer and fall flowering plants that fill the garden with colourful blooms throughout the growing season, which bloom in spring.

Hint

Small fruits are produced by flowering quince shrubs, but they are generally much harder and less desirable for consumption than fruits from fruit trees.

Quince trees to be considered for fruiting include "Champion," "Orange," "Pineapple," "Smyrna" and "Van Deman."

The flowers include "Cameo," "Mandarin," "Minerva" and Texas Scarlet, "among others.

Both types of quinces prefer places of full sun but are partial shade tolerant.


Landscaping Olives
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An olive tree (Olea europea) is an easily recognizable, popular Mediterranean ornamental tree that can be grown under almost any climatic condition and type of soil. Adaptable and robust, olive trees may either grow intermittently in rural and coastal environments or be grown in urban areas such as your own backyard.

If you wish to grow them in your own garden, you can follow practical tips here:

• Although olive trees are hardy ornamental trees, it is best to choose a location in your garden where sunlight is most of the day, and strong winds can be avoided. If you plan on a more fruitful tree, a sunny location will work best.

• Cuttings of 12 to 18 inches long from a two-season-old, fruitful tree should be made about 1-2 inches in diameter, not from new growth. Use a rooting hormone before planting into a medium-sized pot to treat the cuttings.

• The soil should be kept moist, but not too humid to cause rotting or moulding, in order to promote good root growth.

• Use a good half mix of multi-purpose quality compost and compost to grow mature shrubs and leaves suitable for outdoor containers such as John Innes No. 3 to grow them in containers or pots if you plan to grow long-term.

• Choose your olive trees and plant them in free-drying soil to avoid too much water retention during the rainy season. Olive trees can be tolerated from alkaline and acidic soils while sandy soils can benefit from the added organic compost. While clay soils can also be used, they require more drainage and an elevated bed will be ideal if that is not possible.

• The soil is loosened regularly to allow unrestrained root growth.

• Remember to overpot. When the tree begins to progress in size, you can always re-pot to a slightly bigger pot.

• Use stakes to hold the body in place in young olive trees when the roots are not yet too hard to hold the tree securely.

• In mid-spring, spray gently, heavier early or mid-summer. Stop it in winter, and take extra care in the fall. Under good sunlight, olive trees grow best, and you can give time for their recovery before winter comes.

• Water them regularly, particularly in summer. While olive trees still thrive well in a hot environment, it is still recommended to keep them moist, especially when your goal is to have them produce good fruits that normally come around four years later.

• Winter temperatures between -2 ° C and -5 ° C are still tolerant of olive trees and should not cause any concern. Cover the trunk and crown areas with horticultural fleece layers at far lower temperatures though. Add layers of bubble plastic inside the pot or just wrap the pots tightly with the same materials when re-potting.

Olive trees, which are always a favourite for landscaping, can grow up to as much as 50ft in height and 30ft in total spread. Such evergreen trees are beautiful landscape sights, be it in urban areas or on the coast; outside large recreational areas or within intimate confines of home gardens.

Whether you are growing the fruits of the olive trees, or just for decorative or ornamental purposes or even both, having them in your own garden will always be an enjoyable experience.
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
