Introduction

It was said that in early 2021 there wouldn't be a single iPhone that didn't have a wearable mod that relied entirely on wireless charging, but that won't happen this year. Apple plans to depend on lightning in the nearest time without switching to USB-C but would not port the modification till MagSafe accessories become available. The appearance of portable iPhones may start in 2022.

This guide about iPhone 13 will expose you to everything there is to know about Apple's latest release. The new iPhone 13 is among the newest devices released by Apple in their recent launch (alongside 3 other iPhone 13 models). It comes with a new set of features including cinematic mode, true depth camera, A15 bionic processor, and a host of other features.

The battery capacity has been improved and the display is something that will excite even Apple users more than its predecessors. CHAPTER 1:    
Set up Your iPhone 


When you first turn on your iPhone, the first thing you have to do is set it up. When you initially unbox the smartphone and switch it on, you’ll see it begin to show “Hello” in various languages.

Afterward, turn on your iPhone and select your preferred language from a list of option

Next, you’ll be prompted to select your country or region of residency.

Quick Start 


The next setup screen you’ll see is the “Quick Start” instruction screen, where you can synchronize and link your prior iPhone to your new device to have access to the previous apps and data on your old account, or you may set it up manually.

When you finish this step, a screen will appear requesting you to wait a few minutes for your iPhone to activate.

Configuration of Privacy & Face ID Settings 


The next screen is the Data & Privacy settings screen. Here, you’ll get to choose which privacy settings you want to enable to give your device more protection.

After you’ve finished with the Data & Privacy page, the Face ID setup screen will appear.

You can choose to set it up now or later by pressing Set up Later under the Settings. If you wish to set up Face ID right now, press Continue, and it will automatically start scanning your face and saving the data to be used whenever you want to unlock your iPhone with your face. When the face-scanning begins, try to align your face with the inside of the circle and then start moving your face following the rotating action movement.

Setup of Apps & Data 


Following the Face ID setup, the Apps & Data page will appear. You will be able to choose how you want to move already-owned apps and data to your new iPhone 13. There are several approaches you might use to accomplish this.

iCloud Backup Restore 


The first option is to restore your data from the most recent iCloud backup. The final alternative is to immediately transfer all of the relevant data from your previous iPhone. Another method is to move all necessary data from an Android smartphone (if you previously used an Android device) to your new iPhone. You can also choose to avoid this data transfer process entirely.

Express Settings 


The Express Settings screen will appear once you have decided whether to transfer existing data or skip the stage. The express settings referred to here are Siri, Maps, and the permission to collect user data for analytical purposes.

You can then choose to change these options or continue to the next screen by tapping “Continue.”

Inserting Your SIM Card 


The first time you use your new phone, you’ll need to insert your SIM card before you turn it on. This is because without a valid SIM inserted into your device, there are no settings that will allow the software to recognize your network provider and connect properly. The process of installing a SIM card will also prevent any potential data loss if your Apple ID account has been compromised.

To do so, follow these steps:

First, ensure that you’re using the right size SIM card from your manufacturer (Apple recommends only using micro-SIMs). When ordering a SIM at the store, make sure they give you one that fits perfectly inside the slot. You should be able to see the notch where the SIM goes when looking down at your iPhone 13. Do NOT force a larger-sized SIM into the slot! Doing so could damage your phone.

Next, remove your SIM tray by sliding off its metal tab (with a SIM ejector) located beside the display assembly. Slide your SIM card into the slot. It should fit snugly within. Make sure the SIM is fully seated.

Turn on your iPhone again and wait for the initial boot-up sequence to complete. Afterward, you should now be connected to your cellular carrier. From here, you can start making calls, sending texts, surfing the web, etc...

Home Screen Setup 


Home screens have long been considered a necessary evil. There are different home screen layouts and styles to choose from and some of them may even include some “bells and whistles” to add to your home screen.

While sometimes you might not want to go through the trouble of rearranging the icons on your iPhone home screen, it’s important to understand how to personalize your iPhone home screen, to help make the most of your iPhone.

Personalizing Your iPhone 13 Home Screen 


As you personalize your iPhone home screen, you can create a custom set of icons that can easily be rearranged or deleted anytime you want.

When you open the app, you want to use, it should be the top app on the home screen. Click Edit on the screen that pops up.

Click “Add icon.” You’ll be prompted to pick a photo for your new icon, just like you’d do for an album in your photo library. There’s also a checkbox to add a note next to the icon.

The icons along the top are apps, and the two icons at the bottom are your home screens. You can drag an app or home screen down to customize the order in which they appear on the home screen. Click Done to confirm the new order.

How to Use Apps and Home Screens 


Now let’s take a look at how to use the home screens and apps. To open an app, simply tap its icon on your home screen. You can swipe up from the bottom of the screen to see your list of home screens and then tap the home screen that you want to use.

Once you have an app open, you can use it just like you normally would. You can add and remove home screens, and you can also scroll between them to open another one.

You can also create custom folders to group your apps. To create a custom folder, tap and hold the app you want to group, then drag it to another app and let go when it drops to create a new folder.

Using Home Button on iPhone 13 


The assistive touch feature, which allows users with certain disabilities to still be able to navigate their phone without touching the screen directly. The idea behind this feature was introduced in iOS 9.3, but Apple has been gradually rolling out support for more people over time. If you have never used Assistive Touch, here’s what you need to do.

Open Settings. Tap Accessibility. Scroll down until you see AssistiveTouch. Enable AssistiveTouch. Now try opening any app or navigating between apps by tapping icons instead of swiping them. You will now notice two small dots appear at the bottom right corner of each icon when they are tapped; these indicate where you should swipe to open the app. To close the app, tap the dot again. When you want to go back to the previous page, just swipe left from the right edge of the screen.

Using Your iPhone 13 as Hotspot 


Apple has a new system-level feature for iOS 15 that makes your iPhone into a wireless router for Wi-Fi connections. With this, you don’t need to jailbreak the iPhone to turn it into a Wi-Fi hotspot. Here’s how to turn your iPhone into a Wi-Fi hotspot.

	Open the Settings app on your iPhone. 

	Open the Personal Hotspot tab and click on Allow Others to Join. 

	Tap on the toggle switch note down the password. 

	The iPhone should now connect to your wireless network. 



Using Gestures 


In a nutshell, gestures allow you to interact with the device in a more natural way than just tapping. When you perform a gesture on the iPhone, it causes one of the built-in hardware buttons to perform the same action as a tap. The main advantage of using gestures is that they are very easy to perform. They provide a very natural user experience, and the device can interpret the motion that you are using when performing the gesture.

On the downside, gestures are not as precise as touch taps, and they rarely allow the user to perform multiple taps. This topic will review these gestures and their uses.

How to Perform Gestures 


Gestures can be performed on the iPhone using one of the two main buttons. One button is the home button, which, when you press it, opens the device’s home screen. The other button is the Sleep/Wake button. When you press it, the device either enters or exits sleep mode.

There are some ways to perform gestures on the iPhone:

	Tap on the Home button. This is the most basic gesture you can perform. You can also perform a tap on the home button to open the phone’s home screen. However, tapping the button does not activate any hardware button unless you are holding the iPhone. If you are in a phone call, for example, a touch tap on the Home button will not wake the phone. A touch tap on the Home button may cancel the call. 

	Swipe upwards on the home button. This gesture, which requires that the device be unlocked, brings up the Phone app. 

	Swipe downwards on the home button. This gesture, which requires that the device be unlocked, brings up the home screen. 

	Swipe upwards and hold on to the home button. This gesture, which requires that the device be unlocked, brings up the Settings app. 

	Swipe downwards and hold on to the home button. This gesture, which requires that the device be unlocked, brings up the Control Center. 



Note that gestures are performed on the device using the right hand, which is the same as using the right hand to perform touch taps.

You can also perform gestures on the iPhone using an external mouse and keyboard that emulate a trackpad. When you perform a gesture on the trackpad, it is interpreted as a tap.

Note that gestures performed on a mouse are not interpreted on the iPhone. To perform a gesture on the iPhone using a mouse, you will need to use Apple’s Magic Mouse.

The iPhone is designed so that you can use a gesture on the home button without holding the device. If you need to use a gesture on the home button, such as to perform a long press, you can use the long-press control described below.

The Long Press 


The long press is an extended version of a touch tap. This control does not require that the device be unlocked, but the gesture will not activate any hardware button if you are on a phone call.

To perform a long press on the home button:

	Place the index finger on the home button. 

	After a second or two, lift the finger from the home button and release it. 



The iPhone will interpret this as a long press. It will not act immediately, but instead, it will act after the next time the device acts, such as a touch tap.

This means that you can hold down the home button and perform a long press with no other gestures being recognized. However, it will not register if you tap the home button when the iPhone is in a phone call.

To perform a long press while on a phone call:

	Lift the phone’s ring indicator off the ear and hold the home button down. 

	After a few seconds, lift the indicator of the ear and release the home button. 



The phone will then ring, or you will be brought back to the home screen. You will be able to perform additional gestures on the home button.

Note that a long press will only activate the home button, and it will not activate any hardware button if you are on a phone call.

You can also perform a long press on the Sleep/Wake button. The iPhone will then either enter or exit sleep mode depending on whether you are performing a long press or a touch tap.

Activating the Night Shift Mode 


You probably know that Apple introduced the Night Shift feature in the iPhone, which is designed to reduce the blue light emitted from your device to increase your sleep quality. It does this by automatically reducing the blue light on your screen. But how do you do that? Well, there is a manual way and an automatic way. In this topic, I’ll show you how to enable or disable the Night Shift mode on your iPhone 13.

If you want to enable Night Shift on your iPhone 13, you must follow these simple steps. Let’s get started:

	Open the Settings app. 

	Tap the General option at the bottom of the screen. 

	Now tap the Display & Brightness option. 

	Scroll down to the Night Shift option at the bottom of the screen. 

	Tap the Night Shift option at the bottom of the screen. 

	Also, tap the switch that will turn the Night Shift option off. 



You can see the settings here. It is very easy to enable and disable the Night Shift feature on your iPhone.

Screen Brightness Adjustment 


You probably already know that your iPhone 13 comes with a built-in light sensor that is designed to automatically adjust your screen brightness to suit the environment you are in. However, in most cases, you won’t be able to see the screen in such conditions, and you’ll end up having to adjust the screen brightness manually. This isn’t always a good thing, so we’re going to show you how to adjust the brightness setting in iOS 15 on your iPhone 13 using the steps below.

On your iPhone, there will be a slider on the screen that lets you adjust the brightness. You’ll notice it’s located near the middle of the screen and you can adjust the brightness by sliding it to the right or the left. If the slider is showing on the right side of the screen, it means you are currently in the maximum brightness setting and this will be the default setting for your device. If the slider is showing on the left side of the screen, it means you are currently in the minimum brightness setting and this is how the device will usually be set.

To change the screen brightness on your iPhone, you’ll want to tap the Settings app. Then you’ll need to tap on the General option that you can see to the right of the screen. This will take you to a new screen, and you’ll see several options, including Adjust screen brightness, Control screen brightness, Control brightness for accessories, and Ambient light.

Tap on the option that you are interested in changing, and you’ll see several different options. On the iPhone, you’ll be able to adjust the screen brightness between five settings, which include Normal, Dim, Night, Low, and Flash, and you can access each of these by tapping on the different options.

What Is True Tone? How to Use It 


The original Apple iPhone had a black background and white text on a black display. In 2013, Apple unveiled the Retina display on the iPad, which was one of the first displays with a true-to-life color representation on a mobile device. This resulted from the display’s advanced IPS technology that was used to match the color of real-world lighting with the image on the display.

Nowadays, most Apple products use a True Tone display that can adapt to the ambient light around the user. This allows the device to accurately display text and images in a way that mimics the way we view real-life objects and text in the real world.

What Is a True Tone Display? 


True Tone is Apple’s term for a display that adjusts the color temperature based on ambient light, such as sunlight, indoor lighting, and even artificial light. The True Tone display uses this information to dynamically adjust the display color, creating a natural-looking image that’s accurate to the real world. If the display is not set to a correct ambient light.

This topic will show you how to get True Tone on your iOS devices.

How to Get True Tone on iOS 


When you open an app in iOS, there’s a setting called Display & Brightness that can turn on/off True Tone. You can access this setting in Settings > Display & Brightness > True Tone.

You’ll see a toggle to turn True Tone on/off (this toggle will be grayed out if True Tone isn’t on).

When True Tone is enabled, you’ll see a small icon on the top right of the screen. This icon is to indicate that you are viewing the display through a True Tone display.


CHAPTER 2:    
About iPhone 13 


The iPhone 13 version supports 5G, making it compatible with a wider variety of networks. As a result, you'll need to know how to switch 5G on and off on your iPhone 13.

How to Turn Off 5G on an iPhone 13 


Because 5G is activated by default on your iPhone 13 (if you fulfill the criteria for utilizing it), you will want to know how to turn it off. So, to switch off 5G on your iPhone 13, follow these instructions.

	Select Settings > Cellular > Cellular Data Options from the drop-down menu. 

	Select “Voice & Data” from the drop-down menu. 

	At this point, your screen should have three choices accessible to you. 

	Make sure to touch on “LTE” to deactivate 5G on your iPhone. 

	Exit the Settings app and return to using your iPhone normally. 



How to Turn on 5G on an iPhone 13 


You'll have a few choices after you've decided to activate 5G on your iPhone. So, here's how to activate 5G on your iPhone 13.

	Select Settings > Cellular > Cellular Data Options from the drop-down menu. 

	Make sure the “Voice & Data” option is selected. 

	Next, look for the choices “5G On” and “5G Auto” on your screen. 

	Select “5G Auto” to have your iPhone utilize 5G only when it's required. NB: There is still the option of 4G. 

	Select “5G On” to compel your iPhone to always utilize 5G. 



You can improve your phone's 5G network and save data in the following ways:

	Select Settings > Cellular > Cellular Data Options from the drop-down menu. 

	Select “Data mode” from the drop-down menu. On your screen, you should see three choices. 

	Select “Allow More Data on 5G” to utilize FaceTime or stream video at the maximum quality. 

	Select “Standard” to reduce video streaming quality. 

	Select “Low Data Mode” to disable background processes and conserve data. 



How to Use Voicemail 


The iPhone 13 supports a broad variety of voicemail systems, much as prior iPhone versions. This covers both conventional and “Visual Voicemail.” So, if you've never used voicemail before, here's how to get started with it on your iPhone 13.

Setting Up Voicemail on an iPhone 13 


Your iPhone's “Phone” app may be used to set up your voicemail. Following that, these are the steps you'll need to follow.

	Open the Phone app on your phone. Then go to the “Voicemail” tab (bottom-right corner). 

	Use the “Call Voicemail” option if it appears. Then follow the on-screen directions. 

	If everything else fails, click the “Set Up Now” button in the center of the page. 

	Make a new password for your voicemail. NB: Keep in mind that it should be between four and six digits long. 

	If you've already established a voicemail, you'll need to re-enter the password. 

	In the top-right corner, choose "Done" once you've entered your password. 



How to Remove SIM Card from iPhone 13 Without Ejector Tool 


You must first enter your SIM card before you can begin setting up your iPhone 13. Your iPhone will then be able to register and activate, allowing you to utilize all of your carrier's services. But what if you don't have access to the SIM card extractor tool that comes with your iPhone 13?

If you don't have a SIM ejector tool, a paper clip may be used (we've also listed some additional solutions below). This is what you must do.

	Locate a paper clip that is tiny or medium in size. NB: It has to be constructed out of metal. 

	Now open one side of the paper clip so that it protrudes. 

	Then, on your iPhone 13, look for the SIM card tray. NB: It's on the left side/edge. 

	Insert the paper clip as far as it will get to the SIM card ejection hole. NB: When inserting any sharp items into the SIM card ejector hole, be cautious and use just adequate force. Sharp items (such as paper clips) may readily damage the metal components of your iPhone, particularly the metal frame. 

	The SIM card tray will slip out a little at a time. 

	Open the SIM card tray with your fingers and insert your SIM card. 

	Finally, reinsert the tray into your iPhone. 



Sets Messages on iPhone 


In messaging, you can send SMS as SMS/MMS messages over the mobile service or via iMessage over Wi-Fi or mobile service for anyone using an iPhone, iPad, iPod Touch, or Mac. Text sent and received with iMessage is not included in the SMS/MMS delivery in the mobile messaging plan, but mobile data charges may apply.

iMessage texts may contain photos, videos, and other information. You can see when others type and send read receipts to let them know when you have read their messages. For security reasons, messages sent using iMessage are encrypted before being sent.

SMS/MMS texts display in green bubbles, and iMessage texts appear in blue bubbles.

How to Log in to iMessage 


	Go to Settings> Messaging. 

	Enable iMessage. 

	When you sign in to iMessage on all your devices with the same Apple ID, messages are sent and received on iPhone on other Apple devices. Deliver a signal from any capabilities to deliver, or enable handoff to start discussions on one device and then switch to the other. On iPhone, iPad, or iPod touch, select Settings> Messaging and then turn on iMessage. 

	Open Messages on your Mac and choose one of the following options: 
	Enter your Apple ID and password, and then click Login to sign in for the first time. 

	Select Messaging> Preferences, click iMessage, and sign out if you were already signed in and wish to use a different Apple ID. 





All SMS/MMS messages sent and received on iPhone continuously appear on other iOS devices and Macs.

How to Use Messages on iCloud 


Go to Settings > [your name] > iCloud and turn on messaging (if not already).

All messages sent and received on iPhone are stored in iCloud. All of your chats will display immediately when you sign in with the same Apple ID on a new phone that has iCloud Texting enabled.

Because your messages and attachments are stored in iCloud, you may have more free space on your iPhone when you need them.

Note: iCloud messages use iCloud storage.

How to Transmit Data Small Text Messages on an iPhone 


With messaging, you can send and receive text, photos, videos, and voicemails. You can also customize your messages with animated effects, emoji stickers, iMessage apps, and more.

How to Send a Message 


You can send an SMS to one or more people.

	To start a new message, tap Compose Mail at the top of the screen or tap an existing message. 

	Enter any recipient's phone number, contact name, or Apple ID. Or tap Add and select Contacts. 

	On dual SIM models, to send an SMS/MMS message from another line, tap the displayed line, then select the other line. 

	Tap the text field, enter your message, and then tap Send to send. 

	A warning is displayed in the message that could not be sent. Tap the alarm to resend the message. 



Tip: Move the message bubble to the left to see when the message was received.

To view the details of a conversation, tap the name or phone number at the top of the screen. Tap the contact to edit the business card, share your location, view attachments, leave a group chat, and more.

From a chat, press back or drag your finger from the left side to return to the messages list.

Respond to a Message 


Ask them, Siri. Say something like this:

	"Send Elisa a message about what's going to happen." 

	"Read Bob's Last Message." 

	"The answer is great news." 



Tip: When you have an AirPods Max, AirPods Pro, AirPods (2nd generation), or other supported headphones, Siri can read incoming messages and you can reply to Siri.

Or do the following:

	In the message list, tap the conversation you want to reply to. 

	To search for contacts and content and conversations, drag down the messages list and enter what you are looking for in the search box. Tap the text field, and then enter your message. 



Tip: To replace the text with emotions, tap Next Keyboard, Emoji, or Next Keyboard, then tap any highlighted word.

	Tap Send to send the message. 



You can quickly reply to a message with a tap-back sentence (such as thumbs up or a heart). Double-tap the message bubble to which you want to reply, then select a rebound.

In a discussion, you may also react to a specific message

Share Your Name and Photo 


In messaging, you can share your name and photo when you start or reply to a new message. The photo can be an emoji or a personalized image. The first time you open the Messages app, follow the instructions on the iPhone to choose a name and photo.

	To change your name, photo, or sharing settings, open the Messages app, tap more settings, tap Edit name and photo, and do one of the following: 
	To edit your profile picture: Tap Edit, then select an option. 

	To change your name: Tap the text boxes where your name appears. 

	To change who can see your profile: You can also use the message's name and photo for your Apple ID and My Card and Contacts. 





Record Conversation 


Do one of the following:

	Swipe the conversation to the right and then tap Record. 

	Touch and hold the conversation, then drag to the top of the list. 

	Publish the conversation. 



You can record some conversations at the top of the messages list.

Do one of the following:

	Drag a conversation to the bottom of the list after touching and holding it. 

	Touch and hold the conversation, then touch lock. 



Switch from a Messaging Conversation to FaceTime Audio or Video Call 


In messaging, you can make a FaceTime audio or video call with the person you are talking to.

	In the messaging conversation, tap. 

	Tap FaceTime Audio or FaceTime Video. 



What Can I Do if I Don't Have a SIM Removal Tool? 


As previously stated, any paper clip may be used in place of a SIM removal tool. You do, however, have additional choices. So here's what more you can do with it.

	Safety pin: Generally speaking, safety pins are very thick. So, to fit inside the SIM card tray hole, select the tiniest and thinnest safety pin you can. 

	Staple: Regular household staples should fit through the SIM card tray hole, but be cautious while using them (since they're very stiff). 

	Mechanical pencil: There's a good chance you have a mechanical pencil in your house. If you opt to utilize it, be sure to increase the lead with a few clicks. Then, since the lead may be fragile, be extra cautious while inserting it into the SIM card tray hole. 

	Toothpick: If you have larger toothpicks around the house, cut part of the wood away to make the toothpick smaller. Then, carefully slide it into the SIM card tray hole, being careful not to damage the tip. 

	Sewing pin: And, last but not least, get the tiniest sewing pin you can find. It'll serve as a suitable substitute for a SIM removal tool. 



How to Turn Off Silent Mode on iPhone 13 


You can choose how you're informed about calls, texts, notifications, and other alerts on your brand-new iPhone. That said, if you're missing alerts because your iPhone is in Silent mode, you'll need to fiddle a little to reverse that setting.

Using a Hardware Button/Switch to Turn Off Silent Mode on the iPhone 13

Likely, you've accidentally enabled Silent mode by pressing a hardware button. So, here's how to disable Silent mode using that technique.

	Take a look at the left-hand side of your iPhone. Three buttons should be visible there. 

	There will be a switch at the top. NB: It allows you to choose between Ring and Silent modes. 

	If the switch is orange, that indicates Silent mode is turned on. 

	Make sure the switch is on the right side. 

	Check that no orange is visible, indicating that Silent mode has been disabled. 



The Silent mode should usually be deactivated using the methods outlined above.

Using the Settings App to Turn Off Silent Mode on the iPhone 13

	Open the Settings app on your iPhone. 

	Next, go to “Sound & Haptics.” 

	Look for the “Ringer and Alerts” area. 

	Your iPhone will be in Silent mode if it is put on the left side. 

	Make sure to move the slider to the right side of the screen to increase the volume. 

	A switch labeled “Change with Buttons” is located just below the “Ringer” slider. If you select this option, you'll be able to adjust the master volume using the volume controls on your iPhone. However, if you deactivate that option, the volume buttons won't influence the volume of the ringer or alerts (they'll function separately). 



How to Set up an Emergency Medical ID 


Medical ID and SOS are both potentially life-saving features. Both aren't flashy features that are often utilized, which is why it's easy to forget to set up a Medical ID or, in the case of SOS, to be uncertain how to use it. However, having them set up and understanding how they operate is very beneficial.

Medical ID enables users to save critical health information and emergency contact information on the Lock screen, which first responders may access. With iOS 15, your Medical ID can be immediately delivered to first responders when an emergency call is received.

When it comes to SOS, there are two options for activating the emergency function.

How to Set up or Update My iPhone's Medical ID 


	To gain access to all of the features, make sure you're running iOS 15. 

	Open the Health application. 

	Go through the new welcome splash screen, which will allow you to set up or update your Medical ID and enable the new function of sharing during emergency calls. 

	When you're done, tap Done. 

	After you've updated or set up your Health profile, go to the top of the Health app and hit Review Medical ID Access, then follow the instructions. 



Tip: Also, keep in mind that you may add more than one emergency contact, up to a total of two dozen. I didn't discover the maximum, but I did get to the twenty-fifth.

You may check your sharing options once you've finished editing your Medical ID profile. Here you may enable the new "Share Medical ID Information During an Emergency Call" feature.

	Return to the Health app > touch your profile photo in the upper right corner > select Medical ID > Edit > slide to the bottom to modify these settings at any moment in the future. 



How to Change the SOS Settings on iPhone 13 Mini 


To contact emergency services, there are three methods to activate the SOS function on your iPhone. In the most recent version of iOS, two of the more automated features are switched on by default.

Users of newer iPhones may start a five-second countdown by pressing and holding the Side button and either of the volume keys (previously three seconds). This is referred to as "Auto Call."

The second method is to push the Side button (or the sleep/wake button) quickly, known as the Call with Side Button. The SOS slider on the power-off screen is the third option.

Here's how to alter these options:

	Go to the Settings menu. 

	Swipe down and press the Emergency SOS button. 

	Toggle options off/on to choose which SOS options you'd want to utilize. 



About Siri 


Siri is a must-have feature for every iPhone user, and the AI is making a comeback on the iPhone 13. Siri can help you organize your calendars and activate sections of your phone when you're away from it or driving, allowing you to keep track of your ideas and plans when you don't have access to your phone.

Follow these steps to set up and activate Siri on your iPhone 13:

	Select "Siri and search" from the Settings menu. 

	From here, ensure that the "push side button for Siri" is enabled. NB: Other choices are available depending on your preferences. 

	Once Siri is enabled, you can hold down the side power button at any time to summon Siri, who can assist you create reminders and more. 



You can also have Siri listen to you all the time. Saying "Hey Siri" in this instance will cause Siri to immediately respond to your request and turn it on. Whether or not you have the Listen for "Hey Siri" function enabled, voice commands are always active when your phone is charging.

Siri also includes accessibility features that allow you to modify the procedure, such as the ability to type instead of talking to Siri. Go to "settings," then "accessibility," and then "Siri" to activate those features.


CHAPTER 3:    
Basic Telephone Functions 


The iPhone 13 Pro and 13 Pro Max feature the same squared-off design as their predecessors, the iPhone 12 Pro and 12 Pro Max. Both the matte-finished back and the shiny stainless steel side are still there, but both phones are available in four different colors:

	Graphite 

	Gold 

	Silver (with a white back) 

	Sierra Blue, a new color 



Display Size 


The iPhone 13 Pro has a 6.1” display just like the standard iPhone 13, but with ProMotion, the difference will be obvious in the handling and usage. The iPhone 13 Pro Max has a huge 6.7” screen that offers you plenty of space to watch your favorite videos, engage in immersive gaming, and create more content than ever

The Brightest Smartphone Display Outdoors 


The screens of the iPhone 13 Pro models are brighter than any other iPhone display. The peak brightness of the screens of both iPhone 13 Pro models can reach 1000 nits, as compared to the 800 nits of the iPhone 12 Pro models. When viewing high dynamic range (HDR) videos, however, all iPhone 13 models (both Pro and non-Pro) can reach 1200 nits. The screens on the iPhone 13 Pro models are currently the brightest smartphone displays for outdoor use, with a peak outdoor brightness of 1000 nits, as no other smartphone has a greater peak outdoor brightness that exceeds 900 nits. For reference, the Samsung Galaxy S21 Ultra's display (Samsung's biggest flagship Galaxy S device for 2021) has a peak brightness of 900 nits outside and can reach 1500 nits when viewing HDR content.

ProMotion (120Hz) Display Is a Pro-Exclusive Feature 


The new Super Retina XDR display with ProMotion on the iPhone 13 Pro models has a variable refresh rate that ranges between 10Hz and 120Hz depending on what’s on display, to offer buttery smooth navigation and immersive video viewing experience. Due to ProMotion on the iPhone 13 Pro and 13 Pro Max OLED displays, animations and scrolling are smoother, and gaming is more immersive, improving the overall user experience.

Dual-SIM e-SIM 


All iPhone 13 models support dual e-SIM, which means that you can have a conventional Nano-SIM and two e-SIM cards (making a total of three SIMs on one iPhone 13 device). Embedded SIM (or e-SIM) refers to a digital SIM card embedded directly into a mobile device. No physical SIM cards are required, and there is no need to perform any physical SIM change or insertion on your mobile device. For e-SIM to operate, it must be supported and activated by the network or carrier. One advantage of e-SIMs is that they protect your device from theft, as the smartphone is always trackable since the SIM is non-removable.

Storage & Pricing 


The iPhone 13 range has a total of 128GB of storage on all of its base models, with the iPhone 13 Pro starting at $999 and the iPhone 13 Pro Max starting at $1,099.

You can purchase an iPhone with one terabyte (1TB) of storage space for the first time, which is a significant upgrade. The 1TB storage option is only available on the Pro versions of the iPhone 13 range, and it raises the price of the 1TB version of the iPhone 13 Pro Max to $1,599 from $1,499 before.

Void Warranty for Water Damage 


Your iPhone 13 warranty will become invalid if your iPhone gets damaged by water. You might be wondering how this is possible, given that all iPhone 13 models are IP68-water-resistant certified. Although the iPhone 13 has water and dust resistance, this resistance can be compromised if you submerge it in chlorinated pool water or saltwater. Since Apple can’t carry out any tests to determine the kind of liquid that damaged your iPhone 13 device and at what depth, it voids all warranty claims once an iPhone is reported to have been damaged by water. To be on the safe side, get AppleCare, which is Apple’s in-house insurance for their electronic products and offers extended warranty beyond the limited one-year warranty and three-month technical support. AppleCare+ extends the one-year limited warranty on the device as well as the ninety-day technical support period. You can also get affordable third-party insurance that covers accidental damage.

The Top Camera Features Detailed 


Primary (Back) Camera

The iPhone 13 and 13 Mini both have the same dual-camera setup at the back:

	A 12-megapixel Telephoto camera with Phase Detection Auto Focus (PDAF), Sensor-Shift Optical Image Stabilization (OIS), an f/2.8 aperture, and increased length (now 77mm) enabling 3x optical (lossless) zoom. 

	A 12-megapixel Wide camera with Phase Detection Auto Focus (PDAF), Sensor-Shift Optical Image Stabilization (OIS), a larger sensor with 1.9 µm pixels (the largest ever on an iPhone) and an f/1.5 aperture. 

	A 12-megapixel Ultra-Wide camera with Phase Detection Auto Focus (PDAF), an f/1.8 aperture, and a 120° field of view (FOV). 

	LiDAR (Light Detection and Ranging) scanner for depth mapping 



For video:

4K (3840 x 2160 pixel) HD video recording at 24, 30, and 60 frames per second (fps), 1080p (Full HD) video recording at 30/60/120/240 fps, 10-bit High Dynamic Range (HDR) recording, ProRes video recording, Dolby Vision HDR, stereo sound recording.

Front-Facing (Selfie) Camera

A 12-megapixel “TrueDepth” camera with biometrics and depth sensor, f/2.2 aperture, 23mm Wide camera, and HDR capabilities.

For video:

4K (3840 x 2160 pixel) HD video recording at 24, 30, and 60 fps, 1080p (Full HD) video recording at 30, 60, and 120 fps, gyroscope-enables electronic image stabilization (EIS).

On the iPhone 13 Pro versions, a new primary camera sensor has been added; it has been described as the largest camera sensor ever used on an iPhone. Apple claims it can collect 1.5 times the amount of light than the iPhone 12 Pro Max sensor can.

Telephoto

A new Telephoto lens with 77mm focal length and 3x optical (lossless) zoom is now available, 1.5x longer than the Telephoto lens on the iPhone 12 Pro and 1.2x longer than the Telephoto lens on the iPhone 12 Pro Max. This lens is 1.5 times longer than the Telephoto lens on the iPhone 12 Pro Max. The Telephoto lens of the iPhone 13 Pro and 13 Pro Max also has 15x digital zoom for further shots.

Ultra-Wide

Apple has also redesigned the Ultra-Wide camera, giving it 3x optical (lossless) zoom-in capability, 2x lossless zoom-out, for a combined total of 6x optical zoom range. The Ultra-Wide camera not only improves low-light performance by over 90 percent, but it also powers the iPhone 13 Pro models' new Macro mode. In comparison to the iPhone 12 Pro, the regular Wide camera of the iPhone 13 Pro offers twice the low-light performance of its predecessor.

Night Mode Enhancements

For Night Mode, the low-light technology will now be accessible on all three of the iPhone 13 Pro's rear cameras. Smart HDR 4 and Apple's advanced computer vision help to improve low-light photos on the iPhone 13 Pro and 13 Pro Max. There is also Night Mode for Portrait pictures, courtesy of the LiDAR Scanner, which uses advanced depth mapping to generate portraits in poorly-lit settings.

ProRAW

Apple's adaptation of the RAW lossless image compression format, ProRAW, which debuted on the iPhone 12 Pro and 12 Pro Max, is still exclusive to the Pro versions of iPhones in the iPhone 13 series. The RAW digital image storage format is common on midrange and flagship cameras and allows professional photographers to preserve as much detail as possible in a shot. When you press the shutter, highly compressed formats like JPEG discard data it deems unimportant, whereas RAW formats save the majority of data.

The term comes from the fact that these files are primarily raw data. You can alter how your smartphone renders the image after it is shot by adjusting specific settings. Pro RAW files are ideal for performing edits such as adjusting the exposure, as a large amount of raw data retains greater information in the brightest elements in an image (highlights) and shadows. If you’re someone who loves to edit your photos and need the extra flexibility that having an unedited raw photo file gives, then definitely consider the Pro iPhone 13 models over the standard iPhone 13 models since ProRAW is limited to iPhone 13 Pro and 13 Pro.

The ProRes feature for the iPhone 13 Pro and 13 Pro Max

The Pro models have an A15 Bionic-assisted capability dubbed ProRes, which is exclusive to the iPhone. The iPhone 13 Pro and iPhone 13 Pro Max can now capture ProRes videos (video recording in RAW format), something lots of professional videographers might be excited about.

ProRes (short for Professional Resolution) is a sophisticated lossless video compression format commonly utilized as the final delivery format for top-tier video productions to give greater color fidelity and minimal compression. When you shoot a video in ProRes, you can be sure to get the most out of your video file, which is especially beneficial for individuals who color grade their films or use video editing tools like Adobe Premiere Pro or Final Cut Pro.

As a result, it’s probable that Apple foresaw a storage issue owing to the massive size of ProRes files and designed a 1TB iPhone 13 Pro model to address the issue in advance.

The new ProRes feature, the hardware-accelerated ability to record video at a much higher bit rate, preserves more quality, and allows for more editing flexibility, is an exciting feature to look forward to using on the iPhone 13 Pro models. However, it has some limitations. If you own the 128GB base model of any iPhone 13 Pro device, you can only record ProRes video in 1080p at 30 frames per second (fps) instead of 4K at 30fps on the higher storage models. The reason why the 128GB Pro iPhone 13 models can only record at a lower write speed (1080p at 30fps) than the 256GB+ models could be because of the typically large file sizes of ProRes videos.

iPhone 13 Pro and 13 Pro Max can capture 4K video at 30fps using the ProRes codec, which is specifically tailored for Apple's proprietary Final Cut Pro video editing software for Macintosh computers. Although ProRes support is not included with the iPhone 13 Pro models out of the box, it is planned to be made available as a software update for compatible iPhone 13 models in the future.

ProRes Workflow

One important feature to note is the iOS Workflow, which is, to be more specific, getting the recorded ProRes footage from your iPhone 13 Pro device to your computer for further work. Typically, you would use iCloud or AirDrop. Still, ProRes files will likely be a few dozen times larger than the typical High-Efficiency Video Coding (HEVC) video compression standard, the traditional compression format for iPhone video files. The large ProRes file sizes and relatively slower transfer speeds of AirDrop and iCloud mean that you’re better off using a lightning connector for a quicker transfer time.

Apple still uses USB 2.0 speeds (25MB/s) for lightning cable file transfers. The implication of using such a low write speed for file transfer via lightning cable is that transferring a file of 20GB will take almost 14 minutes.

Telephoto Module Downgrades

The standard iPhone 13 and the 13 Pro models have larger sensors than their iPhone 12 counterparts, with the Pro model having some significant improvements (such as a 77mm focal length and 3x optical zoom). However, some of these camera changes are downgrades. For example, even though the new telephoto camera on the iPhone 13 Pro gets a 3x optical zoom, Apple also slightly decreased the aperture. The Pro models in the iPhone 13 lineup have an f2.8 aperture compared to an f2.0 aperture on the iPhone 12 Pro and an f2.2 on the iPhone 12 Pro Max (when sizing an aperture, the smaller the number attached to the f, the larger the aperture). A smaller aperture on the iPhone 13 Pro models relative to their iPhone 12 counterparts means that, when compared to their iPhone 12 counterparts, the telephoto lens on the iPhone 13 Pro Max now captures 21% less light, and the iPhone 13 Pro’s telephoto lens now captures 28% less light.

Improved Low-light Recording with Expanded Night Mode Video Support

All cameras on the Pro models of the iPhone 13 series now have Night mode support, as there is now Night mode for the Telephoto module to deliver even better low-light performance. This expanded Night mode support is great for photos and videos. All you have to do is position your camera correctly, and the camera will capture amazing detail in low-light conditions. If you enjoy filmmaking, the Pro variants of the iPhone 13 series may be the ideal models for you.

However, you might notice a negligible drop in quality when shooting with the Telephoto lens on the iPhone 13 Pro models relative to their iPhone 12 Pro counterparts. However, taking telephoto videos in low-light isn’t popular, so that minor quality drop might mean very little to most users.

Macro Mode

The iPhone 13 Pro's and 13 Pro Max's Ultra Wide cameras now support Macro photography. The Macro photography support is due to the new automatic focusing ability on the Ultra Wide cameras of the iPhone 13 Pro and 13 Pro Max (the first for an iPhone's Ultra Wide lens) and the improved lens design and software upgrades. When you reach within a few centimeters of your subject, this Macro photography mode is activated automatically. iPhone 13 Pro and 13 Pro Max users will be able to take detailed photos from as near as 2cm from the subject. The Macro mode feature will also have video support, time-lapse, and slow-motion modes.

Photographic Styles (Smart HDR 4)

Apple's computational photography abilities are improving and it's once again evident with the iPhone 13 lineup, delivering an improvement over the iPhone 12's Smart HDR 3 technology. Photographic Styles, a new iPhone feature available on all iPhone 13 devices, allows you to add an altogether new degree of customization. To enable the Photographic Styles feature, launch the Camera app and then press the upward-pointing arrow at the top of the Camera app. Then, to enable the feature, touch the Photographic Styles icon. The Photographic Styles feature, unlike basic photo filters, automatically alters the tone and warmth of your photographs to give profound shadows, bright and bold colors, cool or warm filters, without compromising skin tones.

With Smart HDR 4, there is substantial improvement in color, contrast, and lighting, including support for multiple subjects in group shots.

Smart HDR 4 now has better color, contrast, and lighting for each subject in a group shot, especially in challenging settings, making photographs more lifelike. There's also a significant improvement in Night mode.

Enhanced HDR Video Capabilities

The iPhone 13 Pro and Pro Max will support complete professional workflows in Dolby Vision HDR. With the Pro versions of the iPhone 13, you can now record, edit, and transfer HDR videos. The iPhone 13 Pro and 13 Pro Max can record high dynamic range footage in Dolby Vision HDR format at 4K resolution at a frame rate of 60 frames per second. However, when watched on a screen without HDR capability, the recorded HDR video will seem as if it were shot in standard definition, as you’ll need a display with HDR support to appreciate the actual quality. The sub-HDR clarity on a non-HDR screen is because the captured Dolby Vision data is stored independently.

Enhanced Sensor-Shift OIS

On iPhone 12 series, sensor-shift optical image stabilization was only available on the iPhone 12 Pro Max. All the other iPhone 12 models had conventional optical image stabilization. In standard optical image stabilization (OIS), the camera rapidly alters its optical path by moving the lens laterally to compensate for unstable smartphone handling when shooting videos. However, in sensor shift OIS (available on all iPhone 13 models), the iPhone cancels out any shaking effect by shifting the image sensor itself. Adjusting the camera sensor for subject balance is known as sensor-shift stabilization since the camera's sensor performs image stabilization. Because the image sensor is significantly lighter than the lens body (the actual tube-shaped structure that houses all of the lens's inner components) and can turn more easily, sensor-shift OIS leads to more responsive and accurate image stabilization.


CHAPTER 4:    
Correct Use of Functions 


How to Open Apps 


You can easily access your apps from the home screen or the App library. To do that, swipe upwards from the edge of the screen, or press the Home button to access the Home Screen.

Swipe left to view other apps on the home screen pages.

Swipe left past all of your Home Screen pages to see the App Library, which organizes your apps by category.

Finally, tap an app's icon to launch it

How to Set up Cellular Service 


To set up a cellular connection on your iPhone, you’ll need a SIM card from your carrier network. Your smartphone can connect to a carrier network by using either a physical SIM card or an eSIM.

How to Install a Physical SIM 


Insert the SIM eject tool into the SIM tray's small hole, and after that, press on toward the iPhone to eject the tray. The shape and orientation of the SIM tray are determined by the iPhone model as well as your country or region. Remove the iPhone's tray, and then insert the SIM card into the tray. The correct orientation is determined by the angled corner. Replace the tray in the iPhone.

Setting up a Cellular Connection With eSIM 


Navigate to Settings, choose cellular, then select Add Cellular Plan. Choose one of the following options:

	Create a new plan using the QR code provided by your carrier: Place the iPhone in such a way that the QR code appears in the frame, or enter the information manually. Your carrier may request that you enter a confirmation code. 

	Install an assigned cellular plan: If your carrier notifies you that a plan has been assigned to you, click Carrier Cellular Plan Ready to Be Installed. Transferring a SIM card from an old iPhone to a new iPhone: Select your phone number from the drop-down menu. 



The last thing to do here is to click “add cellular plan.”

How to Set up iCloud 


iCloud is a safe and secure way to store your photos, documents, videos, backups, and other files and automatically update them across all of your devices. You can also export photos, calendars, notes, folders, and files with friends and family using iCloud. iCloud provides you with an email account as well as 5 GB of free data storage.

Go to settings, and click your name icon at the top. After doing this, select iCloud. The iCloud storage meter as well as the apps and features that can be used with iCloud, such as mail, contacts, and messages will be displayed in the settings. You can then go on to do any of the following.

Check the status of your iCloud storage.

Enable the features you want to use, such as photos, mail, contacts, and Messages.

How to Set up Mail, Contacts, and Calendar Accounts 


How to Set up a Mail Account

	Navigate to Settings, select Mail, click Accounts and then Add Account. 

	Choose one of the following options: 
	Select an email service, such as iCloud or Microsoft Exchange, and then enter your email account information. 

	To create a new account, go to Other, Add Mail Account, and then enter your information. 





How to Set up a Contacts Account

	Navigate to Settings, click contacts, then select accounts. Under that, tap Add Account and click Other. 

	Tap Add LDAP Account or Add CardDAV Account, and then enter your server and account information. 



How to Set up a Calendar Account

	Navigate to Settings, select calendar, under Accounts, click Add Account. 

	Tap Other, then choose one of the following options: 
	Set up a calendar account: Tap Add CalDAV Account, then fill in your server and account information; 

	Calendars in iCal (.ics) format can be subscribed to using the following methods: Tap Add Subscribed Calendar, then enter the URL of the .ics file you want to subscribe to or import a .ics file from Mail. 





How to Search with iPhone 


You can search for a lot of stuff on the iPhone. This includes apps, contacts, as well as information within apps like Mail, Messages, and Photos, and even text in your photos. You can search for and open web pages, images, and information about artists, athletes, entertainers, TV stars, and movies. You can also check the financial market information, as well as perform calculations such as unit conversions.

The great thing about this is that you can search from anywhere on your iPhone, including the Lock Screen, and select which apps you want to see in the search results. Search provides recommendations centered on your app usage and updates results as you type.

How to Search on Your iPhone

	Swipe down from the center of the home or Lock the Screen. 

	Input what you're trying to look for in the search field. 

	Perform any of the following: 
	You will be able to see more results on the screen when the keyboard is hidden. Then click search. 

	To find out a little more about a search suggestion: Click it, and then open it by tapping one of the results. 

	To begin a new search: In the search field, press the clear text button. 





Searching in Apps

A lot of apps have a search feature or a search bar to help you find anything within the app. A good example is how you search for a specific location in the Maps app.

	Tap the search field or the Search button in an app. 

	Swipe down from the top if you don't see a search field or button. 

	Enter your search term, then press the Search button. 



To turn off Search Suggestions, navigate to Settings, and select Siri & Search, then disable Suggestions while Searching. To disable Location Services for suggestions, go to Settings, navigate to privacy and click location-based suggestions from the drop-down menu. Finally, turn off Location-Based Suggestions by tapping System Services.

How to Use Gestures in iPhone 


There are a few gestures you can do on the iPhone, and they include the gestures of touch and hold. The instructions on how to perform those gestures are as follows.

	Tap: Click the screen lightly using one finger. 

	Touch and hold: To view a sneak peek of the contents simply click and hold the items in an app or the control center. Touch and hold an app icon on the Home Screen or in App Library for a few seconds to open a quick actions menu. 

	Swipe: To do this, quickly swipe one finger across the screen. 

	Scroll: Swipe one finger across the screen without lifting it. In Photos, for example, you can pull a list up or down to see more, and even perform a quick scroll by swiping speedily. Touch the screen to stop scrolling 

	Zoom: To zoom, place two fingers next to each other on the screen, and spread them apart to zoom in, or bring them closer together to zoom out. You can also zoom in by double-tapping a photo or a webpage, and then zoom out by double-tapping again. In Maps, double-tap and hold, then drag up or down to zoom in or out. 



How to Adjust Volume on iPhone 


When you're using the phone and doing things like listening to music, watching movies, or other media-related activities on your iPhone, you can change the audio volume using the buttons on the side of your device.

The buttons, on the other hand, function to control the volume of the ringer, alerts, and other sound effects. You can as well use Siri to adjust the volume. A simple instruction saying, “Hey Siri, turn up the volume or turn down the volume,” will do the job.

The volume can be changed in the control center if your phone is locked or you’re currently using an app. In addition, if you want to silence all calls and notifications, open Control Center, and then click Focus, followed by Do Not Disturb.

Add or Change the Keyboard 


You can enable or disable typing features like spell checking, and insert keyboards for writing in multiple languages, as well as modify the design of your onscreen or wireless keyboard.

A neat trick you can do here is to type in two languages without switching between keyboards when you add keyboards for other languages. Your keyboard will automatically switch between the two languages you use the most.

How to Add or Remove a Keyboard for Another Language

	Navigate to Settings, select general and click the keyboard. You can then go ahead to perform the following: 
	Add a keyboard: Select a keyboard from the list by tapping Add New Keyboard. Add more keyboards by repeating the process. 

	Remove a keyboard: Click Edit, then tap the Delete button next to the keyboard you want to remove, then click Done. 

	Rearrange your keyboard list as follows: Tap Edit, then drag the Reorder button next to a keyboard to a new position in the list before tapping Done. 





How to Change to a Different Keyboard

Touch and hold the next keyboard, emoji, or switch keyboard keys while typing text. Next is to tap the name of the keyboard to which you want to switch. You can also switch between keyboards by tapping the Next Keyboard Emoji key or the Switch Keyboard key. Continue tapping to gain access to other keyboards that have been enabled.

How to Allocate a Different Arrangement to a Keyboard

You can use a different keyboard layout that does not correspond to the keys on your keyboard. To do this, navigate to settings and select general. Under that, click Keyboard and select keyboards to configure your keyboard. Choose an appropriate layout from the list after selecting a language at the top of the screen.

How to Set up Siri 


Chatting with Siri is a quick and easy way to complete tasks. You can ask Siri to translate a phrase, set a timer, find a destination, or provide weather information, among a host of other things.

When you ask it a question, it sends your inquiry and audio to the Cloud for interpretation before returning it to your device for a response. This has changed as Siri can now perform a few tasks without ever connecting to the Cloud or even an internet connection. Siri is now also smarter as you can engage it in longer conversations.

If you failed to set up Siri when setting up your iPhone for the first time, you can do it in settings. Navigate to settings and click Siri and search. Go ahead to do the following:

	If you choose to use your voice to activate Siri, turn on listen for “Hey Siri.” 

	If you would like to activate Siri with a button, turn on Click Side Button for Siri (on an iPhone with Face ID) or Tap Home for Siri (on an iPhone with a Home button). 



How to Activate Siri 


Upon setting up with your voice, you will hear an audible response from Siri. You can then begin to use the voice assistant. Just say, "Hey Siri," then ask Siri a question or have her perform a task for you.

For example, you could ask Siri, "Hey, Siri, which team won el Clasico yesterday?" or, “Hey, Siri, set a timer for 90 seconds.” Say "Hey Siri" again or click the Listen button to ask Siri another question or perform another task.

How to Use Text to Communicate With Siri 


If you don’t want to use your voice to communicate with Siri, you can just use texts. To do this, navigate to settings, go to accessibility, and click Siri, then select type to Siri. To make a request, first, activate Siri, then use the keyboard and text field to input your request and ask Siri a question or have Siri perform a task for you.

How to Change the Wallpaper 


Select an image or photo as the Lock Screen or Home Screen wallpaper on your iPhone. You can select between dynamic and static images. Navigate to Settings, select wallpaper, and click select new wallpaper.

Perform any of the following:

	Select a preset image from a list at the top of the screen. It could be dynamic, stills, etc. 

	Choose one of your pictures. Click an album, then tap the photo. To readjust an image, pinch it open to zoom in on it, then drag it with your finger to move it. 

	To turn on perspective zoom, just tap the Parallax Effect button, which causes your wallpaper to appear to "move" when you change your viewing angle. This is only available with some wallpaper options. 

	Tap Set, then select one of the following options: 



	Set as Lock Screen. 

	Set as Home Screen. 

	Set both. 



How to Set up a Live Photo as Wallpaper

Other than the iPhone SE, you can set a live photo as your wallpaper on all iPhone models. The Live Photo can be viewed on your Lock Screen and not on your Home Screen. Navigate to Settings, click wallpaper, and tap select new wallpaper.

Perform the following actions:

	Tap Live and then select a Live Photo. 

	Click the Live Photos album, and then select a Live Photo. Sometimes, you might have to wait for it to download. 

	Choose set lock screen after clicking set. 

	Touch and hold the Lock Screen to play the Live Photo. 



How to Change the Name of Your iPhone 


To do this, navigate to settings, under general, select About, and then click Name. The next thing to do is to click the clear text button and input a new name. Click done to save the change.

How to Change the Language and Region of Your iPhone 


During the setup process, you select the language and region of your iPhone. You can also change the language or region if you travel or relocate.

	Navigate to Settings, click General, and then select language and region. Set the following parameters: 
	The iPhone's language 

	The location 

	The calendar layout 

	The temperature scale (Celsius or Fahrenheit) 





How to Organize Apps in Folders 


Having a lot of Apps on your home screen can be quite overwhelming. You can then arrange them in folders so that you can easily locate them.

Creating a Folder

	Hold your finger on the Home Screen background until the apps start to jiggle. 

	Drag one app onto another to make a folder. Other apps can be added to the folder by dragging them in. NB: The folder can contain multiple pages of apps. 

	Touch and hold the folder to rename it, then tap Rename and enter a new name. 

	Click Done when you’ve finished, and then tap the home screen background twice. 



Tip: If you want to delete a folder, first open the folder and remove all the apps inside it. This will automatically delete the folder.

How to Move an App From a Folder to the Home Screen

You can also move an app from a folder to the home screen so that you can easily access it. Use the following steps:

	Navigate to the Home Screen page that contains the app's folder, then open it by tapping the folder 

	Touch and hold the app until it starts to jiggle. 

	Drag the application from the folder to the Home Screen. 



How to Add Widgets 


Widgets provide quick access to current information from your favorite apps, such as recent news, weather, calendar events, battery levels, and more. Widgets can be viewed in Today View. You can also add widgets to your Home Screen to keep this information nearby.

How to Add a Widget to Your Home Screen

	Navigate to the Home Screen page where you want to place the widget, then tap and hold the Home Screen background to move it into jiggle mode. Use the following actions to add the widget. 
	To access the widget gallery, tap the Add Widget button at the top of the screen. 

	Browse or search for the widget you want, then tap it to access the size options by swiping left and right. 

	The various sizes display varying amounts of information. 

	When you've found the right size, tap Add Widget. 

	Move the widget to where you want it on the screen while the apps are still jiggling, then tap Done. 





How to Remove a Widget From Your Home Screen

Sometimes, your screen can get stacked with widgets, so you might want to remove a few of them. Here’s how to do that.

	Click and hold the widget to bring up the quick actions menu. 

	Then, tap Remove widget followed by Remove. 



Find Places With Maps 


You can use the Maps app to look for locations, landmarks, and services, among other things.

Find a Location

	Inquire about Siri. "Show me the potter shop." 

	Alternatively, you can touch the search box (located at the top of the search card) and start entering. 

	The search card displays the results of a search for the phrase "8th and Market." 



You may do searches in a variety of ways. For instance:

	Intersection (“School and 7th”) 

	Area ("Toledo Town") 

	Landmark (“Guggenheim”) 

	(“63322”) as a zip code 

	Business ("Market," "restaurants in Denver," "Apple Inc. in New York") 



If you get a list of results, scroll down to see more items. Press a search result to learn more about it or to get directions to it.

Configure Leaving and Arrival Times for Driving

This is a long-standing function of Google Maps, and it's very helpful if you have a trip scheduled soon and want to know how long it will take to get there or when you should leave to arrive at a certain time.

	Enter your destination in Apple Maps' search box and press Search. 

	To get instructions, press the Driving directions icon. 

	Select Leaving Now. 

	Select a time and date using the Leave at and Arrive by options. 

	Press Done. 



How to Recognize Landmarks, Plants, and Pets Using Visual Lookup

	Select a picture with a clearly defined subject, like a flower or animal, from the Photos app. 

	At the lower part of the screen, look for the information I symbol. If it has a little star next to it, touch it; this indicates that there is a Visual Lookup available. 

	To view the Lookup search results, press the little icon in the center of the image. 

	Search outcome will contain image lookalike, Siri results, and web information. 



Get Walking Directions in Augmented Reality

In a nod to Google Maps, the new augmented reality mode uses your iPhone's back camera to overlay walking instructions onto the actual environment, making it simpler to see where you need to go in densely populated places and eliminating the need to glance down at your smartphone as you go.

Create a walking path first, then just raise your iPhone and scan the surrounding buildings when asked. The step-by-step instructions will display automatically in AR mode, which should make it simpler to navigate, particularly in instances when the directions are confusing. The augmented reality functionality will be accessible in key supported cities beginning in late 2021, including London, Los Angeles, New York, Philadelphia, San Diego, San Francisco, and Washington, DC.

How to Locate Transit Stations Near You 


	Pull up the menu card in the Maps app and press More close to "Favorites." 

	Select Nearby Public Transportation from the "Siri Suggestions" menu. To add it to your Favorites, press the plus symbol next to it. 



You'll see a categorized list of nearby transportation options. Press one to learn more about it, including the stops the train or bus has made and will make, other future departures for this destination, as well as delay information.

To easily locate a route, scroll down to the bottom of the stops display and press Line Pin under "Line Options." You can also go back to the previous Nearby Public Transportation menu and slide right on a transit line/route to see the yellow Pin icon.

Note that pinned routes will always display at the upper part of the "Nearby Public Transport" option and that you can just unpin a path by swiping right on it to reveal a yellow Unpin icon.

Use Siri to Control HomeKit Devices 


For instance, if you want your blinds to open at 8:00 a.m. the next morning, you may say, "Hey, Siri, open the blinds at 8:00 a.m." Siri now reacts to geographical instructions, such as "Hey Siri, turn off the lights when I leave." When you instruct Siri to operate a HomeKit device in this manner, automation is created in the Home app's "Automation" section. To remove an Automation generated by Siri in the Home app, just slide leftward and hit Delete.

Also, HomeKit developers may add Siri functionality to their products with iOS 15. To use Siri commands with 3rd-party devices, you must buy a HomePod to pass the requests through. Siri integration enables third-party HomeKit items to be managed through Siri commands tasks like setting reminders, controlling devices, and broadcasting messages.

Use Siri Offline 


Once you've upgraded to iOS 15, there's no need to activate anything to let Siri function offline. It is capable of handling the following kinds of requests without communicating with Apple's servers:

	Timer and alarms should be created and deactivated. 

	Launch applications. 

	Control the playing of Apple Music and Podcasts audio. 

	Control system preferences, including accessibility features, loudness, Low Power Mode, and Airplane mode. 



If you are working with a cellular data or Wi-Fi connection and you request Siri to perform an action that needs internet access—like messaging someone, weather forecasting, or playing streamed content—you'll get a response like “You'll need to be online to do that” or “I can assist you with that once you are connected to the internet.

Use Siri to Announce Notifications 


	Open the Settings application. 

	Navigate to Notifications. 

	Select Announce Notifications from the " Siri " menu. 

	Slide the switch next to Announce Notifications to the green ON position. 



To have Siri broadcast all notifications from a particular app, just pick the app in the list under "Announce Notifications From" and flip the Announce Notifications switch.

Nota bene: If a notification is about actions, Siri will wait for your answer after reading it, so you do not need to say "Hey Siri" to proceed.

Use Siri for CarPlay control 


Take any of these actions until Siri beeps:

	On the steering wheel, press and hold the voice command button. 

	On a touchscreen that displays CarPlay, press and hold the CarPlay Dashboard or CarPlay Home button. 

	Ask Siri a question or instruct her to do a task. 



Inquire of Siri. Make statements such as:

	"Get directions to the next restaurant." 

	"Call Maya Block." 

	“Play similar songs.” 

	“Remind me to pack my clothes in the line.” 




CHAPTER 5:    
Apps—Payments, Family, Children, Maps, Music, Bank, Car, Social, etc. 


Adding Debit or Credit Card Via Apple Pay 


Apple Pay works seamlessly with a new iPhone or iPad. When you hold up your device, you can use Apple Pay to instantly make in-app purchases, payments through websites, or purchases through the web. When you make a payment through Apple’s online stores, you can use the Apple Pay button instead of typing on a credit card number.

The beauty of Apple Pay is that it’s much faster and much safer than using a traditional payment method. The security Apple uses to protect credit cards makes it very safe to use a credit card with Apple Pay.

If you want to set up Apple Pay on your iPhone 13 device, follow these steps.

Step 1: Open the Wallet app on your iPhone.

Step 2: Touch the plus button in the bottom right corner of the app and select Apple Pay.

Step 3: Touch the payment method you want to use.

Step 4: Enter your security code and tap “Make Payment.”

Step 5: Choose your payment method from the list and confirm the payment by entering your card number and security code.

You can also select to make the payment manually by entering your credit card details and your PIN.

If you need help with making the payment, tap “Learn More.” The App Store will show you any card you’re using. Tap “Confirm Card.” You can choose to confirm a different card or use the card that was originally used to make the purchase.

Yes. Apple Pay can use all credit card brands in the US, such as American Express, MasterCard, Visa, Discover, and the US Bank.

Where Can You Use Apple Pay? 


Find a store that accepts Apple Pay. Apple Pay is currently accepted in select stores across the US, including major retailers, entertainment and transportation venues, and local retailers such as Apple stores and other major retailers.

Payments made with Apple Pay are safe because your unique security code is only shared with your bank or credit card issuer and the payment method is processed by the merchant.

Browsing Websites with the Safari Browser 


You can easily install and run web pages and apps on Safari without having to navigate to a special URL. You simply press the icon that represents the app or page you want to install. It’s that simple!

There are two ways to install web pages:

Click the icon in the Web browser, which lets you navigate to a web page, then press the Install button. For example, to download and install the latest news from the New York Times, tap the icon of the New York Times website in the browser, tap the Install button, and then the Continue button.

Open the web page directly in Safari by tapping the web page icon in the Safari toolbar. For example, tap the icon of the NYTimes.com website on the toolbar, tap Install (as if you were about to click the Install button in the NY Times app), and then tap the Continue button.

Once the web page or app is installed, the icon shows up in the Safari toolbar. You can always launch it from the toolbar by tapping the icon or by tapping the web page icon in the toolbar.

To open web pages in the background, you can pin a web page icon to the home screen.

Tap and hold an icon of a web page or app that you want to install, then drag it to the home screen. Tap Install to confirm. The app or page should be installed.

Tap the web page or app icon on the home screen to open the website or app.

Safari Home Screen 


The iPhone’s Safari web browser has made it a favorite among iPhone owners since day one and has become a very robust and capable web browser, offering many useful and powerful features. From using tabs to saving pages in Reading List, it’s easy to navigate Safari and use it as your daily web browser.

To access Safari, tap the home button on your iPhone 13 and then tap the Safari icon. You’ll find the Safari app icon in the dock.

Web page icons appear on your iPhone or iPad home screen. When you release the icon, it will be displayed on the home screen. To remove it, tap and hold, then drag the icon to the Trash.

When you pin a web page icon to the home screen, you can see a summary of the web page. Tap the name of the site to open the web page in Safari.

Double-tap the home screen to launch the Spotlight search box and type “home,” then tap the search results that appear.

Safari Features

Safari on iOS 15 offers several improvements to help you get the most out of your web browsing experience. Here’s a quick look at some of the most important changes:

	Tab-browsing. Tabs help you work faster and more efficiently online, and Safari 6 makes them easier to use than ever. For example, you can create folders of sites so you can quickly navigate between the pages of a single site or access a site’s history to return to an earlier page. 

	Faster. When you open a site in Safari, you’ll instantly see the site’s content and won’t have to wait for the page to load. With a faster web browser, it’s easier to get where you want to go quickly. 

	Saved pages. When you save a page on Reading List, you can keep it handy, so you can return to it later without leaving the Safari web browser. You can also bookmark a page and access the page’s bookmarked location using a bookmark shortcut on the bookmarks bar. 

	Save web pages as PDFs. Safari 6 now offers a PDF export option, which enables you to save any page in Safari as a PDF so you can email it, print it, or save it to your Mac. 

	Web History. If you’re not a fan of logging in to a site and signing up for an account, Safari 6 offers an option to “save the current web page” so you can easily return to it later. 

	iCloud support. This year, Apple introduced iCloud, which will sync data like your Safari history and save bookmarks to the cloud. You can access these items via the iCloud website. 

	Tabs. When you open a site in Safari, you’ll see a new tab where you can quickly open a site you’ve visited before, bookmarks you’ve saved to the Reading List, and open pages you’ve previously opened. 

	Bookmarks. You can now bookmark any web page on Safari and access your bookmarks easily by tapping on the bookmark’s icon. If you want to save a web page as a bookmark, tap the bookmark icon in Safari to open the Bookmarks screen. Tap Edit, and then tap the Add Bookmark button to add the page to your list of bookmarks. 

	Search. When you search for a word or phrase on a web page, Safari returns the results for that search. You can also search by author, which will return the results for all the pages on a site written by a specific author. 



Safari Tips and Tricks for iOS 15 


If you don’t know all your safari options, there’s a good chance you’ll be able to discover new and more efficient ways to navigate your Safari experience.

Here are my top 17 Safari iOS 15 tips and tricks for iPhone users:

1.    Set a Default Web Browser

Most people use Chrome or Safari as their default web browser, but sometimes you want to change the default. You can do this on the iPhone without switching to Chrome or Safari, by going to Settings > General > Default Web Browser. Safari is the first option and Chrome is the second.

2.    Add a Bookmark

You can save web pages, images, videos, and other pages in the iPhone’s Safari app and load them from there, but you can also add them directly to a bookmark. To do so, long press on any page to bring up the bookmark pop-up. Tap on Add Bookmark > Add Bookmark.

You’ll see a menu come up where you can type a title and description for the bookmark. To set the URL as the default for this bookmark, tap on the Bookmark URL option in the menu and set that to whatever you want it to be. Tap Done when you’re finished.

3.    Change the Location of the Toolbar Buttons

You can position the toolbar buttons, search box, back button, address bar, and address bar text, and you can also move the back button to anywhere you like in the toolbar. There are four locations it can be moved to:

	Left 

	Right 

	Bottom 

	Center 



To change its location, tap on the button in question, tap on the icon at the top of the screen to bring up the Options menu, then tap on Toolbar > Toolbar Options. From there you can slide the toolbar left, right, or up or down.

4.    Search on Any Page

To search on any page, double-tap the top of the page, and a pop-up menu appears. Tap on Search, and you’ll see a search bar at the bottom of the screen.

5.    Quickly Open or Close a Tab

By default, tabs on the iPhone are always closed, but if you want to open them, there’s a shortcut:

Hold the app icon for 5 seconds and you’ll open it.

To close a tab, hold the app icon for 5 seconds.

6.    Add a Shortcut to a URL in Safari

If you need to quickly open a web page, you can make it happen by tapping on the Share icon and choosing Shortcuts > Add Shortcut. Give it a name and tap on Open In.

The shortcut will open your web browser and go to the URL you set. You can add as many as you want, so you can just go to a website you often use or whatever.

7.    Open the Full Site

There’s a Safari feature that’s kind of hidden: If you tap on a web address in the address bar, it will be highlighted, but if you swipe up from the bottom of the screen, the URL will be opened. If you want to open the page itself rather than go to a specific link, you can tap on the address bar or do it from the Bookmarks bar at the top of the screen. Change the view of the Safari window

By default, Safari on iOS will always open a window, even if you’ve switched to a mobile app, but you can change this by going to the General menu, then switching to the Safari window.

8.    View the Bookmarks Toolbar

You can view the Bookmarks toolbar by tapping on the Bookmarks menu (three lines across at the top of the Safari app), tapping on More, and then tapping on Bookmarks Toolbar. It’ll give you a detailed view of the items and will show you any bookmarks you’ve created from the iPhone.

9.    Double Tap

Tap twice on a word or on the right edge of the screen and the Safari app will autocomplete that word with a suggested search. Tap on the word again to close the autocomplete dialog. Double Tap works in a range of languages such as German, Spanish, Chinese, Japanese, and Russian.

10. Hold to Read and Search

When you tap on a word or phrase, hold your finger down and it will start reading as you swipe up from the bottom of the screen. Tap on the word you want to open that website. If you double-tap the word, it will be saved on your Read List, and you can go back to it later. You can also hold down the word on the right side of the screen to have the Safari app suggest search results for that word.

11. Add an Autocomplete Suggestion

If you tap and hold on to any text or link, you’ll be presented with a small dialog that includes an autocomplete suggestion. Tap to add the autocomplete suggestion to your read list. If you do this multiple times with the same word, then you’ll have a read list of that word.

12. Open a New Window

If you tap and hold on to any text or a link in a webpage, Safari will display the keyboard and you can type the full URL to go to a new page. If you don’t want to open the webpage in a new window, tap on the little down arrow icon instead of the “+” button. You can also double-tap the URL bar to get to this setting.

13. Hiding Ads on Your Browser

Ads are annoying. They slow down websites by loading extra content that doesn’t need to be loaded. Ads also take up valuable bandwidth on cellular networks.

The problem with all of this is that it can make browsing slower than usual. In some cases, it may even cause pages to load slowly or not at all if enough ads have been blocked. While many sites will still work fine with no ads being downloaded, others might show errors when trying to access them.

Fortunately, blocking ads isn’t difficult. The process works just like turning off cookies in most browsers: You go into Settings > General > Restrictions and turn off Allow Cookies. Once done, open Safari again. Now you’ll notice something new—no more ads!

If you’re worried about missing out on important information while visiting a website because of ad blockers, fear not. There are plenty of ways around this issue. One solution would be to use Google Chrome instead of Safari, which has built-in support for AdBlock Plus. Another option could be to visit the site directly through its URL rather than opening it from within Safari. Finally, you could always install one of the many alternative ad blockers available online.

14. Adjust Web Display Setting

Apple adds several new capabilities to its indigenous Safari portable internet browser with the introduction of iOS 15. The option to modify a variety of settings for specific internet sites is one of the best appreciated unique updates on Safari.

These include: whether or not the website should open full-screen; how much text can be scrolled before it automatically scrolls back up again; and what your default zoom level will be if you haven’t specified one yourself.

The options are available on all sites that support them, but they’re especially useful for those who visit news sites regularly, particularly ones with long articles. Here’s how you get started customizing your browsing experience.

	Open The Settings App and Tap General > Safari > Site Preferences. You’ll see several tabs along the top of the page. Scroll down until you reach the “Personal” section. There you’ll find three options: Full-Screen Mode, Text Size, and Default Zoom Level. 

	Toggle each option off and then turn it on again. It takes about 30 seconds for the change to take effect. 

	When you’ve finished experimenting, go ahead and press Save at the bottom of the screen. 

	If you want to revert everything to normal, just repeat steps 1 through 3. 



15. Saving to iCloud for Offline Reading

Have terrible internet coverage and want to read quickly and easily? If your iPhone is connected to your iCloud account, you could save content to your Reading List for offline browsing by utilizing a function hidden in Settings. Here’s how to do it.

iCloud is Apple’s cloud storage service that allows users to access their files from anywhere with internet connectivity and even sync them across multiple devices. It also lets you back up all of those files to iTunes so they’re always available if you ever need to restore your phone or tablet.

But what about when you’re not connected to Wi-Fi? What if you want to read something while you’re out hiking or driving down the highway? Or maybe you just don’t trust Wi-Fi at home because it could be compromised by hackers.

The good news is that there are ways to get around these limitations. You can download PDFs directly onto your device, store documents locally, or use third-party apps like Pocket or Instapaper to cache content online for later viewing. But none of these options come without drawbacks—and some require complicated setup steps.

Fortunately, there’s another option: Save articles on your Reading List. This feature was first introduced as part of iOS 6 (which launched alongside the iPhone 5) and has since been updated several times over. The latest update on iOS 15, brings several new features including support for Safari tabs. And now, thanks to a recent change in iOS settings, you can easily add items to your Reading List from any web browser.

16. Here’s How to Do It.

Open Safari on your iPhone or iPad and navigate to the page containing the article you’d like to save. Then tap the Share button in the top right corner of the screen. Select Open in . . . then choose Read Later from the list. A prompt will appear asking whether you’d like to create a bookmark for this site. Tap Yes. Now open the app drawer and select Bookmarks > Favorites. Find the newly created bookmark and drag it into the bookmarks bar above. That’s it! You’ve added the item to your Reading List.

You’ll notice that each time you visit the same website, the link will show up again on your Reading List.

17. Adding Credit Cards to Safari

Open the Settings app on your device (either iOS or OS X). Tap “Passwords & Accounts.” Scroll down until you see the list of accounts that are already added to this setting. Select any account listed there and tap it once to open its settings page. Now scroll further down to find the option labeled as “Add Card.” Choose the type of card you wish to store—Visa, MasterCard, American Express, Discover, Diners Club, etc. The other options available include adding multiple cards at once and deleting existing ones.

Now choose which credit cards you want to store by tapping each one individually. If you have over ten cards, you should probably go with only those you use most often. Once done, tap Done. That’s all! All these selected cards will now appear under the Account section of the Passwords & Accounts panel when you next visit a website requiring login credentials.

How to Block Pop-Ups 


To turn your pop-up blocker on:

	Tap the home button twice and then tap the Settings icon (the gear). 

	Scroll down until you get to General > Accessibility and scroll over till you see Pop-Ups for iPhone. 

	Turn On Pop Up Blocker. 

	Now, when you go back into Safari, there will no longer be any pop-ups showing up! 



If this doesn’t work, try turning it off again and turning it back on.

How to Use Music App 


On the iPhone 13, the Music app is the created home for your music. While many applications provide music, for many individuals, the Music app is the only one they need.

In the iOS Music App, look for a song or album:

The Music app is a bit difficult to use at first, but once you get the hang of it, it's simple to explore your music collection until you locate the song, album, or playlist you like to hear to and touch it to play it.

Open the Music app from the iPhone's Home screen.

If the app does not launch on the Library screen, go to the bottom of the page and press Library.

Choose one of the areas in the list—for example, Playlists, Artists, or Albums—to view the music choices in your music library that fall into that category.

Tap Artists, for example, to get a list of music artists. To see music or albums you have on your iPhone or in iCloud, tap an artist's name. Select an album or single from the artist's discography.

In the same manner, select any of the sections on the Library screen.

The Music app's main screen is the Library screen. Tap Library to revisit it at any moment.

Play a Selection

To listen to music via the Music app, follow these steps:

	Find a song you wish to listen to and touch the title. The music title appears in a column at the edge of the screen, along with controls for Play/Pause and Next. 

	Tap the song title at the bottom of the screen to bring up a screen with information on the music, as well as standard controls like Play/Pause, Forward and Backward, and a volume slider. 

	To open a pop-up window with choices, tap the 3-dot More icon at the bottom of the screen. 

	Select Remove, Add to a Playlist or Share Song as an option. 

	To decide if you enjoy or dislike the music, tap Love or Dislike. 



How to Purchase Apple Music 


Apple provides a premium streaming music service that adds 50 million songs to the Music app, as well as your complete music collection. Student, individual, and family plans are available after a free trial. When you sign up for Apple Music, you'll be able to listen to Subscriptions to Apple Music

Apple provides a premium streaming music service that adds 50 million songs to the Music app, as well as your complete music collection. Student, individual, and family plans are available after a free trial.

A handful of new icons located at the end of the Music App screen when you subscribe to Apple Music:

	The "For You" screen displays music that Apple has chosen for you based on your choices when you signed up for Apple Music. 

	Browse features selected music in categories such as Top 100 lists, Hot Tracks, New Music, and more. 

	Although streaming music needs a Wi-Fi or cellular internet connection, you may download several songs as you want from Apple Music to your device and listen when you don't have access to one. 



On iPhone 13, how can you purchase a song you like from Apple Music on the iTunes Store?

	On your iPhone, open the iTunes Store app. 

	Search for anything particular in the store's Featured or Charts sections, or explore the store's Featured or Charts sections. 

	When you're viewing an album, touch on the amount to buy the whole album or a single song. 

	Confirm your order. 



If you have trouble remembering what songs you enjoy on Apple Music and want to buy later, make a playlist called "Songs to Buy" or something similar to ensure you understand what to search for.

How to Download Songs From Apple Music 


You can download albums and songs from Apple Music and listen to them even if you don't have access to the internet.

What Are the Advantages of Apple Music Downloads?

The most compelling cause to download music is to keep your data safe. This indicates that the music has been downloaded to your device and that you will not need to stream it to listen to it. You may browse, download, and remove songs for offline listening with Apple Music.

While downloads consume space on your device, you can view them even if you can't connect to the internet, so you'll be prepared if you're in a distant area with poor service. Setting a minimum storage threshold may also help you manage and optimize your storage.

The Process

	Launch the Apple Music application. 

	Go online and look for the songs you want to download. 

	Select any song, album, playlist, or music video and tap Add. It will be added to your library as a result of this. NB: The download symbol will now appear beside items in your library, which you may touch to start the download. 

	Go to Settings and activate Automatic Downloads if you want to download music without trying to add it to your collection first. When you touch the + icon, you will be sent to a page where you may download anything right away. 

	The Library tab will store your downloads. Simply go to the center of the display and choose Download Music. It's broken down into playlists, artists, albums, and individual songs. 



Setting up Family Sharing 


When it comes to sharing photos and stories with your family members, your iPhone has a lot of choices. Apple has added a feature called Family Sharing to iCloud that enables users to:

	Require parental consent for purchases made by minors (or big spenders) 

	Share purchased music, movies, books, and qualifying applications from iBook Stores, and the iTunes app. 

	Use the family picture stream to share images and videos. 

	Members may share their whereabouts, so you'll always know where your kid is. 

	Track down gadgets that belong to family members who have gone missing. 

	Create a family calendar that everyone can view and update. 



NB: If you don't have a payment method linked to the Apple ID you are using to buy things, you'll need to do so before you can set up Family Sharing:

	Go to Settings, then iTunes & App Store, then Apple ID. 

	In the pop-up window, tap View Apple ID. 

	Go to the iTunes Store and sign in using your Apple ID. 

	Select Payment Information from the menu. 

	Select the payment method you'd want to use. 

	In the fields given, enter the card number, expiry date, and billing address. NB: Although you may pay with a debit card for yourself, you must pay with a credit card to add children to your family. 

	Go back to the Settings page and tap Done. 



You may now enable Family Sharing by following these steps:

	Tap iCloud, then Set Up Family Sharing in the Settings app. 

	Select Get Started from the drop-down menu. 

	When the Family Setup screen appears, you are identified as the Family Organizer. The family organizer welcomes new members into the fold and promises to cover the costs of any purchases they make. Don't worry; you may set it up such that you must first authorize purchases. 

	Press the Continue button. 

	Tap Next after signing in with the Apple ID you want to use to share your iTunes, iBooks, and App Store purchases. NB: Use the Apple ID you use to make purchases, which may or may not be the same as the Apple ID you use to sign in to iCloud. 

	Press the Continue button. 

	Select Add Family Member from the drop-down menu. 

	Enter the member's email address and choose one of the options: 
	Create a password: The member you introduced may log in to iTunes using the email address you provided and the password you created. 

	Send an invitation: The recipient will get an invitation with information on how to enter the account. 



	At the end of the screen, touch Create an Apple ID for a Kid to add a child who doesn't have an account. 

	When you add a kid to your account, the account becomes part of your family until the child reaches the age of 13. On the next screen, confirm parental permission by tapping Next. Fill in the child's name and age. NB: For youngsters under the age of 13, Ask to Buy is enabled by default. 

	When your kid wishes to buy anything on iTunes, iBooks, or the App Store, you'll get a notice, and you'll have to authorize the transaction before it's completed. Your credit card connected with your iTunes account will be charged. 

	In the Settings app, go to General, then Restrictions to set up further parental restrictions. 

	Touch a family member's name in the Family Members list and, afterward, tap Remove at the edge of the screen to remove them at any time. 

	Touch your name in the Family Members list and then click Stop Family Sharing at the bottom of the screen to Stop Family Sharing. 



NB: Touch More in the Browse bar of the iTunes, iBooks, or App Store, then tap Purchased to access music, movies, books, or applications purchased by another family member. Select the family member name whose purchases you'd want to see, then touch the item you'd like to utilize.

How to Create an Apple ID for a Child

Apple IDs are required to make App Store purchases and sign up for iCloud, and they let Apple and applications distinguish between users. Both of those items are required to operate an iOS device, but if you give an outdated smartphone to a kid, they'll have to get an Apple ID to get the most out of it. Don't sign in with your Apple ID for them—asking that's for problems.

Once you've successfully established a new Apple ID for your kid, you can connect it to your "family," which gives you authority over it and ensures that any App Store purchases are made using your preferred method.

Getting it started:

	Open the Settings app and then touch on your name at the center of the display to get started. 

	Then touch "Family Sharing" to get a page where you may control the entire accounts linked to a parent's Apple ID. 

	After that, touch "Add Family Member," then "Create Child Account." NB: The following page indicates that you will be led through the process of establishing a new child's account, which will be included in your family automatically. "Next" should be selected. 

	Enter your child's birthdate on the following page, and press "Next." NB: The Parental Privacy Disclosure appears on the following screen. Read it and then press "Agree" if you agree. 

	The following page asks you to input the card's security code (CVV) that is linked to your Apple ID. If you don't already have one, you'll be asked to create one. When you're finished, select "Next." 

	Tap "Next" after entering your child's name. NB: You may now give the child an iCloud email address by entering a username. Tap "Next" after entering a unique name. 

	The next windows will ask you to select three security questions and answer them. If you forget your password, these will be used to unlock your account, so choose something both you and your kid will remember. 

	You'll be asked if you want purchases to need your permission before they're completed once you've selected your three questions and provided responses. We recommend that you turn it on. 

	Finally, go through the Terms and Conditions before tapping "Agree" to finish the procedure. 



How to Add a Member of Your Family

Go to Settings > General. Touch on your name > Select Family Sharing from the drop-down menu > Select Add Member > Choose between inviting others and creating a child account.

How Can You Remove a Member of Your Family From Your Family Sharing Group

To do so:

Go to Settings > General. Select your name > Select the tab "Family Sharing" > Tap on the member of your family you want to remove from your Family Sharing group > Select “Remove” from the drop-down menu.

How to Enable or Disable a Shared Feature for Your Family Sharing Group

Go to Settings > General. Select your name > Select the tab "Family Sharing" > In the Shared Features section, tap on the function you wish to switch on or off > Activate or deactivate the function.

How To Disable Family Sharing

Go to Settings > General. Select your name > Select the tab "Family Sharing" > At the top, tap your name > Select “Stop Using Family Sharing” from the drop-down menu > Confirm the “Stop Sharing” option

About Apple Cash Family 


Apple Cash allows users to send and receive money through the Messages app on their Apple devices. It functions similarly to a debit card in that it is stored in the Wallet app, maybe loaded with money, and funds can be transferred to a linked bank account.

Apple Cash is linked to Apple Pay, so you can utilize it wherever you see the Apple Pay symbol, although Apple Wallet, Cash, and Pay all serve distinct purposes.

On an Apple smartphone, Wallet is where you save all of your credit and debit cards, as well as other important information. Within Wallet, Apple Cash is a payment mechanism.

How to Create Screen Time 


Screen Time is a feature that assists Apple users to know how to properly divide their time while using their devices and carrying out other important things as they go on with their lives. Additionally, Screen Time is also vital in assisting parents in guiding the device activities of their children. So, if you will be getting the new iPhone 13 for your child, you can opt to create a screen time.

Setting up screen time:

	First of all, launch Settings. 

	Select Screen Time. 

	If you launch Screen Time, you will find a splash screen that includes the option to set up as a parent; proceed to select the option. 

	Ensure you adhere to the prompts to change App Limits, Content and Privacy, Downtime, and create your parent passcode. 

	If you choose to change anything, simply open Settings and select Screen Time. 



On the other hand, you can also manage devices connected to your iCloud account through Family Sharing and this can be completed by moving to Settings, Your Name, Family Sharing, and Screen Time.

To be sure you know if an application's limit has been reached, you should check the following:

Ignoring or avoiding the limit will need the parent's passcode for managed devices. However, it won't be required if you set up limits on your device.

Perhaps, assuming your child has several devices, Screen Time will work perfectly in all of them. This means you do not have to be bothered or perturbed about changing the settings for every device. In addition, after setting Screen Time in one device, it will automatically apply to other devices.

To view your entire Screen Time information for your entire devices linked to the same iCloud account, proceed to select Settings, open Screen Time, All Devices, and Devices.


CHAPTER 6:    
Camera, All Ways to Take Simple Photos and Professional Photos 


How to Use Camera App 


There are different ways to use the Camera app on your device and we will walk you through the different methods below:

How to Launch the iPhone Camera App 


Do you often miss amazing pictures because you can't get your iPhone camera open quickly enough?

Fortunately, the iPhone's built-in Camera app may be accessed in a variety of ways.

If your iPhone is locked, just touch the screen to unlock it. Then swipe to the left.

The Camera app will glide into the screen, and you may instantly begin shooting.

With iPhone 13 QuickTake, you may take photos and videos simultaneously:

QuickTake is a function in the iPhone 13 Camera app. You can record video while in Photo mode rather than needing to change to Video mode to capture a video.

To begin recording a video, just press and hold the shutter button. Red will appear on the shutter button.

Stop recording video by releasing your finger. NB: Alternatively, move the camera button to the right and release it to continue recording video without needing to hold down the shutter button.

Capture pictures while recording video by tapping the white shutter button on the right.

Touch the red record/shutter button to stop recording the video.

How to Change Exposure 


Another essential iPhone photo function that you should understand is exposure. Perfect brightness levels can be achieved by changing exposure. A picture that is underexposed seems too dark, while one that is overexposed appears too brilliant.

So, with the iPhone Camera app, how do you adjust exposure?

When you touch to establish focus, the camera adjusts the exposure (brightness) of the image automatically. The exposure intensity is adjusted depending on the area you touch.

If you touch a bright section of the scene, it will be properly illuminated, with lots of color and depth. So, in a landscape picture, you may prevent over-exposing the sky by touching a bright sky region.

The camera exposes the dark portions of the scene when you touch a dark region. To put it another way, you'll notice color and detail.

How to Record Video 


Your iPhone 13 is also a fantastic video camera. You can record normal video at 60 frames per second on your iOS smartphone, and newer models can even capture 4K video at up to 30 frames per second. Apple also allows you to shoot slow motion or time-lapse videos.

How to use your iPhone to record video:

	Open the Camera app. 

	To change to video mode, click on Video or slide right. 

	To begin filming, press the red Record button. 

	To stop the video, press the red Stop button. 

	Everything you take will be stored in your device's Photo Library. 



The Quick Video Capture function is available on the iPhone 13. Simply hold down the shutter button to utilize it. You can also slide the shutter button to the right to lock it in place and keep recording even if you remove your finger from it.

How to Screenshot 


Taking a screenshot on the iPhone 13 is simple, and you can do it by simultaneously pushing and sliding the side Power/wake button and the volume up button. As soon as you remove your fingers from these buttons, your phone will take a screenshot and store it in your Photos folder. If you want to start editing it right away, click on the tiny preview that appears in the corner of your screen.

You may doodle on your snapshot, crop it, and even alter the perspective before emailing it to someone if you click the preview button. You may transmit your screenshot by using the media capabilities of the messaging app you're using, or by selecting it from your Photos folder and clicking the Share button. The latter option will teach you how to send a screenshot from your phone to anybody in your contacts list who utilizes that app.

Users may record their displays on iPhone 13 in addition to capturing screenshots. You'll need to go to Settings, then Control Center, to add the Screen Recording feature to your Control Panel. After that, a recording button will appear on your control center and clicking it will allow you to record the screen.

NB: Screen recordings, like screenshots, may be accessed in your Photos folder, and people would be able to modify them as well.

How to Shoot Cinematic Video 


Apple launched Cinematic Mode with the iPhone 13 and other models, a unique way of recording video that enables you to seamlessly rack focus and follow targets both during and after filming.

How the Cinematic Mode Work 


Apple has created a short film called Whodunnit, which was filmed in Cinematic Mode and demonstrates the technology's effectiveness. The findings are encouraging, with smooth focus pulls that don't seem to be affected by excessive racking, which occurs when the camera overshoots the focus point before drawing back and settling down.

This smoothness is most likely owing to Apple's use of software wizardry to achieve the function. Cinematic Mode creates a depth map of the scene by using both cameras on the back of the iPhone 13 (and two of the three cameras on the rear of the iPhone 13 Pro).

The iPhone then utilizes this information to mimic the required aperture, resulting in a shallow depth of field effect if the photo has adequate depth, to begin with.

Because the iPhone's sensor and lens are so close together (referred to as the flange focal distance in interchangeable lens cameras), establishing substantial depth in the picture is considerably more difficult than with a comparable mirrorless or digital SLR. Cinematic Mode should assist aspiring filmmakers in getting more convincing videos from their cellphones.

How to Capture Quality Images in Low Light 


Night mode, which was introduced for the iPhone 13, enables you to capture high-quality pictures in low-light situations. You don't have to do anything to enable Night mode; when the iPhone senses low light, a moon-shaped symbol appears on the screen, indicating that Night mode is active.

In low-light conditions, the phone's shutter is extended for several seconds longer than usual. This guarantees that the lens receives the proper quantity of light to produce a better picture. The number beside the symbol shows how long you must keep your phone in position before the camera will snap a photo.

When you tap that button, the Night mode scale displays at the bottom of the screen, enabling you to adjust the exposure manually. Adjust the exposure duration by swiping the vertical line on the scale, which usually ranges from one to three seconds. If you use a tripod with your iPhone, you can achieve exposure durations of up to thirty seconds.

How to Capture Portrait Photos 


iPhone users may utilize Portrait Mode to create beautiful depth-of-field (DoF) photos with a blurred bokeh effect in the background.

Simply stated, the depth of field (DoF) is the distance between your lens and the subject that enables the subject to remain crisp and in focus while the other picture looks fuzzy.

You'll have to be aware of how to utilize Portrait Mode on your iPhone if you want to capture excellent pictures.

Portrait Mode makes it simple to start taking portraits. Simply follow the instructions below:

	Swipe left on the lock screen to open the Camera app, or touch the Camera symbol on your home screen to open it from the Control Center. 

	Under the viewfinder, choose Portrait from the various camera modes. 

	Maintain a sufficient distance between your equipment and your subject. When you're happy with the picture, just press the shutter button to capture it. 



Portrait Lighting: How to Get It 


Portrait Lighting is a strong tool that enables iPhone photographers to enhance their Portrait Mode pictures with professional lighting effects. Select the kind of lighting you want from the Portrait Lighting dial at the base of the viewfinder after you've framed your subject in Portrait Mode.

Natural, Studio, Contour, Stage Light, and Stage Light Mono are some of the lighting choices available (black and white). Each one has a unique impact, and you can get a live preview to see how it changes the picture.

You may alter the Portrait Lighting on a picture later if you wish to. It must, however, be a photograph shot in Portrait Mode. A normal picture cannot be enhanced using Portrait Lighting.

To alter the Portrait Lighting effect, follow these steps:

	Select the picture you wish to modify in the Photos app. 

	Select Edit. 

	Select the desired lighting effect by scrolling across the dial. 

	To save your changes, tap Done. 



When you modify the Portrait Lighting effect, the original is overwritten. With the new lighting effect, you won't be allowed to save a copy of the picture. However, you return to the initial lighting or choose a different choice. There's no limit to how many changes you may make.

How to Capture Burst Mode Photos 


Here's how:

	Open the Camera app. 

	Take a regular picture of the scene you wish to capture. 

	To use Burst mode on your iPhone 13, just hold down the shutter button. 

	iOS will choose the finest image from the group. You can choose your own if you don't agree with what it suggests. 

	After your burst capture, touch on the image in the lower-left corner. 

	Select the Burst mode stack you'd want to see. 

	Press the Select button. 

	Select the pictures you wish to retain by tapping the blue checkmark. For the pictures with the greatest focus and composition, a gray dot appears underneath the thumbnail scrubber. After you've decided what you want to retain, tap Done. 

	Select Retain Everything to keep all of the pictures in the stack, or Keep Only (number) Favorites to delete the ones you didn't choose. The chosen pictures are now ungrouped and saved in your Camera Roll. 



How to Turn Off Burst Mode 


Burst mode on the iPhone 13 mini will capture multiple photos with a single click or capture 10 frames automatically after three or ten seconds. To turn off Burst mode on the iPhone 13 mini, find out what model you have and follow the steps below.

	Launch the Camera application. 

	Now, on the bottom strip, tap Off to turn off the camera timer, which will bring the burst photo to a halt. Note: This means that you can take multiple pictures with a single press of the camera button. 



How to Take and Select Photos in Burst Mode 


	On your iPhone 13 mini, open the Camera app. 

	Take a normal picture of the scene you want to capture. 

	To use Burst mode on the iPhone 13 mini quickly hit and swipe to the left. 

	Out of all of the photos, iOS will choose the one it thinks is the best. You can choose your own if you don't like what it suggests. 

	After your burst capture, click on the thumbnail in the lower-left corner. 

	Select the Burst mode stack you'd want to see. 

	Press the Select button. 

	Select the pictures you wish to retain by tapping the blue checkmark. 

	For the pictures with the greatest focus and composition, a gray dot appears below the thumbnail scrubber. 

	After you've decided what you want to retain, tap Done. 

	Select Retain Everything to keep all the pictures in the stack, or Keep Only (number) Favorites to delete the ones you didn't choose. 

	The chosen pictures are now ungrouped and saved in your Camera Roll. 



How to Change the Camera on Your iPhone From the Back to the Front 


	On your iPhone 13 mini, open the Camera app. 

	Toggle between the front-facing FaceTime and rear-facing cameras by tapping the Flip camera button. 

	To take a picture or start recording a video, press the Shutter button. 



How to Use Your iPhone 13 Mini to Create a Panorama 


	On your iPhone 13 mini, open the Camera app. 

	Swipe left twice to go to Pano mode. 

	If desired, use the arrow button to adjust the capture direction. 

	To take a panoramic picture, press the shutter button. 

	Rotate or pan your iPhone to capture as much as possible of your surroundings. Attempt to maintain the arrow's tip in line with the yellow guidance. Note: If you're going too quickly or too slowly, the app will alert you. 

	To complete the panorama, press the shutter button one more. 



Note: The Camera app does not presently support full 360° panoramas. Keep in mind that you can shoot a 240° panoramic in one shot. You don't have to utilize all 240° if you don't want to.

How to Utilize the iPhone Camera's Live Picture Filters 


	On your iPhone 13 mini, open the Photos app. 

	On an iPhone 13 mini, slide up from above the shutter button or touch the arrow at the top of the screen. 

	Select the filter button, which resembles three staggered circles. 

	Choose the filter you wish to apply. 

	To snap a picture with the filter applied, press the Shutter button. 



How to Turn on the Flash on Your Camera 


	On your iPhone 13 mini, open the Camera app. 

	In the top right corner, tap the Flash toggle. 

	Choose whether you'd want it to be on Auto, On, or Off. Touch on the arrow at the top to bring up the Auto, On, or Off choices on an iPhone 13 mini. 



Note: Keep in mind that if you have the Flash toggled to On or Automatic on your iPhone 13 mini, Night Mode will not activate since the flash will be used instead.

How to Shoot Cinematic Video 


The Dolby Vision HDR format is used with the "rack focus" method in Apple's new Cinematic Mode. Because rack focus focuses on the target while blurring the backdrop to create a depth of field effect, the lens may smoothly transition from one topic to another.

Cinematic Mode automatically changes the focal point and blurs away the background when another subject enters the picture, or you center the camera on that new topic.

How to Utilize Cinematic Mode When Using the Camera App 


Cinematic Option is another video mode available in the Camera app on your iPhone 13 mini. Here's how you can get there.

	On your iPhone 13 mini, open the Camera app. 

	Swipe through the options until you find Cinematic Mode. 

	Line up the viewfinder so that your original subject is in the frame and the focus point, then press the Record button to begin shooting. 

	Enter the scene with another person or item at a different distance—the iPhone 13 mini should automatically refocus and lock onto the new subject at this point. You may also touch on a new focus point manually. 

	When you're finished, tap the Record button again to end the recording. 



How Do You Modify the Cinematic Mode Video After the Shot 


The most impressive feature of Cinematic Mode is editing the movie and manually changing the focal point. Here's how to do it.

	On your iPhone 13 mini, open the Photos app. 

	Locate and pick the Cinematic Mode video you want to use. 

	In the top right corner, tap Edit. 

	Scroll through the clip reel with your finger until you reach the section you wish to modify. 

	Manually adjust the focus point by tapping another area of the clip. Manual tracking will now be shown by an icon in the upper left corner. 

	A dotted yellow line shows underneath the clip reel, indicating how long the manually set focus point will be monitored. 

	You may now delete the manually monitored focus point. 

	When you're happy with the changes, tap Done—Simple and professional videos

A Revamped Design

The “Copy” option on the panel automatically copies the text into your iPhone’s clipboard for pasting in another app such as the Notes app. The “Select all” option works by selecting all the text present in the image, including copying or looking up the text on the internet. The “Look up” option enters the text into an internet search to determine details about the text, such as its meaning, translation, history, or location if it is a company name. After choosing the “Look up” option, the underlying information on the following screen is Siri suggestions, apart from the information you get on Google search.

Aside from already-taken photos, you can utilize the Live Text feature even before taking any photo containing text, just as you did with the already-shot image.

The Hashtag in the Notes App 


A new feature in the Notes app on iOS 15 allows you to track your write-ups in the app easily. When writing a text in the Notes app in iOS 15, you can now include a hashtag behind a text, and it will automatically turn into a highlighted text with a different color.

To do this:

	Scroll to the bottom of the screen of the Notes app, where you want to find the text. 

	There, you’ll find a menu on the bottom of the screen containing the list of texts or notes with a hashtag (#). 

	Tap on the exact one you inputted earlier to access its contents instantly. 

	After you tap on any hashtag text, the screen that follows is the list of hashtags, and there’s a complete menu of all of them when you swipe to the left end of the display. It is especially beneficial when you want to track a note at the moment for any emergency quickly. 



A New Offline Siri Function 


There is a new level of Siri operation in iOS 15 software for iPhones. This time, you do not require a Wi-Fi or cellular connection for Siri to function, as you can turn on the flight mode on the iPhone and still invoke Siri. However, some tasks may be limited compared to when connected to cellular or Wi-Fi networks. For example, easy tasks such as setting the alarm or playing music, etc., do not require internet connectivity. However, you’ll still need an internet connection via Wi-Fi or cellular for Siri to carry out information-based requests, like weather updates.

New Slideshow Feature 


In your Photos app, you have a brand new feature on the memories slideshow to add up music files and different filters you want on the slideshow rather than a static control on the previous software versions.

Below is how to set up the Memories slide show like never before on an iOS 15 iPhone.

Step 1: Right inside your Photos app on your iPhone, access the memories tab or folder direction to start up a slideshow as usual on the prior version of software on the iPhone.

Step 2: Tap on the music icon at the bottom left corner of the screen to access a different setup for the “Memories” slideshow.

Step 3: On the next screen, you will find two icons: The Music icon with a plus (+) sign on it; and the Filter icon (made up of three overlapping circles). Tap on the music icon to add music from your music library or Apple Music.

Step 4: After you’ve made your selection, click “Done” in the top-right corner of the screen to add the music file to the slideshow.

Step 5: On the screen where you tapped on the music icon with a plus (+) sign, you can tap on the filter icon (made up of three overlapping circles) to add any filter you want on the slideshow.

Step 6: Click “Done” in the top-right corner of the screen after making your filter selection.

How to Fix iPhone 13 Mini Not Responding 


You may have problems with your iPhone 13 mini's screen not turning on or being frozen when using it. If you're experiencing problems with a blank or frozen screen, check out the below:

How to Unfreeze an iPhone 13 Mini Screen

One of the causes of these screen problems may be a crashing iOS on your iPhone 13. We suggest forcing a restart to resolve the problems. To do so, you must first complete the following steps:

	First and foremost, make sure you know where your iPhone 13's Side Button, Volume Up Button, and Volume Down Button are located. Note: If you're holding your phone in portrait mode and the selfie camera is on the top, the Side Button should be on the right, and the Volume Up and Volume Down buttons should be on the left. 

	Start by pushing and removing your hands from the Volume Up Button to execute the hard resets. 

	Hit and remove your hands from the Volume Down Button after that. 

	Hold down the Side Button until you can see the Apple logo on your iPhone's screen. 



Keep your iOS and applications updated to the newest software versions to avoid your screen from freezing in the future. Note: If you observe a pattern of your screen not responding, such as when you're using an app or a mix of applications, we suggest that you don't repeat the pattern until either the iOS or the problematic app(s) has been updated.

How to Repair an iPhone 13 Mini with a Blank or Frozen Screen 


If your iPhone 13 mini has a blank or frozen screen, the phone's internal battery may be the problem.

If you think the blank screen has anything to do with the power supply, try the following:

	First and foremost, check sure the charging cord and adapter are in good working order. 

	Double-check that the charging port on your iPhone 13 mini isn't broken or blocked. 

	Try charging your phone if your charging cord, cable, and charging port seem to be in good working order. 

	When charging, a battery symbol should show on the screen. 

	If nothing appears after 30 minutes, try again. 

	If you haven't seen the battery indication after the allowed time has elapsed, try a new charging cable, charging adapter, or power outlet. 



Whether you're still having problems with a dark or frozen screen after attempting all of the above methods, contact Apple to see if your phone can be fixed.

You may have problems with your iPhone 13 mini's screen not turning on or being frozen when using it.

How to Clear Cache on iPhone 13 


Aside from allowing you to erase Safari's cache data, the iPhone 13 lacks a straightforward method to delete the cache. Nevertheless, just because you don't have a direct choice doesn't imply you should abandon your efforts.

To clear the cache on your iPhone 13, follow these three steps, first with Safari and then moving on to other applications. This is exactly what you must do.

Step 1: Clear Safari's History and Cookies

First, let's go through how to clear your Safari history and cookies, which will help the app run faster (particularly if you've just upgraded iOS). Perform the following actions.

NB: If you use Safari on several devices and sync your data with iCloud, the instructions below will clear your history, cookies, and other data across all of your devices.

	On your iPhone, open the Settings app. 

	Scroll down and choose “Safari.” 

	Now move to the bottom and select “Clear History and Website Data.” 

	When prompted to confirm your choice, choose “Clear History and Data.” 

	Go back to your main screen. Please feel free to open Safari. 



Step 2: Delete Unwanted App Data

Then, by delving into the data generated by third-party applications, you may delete the cache on your iPhone 13. Follow the instructions below:

	Select General from the drop-down menu under Settings. 

	Next, choose “iPhone Storage.” 

	Wait a few moments for your iPhone to display a list of your locally installed applications. 

	At this point, you may touch the app whose cache you wish to clear. 

	At the top of the screen, you'll notice the “Documents & Data” area, which contains the app's cache. 

	Before you can remove the cache this way, you must first uninstall the program. 

	Select “Delete App” if you wish to continue. 

	Go to the App Store and re-download the app. 

	Now you can see whether the cache was successfully cleared. Go to General > Settings. 

	Select your app from the “iPhone Storage” menu. 

	You'll see that the app's cache files (as well as other temporary data) have been removed 



Step 3: Restart Your iPhone to Clear the Cache

Last but not least, you may erase the cache on your iPhone 13 by restarting it. This will rebuild some databases while also deleting the cache.

	Locate the “Side” button on your device's right side. 

	Locate the “Volume Up” button on your phone's left side. 

	Hold down the “Side” and “Volume Up” keys at the same time. 

	Move the slider to the “Slide to Power Off” position. 

	Pause around 30 seconds for your iPhone to fully shut down. 

	To turn your iPhone back on, tap and hold the “Side” button 



How to Resolve iPhone 13 Activation Issues 


Here are a few ideas to experiment with if you're having trouble activating your new iPhone 13.

To begin, ensure that Apple's systems are operational. This may be done by going to the company's System Status page. Apple's services should be functioning properly when you see green next to iOS Device Activation.

If you still can't activate after seeing a green sign, check your SIM card correctly placed on your device. Note: Check to see whether you're using the right SIM card.

If you're getting an Invalid SIM or No SIM warning and you're sure you're using the right SIM card, there are a few things you can do:

	Verify that your cellular provider has an active plan for you. 

	Make sure your iPhone is running the most recent version of iOS. 

	Turn your phone off and on again. 

	Look for an update to your carrier settings. Go to Settings > General > About to learn more. You'll be prompted to choose OK or Update if an update is available. 

	Contact Apple or your service provider if none of these solutions works. 



How to Fix 13 Common iPhone Overheating Issues 


If your iPhone 13 becomes too hot during setup and/or when using applications and services like GPS, it's time to replace it. Here are a few options if you wouldn't want to take your phone inside a shop.

	To begin, remove your case (if applicable) just to see if it helps. You should also try turning the phone off and on again. Put the phone on Airplane Mode if that doesn't work. 

	You may also be interested in this advice on maintaining your iPhone at safe operating temperatures. If you often utilize your iPhone in hot conditions, this will come in useful. 



How to Fix Face ID Issues on iPhone 13 Mini 


	To begin, ensure that your iPhone 13 is running the most recent version of iOS. 

	If you're using iOS 15 and are having problems with your Face ID, go into your Face ID settings. 

	Go to the Settings menu. 

	Go to Face ID and Passcode. To get access, you'll need to input your passcode. 

	Once you're in there, double-check that Face ID is enabled on your phone and that all of the features you want to utilize Face ID with are active. 



If you're having trouble unlocking your phone with your face, check sure you're staring at the screen.

If your look is frequently changing, you may need to add an alternative appearance to Face ID. Here's how to create a different look:

	Go to the Settings menu. 

	Select Face ID and Passcode. 

	Select Set Up an Alternate Appearance from the drop-down menu. 



You'll also want to make sure your device's FaceTime camera isn't blocked by debris (dirt, dust, etc.).

Make sure you're scanning your face in a well-lit environment if your phone isn't detecting it while you're setting up your Face ID. You may also need to move the iPhone closer to your face or level it.


CHAPTER 8:    
Proper Maintenance 


How to Update iOS 


Apple has launched iOS 15, the latest operating software update for iPhones, after its special event earlier this month. It brings many improvements to the quality of life while also fixing several issues from the previous version. Let's look at how to get iOS 15 on your iPhone.

The following are the procedures you must follow to upgrade your iPhone to iOS 15:

	Go to the Settings app and choose it. 

	Go to the "General" tab. 

	Choose "Software Update" from the drop-down menu. 

	At the bottom of the display, choose "Upgrade to iOS 15." 

	Select "Download and Install" from the drop-down menu. 



You may read the entire, comprehensive patch notes for iOS 15 while you're on the download page. In addition to audio and video improvements for FaceTime, iOS 15 includes a notification overhaul and fixes several issues. Make sure you understand all of the changes and the Terms of Service before proceeding since there is no way to undo the update once it has been implemented. 3.24 GB of free space is required for the iOS 15 upgrade.

How to Restart Your Device 


iPhones may be a nuisance at times. They become unresponsive or crash unexpectedly. Sometimes, you simply want to give your phone a new lease of life, and that's when restarting comes into play.

All you have to do to switch off and restart your smartphone is press and hold either the volume button or the side power button until the power off slider displays. It's as simple as swiping it to turn the gadget off, then turning it back on.

How to Force Restart 


Force restarting it if the screen is sluggish or has stopped, on the other hand, is a whole other story. Because you can't technically remove the battery from the phone, you'll have to depend on Apple's built-in software to assist you.

Press and rapidly remove the volume up button, and press and fast release the volume down button, after which tap and hold the side power button to forcibly restart your iPhone 13. When the Apple logo displays, press and hold the button to force your phone to restart.

If difficulties continue, you'll need to call Apple support or take your device to an Apple shop, where a professional will be able to assist you.

How to Restore All Content from a Backup 


Congratulations if you've just upgraded—or intend to upgrade—to Apple's new iPhone 13. Once you launch your device package, you'll want to check out your sleek new phone. But first, you'll need to transfer all of your old iPhone's applications and data to your new one.

It's very simple—, if you haven't updated in a while, you'll find it more straightforward than before. Previously, transferring data required recovering it from an iCloud or iTunes backup. You don't have to worry about the backup anymore. With iPhone migration, you may transfer your applications, data, and ID from your old phone to your new one. (However, you may still recover it via iCloud if you want.)

Here's how to do it:

	Make a backup: It's a good practice to have a current backup of all of your data stored on iCloud, your laptop, or any other local/cloud storage, regardless of how you chose to transfer your data. The most straightforward method is to use iCloud Backup to back up your phone. If it's been a while, check your phone's iCloud settings to make sure backup is enabled: 

	Go to Settings > [your name] > iCloud > iCloud Backup. 

	Toggle on iCloud Backup if it is turned off. If it's already turned on and you're about to erase your old iPhone, hit "Back Up Now" just to be safe. 



You can also back up your iPhone to a computer, either to your Mac through Finder (if your Mac is older than 10.15, you'll need iTunes) or to a Windows PC (again, using iTunes).

There are a few additional things you need to complete before you begin:

	Unpair your previous phone if it's connected to an Apple Watch. (Your information will be transferred to the new phone.) 

	Switch your SIM card to your new device. 



From a Wireless Direct Connection

For obvious reasons, this phone-to-phone transmission is dubbed QuickStart.

To begin, turn on your new phone. You'll be prompted to enter your Apple ID if you don't already have one; otherwise, you'll be asked a few questions (such as which language you wish to use) before being allowed to transfer data from another phone.

Keep your old phone close to your new phone. Make sure both phones are connected to a power source (you don't want them to die during a data transfer).

When the connection is established, your new iPhone's screen will show an animation, while your old phone's camera will open and a blank circle will appear in the center of the screen. You'll be instructed to hold your new iPhone up to your old one's camera so that the animation is centered in the circle.

After that, you'll be asked to focus on your new phone to complete the setup.

When prompted, input your passcode and Apple ID; you may be asked if you want to use Face ID or Touch ID.

Before the transfer starts, you'll be taken through a series of screens, including the standard terms and conditions, whether you want to share your location and statistics, and whether you want to set up FaceTime, iMessage, and Siri.

You'll also have the option of transferring your data from an old phone or an iCloud backup. If you've backed up your data to your computer, look under "Other Options."

The transfer will start after you've completed all of your decisions.

Re-enter your new iPhone's password.

From a Direct Wired Connection Between Phones

One benefit of Apple's new migration function is that the data may also be transferred through a cable. This may be a decent option if you're experiencing problems with the wireless transfer.

A Lightning to USB 3 camera adapter and a Lightning to USB cable is required for a wired connection. And a word of caution: before you begin, ensure all devices are fully charged.

Just as with the wireless approach, turn on your new phone and answer the first questions until you get an invitation to send information from another phone.

Just as before, keep your old phone next to your new one and ensure they're both plugged in.

Connect your previous phone to the Lightning USB 3 camera adapter. Connect your new phone to the Lightning USB cord. Using the adaptor, connect the two cables.

Then, like before, follow the instructions, as well as utilize the camera to locate the pattern and responding all of the setup questions.

You'll know the phones are wired because there will be a tiny "cable" between the two phone icons on the display once the transfer begins.

From a Mac Connection

You can transfer your data to the new phone if you've backed up your iPhone to a Mac.

Use the charging cord that came with your phone to connect it to your computer.

Open Finder and go to the left-hand column to find your phone.

You may be asked, first on the internet, and on the phone itself, whether you trust the phone.

After that, you'll be asked whether you want to set up your phone as a new device or restore it from a backup. Choose the second option.


CHAPTER 9:    
How to Share Your Internet Connection 


Your new iPhone 13 serves as a perfect device for sharing your internet connection with other devices. With the personal hotspot feature, you are easily able to share your device's internet connection with other devices by using Bluetooth, USB, or Wi-Fi.

Furthermore, you should have unlimited data coverage if you need to utilize this feature.

Using Personal Hotspot 


To do this, move to Settings and choose Personal Hotspot. Meanwhile, if you fail to find it on the main settings page, choose Cellular. From that page, you will find the option to set it up, which also needs you to contact your carrier. Once you enter into your Hotspot settings, enable it and choose how you need to connect it to other devices.

How to Connect Via Wi-Fi 


It is without a doubt that the Wi-Fi option is the most straightforward option to utilize. Once you enable Personal Hotspot, simply proceed to create a Wi-Fi password. NB: While creating a Wi-Fi password, ensure it is up to eight digits and it includes numbers, punctuation, and English letters. Or else, the device trying to connect to your hotspot will not connect.

If your hotspot is turned on and you have already given a password, your device will be able to discover close devices—and when discovered, choose your device and input the password to manually connect.

NB: If you are using Continuity on a Mac, you can benefit from Instant Hotspot. This means you are no longer required to input a password.

How to Connect Via Bluetooth 


To effectively use the Bluetooth option to share your internet connection, you need to ensure the two devices have enabled their Bluetooth feature. Now, move to the Bluetooth settings on your device, check through, and choose the device you want to connect to. After the pairing process has been completed, the device you are attempting to connect will be able to browse web pages on the internet.

NB: To know if a device is sharing an internet connection with another device, simply check the status bar on your iPhone 13 and see that it has turned blue.

How to Connect Via USB 


With the USB cable that arrived alongside your new device, you can proceed to connect to your PC or Mac and share your internet connection with other devices. Simply open the network preferences on your PC or Mac and choose your device from the available list.

Notwithstanding your chosen option to connect and share your internet connection with other devices, ensure you reduce how you open applications on your PC or Mac. This will save you from spending more money on data but you can freely use data on your PC and Mac if you subscribed for an unlimited plan.

How to Set Up Personal Hotspot 


Setting up your hotspot and sharing it with others around you guarantees that you are sharing your internet connection with them. This method works when the other individual enables their Wi-Fi and connects to your device when you also enable your hotspot.

Set up your hotspot in the following ways:

	Open Settings and choose Personal Hotspot. 

	Touch the slider close to "Allow Others to Join." 

	Then, adhere to the steps to create your hotspot password. (NB: The personal hotspot password and name are what other devices require before they will be allowed to connect and use your hotspot). 



Change or set your Wi-Fi password:

	To do this, open Settings. 

	Move down until you locate Personal Hotspot. 

	Select the Wi-Fi password to alter it.
