			Back in our bed tonight, I trace the wave his biceps make and down his arm, tracing the veins to his wrist, where I let my fingers rest, feeling for a pulse.

			I think death brushes up against nearly everyone at some point or another, but it’s properly danced with me. Grabbed me by the hand, spun me, dipped me . . . taught me to waltz. I knew life through the prism of loss, secretly at first, but now it’s coloured my world. It’s the summertime here at the minute, but I’m terrified of the autumn because then death is everywhere. And it masks itself in colours all bright, but it’s still a season of dying. And I’ll have to walk the streets under the sweet gum trees that line our street and death will rain on me all gold and orange, and it’ll be inescapable and unavoidable . . . All the ways I could die—or worse—all the ways he could and I’d lose him too.
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			65,000,000 people die every year, did you know?

			Bridget is one of those statistics now. One of the 65 million that died this year.

			And I guess, sure, statistically, 32,500,000 of those deaths are probably old age. But what about the other half of them?

			If 65,000,000 people are dying every year, that means there’s 178,000 each day. Which is 7,425 each hour, and get this—that’s 120 people dying each minute. Two per second.

			24,000 people annually die from lightning strikes. How do you think that’d be? I wonder, does it cook you a bit? From the inside out? Do you see light as it hits you?

			At least 270 will die from a fire each day, which I think maybe is a bad way to go, don’t you? I think you know with a fire—that if you’re trapped with it, it’s going to get you. But then the way flames lick your skin and it’s not quite quick enough. I think you’d probably feel it all.

			I caught on fire once, at a club. I was wearing a loose-fitting top, and it was too close to a candle. My back had a third-degree burn the size of my hand; BJ and I had to spend the night in hospital. I hated the smell. I wonder, could you smell your skin burning when you’re on fire?

			It’s a similar number for drowning as well. About 100,000 a year. I’ve read that’s a nice way to die. After the initial shock passes, after your lungs stop trying to breathe, apparently this euphoria hits you, and it’s this dreamy, tired feeling, quite like falling to sleep.

			More than 21,917 people will die every day from smoking and smoking-adjacent things, and part of me feels like “you know what, you invited death to the table by smoking, you idiots” but then actually, did you know that more than 10 percent of those 21,917 people (which is more than 2,190) who die every day because of cigarettes die because someone else smoked them? That’s not fair.

			But I suppose not much about death is.

			500,000 people are murdered every year—also not fair. Also horrible, and terrifying, and speaks to a darkness in our world that is so catastrophically unbearable and uncontainable and if there are 500,000 people being murdered, then it would be fair to infer that there are then too approximately 500,000 murderers, so then what’s to stop the random man on the street turning around and knifing you in the head because he felt like it? Heads are important.

			More than 1,000 people every week will die from some sort of head injury, like falling. Pavements are uneven. There are curbs and walls and low ceilings—BJ’s tall, and he’s always talking or on his phone—there might be a low hanging pipe somewhere, and then what?

			And then of course—the big C.

			That kills a lot of people, doesn’t it? 4,342 every day. Does it ever surprise them, I wonder? Or do you think you always know you’re dying from cancer before it happens? I think surprise deaths are the worst.

			Do you ever think about it? How you love a person who’s made of mostly bone? Because it’s all I think about now. That the thing protecting the heart I would do anything for—that I’d die for—all that’s protecting it is a ribby cage made from collagen, calcium phosphate and calcium carbonate. That’s it.

			And some muscle.

			These are the things holding Baxter James Ballentine together. Bones and sinew.

			And I’ve seen him break bones before. A million times over the course of our lives up til now. Fingers and toes and wrists. I’ve seen him snap his arm in a way where a tiny bit of the bone pierced through the skin. Bodies tear apart so easily.

			And that mind of his. I love his brain. I love how he sees the world, like everyone is good and everything is fun and exciting and sweet; he has the most lovely, sunny disposition because his mind is good and pure, but do you know how easy it is to sustain a brain injury?

			One bad whack in the temple and your brain can swell and then—poof!—you’re a goner.

			BJ doesn’t chew his food very well either. He sort of swallows it whole. Always has . . . Did you know 3,000 grown-ups will die from choking on food every year? And I don’t know the Heimlich. What would I do if he were to start choking?

			He just never chews properly. He’s always hungry so he always eats too fast, you’re meant to chew each bite thirty-five times or something, which like—come off it, as if! That’s absolute pure madness—but I don’t think he’d be doing three before a swallow, which means he’s doing like, an eleventh of the chews he’s meant to, and I don’t like those odds.

			Plus, he’s so bad at seat belts. I don’t know whether he thinks he’s James fucking Dean but he never wears one, even though 3,287 people die every day from car accidents, which is more than you want because cars are so normal and people are in them all the time. Us less so now because I don’t like cars much these days after—well, you know what after—but because of that, I can say that I’m quite sure that a car accident is a bad way to die. Now that I’ve been in one and all. Because your skin is so thin, and underneath it there isn’t anything that can help you against a tonne of twisty, sharp metal that’s just trying to scrape the meat of you clean off your bones. The metal wraps around you and tries to make you one with it, like it’s an intimate moment between you, and maybe that’s because all death is.

			An intimate moment that’s coming for you, and it’ll take you whether you’re ready or not. It asks no questions and it leaves no answers—

			I need some answers.

			I reach for my bedside table drawer and quietly remove a few items from it.

			“This is peak dysfunction,” I think I hear Bridget whispering to me.

			“Quiet,” I tell her, though I never want her to be.

			The touchless forehead thermometer—“At least it’s touchless,” my sister would say—the little oximeter I clip onto his finger—“Oximetry, Magnolia? Really?”—and the little notebook I write his vitals down in to keep track.

			“You know about vitals, then?” she’d say to me, and I stick my nose in the air to spite her like she’s still on the planet to watch me do so.

			37.2 degrees Celsius today. 97—SpO2%; 63 bpm.

			Hm. I purse my lips.

			“He’s fine,” she’d tell me, but what would I even believe her for, the traitor?

			Yesterday he was 98—SpO2%; 61 bpm. Those are numbers I like better.

			Nevertheless, I write them down and then tuck all my secret doctor tools away and back in my drawer.

			“Well, now he’ll never die, ever!” she’d tell me with an annoying look, and I feel cross at her for it even though she’s not here to say it in real life, and my heart lurches for her and it lands on an empty plot in Highgate because her ashes are here at the foot of our bed.

			I wriggle in towards Beej, wrap his arms around me myself and then I lay my head down on his chest.

			This is how I sleep now.

			The second, I don’t want to talk about, but the third one—probably not hard to guess.

			When I think back to that day in the hospital, Magnolia all banged up and bruised in the bed, still unconscious—that’s the screaming image in my mind. How much it fucked me up seeing her all hurt like that, it was nearly impossible for me, in that moment, to see past her—but if I do, pull a curtain closed on her—tell my mind she’s fine, she’s completely fine, she’ll make it, she’s good, we’re good—if I tell my past-self that, peer back in my memory, let me remember some other things . . .

			Dad frowns.

			“Is everything okay?”

			“Um—” I keep staring at my phone. Shake my head. “I need to get back to Parks—”

			My phone rings again. It’s Taura.

			“Yep,” I say, standing to my feet. “I’m already on my way—no, you go too—I’ll meet you there—”

			I hang up, look at my dad.

			His face pulls, suspicious.

			“Was that a fake call so you have an excuse to leave?”

			“What—?” I pull back. “No, Dad—Fuck. Do you really think I’m so—”

			“No—” He shakes his head quickly. “I just—”

			I roll my eyes. “Unbelievable.”

			He sits back a little, face serious now.

			“Then what’s going on, BJ?”

			I press my tongue into my bottom lip, and breathe out, annoyed. “Someone leaked it.” Push my hands through my hair and watch my dad’s face try to work out what exactly’s been leaked. “Magnolia’s eating—it’s everywhere.”

			His eyebrow bends in the middle—looks crushed for her, actually. He properly loves her. Always has.

			He nods his head towards the exit. Tells me to go without actually saying anything and then I run to the tube.

			Quicker than an Uber at this time of day and I’m home in less than thirty.

			Fight my way through a sea of photographers that are outside our complex—catch eyes with the doorman, who looks sorry for me and tired for me and probably fucking pissed off for himself too. Put my glasses on so they can’t see my face, because it’s what they want. A certain photo at a particular angle so they can twist the story to say whatever they need to say for it to sell.

			Get out to our place and I can see they’re in our room—Tausie’s burning a hole in the floor with her pacing and Parks is sitting on the edge of the bed, eyes wide and nervous.

			“Oi—” I say as soon as I walk in.

			She springs to her feet as soon as she sees me and bolts into my arms.

			“You okay?” I ask the top of her head.

			She pulls back and looks up at me.

			“How did they know?”

			“I don’t know—” I shake my head. “We’ll figure it out.”

			“It’s too late,” she says, eyes teary. “It’s already out there—”

			“Where, exactly?” I look from her to Taura. “Who ran it?”

			Taura gives me an exasperated look. “Everyone’s running it.”

			Magnolia covers her hands with her face, a bit devastated, and then sits back down on the bed.

			“Parksy—” I kneel down in front of her. “Listen, it’s not fair—that they do this to you—it’s complete shit, but you have nothing to be ashamed about—”

			“Yes, I do—!” She scowls. “Of course I do. I’m twenty-five. I have an eating disorder I’ve had since I was fifteen. The articles say it, plain as day—” She flashes me her phone to show me.

			One of the usual shit-slinging rags has consulted an alleged expert, insinuating how truly curious it is that she’s still struggling with bulimia after all these years.

			“That begs the question—why does she still have it?” they’re quoted as saying.

			Doesn’t have bulimia, by the way. Hates throwing up more than anything, almost. Avoids it at all costs, if she can. Would never do it voluntarily. Disordered eating, not eating at all—now that, she’s a pro at . . .

			Just goes to show you how shit these people are. Don’t care what they’re saying, doesn’t even have to be factual, just has to be salacious.

			I shake my head—and this, it fucks me off because whatever she has, they gave it to her. At least in part.

			She didn’t have an eating disorder before they put her up on their pedestal, on their covers, calling her the “Best Body Since Elle”—before that, there wasn’t an overt interest in her beauty, she knew she was attractive, I guess. Boys at school always made a bit of a deal about her, but I don’t think she was paying that much attention. She hadn’t really worked out its function, how to use it as a commodity. Didn’t realise it was one.

			And then she got her deal with Ford, and then Storm, and it was a combination of the fact that Arrie was in a real comeback in her career at the time, and Harley was fucking killing it, and then sort of randomly one night, she and I were out with the Box Set—she was fifteen, I was sixteen and someone, some photographer, took these really fucking cute photos of us. Really basic shit—me on the street, her on the sidewalk, her arms hooked around my neck, my hands on her waist, and we were laughing and kissing and talking, and it was completely regular. 			“Why do you always wear the same outfit?” I ask my sister’s reflection in the mirror.

			“Fixated.” I sidestep the part about final moments. “My, my, we’re fond of ourselves today, aren’t we?”

			She’d roll her eyes. “I don’t daily summon an apparition of you to bathrooms, do I?”

			I frown. “Would you like more to be in other clothes, then?”

			“I’m dead, Magnolia,” she’d tell me. “I don’t care what I wear.”

			I stomp my foot, then wash my hands for no reason.

			“Why does everyone keep saying that?”

			I pout at the mirror and she’d shrug indifferently.

			And there are parts of it that are wonderful, I notice things other people don’t, I’m detail-oriented, I pick up patterns well, I think I’m quite clever, truthfully. I like how I think. I wasn’t sad when they diagnosed me with it, it made a lot of things about me make sense, and about us and how I am and how I can be and why—it answered a lot.

			It can be bad though. It can be a waterboarding of thoughts. Just—cloth over my brain’s face, and all the thoughts in the world being poured over my mouth and nose and you can’t breathe because if you do you’ll choke on them—

			I have a lot of thoughts about this. I’m the biggest Powerball jackpot in the world and the thoughts are the balls blowing around inside that glass thing and then the mechanical arm rises up with a random ball and drops it down the slide into the forefront of my mind.

			“Very sexy.” BJ grins at me as I put mine on and give him an unimpressed look for his behaviour a moment ago.

			“You’re nearly thirty,” I tell him.

			“Fuck off!” He gawps at me, offended. “I’m twenty-fucking-seven.”

			“That’s late twenties.”

			“That’s mid,” he says sternly, and I roll my eyes.

			“Are you going to fight your little brother when we’re grown-ups and have babies of our own?” I ask him, eyebrows up.

			“If he claps in the face of my sleeping wife,” he nods his head, tightening the strap on the headlight I’ve got on as well. “Yep.”

			I roll my eyes again but secretly like him for being like this.

			It’s dark, the walk. And steep. Both things that I think I’m grateful for because my mind is intensely busy today. I have so many racing thoughts, and I’m grateful that no one can see my face as I’m processing them, and no one has spare breath in their lungs to speak and interrupt my train of thought.

			I do feel as though I’m walking towards something, or climbing up to it.

			We stop a little bit of the way up at the first base camp, where our guide gives us our gas masks again and says it’s time to put them on, which I was glad for because it smelt like nothing my nose had ever smelt before, ever, and I hope it never has to smell again, and then we’re back to walking.

			All in all, it takes about an hour to reach the blue flames.

			And it is—actually—breathtaking.

			Like a river, almost. On fire, though. Dripping down a mountain, this insane, neon-electric-blue flame that moves and drips like water.

			“This can’t be real—” Henry says, voice muffled by our masks but eyes all wide.

			“It’s because of the sulphuric gases,” Allie tells us, even though none of us asked, but it makes me happy. I knew she would because Bridget would. “The lava comes out from the crack in the earth super hot, and if we were here in the daytime, it’d look like any other lava or volcano, but because there’s so much gas here, when it’s combined with the lava, it sort of—ignites it? It’s the burning of the sulphur that’s blue, not the lava.”

			I don’t say anything but try to observe it as much as I can, to the best of my abilities; as though me seeing it is the way Bridget gets to.

			We stay there for about a half an hour before our guide tells us we’re going to have to keep climbing if we want to make it to the peak for sunrise.

			So back into the darkness we go, just, the tiny dots of light up the side of the mountain like moving stars, each of them a headlight.

			And it’s funny how much this trek feels like the physical embodiment of my last year in a single moment. This confusing, horrible walk in the dark; I’m falling all the time, tripping over everything—BJ’s trying to help me but he’s in the dark too.

			A sort of floundering that I mostly hate, but that feels distinctively like living, so it’s impossible to hate it all the way through.

			That’s been this year for me. I’ve hated it, fiercely for the most part—but then, is this not just the human experience?

			Shoved into this impossibly deep lake of loss and losing, barely keeping your head above it, then drowning in it, choking on it, somehow surviving against all odds and then reemerging a little bit reborn.

			We reach the peak and it’s dark still.

			That feels right. That’s sort of how I feel in general, actually. A bit as though I’ve climbed this absolute fucker of a mountain, and that maybe I’m nearing the part of it where I might be okay, which doesn’t even really make sense because ten minutes ago I was gasping for air in the same way a month ago I was crying because I saw a waterfall my sister would have liked.

			Grief is funny like that, how it ebbs and flows from you, it’s not corked like champagne, a bottle that bursts open, fizzes all out until it’s empty. It’s more like a kind of weather. A kind of wind. Sometimes it’s these horrible gusts that you feel undeniably, hurts your ears, makes you close your eyes, chills you right down to your bones, some days it’s a pleasant breeze that blows across your face and it’s neither sad or bad, it’s just some kind of unspeakable tenderness. Some days you feel no breeze, that’s started happening to me—I don’t know how I feel about it yet—not that I don’t think of her, I sort of think I’ll think of her every day for forever, but more that, when I do, it doesn’t necessarily feel like someone’s dropping a crystal vase inside my chest. That’s not to say I don’t still have days where I’m a glassware shop situated somewhere along the San Andreas Fault and there’s an earthquake and things are falling and breaking everywhere, but there was a time where every day felt like the big one California’s waiting for—just total demolition. I suppose it doesn’t feel like total destruction anymore.

			And I can feel it coming, like the sun I’m waiting to rise—it’s finally getting lighter—another dawning revelation and I know what I have to do—I wonder if a part of me always knew this was what I’d have to do but just shielded that knowledge from the rest of me knowing that I’d reject it if I knew it consciously at the start.

			BJ comes and stands behind me, chin on top of my head, pulls my body back against his. He doesn’t say a thing because he doesn’t have to, I think because he probably knows too. Bridget didn’t write a will, why would she have? She was tiny, too young to think of such terrible things, she wouldn’t have cared about assets and where they went, to charities or something I presume. That’s what I did with them, divvied them up between various organisations I know she’s always been fond of.

My feet are planted firmly on the ground next to my fiancé’s, right where Bridget left them.

			BJ adjusts his grip on me, wraps himself around me more, which is a clever thing he’s always managed to do, right when I think we’ve reached our most peak level of closeness, he finds a way to be closer still, and I do believe with my whole heart that Bridget would never have left if she didn’t know I had BJ. I know that might sound crazy, I know she didn’t commit suicide, I know it wasn’t her choice—but your body knows. It knows more than we ever want to think it knows, it stores thoughts and feelings and traumas in different regions of it, whether or not Bridget herself consciously knew that she had an aneurysm is irrelevant, because her body knew, and I don’t think the part of her that knew that would have allowed the rest of her to leave until she knew I was going to be okay.

			I look over at the others and pick up her ashes.

			“We’re going to have a talk,” I tell them, and both Henry and Allie look a bit confused but BJ doesn’t. He hands me the Jay Strongwater compact without saying a word and I give him a grateful smile, then I carry her away to a spot up here that’s a bit more isolated.

			I put her down and then sit down next to her.

			I flip open the mirror and I don’t even have to wait to see her, I just see her.

			I swallow nervously.

			“I’m going to leave you up here,” I say.

			“Sorry, what?” She’d blink.

			“Well, I was actually going to throw you into the volcano but it smelt so bad down—”

			She’d cut me off. “—You were going to what!”

			I give her a look.

			“Just kidding—” She’d shake her head. “I’m kidding. Good girl”—she’d give me a small smile—“You should.”

			I nod, not entirely sure because I always want all her approval on everything. “Should I?”

			“Yes.” She’d nod. “Definitely.”

			I nod back, eyes filling with tears. “I’m scared to do this without you.”

			“Magnolia,” she’d sigh and give me a look. Somewhere between exasperated and sorry for me and maybe, if I was lucky, a hint of tenderness in there herself. “You’re already doing it without me.”

			“This is different—” I take a sharp breath in through my nose. “I don’t know how to”—sharp breath—“I don’t know how to be”—swallow—“me . . . without you.”

			She’d tilt her head. “Yes, you do.”

			And I’d roll my eyes at her for making it sound easy when nothing about this is.
