What motivates me to keep drawing and sharing my art is that I want to continue spreading positivity and make people smile. I also enjoy sharing my views on certain topics to bring awareness to the public in hopes of helping to make the world a little kinder.

I hope that this book inspires you to not only learn how to draw these adorable doggies, but also to create your own characters, whether they are dogs or something entirely different.


What Is Kawaii?

You might have heard the word. You have probably seen the hashtag. You definitely know the style. But what, exactly, does kawaii mean?



Kawaii is a Japanese concept or idea, dating back to the 1970s, that translates closely to “cuteness” in English. In Japan, the usage of the word is quite broad and can be used to describe anything cute, from clothing and accessories to handwriting and art. So, if you are a fan of emoji art or the style of beloved characters like Hello Kitty, Pokémon, or Pusheen the Cat, then you already know and love the kawaii style of art!

While there are many interpretations as to what constitutes the “kawaii” art aesthetic, most people can agree that kawaii art is usually composed of very simple black outlines, pastel colors, and characters or objects with a rounded, youthful appearance. Facial expressions in kawaii art are minimal and characters are frequently drawn with oversized heads and smaller bodies.


How to Use This Book

After some helpful information here in the beginning of the book about tools and drawing techniques, there are over one hundred step-by-step tutorials divided into seven sections: Favorite Breeds, Puppies, Poses & Moods, Daily Activities, Dress-Up, Bon(e) Appétit, and Portraits. At the end of the book are Doggy Coloring Pages with lots of kawaii doggies for you to color and decorate.




Tools

Feel free to draw your kawaii doggies with whatever you have available to you, but here are some suggestions.




TRADITIONAL TOOLS

If you’re drawing your dogs with traditional tools, use a pencil, such as a 2B/HB (aka a #2 pencil) for the initial sketch, and then use a black ink pen to finish your drawing—once your sketch is final. You may want to invest in a high-quality eraser to easily get rid of any unwanted lines and marks. A ruler may also be helpful for when you’re working with straight lines.



For coloring your doggies, I recommend using color pencils, crayons, or watercolors. Have fun experimenting with what works best for you. The coloring pages on this page are a great place to practice!


DIGITAL TOOLS

There are a number of software programs and apps for drawing digitally, whether you prefer drawing on a desktop, laptop, or iPad. Like I mentioned earlier, I prefer using Procreate on an iPad, but see what works best for your artwork, equipment, and budget.



Regarding the brushes included with these programs, I like the Monoline brush in Procreate, but again, have fun experimenting.
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DRAWING YOUR DOGGIES

I like to use a lot of curved lines in my drawings, which help contribute to that kawaii, or cuteness, factor. Here are some of the basic shapes you will see throughout the tutorials in this book.

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FAVORITE BREEDS


Beauty comes in all shapes and sizes.
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GOLDEN RETRIEVER
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1. Draw the top of the head, the floppy right ear, and the top of the left ear.
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2. Complete the ears with a little fur detail.
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3. Draw both sides of the head with a curved left cheek.
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4. Add some fur detail to the neck.
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5. Draw the front and back of the body and the inner-front leg.
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6. Add the outer-front leg so that it is raised and pointed in. Draw the fluffy tail.
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7. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the back legs.
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8. Finish by giving your doggy a playful facial expression.









DACHSHUND
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1. Draw the top of the head and the floppy ears pointing out.
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2. Draw both sides of the head with a curved left cheek.
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3. Draw the front and back of the body.
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4. Extend the line of the back of the body into the outer-back leg. Add the inner-front leg and the looped tail.
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5. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the outer-front leg.
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6. Finish by giving your doggy a content facial expression.









MALTESE
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1. Draw the top of the head with a tuft of fur standing up.
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2. Draw the floppy left ear and the partial right ear with fur detail.
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3. Draw both sides of the head with fur detail on the right side.
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4. Draw the front and back of the body with fur detail close to the head.
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5. Wrap the furry tail around the base of the body.
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6. Draw the outer-back leg with an extended line to define the haunch. Add the front legs.

7. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add a tuft of fur at the center of the chest.
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8. Finish by giving your doggy a content facial expression.









LABRADOR RETRIEVER
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1. Draw the top of the head, the floppy left ear, and the partial right ear.
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2. Draw both sides of the head with a curved right cheek.
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3. Draw the front and back of the body and the outer-back leg. Add the inner-front leg.
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4. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the outer-front leg and the looped tail.
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5. Finish by giving your doggy a playful facial expression.









CHOW CHOW
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1. Draw the top of the head and the pointy ears slightly tilted to the left.
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2. Draw both sides of the head with a curved right cheek.
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3. Add some fur detail to the neck.
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4. Place the fluffy tail “behind” the left side of the head.
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5. Draw the back of the body, extending the line into the outer-back leg.
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6. Draw the front of the body, extending the line into the inner-front leg. Add the outer-front leg.
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7. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the inner-back leg.

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5. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the inner-back leg and a raised outer-front leg. Draw the looped tail.
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6. Finish by giving your doggy eyes and a nose with rounded triangles and adding a short, vertical line off the nose.









BOXER
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1. Draw the top of the head, the floppy right ear, and the partial left ear.
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2. Draw the left side of the head with a curved cheek.
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3. Draw the right side of the head and a short, curved line for the chin.
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4. Draw the front and back of the body and the inner-front and outer-back legs.
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5. Complete the body by drawing the underside, the outer-front leg, and a rounded tail.

6. Give your doggy as content a facial expression as possible with those jowls.
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7. Finish by drawing thin lines to define the face folds.









JACK RUSSELL TERRIER
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1. Draw the top of the head and the floppy ears.
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2. Draw both sides of the head with a curved left cheek.
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3. Draw the front and back of the body and the inner-front leg.
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4. Extend the line of the back of the body into the outer-back leg. Add the inner-back leg and the fluffy tail.
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5. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the outer-front leg.
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6. Finish by giving your doggy a playful facial expression.









GREAT DANE
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1. Draw the top of the head and the pointy ears.
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2. Draw both sides of the head with a curved right cheek.
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3. Draw the back of the body.
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4. Extend the line of the back of the body into the outer-back leg. Draw the front of the body and add the inner-front leg.
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5. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the outer-front leg.
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6. Add the inner-back leg and the looped tail.
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7. Finish by giving your doggy a content facial expression.









SIBERIAN HUSKY
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1. Draw the top of the head and the pointy ears tilted to the left.
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2. Draw both sides of the head with a curved right cheek and fur detail on the left side.
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3. Place the fluffy tail “behind” the right side of the head.
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4. Draw the front and back of the body and the outer-back leg. Draw the top of the inner-front leg off the line of the front of the body.
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5. Draw a circle for the tennis ball at the base of the inner-front leg.
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6. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the outer-front and inner-back legs.
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7. Finish by giving your doggy a playful facial expression.









PUG
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1. Draw the top of the head and the floppy ears tilted to the left.
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2. Draw both sides of the head with a curved right cheek. Add a short, curved line for the chin.
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3. Draw the back of the body from the left ear and the outer-back leg. Add the inner-front leg below the right side of the head.
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4. Add the curled tail.

5. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the outer-front leg.
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6. Finish by giving your doggy a playful facial expression.









FRENCH BULLDOG
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1. Draw the top of the head and the pointy ears.
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2. Draw the right side of the head with a curved cheek.
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3. Draw the back of the body from the top of the head.
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4. Extend the line of the back of the body into the outer-back leg and the underside of the body.
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5. Add the front legs and short, curved lines for the left cheek.
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6. Finish by giving your doggy a sleepy facial expression. Add a thin, curved line to define the snout.









BERNESE MOUNTAIN DOG
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1. Draw the top of the head and the tops of the floppy ears.
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2. Complete the ears with fur detail.
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3. Draw the left side and bottom of the head.
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4. Draw the front and back of the body, adding a little fur detail at the neck. Add the partial looped tail.
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5. Add fur detail to complete the tail and the front and back of the body.
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6. Add the outer-back and inner-front legs.
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7. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the outer-front leg.
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8. Finish by giving your doggy a playful facial expression.









MALTIPOO
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1. Draw the top of the head with a tuft of fur pointing left.
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2. Draw the floppy ears.
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3. Draw the left side of the head with a curved cheek.
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4. Add some fur detail to the neck.
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5. Draw the front and back of the body, adding a small bump to the top of the back of the body.
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6. Add the fluffy tail.
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7. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add some fur detail to the body.
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8. Finish by giving your doggy a playful facial expression.









CAVALIER KING CHARLES SPANIEL
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1. Draw the top of the head and the tops of the ears.
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2. Complete the floppy ears with fur detail.
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3. Draw the front and back of the body with spiky fur detail. Extend the line of the front of the body into the inner-front leg.
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4. Wrap the furry tail along the base of the body.
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5. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the outer-front leg and some fur detail at the neck.
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6. Finish by giving your doggy a playful facial expression.

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4. Draw the front and back of the body.
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5. Add the outer-back leg and the rounded tail.
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6. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the front legs and the inner-back leg.
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7. Finish by giving your doggy a playful facial expression.









AFGHAN HOUND
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1. Draw a long wavy line for the left ear with a shorter curved line inside.
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2. Draw a shorter wavy right ear with a curved tip, also with a shorter curved line inside.
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3. Extend wavy lines from the shorter curved lines to add more fur to the ears.
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4. Draw a curved line for the bottom of the head. Add short hair lines at the top of the head below the curves of the ears.
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5. Draw a short line on the left side for the front of the body. Add the looped tail, making the end pointy.
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6. Draw the back of the body with fur detail and the outer-back leg.
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7. Complete the body by drawing the underside with lots of fur detail.
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8. Add the rounded front legs.
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9. Finish by giving your doggy a content facial expression.









MINIATURE SCHNAUZER
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1. Draw the top of the head and the pointy ears slightly tilted to the left.
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2. Draw both sides of the head with curved cheeks and fur detail.
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3. Draw the front and back of the body, adding fur detail to the front. Add the little looped tail.
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4. Draw the front legs, making them chonky.
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5. Extend the line of the back of the body into a furry haunch.
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6. Give your doggy a playful facial expression.
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7. Finish by adding fur detail to the ears, eyebrows, and neck.









BEAGLE
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1. Draw the top of the head and the floppy ears slightly tilted to the left.

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3. Center the knot of the neckerchief below the head. Draw it as a circle with a leaf shape coming off each side.
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4. Draw the sides of the neckerchief with the top lines following the shape of the base of the head and the bottom lines slightly curving off the sides of the knot. Connect the top and bottom lines.
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5. Add the tail in the shape of a crescent moon below the right side of the neckerchief.
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6. Draw the front and back of the body and the inner-front and outer-back legs.
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7. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the outer-front and inner-back legs.
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8. Finish by giving your doggy a content facial expression.









SAMOYED BORDER COLLIE MIX
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1. Draw the top of the head and the floppy ears slightly tilted to the left.
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2. Draw both sides of the head with spiky fur detail.
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3. Add some fur detail around the neck.
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4. Draw the front and back of the body and the outer-back leg.
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5. Add the inner-front leg and the fluffy tail.
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6. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the outer-front leg.
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7. Finish by giving your doggy a playful facial expression with a wink.









CORGI
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1. Draw the top of the head and the pointy ears tilted to the right.
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2. Draw the left side of the head with a curved cheek and fur detail on the right side.
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3. Add some fur detail to the neck.
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4. Draw the rounded sides of the body.
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5. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the back legs, pointing in, and the puffy tail.
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6. Finish by giving your doggy a content facial expression.









PAPILLON
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1. Draw the top of the head and the tops of the rounded pointy ears slightly tilted to the right.
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2. Complete the ears with fur detail.
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3. Draw both sides of the head with a curved right cheek and fur detail on the left side.
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4. Place the fluffy tail “behind” the left side of the head.
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5. Draw the back of the body and the outer-back leg. Add the inner-front leg below the right cheek.
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6. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the inner-back and outer-front legs.

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5. Add a curved line for the right side of the head. Draw the back of the body.
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6. Extend a line from the back of the body for the chonky outer-back leg. Draw the front of the body and the chonky inner-front leg.
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7. Add the puffy tail.
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8. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the chonky outer-front leg.
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9. Finish by giving your doggy a content facial expression.








ROTTWEILER
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1. Draw the top of the head and the floppy ears tilted to the left.
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2. Draw both sides of the head.
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3. Draw the front and back of the body and the outer-back and inner-front legs.
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4. Add the looped tail.
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5. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the outer-front leg.
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6. Finish by giving your doggy a playful facial expression.








YORKSHIRE TERRIER
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1. Draw the top of the head with a tuft of fur pointing to the left and the pointy ears.
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2. Draw both sides of the head with spiky fur detail.

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1. Draw the top of the head and the pointy ears slightly tilted to the right.
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2. Draw the left side of the head with a curved cheek and a short line for the right side.
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3. Place the curled tail so that it fills in the right side of the head.
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4. Draw the back of the body and the inner-back leg. Add the outer-front leg below the left side of the head.
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5. Complete the body by drawing the underside. Add the outer-back leg.
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6. Finish by giving your doggy a content facial expression.

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1. Draw the top of the head and the pointy ears.

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6. Add the fluffy tail off the back leg.
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7. Draw the back of the body with fur detail.
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8. Finish by giving your doggy a playful facial expression with a wink.









PAPILLON
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1. Draw the top of the head and the tops of the rounded pointy ears.
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2. Complete the ears with fur detail.
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3. Draw both sides of the head with a curved left cheek and fur detail on the right side.
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4. Draw the front and back of the body. Add the outer-front leg at the base of the right side of the body.
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5. Wrap the fluffy tail along the base of the body.
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6. Finish by giving your doggy a content facial expression.

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1. With a pencil, lightly draw a circle for the outline of the head and a vertical and a horizontal line dividing it into four equal quadrants. Position the facial features on the horizontal and vertical lines, giving your doggy a content facial expression.

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4. Complete the head with a wide U shape that follows closely to the sides and bottom of the circle. Erase your guidelines.
