Tools

The best thing about making art is that you can pick whatever medium works for you. For the basics, I recommend starting with a nice drawing pad and graphite drawing pencils. When you start a character, sketch out your design lightly in your drawing pad first.

Don’t shy away from using other drawing tools to help perfect your work. I love using rulers for straight lines and circle tools to make perfect curves. Ink the lines with different sized graphic pens. Use a medium-tip pen for the outlines and a thin-tip pen for all the itty-bitty details. Once the ink is set, lightly erase whatever pencil marks are still showing. And now the really fun part—COLOR! Feel free to experiment, explore, and find your own creative style. Markers, colored pencils, or even watercolor paints are a great place to start. Alternatively, you could scan your drawing in order to color it in digitally on your computer.

Tips & Tricks

Not all of the designs in this book are symmetrical but many are. One way to ensure symmetry is to draw a line down the middle of the design to make sure both sides match up perfectly. You can also fold the paper in half and trace a flawlessly matching side to the drawing.

Adding a face to your drawing will give it some personality. Try different expressions to convey a mood. Is your character happy with a smile? Maybe they’re feeling spunky with a wink and tongue out, or feeling in love with heart-eyes, or maybe they’re just a little sad with tears welling up in their adorable eyes.

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Don’t be afraid to play around with where you put the face on the drawing. Make the face bigger or smaller, on the top, middle, or bottom of the design. The options are endless!

You can even add multiple faces to a character to turn a drawing into several characters at once.

There is no right way to express yourself. Use the blank characters at the end of the tutorials to practice different facial expressions and play with various bold colors. Practice your techniques with the dot grid pages at the end of the book.

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Cupcake

1 Starting with the cupcake liner, draw a wide U shape with a curve for the base and the sides slightly extending out.

2 Across the top of the liner, draw a line with curved ends that extend past the sides. Add three jagged points, like little mountains, to the center of this line.

3 Now it’s time to add the thick frosting swirls! Draw an incomplete oval the width of the cupcake liner.

4 Draw a smaller incomplete oval above the first one, making sure to leave a proper amount of space to show the thickness of the swirls.

5 Top the cupcake with a nice dollop of frosting that looks like a chocolate kiss.

6 Give the cupcake liner its pleats by drawing four slanted lines that extend from the downward jagged points. The two lines on the left should slant right and the two lines on the right should slant left. Finally, add the face, color, and embellishments. Don’t forget the sprinkles!

Taco

1 Starting with the taco shell, draw the top of a semicircle.

2 Connect the left side of the opened semicircle with a curved line that straightens and extends below and just past the right side.

3 On the right side of the semicircle, draw a small, curved line that extends just past the bottom line.

4 Curve the bottom line of the taco shell up to just past the center of the top of the first semicircle to form the backside of the taco shell.

5 Add in the fillings! For the meat, close the small curve at the bottom with a jagged line. For the sour cream, draw another jagged line of the same width on top.

6 For the final fillings, draw a wavy, arched line on top of the sour cream to the top of the first semicircle. Finally, add the face, color, and embellishments.

Ice Cream Cone

1 Starting with the cone, draw a short, wide U shape with a curved line for the base and the sides slightly extending out.

2 Draw another U shape below this one that is narrower and taller for the base of the cone.

3 Moving on to the soft-serve ice cream, draw a line with curved ends that extend past the sides of the cone, adding ice cream drips of varying lengths along the cone.

4 Connect the curved ends with a nice, swirled line.

5 Start a narrower swirl of ice cream on top of the first one.

6 Connect the curved ends with another nice, swirled line.

7 Top the ice cream with a final dollop that looks like a rounded chocolate chip.

8 Add a waffle pattern to the cone with crisscrossing lines.

9 Finally, add the face, color, and embellishments.

DECORATING IS THE FUN PART! GRAB A BUNCH OF YOUR MOST VIBRANT COLORS, AND IN DOTS OF VARYING SIZES, ADD ALL THE SPRINKLES.








Hamburger

1 Starting with the top bun, draw a slightly arched semicircle, with the ends curving in.

2 Connect the ends with a curved line. For the lettuce, draw a wavy line below and connect to the bun with curved ends.

3 Next, the cheese. Starting at the curved ends of the lettuce, draw two short line pointing outward on either side. Connect with a wide V.

4 Below the cheese, draw a line with curved ends narrower than the cheese for the meat patty.

5 Below the meat patty, draw a curved line with curved ends slightly wider than the meat patty for the bottom bun.

6 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Fries

1 Starting with the cup, draw a wide U shape with a curved line for the base and the sides slightly extending out.

2 Connect the sides with two short lines slanting inward. Then, connect the slanted lines with the bottom of a semicircle.

3 Time for the fries. For the first fry, draw two lines slanted left coming out of the cup. Connect the top at an angle. Then, draw a line down the center of the fry.

4 Repeat step 3 and draw three more fries leaning different ways in the cup.

5 Repeat step 4 but place the taller fries behind the first layer of fries.

6 Repeat step 5, placing a third layer of fries behind the second.

7 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Popcorn

1 Starting with the popcorn cup, draw a tall U shape with a curved line for the base and the sides slightly extending out.

2 Connect the sides with a scalloped line, leaving the two ends as half-scallops.

3 Add the popcorn! Starting above the rightmost scallop, draw three connected scallops facing the opposite way, with the ends curved in. Add two smaller scallops to the left side moving inward, facing the opposite direction. Draw a large semicircle on top for the main kernel of the popcorn.

4 Draw two more smaller popcorns on either side of the first one. Then, add one popcorn in the space between the leftmost and first popcorn, but upside-down.

5 Fill the top of the popcorn cup and create a mound of popcorn.

6 Add two pieces of popcorn floating slightly above the popcorn mound on the left and right sides.

7 Give the popcorn cup pleats by drawing four slanted lines downward from the four points of the scallops. Finally, add the face, color, and embellishments.

DECORATE IT!

OMBRÉ IS A FRENCH WORD THAT REFERS TO COLORS THAT FADE FROM DARK TO LIGHT. USE AN OMBRÉ EFFECT WHEN YOU COLOR TO ADD DEPTH AND INTEREST.








Soda

1 Starting with the lid of the cup, draw a narrow horizontal oval.

2 Below, draw a curved line with straight sides connecting to the oval.

3 For the cup, draw a tall U shape with a curved base and the sides slightly extending out.

4 Back to the lid, draw a smaller oval in the center. Then, add scallops on the rim of the lid.

5 For the straw, start with a curved line in the center of the smaller oval. Extend two vertical lines from each end of the curved line. Curve both lines slightly right, keeping them parallel to each other.

6 Close the end of the straw with a narrow oval. Then, create pleats with four thin, slightly slanted ovals, to the curve of the straw, thinner on the right side and getting wider on the left.

7 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Hot Dog

1 Starting with the front bun, draw an oval with a single dip in the center on the top.

2 Add the hot dog on top by following the curve of the bun, but slightly longer than the bun.

3 Following the same curve, add the back bun on top, narrower than the hot dog.

4 To add dimension, draw a thin line with the same curve through the back bun, closer to the top line.

5 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments. Don’t forget the mustard!

Cereal

1 Starting with the bowl, draw the bottom of a wide semicircle.

2 Connect the sides with a slightly arched line.

3 Next, draw an oval inside the top half of the bowl. Be sure to leave a thin space on top for the rim.

4 For the milk, draw a curved line from left to right, going up and past the outer rim. Then, draw a wavy line with three curves, connecting back down to the inside of the bowl. Add a circle floating off of the milk for a drop of milk.

5 In the left side of the milk, draw a short, wavy line slanted to the left. Then, extend a slanted oval handle with straight sides and a wider end.

6 Add small oval disks in the milk with shaded centers for the cereal.

7 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Waffle

1 Start with a circle.

2 Draw a slightly smaller circle inside the first circle to create a thin rim.

3 Inside the circle, add the crosshatch of the waffle with three lines crossing opposite ways.

4 Then, draw the same crosshatch, but slightly above the first.

5 Next, erase the places in the crosshatch where the lines intersect to create the waffle pockets.

6 At the top of the waffle, draw a wavy blob of maple syrup.

7 Finally, add a pat of butter, a face, color, and embellishments.

Donut

1 Start by drawing the top of a short, wide semicircle.

2 Next, connect the sides with a wavy line of dripping icing.

3 Below the icing, draw a curved line connecting to the edges of the icing.

4 For the donut hole, draw the top of a small semicircle. Connect the sides with a curved line extending wider than the top. Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Cherry Pie


[image: image]


1 Starting with the crust, draw the bottom right corner of a rectangle. Draw a second line inside of the first and connect at the left corner, leaving the top right open.

2 On the left, connect a wavy line for the left side of the rectangle.







[image: image]


3 Then, on top, draw a faint V shape starting from the inner right line with the point touching the left side. Extend the top side slightly out.

4 For the top crust, connect the V with a wavy oval thicker than the right side of the rectangle.

5 Next, draw the lattice crust on top. Start with a slightly slanted rectangle strip crossing beneath the wavy pie crust. Then, overlap another strip slanting the opposite way from the far corner of the pie down toward the base.

6 Touching the first strip and the top of the pie, draw a triangle, leaving space between the second strip.

7 At the middle of the V, draw another strip parallel to the first strip and overlapping the second.

8 Below the end of the first strip, draw another strip parallel to the one extending from the top right corner and touch the base.

9 At the point of the pie, draw a sliver of a strip in the shape of the point parallel to the first strip.

10 Make sure to erase the places where the lattice strips cross over each other. Then, connect the wavy left side of the base to the right with a wavy line of dripping filling.

11 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

WHEN ADDING DETAILS TO YOUR CHARACTER, YOU DON'T ALWAYS HAVE TO BE SUPER SPECIFIC. SOMETIMES, JUST AN IMPRESSION OF A DETAIL MAKES YOUR CHARACTER VISUALLY INTERESTING, LIKE DIFFERENT COLORED CIRCLES THAT IMPLY CHERRIES!








Milkshake

1 Starting with the glass, draw a tall U shape.

2 Connect the sides with a slightly arched line.







[image: image]


3 Next, draw an oval inside the top of the glass.







[image: image]


4 For the stem of the glass, draw two curved lines extending wider at the bottom. Then, draw a circle around the stem narrower than the glass.

5 Adding the first dollop of whipped cream, draw an incomplete oval the width of the inner oval. Erase any overlapping lines.

6 Draw a smaller incomplete oval above the first one, making sure to leave a proper amount of space to show the thickness of the whipped cream.

7 Top the milkshake with a nice dollop of whipped cream that looks like a rounded chocolate chip.

8 Add the straw with a rectangle slanting right in front of the whipped cream. Connect the top end with an oval.

9 For the surface of the glass, in the center draw a tall, thin U with a straight line connecting the top.

10 On either side of the center panel, draw similar panels that follow the curves of the glass.

11 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

A COLORFUL STRAW CAN MAKE A DRINK TASTE GREAT WHILE LOOKING FUN. FOR A CLASSIC LOOK, COLOR EVERY OTHER PANEL OF THE STRAW TO CREATE A SPIRAL EFFECT.








Gumballs

1 Start with the globe of the gumball machine by drawing a circle.

2 At the bottom of the circle, draw two lines extending slightly out on either side. Connect with a curved line.

3 Below the curved base, connect a similar curved line with rounded ends slightly wider.

4 Next, inside the top of the globe, draw the bottom of a small semicircle. Connect an arch on top. Then, draw a little circle half inside the arch. Erase any overlapping lines.

5 In the base of the container, draw a small square at the top with the sides extending slightly out. Draw a tiny bowtie inside for the knob.

6 Below the square, draw the bottom of a semicircle the same width. Inside, draw a smaller semicircle.

7 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

DECORATE IT!

YOU MIGHT NOT USE THE WHITE PENCIL OFTEN, BUT IT COMES IN HANDY FOR ADDING DIMENSION. SHADE THE CENTER OF THE GUMBALL MACHINE, REMEMBERING THE TOP PIECE, TO CREATE THE EFFECT OF LIGHT BOUNCING OFF OF IT.








Popsicle

1 Starting with the popsicle, draw the sides and base of a rectangle.

2 Connect the sides with an arch.

3 For the popsicle stick, attach a short, narrow U to the bottom of the rectangle.

4 On the top left corner of the popsicle, draw four scallops curving inward to make a bite. Erase any outside lines.

5 From the top point of the bite, draw a curved line tracing the outside of the popsicle ending halfway down the right side. Then, draw a short line from the bottom point of the bite on the left side ending parallel to the right. Erase the original lines now inside the new lines.

6 Connect the sides with a wavy line of popsicle drips.

7 Back to the bite, connect the outside of the scallops together with shallower scallops, making sure to leave space between. Draw three lines to connect the points to each scallop.

8 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

DECORATE IT!

FOR AN EASY WOOD-GRAIN EFFECT, DRAW A COMBINATION OF CONCENTRIC OVALS AND WAVY LINES CURVING INWARD FROM THE SIDES. DON'T WORRY ABOUT STRAIGHT OR SMOOTH LINES.








Juice Box

1 Start with a tall rectangle with rounded corners.

2 From the top left corner, draw a line slanting slightly right. Connect with a line parallel to the top of the rectangle and following the curve down the right side. Then, connect another line, slanted to the left, to the bottom right corner of the rectangle.

3 In the gap between the top right corners, connect a triangle the width of the side pointing down.

4 Then, draw a center line across the top, crossing through the triangle, and down the side of the juice box.

5 For the straw, on top in the front right side of the juice box, draw two lines curving to the right. Connect the base with a curved line.

6 Connect the top ends of the straw with a thin oval. Then, add four thin, curved ovals to the bend of the straw, narrower on the right and getting wider left.

7 Draw some designs of an orange and orange slice on the front of the box.

8 Finally, add a diagonal wavy line, a face, color, and embellishments.

Snow Cone

1 Starting with the cone, draw a V shape with slightly curved sides.

2 Then, connect the sides with a thin oval with a curved top and base slightly wider than the cone.

3 Above, draw a slightly wider semicircle with a wavy line.

4 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

1 Starting with the stem, draw an upside-down U shape with a curved line at the top and the sides slightly extending out.

2 Connect the sides with a scalloped line that moves from being short to long on each side

3 Complete the stem by drawing a lightbulb shape from the scalloped line.

4 Moving on to the cap, draw an oval from the middle of one of the sides of the upper part of the stem to the other side.

5 Starting slightly below the oval, draw a nice bulbous shape for the outer part of the cap.

6 Add curved lines to the oval shape for the gills.

7 Give your mushroom cap spots by drawing small circles of varying sizes.

DECORATE IT!

USE VARYING SHADES OF THE SAME COLOR FOR SOME DEPTH IN ANY DESIGN YOU CREATE. ON THE GILLS OF THE MUSHROOM, USE A DARKER SHADE NEAR THE CENTER, COLORING AROUND THE STEM AT EQUAL DISTANCES. BLEND INTO THE LIGHTER SHADES AS YOU MOVE OUTWARD.








Strawberry

1 Starting with the stem, draw a vertical shape like a narrow hourglass.
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2 Draw two leaves that connect to each other off the stem. Give them pointed tips.

3 Draw two more leaves “behind” the first two leaves.

4 Moving on to the fruit part, draw a bulbous V shape.

5 Give the strawberry its seeds by drawing tiny, rounded triangles for each one.

6 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Avocado

1 Starting with the top of the avocado, draw an arch with the sides extending slightly out.

2 Connect the sides with the bottom of a semicircle slightly wider than the top arch, with the sides curving in where they connect to the arch.

3 Draw a small circle in the bottom for the pit.

4 For dimension, draw a curved line from the top that follows the curve of the right side to the base. Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Orange Slice

1 Start with drawing the bottom of a semicircle.

2 Connect the top with a straight line.







[image: image]


3 Inside, draw a smaller U connecting to the top.

4 For the orange segments, start with a wide upside down V with the point at the center of the top line. Connect the ends of the V to the top with curved ends.

5 Add two more segments inside the first two in the shape of teardrops.

6 Connect the segments with a U shape.

7 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Watermelon


[image: image]


1 Start with a triangle with a curved base and a rounded point.
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2 Connect a curved line from the top point going down parallel to the right side. Then, connect with a straight line to the base.

3 Below the base, draw a curved line from the left that slightly widens to the right back corner.

4 Next, above the base, draw two curved lines to make a thin strip inside. Do the same with two short, straight lines continuing on the side.

5 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Grapes

1 Start with a circle.
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2 Draw another circle at the top left, overlapping slightly.

3 Draw another circle slightly above and to the right of the second circle, overlapping the first but behind the second.
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4 Draw a circle above the two grapes, overlapping where they meet.
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5 Draw another grape behind on the left side, overlapping the one below it.

6 Repeat step 5 on the right side of the top grape. Erase any overlapping lines.

7 For the stem, above the top grape draw a thin, short rectangle with an oval connecting the top. Then, draw thin, arched stems extending out on either side. Draw two leaves around the two stems.

8 Finally, add faces, color, and embellishments.

GIVE YOUR DESIGNS SOME CHARACTER BY CHANGING THE FACIAL EXPRESSIONS OF EACH GRAPE, ADDING CLOSED EYES WITH HORIZONTAL Vs AND CUTE PINK TONGUES.








Pineapple

1 Starting with the pineapple, draw a slightly flattened circle.
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2 At the top of the circle, draw two arches that meet in the middle. Connect the points with two more arches slanting in and meeting at a point. Then, extend the top of the left arch to the bottom right.

3 Add two longer leaves above, with the overlapping leaf on the other side.







[image: image]


4 Repeat step 3 with two more leaves above, slanting slightly up, alternating the overlapping leaf.

5 For the top leaf, draw a vertical teardrop shape in between the top two leaves. Add a curved leaf on either side, each extending slightly out.

6 Add crosshatching lines on the body of the pineapple. Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Cracked Egg
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1 Start with the yolk by drawing a small arch.
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2 Connect the sides with a slightly curved line.
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3 For the egg white, start on the left side of the yolk and draw a wavy line extending out and curving in below the yolk.

4 Complete the egg white by repeating step 3 but on the right side of the yolk. Then, add a semicircle, slightly slanted above and to the left of the egg, with the opened end facing the yolk.

5 Connect the sides of the semicircle with a line with three jagged points.

6 Add a second line with inverted jagged points below the first.

7 Draw another, narrower semicircle above the right side of the yolk, mirroring the left one.

8 Connect the sides with a line with three jagged points. Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Flowerpot 1
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1 Draw a thin horizontal oval.
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2 To make the pot, below the oval, draw a U shape with a curved line for the base and the sides slightly extending out.

3 Inside the oval, draw a thin curved line following the shape of the top of the oval.
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4 In the center of the oval, draw the bottom of a semicircle. Then, connect the sides with two arches meeting in the middle of the semicircle to make two leaves. Erase any overlapping lines.
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5 From the center of the leaves, draw two wavy lines extending slightly out with the right one longer than the left.
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6 Add two leaves on either side of each stem.

7 Time for the flower! Leaving a little space above the right stem, draw a circle. On top of the circle, draw two lines extending out and connecting with a curved line with a dip in the middle for the first petal.

8 Add four more petals around the circle to complete the flower.

9 On top of the shorter stem, draw a rounded V shape, connecting the sides with a curve with a dip in the middle.

10 Connect a curved line, getting slightly wider at the top on either side of the petal to make the second flower. Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

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7 Connect to the stem with a long teardrop-shaped petal.

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5 Add curved lines from the center inside each wing for detail.
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6 Next, the legs. Draw two thick wavy lines extending from the top of the fur and curving out. Then, add two more legs on both sides of the body below the wings and curving out.

At the bottom, add jagged points—two on the left slanting right and two on the right slanting left—that move from being short to long on each side. Then, inside the beard, draw a smaller semicircle with a single dip in the center.
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3 For the shirt, draw a curved line just below the tip of the gnome’s beard with curved sides. Add a tiny rectangle in the center of the bottom line.

Draw a thin, curved line to mark the toe of the shoe.

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4 Then, add four more bigger leaves for a third layer.

Aloe Plant
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1 Starting with the rim of the pot, draw a rectangle with a curved base and top. Connect two short lines slanting in at the top corners.
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2 Below, connect a wide U shape that is narrower with a curved line for the base and the sides slightly extending out.
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3 Time for the leaves! Start with a tall teardrop shape at the center of the rectangle that narrows into a pointed tip.
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4 On either side of the first leaf, draw two more that curve out and are shorter.
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5 Between each side leaf, and the central leaf draw two small, horn-like leaves curving inward.
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6 Then, fill to the rim with two more small, horn-like leaves curving out.
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7 Add spikes along the outline of each leaf by drawing tiny, jagged points.
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8 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

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6 At the top of the cactus body, draw a small oval with two ovals connected on either side and extending slightly out.
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7 Draw three vertical lines down the body of the cactus, with the two side lines slightly curved. Add a curved line down the center of each cactus arm.
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8 Add Xs along the lines and outlines to create the cactus spikes. Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

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6 Add the legs with four lines between the chest and the tail.
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7 To make the face, draw the bottom of a semicircle on the bottom of the face. Then, round the sides in to make two bulbous shapes that connect at a small oval in the center.
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8 Finally, add the eyes, a jagged line marking the tip of the tail, color, and embellishments.

Bird
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1 First, draw a light circle for the head. Crossing halfway through the head and slanting left, draw a light, wide oval for the body.
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2 Trace a darker line along the top of the head that curves into the body. Then, on the right side of the head, draw a triangle for the beak with the top arched and the bottom curving inward. On the opposite side of the point, draw another triangle slightly shorter.
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3 From the bottom point of the beak, follow the faint line of the body and curve along the bottom. Add four jagged points for the chest fluff.
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4 For the wing, draw an upside-down teardrop shape with the point slanting to the left and the rounded end connecting to the neck.
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5 Erase the first light lines now. Then, add the tail at the end of the wing with three thin teardrop shapes slanting to the left, with the middle feather slightly longer.
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6 Add a foot on the curved bottom of the body with two lines slanted to the right connecting with three points for the toes. Add the left leg behind with the top of the leg ending in a curved line just above the curve of the body.

7 Add scallops to the wings starting with three at the top, then a second layer of four below and in between the top three.
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8 Add two more layers of scallops to the wing.
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9 Then, fill the bottom of the wing with three lines from between each scallop to the tip of the wing, with the sides curving in. Shade in a small triangle at the tip.
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10 Draw a curved line from the top of the beak to the wing. Finally, add an eye, color, and embellishments.

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1 Draw a circle that is slightly wider at the bottom.

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4 Draw the feet just below the hands, and slightly out, with two incomplete circles with the opened sides on the inside of the body.

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6 Draw another tentacle curving to the right in the last space and join it with the other tentacles.
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7 Draw another tentacle in the gap between the first four to the left and the two to the right. Erase any overlapping lines.
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8 Add two more tentacles on the right and left sides starting where the body curves.
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9 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Connect to the body with a curved line. Add a short, slanted line in the center of the curve from the body to mark the knee crease.

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5 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

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3 Draw a sideways candy cane shape for the base of the spine and book.
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4 Close the base of the book on the right side with a C shape, then draw a few horizontal lines to define the pages.
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5 This book has a ribbon bookmark, so draw the bottom of the ribbon coming out of the pages with curved parallel lines for the sides and jagged points across the bottom. Erase the page lines from the bookmark.
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6 Add two horizontal lines to the spine—these ridged lines are called hubs. Complete the cover by adding decorative metal corners. Draw each of these as the top of a heart shape.
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7 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Add two lines tethered to the sides of the basket and two more in between and slightly slanted in, connecting to the back rim of the basket.
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7 Going back to the balloon, in each section, draw two curved lines, the bottom longer than the top, to form a draping design across the center.
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8 Draw a crosshatch of lines on the basket. Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

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4 Draw the screen with a square inside the tv positioned to the left.
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5 In the space on the right side of the screen, draw two circles one beneath the other.
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6 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

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5 To make the letter inside, draw the top of a narrower rectangle starting at the slanted lines and leaving the top arch peeking from behind.
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6 Erase any overlapping lines.
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7 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Teapot
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1 Start with a circle.
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2 On top, draw a short arch narrower than the circle. Erase any inside lines.
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3 Then, make a lid by connecting the sides of the arch with a curved line.
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4 Add a small circle for a knob on top of the lid.
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5 For the teapot handle, draw two curved lines on the right side, starting at the top and ending just inside the body of the teapot.
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6 On the left side, draw a wavy line curving up and extending slightly out.
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7 Draw a shorter wavy line above the first and connect the two with a thin oval for the spout.
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8 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Teacup
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1 Start with a wide U shape and the sides slightly extending out.
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2 Connect the sides with a curved line.
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3 Inside the top of the U, draw a thin oval, leaving a thin rim.
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4 Next, draw a handle on the right side with two curved lines starting at the top and ending just inside the body of the cup.
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5 Below the cup, draw two short lines slanting out and connect with a curved line.
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6 Add the string of your favorite tea with its tag looping over the edge of the left side of the cup.
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7 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Needle and Thread
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1 Start the top of the spool with a thin oval.
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2 In the center of the oval, draw a smaller oval. Below, draw a thin rectangle with an upward curved base.
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3 With a good amount of space below the top of the spool, draw another rectangle with a curved top and bottom.
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4 At each inner point of the two rectangles, draw one short line slanting in. The top two should slant down with the bottom two slanting up.
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5 Next, add the wound thread by starting at the bottom with four thin, curved lines with the ends curved and slightly wider than the slanted lines. Connect the top with a curved line.
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6 Complete the spool of thread with four more thin, curved ovals.
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7 Add a needle crossing through the top right corner of the spool. Draw a thin oval slanting down to the right with the bottom narrow and pointed. At the rounded end of the needle, draw a small oval inside.
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8 Then, starting on the left, connect a string of thread winding up and looping through the needle hole.
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9 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

DECORATE IT!

OUTLINES HELP DISTINGUISH THE PIECES OF A DRAWING. TO KEEP THE LINES OF THREAD DISTINGUISHABLE, DARKLY OUTLINE EACH IN ITS COLOR WHILE LIGHTLY SHADING INSIDE.








Paint Palette
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1 Start with a wide oval slightly tilted to the left.
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2 At the top right, draw a curved dip. Erase any outside lines.
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3 To make the thumb hole, draw a slanted oval between the dip and the right side of the palette.
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4 Then, along the bottom of the palette and inside the top half of the thumb hole, draw a curved line for dimension.
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5 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.









Paintbrush
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1 Start with the handle by drawing a narrow oval with the top unconnected.
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2 Connect the sides with a line. Then, on each side, draw two curved lines wider than the handle. Connect the sides with a slightly curved line.
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3 On top of that, draw a nice, pointed arch for the paintbrush hair.
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4 Then, back to the middle section, add two curved lines near the top and bottom.
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5 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Glue
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1 Draw the sides and bottom of a rectangle with slightly rounded corners.
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2 Then, round the two corners at the open top, leaving a space in between.
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3 To make the label, draw a square inside of the rectangle body with a curved top. Leave more space between the square and the top than the bottom.
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4 To connect the top rounded corners, draw a small rectangle with a curved top and bottom. Then, form a narrow, pointed oval on top of the rectangle by connecting the sides with a curved line. Inside the oval, draw a tall triangle narrower than the rectangle with a curved base. Erase any inside lines.

5 Add vertical lines inside the rectangle lid. Then, draw a thin curved line in the space between the lid and the square label.
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6 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Pencil
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1 Draw two parallel, vertical lines a good distance apart.
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2 Then, connect the top with a pointed tip.
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3 On the bottom, connect the sides with a rectangle with the top and bottom slightly curved. For the shorter sides, add a small straight indent in the middle with rounded ends slightly wider than the body of the pencil.
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4 Below, add another rectangle with a curved base the same width as the pencil body.
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5 To make the wood panels of the pencil, starting at the base of the body, draw two vertical lines just short of the height of the sides. Make the middle section wider than the sides. Then, connect a pointed tip on top of the middle section with two slanted lines connecting the side sections to the edges of the body, with the right slanting up to the right and the left slanting up to the left.
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6 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Tissue Box
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1 Start by drawing a square.
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2 Then, connect a line extending from the top left corner. Following the shape of the square, attach a horizontal line that curves down at a ninety-degree angle. Connect to the bottom right corner of the square.
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3 Complete the box by connecting the top right corners with a line.
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4 Next, in the center of the top square, draw an oval.
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5 To add the tissue, start at the corners of the oval and draw two wavy lines extending up. Erase any inside lines.
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6 Get creative and use more wavy lines to make a crinkled tissue.
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7 Draw a few more wavy lines to finish the tissue. Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

1 Start with a thin oval slanting down to the left. Add waves to the long sides to make a crust texture.
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2 Then, draw a straight line from the bottom of the crust going to the right.
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3 Connect a wavy, slanted line to the straight line to the top of the crust to make a triangle.
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4 Then, add dripping cheese starting just above the bottom line from crust to point.
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5 Make it Valentine themed with heart toppings!
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6 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Saint Patrick’s Day
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1 Draw a curved line with the ends curving wide down and in.
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2 Then, draw a small oval inside.
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3 Below, connect a slightly wider semicircle with ends that curves into the oval for the body of the pot.
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4 On the bottom, draw two small U shapes on each side to make the pot’s feet.
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5 Time for the gold! Inside the oval, draw small disks of coins using an oval and a curved line connected to the bottom.

6 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments. Don’t forget the rainbow!

Halloween
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1 Start by drawing an arch.
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2 At the bottom of the left side, connect a line for a rounded corner slightly wider than the arch. Then curve the line back out to halfway before curving it back in to create a wave effect. Repeat the same on the right.
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3 Next, connect a wavy line near to the center. Then, curve out for another wave below. Repeat on the other side before connecting together in a line at the bottom.
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4 Draw short lines from the ends of each curve and connect to the nearest line above.
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5 Do the same with each inside curve, making short, straight lines going up.
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6 Then, toward the bottom of the arch, draw a curved line slanting in for the hands. Slant the left hand to the right and the right hand to the left.
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7 Finally, add a spooky face, color, and embellishments.

Thanksgiving
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1 Draw a tall, thin oval.
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2 Then, draw two more ovals slightly behind on either side.
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3 Repeat step 2 for a total of 5 ovals.
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4 For the stem, draw two short, curved lines slanting in. Start from the top of the back ovals and connect with a thin oval.
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5 Add one leaf on either side of the stem and a third one in front on the left.
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6 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

Christmas
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1 Start with the trunk by drawing a wide U shape with a curved base.
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2 Above, draw the bottom of a wide triangle with a wavy base.
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3 Then, add another triangle on top but slightly narrower.
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4 Draw a narrow final triangle on top, leaving the point open.
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5 In the gap of the top tier, add a star.
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6 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.

DECORATE IT!

WHEN CREATING A GOLD, FLECKED STAR, OUTLINE THE WHITE DOTS WITH GOLD BEFORE GOING BACK AND COLORING IN THE GOLD BACKGROUND. THIS INVERSE COLORING TRICK MAKES FOR A BRIGHT AND COMPLEX PATTERN THAT'S SECRETLY EASY TO RECREATE ANYWHERE.








Mashups
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Octopus Planet
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1 Start by drawing the top of a semicircle.
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2 Connect two tentacles to the sides with curved lines extending slightly out.
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3 Repeat step 2 to add two more tentacles closer inside the body.
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4 Repeat step 3.
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5 Repeat step 3 again so that the tentacles connect.
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6 Then, around the bottom of the semicircle, draw a slightly wider curved line.
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7 Draw another curved line starting above the first to create a ring.

8 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.
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Cat Donut
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1 Start with a short, wide arch.
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2 Connect the ends with a wavy line of dripping glaze.
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3 Then, below, attach an upside-down arch to the glaze.
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4 In the center of the glazed top, draw the top of a small semicircle. Connect the sides with a curved line so the ends extend wider.
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5 Add two cat ears on top of the donut at each side with pointed arches and a curved line going through it.
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6 Finally, add a face, color, and embellishments.
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Snail House
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1 Draw a bulbous oval, slanted slightly to the left. Leave the left end open but curve the right end up.
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2 Complete the snail body by connecting two lines to create a pointed tail on the right.
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3 Then, starting on top of the tail and touching the right side of the head, fit a square in the curve of the body.
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4 On top of the square add a slightly wider triangle roof.
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5 Peeking from behind the left side of the roof, draw a small rectangle chimney.

6 Don’t forget the door! Draw a small arch in the bottom center of the house with a dot to mark the doorknob.
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7 Then, add two windows above the door with rectangles with a cross dividing each of them into four smaller rectangles.
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8 Finally, add the snail’s face, color, and embellishments.
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DECORATE IT!

DON'T BE SCARED TO STEP OUT OF THE BOX AND USE COLORS THAT MAY NOT BE TYPICAL. IF YOU'RE UNSURE HOW TO PAIR COLORS TOGETHER, USE A COLOR WHEEL. THE COLORS OPPOSITE EACH OTHER ON THE WHEEL ARE COMPLEMENTARY, WHICH MEANS THEY GO GREAT TOGETHER.








Cactus Bear
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1 Start with a narrow horizontal oval.
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2 Below, connect a U shape with a curved line for the base and the sides slightly extending out.
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3 Inside the oval, draw the cactus with a bulbous shape. Erase any overlapping lines.
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4 Then, add a vertical line down the center of the cactus. Add two curved lines on both sides.
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5 Add some texture at the base of the cactus with a scraggly line of soil.
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6 Then, draw two short, curved lines from the corner of the oval to the cactus to create the pot’s inner rim.
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7 Set a small oval on top of the cactus. Draw two more ovals on either side, extending slightly out.
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8 Next, add two small arches on each side of the front rim of the pot with two smaller arches inside for the ears.
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9 Finally, add the bear’s face to the pot, color, and embellishments.
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DECORATE IT!

FEEL FREE TO CHANGE THE COLORS COMPARED TO YOUR ORIGINAL DESIGN FOR ANY MASHUP. BUT IF YOU'RE ATTACHED TO YOUR FIRST ATTEMPT, ADDING A FEW, SMALL TOUCHES OF A COMPLEMENTARY COLOR CAN BRING THE TWO ELEMENTS TOGETHER.








Ice Cream Narwhal
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1 Draw a circle, but before closing it on the right side, extend the bottom slightly wider and add a small curve at the end of the top. Do not connect.
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2 At the open end, draw the tail fins with two pointed petal-like shapes facing opposite directions and meeting at the middle of the tail.
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3 Draw a fin coming out of the bottom of the body with a small V with curved sides.
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4 Moving on to the belly, draw a curved line from the bottom of the tail to the center of the left side of the body.
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5 Then, add nine vertical lines from the curved line to the base, including through the lower fin.
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6 Time for the ice cream horn! At the top left side of the body, attach a V with the point slanting left. Then, draw a curved line from the bottom right corner to the center of the left side. Draw a shorter curved line from the left corner to the middle of the first curved line.
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7 Around the base of the horn, draw a wavy blob of melting ice cream.
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8 Finally, add the narwhal’s face, color, and embellishments.
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DECORATE IT!

WHEN ADDING TWO ELEMENTS TOGETHER, TRY SHARING A COLOR BETWEEN THE TWO SO THAT THEY TIE TOGETHER SEAMLESSLY. WHILE YOU'RE AT IT, UTILIZE SIMILAR STYLES OF DETAILING LIKE THE SPECKLES ON THE NARWHAL AND THE SPRINKLES ON THE ICE CREAM.








Fox Mushroom
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1 Starting with the stem, draw an upside-down U shape with a curved line for the base and the sides slightly extending out.
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2 Connect the sides with a scalloped line that moves from being short to long on each side.
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3 Complete the stem by drawing a lightbulb shape from the scalloped line.
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4 Moving on to the cap, draw an oval from the middle of one of the sides of the upper part of the stem to the other side.
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5 Starting slightly below the oval, draw a nice bulbous shape for the outer part of the cap.

6 Add curved lines to the oval shape for gills.
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7 At the top of each side of the cap, draw two pointed arches with a curved line from the point to the cap for ears.
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8 Then, add three jagged points slanting down each side of the cap.
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9 Inside the front of the cap, draw a U shape with each side rounding in a bulbous curve and meeting at a small oval in the center.
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10 Finally, add the fox’s face, color, and embellishments.
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Frog Umbrella
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1 Start with the top of a semicircle.
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2 Connect the sides with three scallops.
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3 Extending from the center scallop, draw two vertical lines.
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4 Connect the two lines at a curved hook, forming the handle in the shape of a J.
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5 Then, starting at the corners of the semicircle, draw smaller scallops. The two on the left should slant down and right and the right two should slant down and left, with the center scallop parallel to the top one.
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6 Add curved lines from each point of a scallop to the top of the umbrella.
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7 Then, above each scallop, draw a curved line to make a rim.
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8 Next, connect two small semicircles on the top of each side of the umbrella.
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9 Finally, add the frog’s face, color, and embellishments.
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DECORATE IT!

ADDING EMBELLISHMENTS TO YOUR DESIGN ISN'T ALWAYS NECESSARY. DON'T BE AFRAID TO LEAVE SOME AREAS PLAIN. IT'S COMPLETELY YOUR CHOICE WHETHER TO GO OVER THE TOP OR BE MORE SUBTLE IN YOUR CREATIONS.








Gnome Popsicle
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1 Start with the bottom of a semicircle.
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2 Connect the sides with a triangle with a slightly rounded point.
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3 At the base, attach a narrow U shape for the stick.
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4 Just under halfway from the top, draw a curved line inside the popsicle.
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5 Slightly below the curved line, draw another curved line with a dip in the middle.
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6 Below the dipped curved line, draw a wide V, adding two jagged points on each side to make a beard.
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7 Then, at the top right side of the triangle, draw four scallops cutting in for a bite. Erase any outside lines.
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8 Complete the bite with another set of shallower scallops above the first. Connect with three lines. Finally, add some shirt buttons, the gnome’s face, color, and embellishments.
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DECORATE IT!

OF COURSE, YOU DON'T HAVE TO BE FANCY WITH YOUR COLORING. COMPLETION OF THE DRAWING IS AN ACCOMPLISHMENT IN ITSELF. WITH BLOCKS OF JUST TWO OR THREE COLORS, YOU CAN STILL COME OUT WITH AN ADORABLE CHARACTER.
