This software was first created in 1988, 

after  which  they  partnered  with  the Adobe  team,  and  they  release  Adobe Photoshop  1.0.  Years  after  their  first release,  Adobe  made  Photoshop 

Elements updates on the software and 

produced 

many

Fixing Common Activation Errors 

During  the  activation  of  Photoshop Elements  products,  you  are  likely  to face  some  common  errors.  Below  are some  of  the  mistakes  you  may 

encounter and ways of solving them. 

The invalid serial critical error 

Adobe blocks some serial keys because 

they  have  not  been  administered  by them  or  used  by  unauthorized  and 

fraudulent  dealers  to  create  fake 

software.  You  can  only  be  sure  that this  is  the  case  if  you  reactivate  or reinstall  Adobe  software.  If  you  have received  the  invalid  serial  number 

message,  see  this  page  to  discover information on how to settle the issue. 

Redemption code error 

Redemption  code  error  and  a  serial number  both  contain  24  Elements. 

Nevertheless,  a  serial  number  has  24 

numerical 

digits, 

whereas 

a 

redemption 

code 

has 

24 

alphanumerical  digits.  If  you  have entered  the  redemption  code  rather than the serial number, you will get an error  message.  However  fixing  this errors  isn’t  a  tedious  task  because  all you  have  to  do  is  to  put  in  the  serial number.  If  you  do  not  have  the  serial 

number,  you  can  retrieve  using  the redemption code.

CHAPTER 2 

Getting To Know the Photoshop 


Interface 





Like  a  photo  editor,  graphic  designer, and  many  other  Photoshop  users,  it  is essential to understand and master the primary interface of Photoshop due to 

its complex nature. 

The Photoshop Interface The Photoshop interface has a complex 

nature,  and  it  comprises  the  various section they are as follows; 

The Photoshop document Tab 

The  document  tab  can  always  be 

spotted  on  top  of  the  document 

window.  This  tab  shows  the  name  of the  document,  file  type,  and  recent zoom  level.  The  document  tab  is  also used  in  swapping  between  document 

windows. 

The zoom level and Status Bar 

The  zoom  level  of  this  photo  editor  is displayed  in  the  document  bar,  and 

interestingly  the  status  bar  is  at  the right of the zoom group. The status bar shows  the  image's  color  profile,  but more  data  concerning  the  image  will be displayed if you click and hold on to the  status  bar.  The  kind  of  data showed  on  the  status  bar  can  be 

changed by clicking on the arrow at the right  of  the  status  bar,  after  which  a menu  where  the  change  can  be  made will appear. 

The Photoshop Toolbar   

The  toolbar  of  this  photo  editor  is located  at  the  left  of  the  Photoshop interface.  It  is  where  the  tools  of 

Photoshop  are  found.  These  tools  are being used for editing, painting, typing, adding shapes or type, etc. the toolbar comprises  many  tools,  some  of  which you need to click and hold on the icon of  a  device.  The  toolbar  is  also  called the toolbox. 

The Option Bar 

The  options  bar  of  the  photo  editor  is connected  to  the  toolbar.  It  displays the  option  for  each  tool  you  select  in the  toolbar.  The  options  bar  of  this photo  editor  is  just  above  the 

document  window,  along  the  top  of the interface. 

The Menu Bar 

 

The  menu  bar  in  this  photo  editor  is located along the top of the Photoshop interface.  In  this  bar,  you  can  find numerous options and commands filed 

into sections, like the file menu, which holds  the  option  of  saving,  opening, closing  a  document,  and  the  layer menu,  which  enumerates  choices  for working with layers. 

The Panel 

The  panel  of  the  editor  can  be  found along  the  right  of  the  Photoshop 

interface.  It  is  responsible  for  giving you 

access 

to 

commands 

and 

options—their  different  boards  for different  tasks.  You  can  find  three panels there, namely; layers, path, and channels.  You  can  find  many  more 

meetings in the windows menu. 

Search Bar 

The search bar of this editor is located just above the panel column. It is used to  find  tools  or  commands  in 

Photoshop quickly. The search bar can 

also  search  for  tutorials  or  search  for images from the Adobe stock. 

Workspace 

Workspace is the  pre-set arrangement 

of 

various 

interface 

Elements. 

Workspace can control the display and performance  of  the  panel.  It  can  also change  the  layout  of  the  toolbar  as well as the keyboard shortcut etc. 

The Guided Mode 

The  guided  mode  prepares  you  with  a simple  and  easy-to-use  interface  to attain  a  variety  of  predefined  edits. 

When  you  hover  the  pointer  on 

suggested  improvements,  it  shows  an associated image that shows the effect applied  to  it.  Below  are  some  guide edits in Photoshop 

Move and scale object guided edit Move  and  scale  object-guided  editing allows  you  to  choose  an  object  and change  its  size,  position,  and  many more.  This  guided  edit  helps  you  to make your creation look precisely how 

you like it. 

Object removal guided edit 

This guided edit allows you to clear any unnecessary  content  from  your  photo using a  brush, lasso, clone stamp tool, etc. 

Brightness and contrast guided 

edit 

Brightness  and  contrast-guided  edit are  used  to  regulate  the  brightness  or 

contrast  of  an  image.  An  intelligent brush  tool  can  help  change  the 

brightness  of  your  image  in  specific areas. 

Correct skin and tone guided edit 

The correct skin and tone guided edit is used  to  regulate  skin  tones  in  an image.  You  can  make  your  skin  tan, light, dark, blush, etc. 

Crop photo guided edit 

The  crop  photo-guided  edit  can  be used to crop an image. This guided edit allows  you  to  remove  the  part  of  a picture  with  a  distractive  background element. 

Levels guided edit 

Levels  guided  edits  allow  you  to  work on  various  levels  of  your  image.  This guided  edit  enables  you  to  adjust  all the  layers  or  some  layers  of  your image. 



Lighten and darken guided edit 

The  lighten  and  darken  guided  edit allows  you  to  lighten  or  darken  an image.  This  guided  edit  uses  some tools to adjust the color and tonality of specific layers of the picture. 

Resize guided edit 

The  resize  guided  edit  is  used  to construct  a  version  of  your  photo  to fulfill  certain  conditions  like  pixels, bytes, etc. 

Rotate and strengthen guided edit 

The rotate and  strengthen  guided edit turn  an  image  within  ninety  degrees range or realign  a  picture with the aid of a line passing through it. 

Sharpen guided edit 

Sharpen guided edit is used to increase the  clearness  of  the  images.  This guided  edit  uses  an  auto  sharpen 

command to improve the transparency by focusing on soft edges. 

Vignette Effect guided edit 

The  vignette  guided  edit  emphasizes the significance of a person, object, or group in the center of the image. 

How to reveal the layer that you 

are working on 

Photoshop Element layers are essential to  learn  and  understand  in  Elements. 

For some tasks, you will need only one layer,  whereas  some  will  require 

multiple  layers.  The  use  of  layers  has become  a  very  crucial  part  of  image editing.  Using  layers  gives  you  the 

advantage  of  changing  an  element  on one layer without altering the rest. 

Main Types of Layers In Element 

Basic  pixel  layer:  this  layer  contains the main photo element of the project. 

Text  layers:  this  layer  is  used  to  type text and also change the color and size. 

Fill  layer:  you  can  use  this  layer  to adjust the saturation and brightness of the layer below. 

Vector  layer:  this  layer  contains graphical Elements such as work paths 

and shapes. 

How to use the layers panel 1. Select a layer- click a layer name  

2. Select  numerous  adjacent  layers- 

click  the  first  layer  and  shift-click your last layer 

3. Select non-contiguous layers- ctrl-

click some layer. 

4. Select  the  essential  Element- 

select  the  layer  thumbnail  in  the panel. 

5. Create  a  fresh  blank  layer  and construct  a  new  layer  icon  at  the top of the panel. 

6. Add  a  layer  mask-  click  the  add layer mask icon. 

7. Create  an  adjustment  –  click  on create a new fill icon. 

8. Reproduce an existing layer – drag 

the  layer  to  the,  create  a  new 

layer at the panel top. 

9. Rename a layer- upon creation of 

a fresh layer, and you can rename 

it. 

10. 

Adjust  the  transparency  and 

color interaction of the layers. 

 

Steps on how to use the guided 

mode 

1. Open  a  picture  in  Photoshop 

Elements  or  choose  an  image  in 

the photo bin. 

2. Click  on  the  Photoshop  Elements window. 

3. Select any of the six major guided 

edits  from  the  driven  mode 

screen. 

4. You can  zoom in or out using the 

zoom option. 

5. Make  the  necessary  changes  in 

the photo. 

6. View  the  result  using  view  drop-down,  choose  any  of  the  options 

given

You  can  find  the  available photo  projects  in  the  Photoshop 

element by selecting the create button in  the  upper  right  corner  of  the Photoshop element. 

 How to make a photo collage with 

Photoshop Editor 

 

1. Go to file then new, then select  a blank file to create a new project. 

2. Create  your  desired  shapes  using the  shape  tools.  You  can  also 

change the color of the body, add 

a colored or white border around 

each  image,  or  leave  the  space open when creating enormous. 

3. After  placing the  shapes  in order, click  on  the  box  and  drag  the 

images to each box. 

4. The  shapes  will  be  too  big  to enter the box, so you will need to 

resize by clicking and dragging the 

image's corners. 

5. If you are satisfied with your new 

collage, kindly flatten, watermark, 

and save. 

How to create a Photo Album Tutorial 

One of the aims of this book is to teach on how to create photo book cover as 

well as templates and how to create a 

photo  album  page  layout  without 

resorting to expert assistance. 

Steps to take in creating Photo 

book Cover template   

1. The  first  step  to  take  in  this process  is  to  simultaneously  click on the key Control and N edit the 

document  to  be  in  the  size  of 

24:12  and  the  color  mode  to 

CMYK.  And  then  simultaneously 

on  the  keys  Control  and  R  click 

activate  the  guide.  To  hide  and reveal 

the 

direction, 

press 

Control-H 

2. Go  to  image,  then  select  canvas and add 0.25 into each side of the 

document. 

3. Create the title using any font and font size of your choice. 

4. The  next  phase  in  this  procedure is to add the second text  layer  to 

your  desired  font  and  font  size 

and  then  add  two  more  guides 

from  the  left  side,  adjust  the 

dimensions  then  put  them  in  the 

center of the front cover. 

5. To create the back cover, create a rectangular  and  press  Control-T, 

then resize it to the bleed guide. 

6. Go to file, special place, and then put 

the 

image 

above 

the 

rectangular layer. 

How to Create Album Page layout 

with the Photoshop Image Editor   

1. The  first  step  is  to  put  all  the layers  in  a  group  format  then 

create  a  new  rectangle  and  place 

it in the center of the left page of 

your  screen.  Once  that  is  done, 

the  next  step  is  to  create  an 

additional  rectangle  then  place  it 

at  the  left  page,  precisely  at  the center. Once done, create smaller 

dimensioned  rectangle  but  not 

more than two. 

2. Once the above process has been 

completed,  break  the  top  side  of 

the first shape. 

3. Move the first shape a few inches 

up,  then  the  second  shaken  the 

exact  inches  down  from  the 

horizontal  guide.  After  which  you 

should go to File and select place, 

then  put  the  third  photo  above 

the  first  shape,  and  then  add  a 

clipping mask. 

4. Add  two  more  photos  to  the placeholders at the right.

tool for making this change is the color balance;  it  enables  you  to  pick  a particular  color  in  your  image  and 

transform  it.  You  can  also  create  a Photoshop  filter  adjustment  layer  to modify  the  color  of  your  vision  while preserving the original. 

Remove unwanted spots 

After  the  color  arrangement,  you  can check  for  unwanted  spots  that  could have resulted from dirt in your camera sensor,  leading  to  dirt  in  a  single  area of  every  picture  you  will  take  with  it. 

To avoid this problem, ensure that you clean  your  camera  sensors  very  well before shooting. 

Apply sharpening or blurring filters 

No  matter  how  perfect  your  picture maybe, a bit of sharpening or softening will  significantly  benefit  you.  Also,  if you  do  not  have  the  right  lens  to create  a  stunning  depth  of  field,  you can  use  Photoshop  blurring  tool  to create that. 

Viewing images 

Photoshop  enables  you  to  view 

different  areas  of  your  images  at additional  magnification  with  the  help of some viewing tools. Below are some 

viewing  tools  and  how  they  can  be used in viewing your photo. 

 

Zoom tool 

The  zoom  tool  is  used  to  zoom  in  and out  of  an  image  by  magnifying  or reducing the appearance. 

Hand tool 

Hand tool Is used to view another area of the image by holding down the hand 

tool and dragging it over the image. 

Navigator panel 

The  navigator  panel  enables  you  to modify  the  image  magnification  and area of view 








CHAPTER 4 

Monitoring Photoshop Images 






After  importing  photos  into  the 

organizer,  analyzing  the  images,  you shot  with  your  camera  is  necessary. 

Sometimes,  they  come  with  some 

minor  faults,  which  you  can  correct 

using  some  tools  in  Photoshop Elements. 

Rotating Photo   

 

While  taking  pictures,  you  may  have rotated  your  camera,  which  becomes challenging  to  understand  when 

viewed  on  the  Photoshop  element. 

Luckily, the Photoshop element makes 

fixing the problem an effortless task to complete. In the organizer, 

1. Type  the  image  name  in  the 

search text to locate the file. 

2. You will notice that all the images are  in  portrait  orientation,  select 

the  photo  the  press  the  left rotates button on the options bar. 

Hiding Photos 

 

 

As 

a 

photographer, 

not 

every 

photograph  you  take  will  be  good. 

Various  factors  can  make  a  photo 

inferior;  however,  it  is  your  duty  to sieve  out  the  bad  ones  and  leave  the good  ones.  Below  is  how  to  use  the Photoshop  element  to  make  things 

easier for you. 

1. Type  a  word  in  the  organizer 

search  text  field,  which  is 

contained in all the images. 

2. As  the  images  appear,  double click  on  the  first  image,  and  then analyze  the  image.  If  you  don't 

want  to  keep  them,  select  edit, 

and  then  choose  Mark  as  hidden 

under visibility. 

3. Select  the  second  photo;  if  it  has the  same  problem,  right-click  on 

the  image  and  choose  mark  as 

hidden 

under 

visibility. 

Do 

likewise  for  similar  issues  with 

other images. 

4. If  you  select  the  fourth  and 

maybe  the  fifth  and  they  look 

good, leave them visible. 

5. Removing Hidden Photos 6. If  after  marking  a  photo  as 

hidden,  then  you  wish  to  review 

them because they may not be as 

bad as you think. Below are steps 

on how to remove hidden marks. 

7. Select  then,  visibility,  and  then show  only  hidden  files.  This  will display  all  the  images  that  have 

been hidden. 

8. Use  the  downward-facing  arrow 

key  to  traverse  the  images  you 

intend  to  make  obvious,  then 

select  edit>  visibility  >  mark  as visible. 

9. You  can  delete  the  rest  of  the hidden  photos  to  release  some 

space. 

Renaming a Photo 

 

Digital  cameras  are  known  for  giving your  images  a  format  name  like 

IMG_0234.jpg,  making  similar  photos difficult  to  .differentiate.  Fortunately, you  can  rename  your  images  using 

Photoshop Elements by; 

1. Type  in  the  image  name  in  the search text field. 

2. Select  all  the  images  that  are currently being displayed. 

3. Choose file, then rename. 

4. Because  they  are  numerous photos,  the  rename  dialog  box 

shows a common base name text. 

5. Press  ok  to  change  the  name  for all the images. 

Basics of Photoshop Elements   

For  the  new  Photoshop  users,  below are some basics to guide you  

Color  Mode:  color  mode  is  the  color type for a document. 

Advanced  Setting:  this  setting  is  for advanced users. 

Move  Tool:  you  can  use  this  tool  in moving items around. 

Marquee  Tool:  you  can  use  this  tool for making selections 

Rectangular:  you  can  use  this  in making a rectangular selection. 

Elliptical: This is for making an elliptical selection 

Single  Row:    this  is  used  for  making column selection. 



Single  column:  this  is  used  for  making row selection. 

Lasso:  this is used for making different selections 

Quick  selection:  this  tool  is  used  for the selection of objects. 

Crop:  this  tool  is  used  in  trimming images. 



Eraser:  this  tool  is  used  in  erasing  the pixel of an image. 

 Hand:  this  tool  is  used  in  moving images within the window. 

Modifying Your Image 

In the Photoshop element, you modify 

images,  greeting  cards,  collages,  etc. 

Photoshop  element  allows  you  to 

create  backgrounds,  graphics,  and 

frames  and  resize,  move  and  rotate photos. 

Adding Images to a Photo Project 

Photoshop  Element  allows  you  to  put images into a photo project, rearrange, modify  and  replace  them.  Below  are steps  on  how  to  add  pictures  to  a photo project. 

1. Click an empty photo placeholder. 

2. Drag the file into the placeholder 

3. Select  file  and  open  then  assign the photos you want to put in. 

Editing Photos in Quick Mode 

1. Right-click the picture you want to revamp, then select edit quick. 

2. Transform  the  image  with  the joysticks on the right side. 

3. Click  back  to  creation  to  go  back to the create panel. 

Adding new pages to photo project 

1. Choose  the  page  that  comes 

immediately after the new page in 

the Pages panel. Once done, click 

on the add page option that pops 

up to put in a new page after the 

current page. 

Repositioning Photos with the 

Photoshop Element 

1. Fine-tune  the  photo  and  frame 

suitably to your preference. 

2. Select an area within the box and drag  the  photo  to  reposition  the 

photo 

3. For  resizing,  drag  the  slider  that comes  up  above  the  chosen 

image. 

4. Replacing  photos  in  a  photo 

project 

5. click the photo twice. 

6. Drag  a  new  picture  from  the 

photo  bin  into  the  photo  place 

hold. 

7. To replace- right-click and choose 

replace photo. 

8. To remove - right-click and choose the clear photo option. 

Editing photo pages 

1. Right-click  the  photo  project  in the element organizer 

2. Choose show file info. 

3. Click  the  location  link  next  to  the part  of  the  project  in  the  general section. 

4. Find and open the folder with the 

uniform  name  in  the  Photoshop 

Elements file. 

5. Right-click  the  file  you  choose  to modify,  then  select  open  with 

Adobe Photoshop. 

6. Make the modifications, and then save. 

How to Create a Vignette around 

Your Photo Background 

Vignette  is  a  common  effect  in 

Photoshop  that  makes  the  corners  of the  frame  of  your  edges  dark  through its lens correction effect. 

Steps for Creating A Vignette In 

Your Image Background 

1. First,  select  the  image  you  would like  to  use  and  load  it  into 

Photoshop 

2. Use the elliptical marquee tool to 

draw  an  oval  selection  over  the 

image at the center. 

3. You  need  to  feather  the  selected area to create a darkening effect. 

4. Invert  the  selection  by  going  to select and inverse 

5. Add  a  curves  adjustment  layer 

which  you  will  mask  in  the  shape you selected. 

6. To control the vignette effect, you need to add curves. 

7. After  making  the  adjustments, 

your  photo  will  appear  with  the 

vignette effect. 








Chapter 5 

How to Set Your file Options 




Thriving in the workspace environment 

of Photoshop Elements means that you 

would have so many options on how to 

work  with  your  files,  such  as  opening, saving,  exporting,  and  even  editing them. The tools available will allow you 

to  process  and  edit  any  file  you  want, even the raw images you got from your 

camera.  We  will  look  at  how  you  can use  these  tools  to  work  on  those  files on Adobe Photoshop elements.  

How to Create a Blank Image File    

Before we proceed, let's take a look at how  you  can  create  a  new  file  on Photoshop Elements. The file you want 

to  make  may  depend  on  the  type  of material  you  want  to  create,  ranging from  logos,  letterheads,  and  other files.  To  create  a  blank  image  file,  you can:  

Go  to  “Choose  file>  New  >  Blank File”  

Input  the  options  for  the  new 

image file and then click "Ok."  

Some  of  the  options  include;  Name, Preset, Size, Width, Height, Resolution, Color,  and  Background.  They  will  help you  to  make  decisions  on  how  you want your image file to appear.  

You  can  open  any  image  file  in  any format  that  you  want  from  your 

system.  

Opening Files 

This  helps  one  in  opening  and 

importing  images  of  different  types and  formats.  The  formats  will  be 

displayed  in  the  "Open"  dialogue  box, the  "Open  As"  dialogue  box,  and  the Import  menu  that  appears  under  the main  menu.  To  open  a  file  from 

Photoshop  elements,  you  can  do  any of the following actions:  

Click  on  “File”    Open.  The  file may  not  appear;  therefore,  you 

have  to  choose  the  "All  formats" 

from the file type menu.  

Click  on  the  “Open  drop-Down" 

icon directly above the ToolBox. It 

contains  a  list  of  recently  opened files on the system.  

You  can  also  drag  the  image  file from  the  folder  you  stored  and 

drop  it  in  the  Editor.  This  will automatically open the file.  

Once  the  file  has  been  opened,  you will  see  a  dialogue  box  that  will  be displayed,  prompting  you  to  choose the  correct  format  options  for  the  file you're  opening.  This  is  done  when Photoshop 

elements 

could 

not 

recognize  the  file  format,  especially  if 

the  file  were  created  on  Mac  and opened on windows.  

How to Open an Image File on Mac 

using Application Frame 

To  open  any  image  file  using  this method,  you  will  have  to  drag  the  file from anywhere it’s located and drop it in  the  application  frame.  To  add 

additional  images  to  the  application frame,  you  would  have  to  allow  the 

“floating document” windows. This will convert  the  photos  into  floating 

documents  that  can  be  viewed  using the Application Frame.  

To Open a Recently Edited File 

 

Select  File    click  “Recently  Edited File”  and  then  proceed  to  click  on  the file from the list on the submenu.  

How  to  Open  PDF  Files  with  the Photoshop Photo Editor 

 

You  can  decide  to  import  images  in  a PDF file, including a single image in the file  or  the  whole  file  in  it.  Importing one single image will mean that it will come in the same format as it appears 

in 

the 

PDF. 



To import PDF files, you can:  

Select  "File"  and  then  click 

"Open." 

 

You  can  choose  the  files  to  be 

displayed  through  the  "Files  of Type" menu shown.  

To  select  just  a  single  PDF  image file  to  import,  you  can  select  the Image  options  from  the  “Import 

PDF”  dialogue  box  in  the  Select area.  You  can  then  proceed  and 

select  the  Image  you  want  to 

open.  

If you prefer to import pages from 

the  PDF  file,  then  choose  the 

Pages option located at the Select 

area of the Import PDF dialog box. 

Then  proceed  and  make  any  of 

the following actions:  

For files that have multiple pages, 

choose  the  pages  you  wish  to 

open and then click ok.  

You can either accept the existing 

name  of  the  page  or  you  can 

choose  a  new  name  in  the  Name box under “Page Options.”  

Choose  “Suppress  Warnings”  to 

ignore  and  hide  any  error 

message  that  pops  up  during  the 

import action.  

Click “Ok” to open the file.  

Saving Files 

To  save  the  files  that  you’ve  been working on, you can either: 

Proceed  to  click  File  and  then 

Save 

Press  Ctrl  +  S  for  windows  or 

Command + S for Mac 

Saving File Changes In another File Format 

This will enable you to save files under different  options  like  format  and  also to choose where to save them.  

Click on File and then select "Save or click simultaneously on Control 

S."  

Press  the  Ctrl  +  Shift  +  S  for 

windows  or  Command  +  Shift  +  S 

for Mac.  

After  that,  you  can  select  any  of  the following  options  for  saving  the  file and proceed to click "Save."  

Name  

Format  

Save location 

Keyboard Shortcuts For Save 

Keyboard  shortcuts  for  saving  files include: 

Ctrl + S to save files for windows.  

Command  +  S  to  save  files  for 

Mac OS  

Shortcuts  for  saving  files  in  several formats using "Save As."  

Ctrl + Shift + S (for windows) 

Command + Shift + S (For Mac OS)  

Exporting Files 

When  exporting  files  on  Photoshop 

elements to any other place, you have 

to ensure that you export the files to a format  that  won't  make  it  lose  data. 

This means that if you’re saving a file in a  JPEG  format,  exporting  it  in  that same  format  will  further  reduce  its image  data.  Therefore  it’s  better  that you  export  your  file  using  other 

formats like PNG, TIFF, PSD, and other formats that do not have compression. 

To make this happen: 

Open  the  organizer  where  the collection  of  the  image  files  are located.  

Choose  the  files  in  the  organizer that  you  wish  to  convert.  Press 

down  shift  and  click  on  files  to select multiple image files at a go.  



Select  Files > Export as new Files. 

It  should  open  a  dialog  box. 

 

Choose a file option. It’s advisable 

to choose other formats like PNG 

or PSD if the file format is in JPEG 

to avoid file compression.  

 






Chapter 6 

The Use of Rulers 






In  Photoshop,  Elements,  rulers,  grids, and  guides  aid  you  in  aligning  your images  correctly.  It  helps  you  focus specific  actions  across  the  length  and 

the width of the image you’re working on. Rulers can be found at the top and the  left-hand  side  of  your  working window whenever they’re visible.  

As  you  move  the  ruler,  the  dimension indicators (the 0,0-mark located at the top)  will  change  so  that  you  can  get the perfect measurement you want. To 

change  the  position  settings  for  the ruler, you can proceed to do any of the following:  

Focus  the  ruler  over  the  ruler's 

intersection located at the upper-

left  corner  of  your  working 

window,  then  drag  it  towards 

your  image.  It  will  display  Thin-lined  crosshairs,  and  that  will 

create  the  marking  for  rulers’ 

origin.  As  soon  as  you  drop  the 

mouse  button,  that  will  indicate 

the new origin of the ruler.  

You can double-click on a ruler or 

proceed  to  select  Edit   

Preferences    Units  and  Rulers. 

You  can  then  choose  a  unit  of 

measurement  for  the  rulers  and 

then click OK.  

Using Grids and Guides 

Guides  and  Grids  are  good  aids  in positioning 

images 

or 

other 

elements  precisely  on  the  active window.  Guides  are  usually  lines 

that  can't  be  printed,  but  they  can float  over  images  as  references  for your work.  

Smart  Guides  aids  in  the  alignment of  shapes  and  selections.  They  are displayed  automatically  with  your 

mouse  when  you  draw  shapes  or 

make  a  slice  or  selection.  The  Grid aids  in  the  symmetrical  description of elements as you draw them. They 

usually appear automatically as non-

printing  lines  but  appear  as  dots  in most cases.  

Guides  and  Grids  perform  similar operations  because  they  are  used 

for:  

Selections  and  tools  snap  to 

either the guide or the grid when 

dragged  within  inches  of  the 

image  in  reference.  They  are  also used in selection borders.  

They  are  used  in  guide  spacing 

which  works  with  their  snapping 

and visibility about an image.  

Display or Hide a Grid, Guide, or 

Smart Guides 

You can proceed to perform any of the 

following actions:  

Select  View    Show    Grid  in order.  

Select View  Shows Guides.  

Select  View    Show  Smart 

Guides. 

 

Proceed  to  view,  then  click  on 

"Extras."  

How to Place a Guide 

First of all, you have to ensure that the ruler  is  visible;  if  not,  click  on  "View" 

and  then  select  Rulers.  Then  perform one of the following to create a guide:  

Select  View    New  Guide.  From 

the  dialog  box  that  appears, 

choose  Horizontal  or  Vertical 

orientation,  then  input  a  position and click OK.  

Start  the  dragging  from  the 

horizontal  ruler,  which  would 

create a horizontal guide as well.  

Press  down  the  Alt  key  (for 

Windows) or Option key (for Mac 

OS) and create a vertical guide by 

dragging  from  the  horizontal 

ruler.  

Press  and  hold  down  the  “Shift” 

and 

drag 

from 

the 

vertical/horizontal  ruler  to  create guides  that  will  snap  to  the  tick the  ruler  makes.  You  will  notice 



the  change  of  the  pointer  to  a 

double-headed  arrow  once  you 

drag a guide.  

When  you  want  to  lock  in  all  your guides, click on "View" and then select 

"Lock Guides."  

How to Move Guides 

Click on the Move tool  or press 

down  Ctrl  for  Windows  or 

Command for Mac to activate it.  

Place  the  pointer  over  the  guide. 

You  should  know  when  the 

pointer  turns  to  a  double-headed 

arrow.  

You  can  then  move  the  guide  by either  dragging  it,  changing  it 

from  horizontal  to  vertical,  or  by aligning  it  with  the  ruler  ticks  by pressing  and  holding  down  the 

"Shift"  key  when  you  drag  the guide.  Press  View    Snap  To   

Grid to snap the guide to the grid 

when it’s visible.  

 

Setting Preferences for Guide and 

Grid 

Perform any of the following actions:  

For  windows;  Select  Edit   

Preferences    Guides,  Grid,  & 

Slices.  

For Mac OS; Select Photoshop   

Preferences    Guides,  Grids  & 

Slices.  

You can choose different colors for the guides and the grid. To do that,  

Click  on  “Custom”  and  then 

choose a color and press Ok.  

You  can  choose  a  style  for  the  grid  or guide  by  selecting  a  display  option  for them.  

To  choose  the  grid  spacing,  click  on 

"Grid  Every"  and  input  a  value  you want  for  the  grid  spacing.  The 

percentage  option  divides  the  grid according to the percentage value that is entered.  

Finally, proceed and click Ok.  

Positioning Items with Selection, 

Layers, and Shape 

 Selection is defined as the part of your image  that  you  have  described  as  a reference  point.  Any  area  you  select will  be  eligible  for  editing  and  will experience  a  change  if  an  option  is applied.  You  can  make  selections  with 



a  Selection  tool  or  a  selection 

command.  Every  selection  comes  with its  border,  which  may  not  be  visible. 

Any  edits  or  actions  you  make  to  that image  will  be  done  within  the  border. 

Selecting on an object can be done by: 

Open  an  image  in  the  Expert 

workspace.  

 

Click “Select”  Subject.  

The  object  automatically  gets 

selected, 

with 

its 

visibility 

indicated by a tiny moving dotted line.  

You can also use selections to position items in a particular area you want.  

Shapes  are  another  method  that  you can use to position image items. This is mainly because the shapes are definite and often have dimensions, making it a very  good  tool  for  positioning. 

Rectangular, square, or circular shapes have all come with sizes, which means 

they are the best references for image positions.  

To  position  images  with  shapes,  you have  to  match  the  shape  with  the structure of the image. Then you have 

to  match  their  dimensions  to  keep them  firmly  in  place.  Then  proceed  to drag  the  image  over  the  shape.  You can  then  proceed  to  work  on  the 

image with that reference point.  

 

 

 












Chapter 7 

Resizing an Image 






The  amount  of  image  data  describes each  camera  in  terms  of  pixels  that they  can  produce.  The  measurements 

in  pixels  ultimately  describe  its  size. 

However,  the  size  of  an  image  is defined  by  the  number  of  pixels 

contained in the image.  

This  means  that  an  increase  in  the pixels  will  also  lead  to  an  increase  in the  resolution  and  a  higher  resolution means that the picture will be of more quality.  The  sizes  of  images  can  be resized when their resolution is resized and their height and width.  

You  can  always  notice  the  relation between  image  size  and  resolution 

whenever  you  attempt  to  change  it. 

When you proceed to “Choose Image” 



>  “Resize”  >  “Image  Size”.  The  dialog box  displayed  will  show  that  as  you choose one value, the other values will change.  

 

 

 

You can check to Constrain proportions when  you  want  to  resize  an  image without  making  any  changes  to  its 

width  and  height  (aspect  ratio).  When you  select  this  option,  you  can  always resize  your  images  without  them 

stretching or shrinking. You can as well choose  an  option  to  resample  the 

image.  Resampling  images  means  that you  can  be  able  to  change  them 

without  altering  their  resolution.  This allows  you  to  produce  images  with resolutions  that  the  picture  wouldn't usually allow.   

Resizing Image Dimensions and Resolutions 

This is done when you are required to 

drop  an  image  with  a  particular 

resolution. To do this, you can: 

Go  to  Image    Resize    Image 

Size  

Deselect Resample Image.  

Select  Constrain  Proportions  to 

avoid  stretching  the  image  when 

you resize it.  Once done, you can 

now  scroll  to  the  document  Size 

and 

enter 

your 

value 

of 

preference  for  the  width  and 

height.  You  can  as  well  choose your unit of measurement.  

Camera Raw Files 

Pictures  aren’t  more  than  those 

images or image file that are captured by  a  camera’s  image  sensor.  Mostly, image  files  are  compressed  and 

processed automatically before they’re stored  on  the  camera.  But  some 

options  can  enable  you  to  save  the image  file  from  your  camera  without being  compressed  or  processed.  This will mean that the image can be stored as  a  "Raw  file."  When  images  are stored  in  their  raw  form,  one  can  edit 

them  to  get  a  good  balance,  such  as contrast,  white  balance,  sharpness, and other options.  

To  use  images  in  their  raw  form,  you have  to  set  your  camera  to  save  the files  in  their  raw  format.  When  they are downloaded, they are saved in raw 

formats  such  as  NEF,  CRW,  and  other raw  formats.  Photoshop  elements 

cannot  make  changes  directly  to  an original  raw  file.  Once  work  has  been done on the raw file, you can save it in photoshop  elements,  but  the  original raw  file  will  remain  intact  and 

unaltered.  

Opening and Processing Raw Files To work with raw files, you can do the following:  

Proceed  to  the  Edit  workspace 

and then click Choose File > Open.  

Scroll to the file locality and select the  number  you  want  and  then 

click  open.  A  Camera  Raw  dialog 

box will display a histogram of the 

file's  tonal  range,  and  it  will  keep updating  automatically  as  you 

make changes.  

You  can  adjust  the  image  with 

controls  such  as  the  Zoom  tool 





and 

options 

like 

Shadows, 

Highlights, and special effects.  

Use the Rotate button to turn the 

images 

clockwise 

or 

anti-

clockwise

.  

If  you  wish  to  apply  the  settings you used in your previous camera 

raw  image  in  the  present  one, 

you’re  working  on.  Click  on  the 

Settings  Menu  and  then  follow 

that  up  by  clicking  on  Previous 

Conversion.  

To  make  automatic  adjustments 

click on “Auto.”  

Once  done  with  editing  then  go ahead  to  save  your  file  in  a 

Photoshop  Element  format  for 

ease of opening. The raw file that 

was  initially  taken  will  remain 

unaltered.  

How to Add Blur to Images 

The  addition  of  blur  to  images  aids  in bringing  out  the  artistic  highlights  of the  image  and  adds  more  focus  to particular  areas  of  that  image.  It's  a Photoshop  Element  tool  that  adds 

style  and  reduces  noise  where  there are many color transitions. If you want there  quite  a  number  of  ways  to  add 



blur  images.    Some  of  the  processes include:  

Adding Blur with a Brush 

This  allows  you  to  use  your  brush  to soften  certain  areas  of  your  image, drawing focus to that place. To do that, you have to select “Blur Tool” and then proceed  to  choose  a  brush  tip  and  its length.  You  can  then  drag  it  over  the spots you wish to blur.  

 

Imitate Movement on an Object by Adding Motion Blur 

You can use this tool to add movement 

to  a  static  or  fixed  object  by  adding  a Path  Blur  filter  that  will  move  in  a direction.  

Replacing Colors in Images 

This  is  a  flair  tool  that  Photoshop provides  that  aids  you  in  replacing image  colors.  This  can  be  used  to highlight  certain  parts  of  an  image using  Hue/Saturation.  A  Replace  Color dialog  box  appears  whenever  we  use the  Color  Replacement  tool  to  replace colors of selected image parts.  



Several Tools for Replacing Colors 

With Replace Color Dialog Box  

To use this option:  

Proceed  to  “Choose  Image”   

Adjustments Replace Color 

Choose a preview option that will 

show you how the color mask will 

look  on  the  object.  This  means 

you  can  view  the  selected  image 

in a preview box.  

Use  the  eyedropper  tool 

to 

select  an  image  point  that  you 

want to change its color.  

Click  and  drag  a  fuzziness  slider, or  you  can  enter  a  value  for  the 

fuzziness to determine the degree of related color inclusion.  

You  can  always  show  the 

replacement  color  by  either 

dragging  the  Hue/saturation  and 

Lightness  sliders  over  it,  or  you double-click  the  image  point  and 

then select the replacement color 

from the Color Picker.  

You can then click “Save” to store 

the settings.  

With Color Replacement Tool  

This  method  will  not  work  on  Bitmap as well as Indexed color mode.  To use this: 



Click  on  the  Color  Replacement 

tool  

From  the  options  displayed, 

choose a brush tip.  

You  can  select  Continuous,  Once, 

and Background Swatch to specify 

the  method  you  want  to  use  to 

replace the colors.  

You  can  then  choose  the  Limits 

and Tolerance you want to use for 

the action.  

Select  Anti-aliased  to  give  it  a 

smooth edge.  

Select a color that will replace the unwanted 

color 

from 

the 

foreground.  

Select  the  color  you  want  to 

replace in the image file  

Click  and  drag  in  the  image  to 

replace the color targeted.  

 

 






Chapter 8 

Cloning Images 






The  Clone  Stamp  tool  enables  you  to clone  images  or  parts  that  you  would like  to  duplicate.  You  can  as  well  use the  tool  to  paint  over  specific  images. 

Clone  Stamp  tool  can  also  cover 



imperfections  on  some  images  by 

copying their pixels to hide the flaws.  

To  clone  images  or  part  of  an  image, you can: 

Once  in  expert  mode,  choose  the 

Clamp Stamp tool  located in the 

Enhance section, or you can press 

S.Click  on  "Clone  Overlay"  and input  the  various  other  options 

you 

want, 

including 

Clone 

Overlay, Opacity, and others.  

Focus  the  pointer  on  the  part  of the  image  that  you  would  like  to select for sampling and then press 

Alt  (Option  for  Mac  OS)  and  click 

it.  The  tool  duplicates  the  image pixels as you paint.  

You  can  either  drag  or  click  to 

paint over the part you want with 

the tool.  

Adjusting your Shadows and Light 

with Smart Brush Tool 

The Smart Brush tool is used in making specific tonal adjustments to particular areas  of  an  image.  It  helps  change lighting  details  to  particular  areas  that you  would  love  to  look  different.  The Smart  Brush  tool  is  applied  based  on the similarity of the color and texture. 

Interestingly, all you have got to do to 

use the Smart Brush  tool is to click on the Smart Brush tool.  

Choose the effect that you would 

like to apply with the tool from  a 

drop-down  preset  in  the  “Tools 

Options bar” and then drag it over 

the image that will be getting the 

effects.  

You  can  make  adjustments  to  the 

action  setting  of  the  Smart  Brush  tool over shadow and light by: 

Select  Enhance,  then  proceed  to 

Adjust 

Lighting 

Shadow/Highlights.  

You can drag the sliders to adjust it  or  enter  your  values  and  then click OK.  

Retouching and correcting of 

Images 

This  involves  the  various  techniques used in making more fine adjustments 

to  your  photos.  This  is  where  you  can do significant editing to your  image to appear  the  way  you  want  it.  Some  of the 

retouching 

and 

correction 

techniques involve:  

Adjusting  Facial  features  can  be 

done  by  opening  a  Photoshop 

Elements  photo  and  then  clicking 

on  "Enhance"  and  selecting 

"Adjust  Facial  Features."  The Adjust  Facial  Features  Dialog  box 

will  display  a  marked  face  of  the image  from  where  you  can 

retouch.  You  can  then  make 

adjustments  to  the  whole  face, 

apply it and click OK.  

Removing  red-eye  is  used  to 

remove  illuminating  retina  that 

occurs  when  flashlights  are  used 

in pictures.  

Removing  Pet  eye  that  is  used  to remove  the  reddish  glow  in  the 

eyes that occurs due to reflection of light.  

Open  Closed  eyes  can  be  used  to 

open  eyes  that  are  closed 

accidentally when taking pictures.  

You can as well remove spots and 

other  imperfections  on  the  face 

using the Spots Healing Brush.  

Understanding the Usage of 

Painting Tools 

Painting  tools  are  equipment  that  is used  to  change  the  pixel  colors  of  an image.  The  tools  known  as  the  Brush tools  and  the  Pencil  tools  work  like painting brushes used to apply color to 

an  image.  Tools  like  the  Eraser  and Smudge  tools  are  used  to  modify  the color  of  images  in  perspective  while Gradient  and  Paint  Bucket  are  used over large surface area.  

Painting  in  Photoshop  Elements  gives you  the  flair  to  choose  how  your painting tools can modify your image’s color.  Once  painting  tools  have  been selected,  brush  tips  of  different 

varieties will be displayed by the Tools Options  bar,  which  also  includes 

various settings that will aid in painting relative  to  brush  effects,  opacity,  and others.  You  can  as  well  add 



customizations  to  the  Brush  tools  to make your painting easier and smooth.  

 

The difference in the Utility of 

Layers, Levels, and Snapshots 

A snapshot is an image duplicate from 

the  original  image  to  improve  the chances  of  working  on  it.  They  are duplicates of the same image, and you 

can  use  them  to  compare  different versions  of  it  when  you're  doing 

significant  work  on  them.  One  central fact  is  that  snapshots  are  dependent on  the  existence  of  their  primary image.  Once  the  primary  image  is 

closed, its snapshots will never be seen again.  

Layers  are  several  components  of  an image stacked up on top of each other 

to  form  a  complete  image.  Unlike 

snapshots,  layer  components  cannot 

exist  without  the  other  because  they tag  together  to  create  a  whole  image. 

Layers of an image can be broken apart to  observe  what  they  are  made  up  of and  find  ways  of  improving  them.  The 

Layers  Panel  enables  you  to  perform special 

effects 

on 

your 

layer 

compositions and apply what an image 

may lack.  

Levels  are  used  to  correct  the  tonal adjustments  of  an  image,  especially those taken in poor lighting conditions. 

Levels  are  used  to  make  adjustments to these image components, especially 

the  color  and  the  lighting  effects.  It's pretty  different  from  layers  and 

snapshots  because  it's  an  editing 

element for them.  





Adding Texts to Your Image 

To  add  texts  to  your  image,  you  can have to: 

Choose the Horizontal Type tool 

or the Vertical Type tool .  

Then  proceed  to  click  inside  the 

image to create an insertion point 

for you to type in, or you can set a 

textbox  that  you  can  type  in  and then  drag  the  letter  into  the 

image.  

Choose  font  options  such  as  font 

size,  style,  and  color  from  the 

Stools Option bar displayed.  

You  can  then  type  the  texts  or press  enter  if  you  didn’t  create  a textbox.  You  can  press  enter 

anytime you want to enter a new 

line.  

Click on the Commit button or the 

"Enter"  key  anytime  you  wish  to Commit the text layer.  

The  Type  Tool  options  come  will  all types  of  format  necessary  for  typing, just as in a regular typing interface.  

Creating Shapes 

Shapes  consist  of  lines  and  curves  of vectors  made  from  vector  shapes. 

Their  shape  primarily  describes  them 

instead  of  their  pixels  like  in  images. 

They can be changed in dimensions or 

any  other  reference  without  worrying about  their  clearness.  To  create 

shapes, shape layers are used.  

To  draw  any  shape  of  any  size,  select their  tool  from  the  Tool  Options  bar. 

For  instance,  there  are  Rectangle  tool options  from  which  you  will  see  the rounded  cornered  parts  and  the 

standard  shape.  Circle  shape  tools  are also  available.  You  can  also  make decisions 

on 

the 

shapes 

and 

dimensions of any shape your drawing. 

For  instance,  radius  for  circles,  length 





and height for rectangles and squares, and so on.  

Editing a Shape 

To  edit  a  shape,  you  can  use  the available  tools  from  the  Tools  Options bar  to  do  that.  For  instance,  you  can select  or  move  a  shape  with  the 

Selection  tool .  It  allows  you  to  select and  move  your  shapes  by  dragging 

them.  You  can  also  transform  your shapes  by  selecting  them  with  the Shape  Selection  tool  and  then  using the  "Show  Bounding"  Box  option.  You can  as  well  change  the  colors  of  any shape you create.  

 

 

 

 






Chapter 9 

Editing Photos with Filters 




Filters are used to touch up photos and to  make  them  clear  and  clean.  Filters are  also  good  options  for  adding 

special  effects  to  any  image  you're working  on,  removing  noise,  and 

adding  an  apparent  transformation 

that  will  bring  out  the  image  more. 

Filters  are  not  just  provided  by  Adobe alone 

but 

also 

by 

third-party 

developers  who  added  their  plugins. 

The plugins would have to be installed before you can use them.  

There are three ways in which you can 

apply filters:  

Using the Filter Menu The  filter  menu  comes  with  all  the available filters provided by Photoshop Elements  and  enables  you  to  apply them manually.  

Using Filter Gallery 

The  filter  gallery  displays  a  thumbnail of all the filters available in a separate active  window  and  will  allow  you  to compare  the  effects  of  the  filters  on your  image.  You  can  also  make 

changes  to  each  filter  settings  to create the effect you desire to have on your  image.  This  method  is  the  most effective in applying filters.  

Filters Panel  

This  contains  the  thumbnail  examples of  what  each  filter  in  the  filter  menu does  and  aids  you  in  making  a  good and quick choice.  

Apply Filters on the Photoshop 

Element 

The  first  phase  is  the  selection  of the filter on then  select an  entire 

layer from the Layers Panel if you 

wish to apply it to the whole area.  

Use  the  selection  tool  to  select 

the area you wish to apply a filter 

if you just wanted to apply it to a 

particular area.  

If  you  wish  to  use  the  Filter Gallery,  proceed  and  select  Filter 

>  Filter  Gallery,  then  choose  a category and apply the filter.  

If  you  wish  to  use  the  Filters 

panel,  click  on  Windows  >  Filters, then  proceed  and  choose  a 

category and double click on it to 

apply the filter.  

For  filter  names  followed  by 

ellipses,  you  can  click  on  them  to bring up a dialog box from where 

you  can  edit  the  values  of  the 

filter.  

You can use the Preview option to preview  each filter  that you want 

to  apply  and  feel  their  display 

before choosing them.  

Features and the Effects on 

Photoshop Element Images 

The  addition  of  features  to  images makes  them  appear  in  their  best 

display,  which  can  brighten  them  up and  make  them  more  attractive.  The features are not limited to any number and  can  be  added  all  at  once, 

depending  on  what  you  need  for  your image. Adobe Photoshop Elements has 

added  new  features  for  their  2021 

version. Some of them include:  

Moving  Photos  that  are  used  to 

add  moving  effects  in  a  2D  or  3D 

manner.  This  will  make  it  appear 

like  a  GIF  despite  being  just  an image.  

You  can  now  adjust  the  tilting  of the face or the unintentional blips 

that happen when taking pictures. 

The means that you will not have 

to  worry  when  taking  that 

precious  family  photo  because 

you can edit it to your taste.  

Quote graphics for your images to make 

them 

beautiful 

with 

excellent  designs  that  you  would 

be proud of.  

The  creation  of  new  features  will continue  to  be  a  plus  for  photoshop elements,  and  users  will  never  be  in short supply of quality ones.  

How to Apply Effects to Images 

Effects  provide  great  and  good  varied looks  for  your  images.  Great  options such  as  B&W  background,  faded 

photos, vintage photos are some of the very 

best 

effects 

available 

on 

Photoshop  Elements.  You  can  apply 

effects  to  any  selected  part  of  an image  or  its  entire  features.  Some  of the  effects  include  Soft  Focus,  Oil Pastel  that  creates  beautiful  edits  for your image.  

To  apply  an  effect,  you  can  do  any  of the following:  

Select a layer if you want to apply 

effects  to  that  entire  layer 

through  the  Layer’s  Panel  while 

deselecting 

any 

other 

area 

selected.  

Select  any  portion  of  the  layer 

that  you  want  to  apply  effects  to 



using  the  selection  tool  to  select just a part of the image.  

In  the  Effects  Panel,  you  can  select  a category of effect that you like to apply to  your  image  and  either  double-clicking on it, dragging it to the image, or selecting it and clicking on "Apply."  

 

Color Management 

Color  management  is  a  valuable  tool for maintaining the same color texture when using digital hardware that deals with 

images 

such 

as 

cameras, 

computer 

display 

monitors, 

and 

printers.  Their  color  combination  is known  as  the  Color  gamut.  The  colors produced by each of these devices can 

differ  if  their  color  is  not  consistent and experiences color shift.  

Color  management  is  vital  because  it ensures that every digital image device interprets the same color texture when they’re transferred.  

To  ensure  that  color  management  will work,  you  have  to  profile  all  your image processing devices. This is often easier  by  using  the  ICC  profile  created by  manufacturers  of  the  devices.  To set up color management, you can: 

Click  on  Edit  inside  an  active 

window  and  then  click  color 

settings.  

Choose 

any 

of 

the 

color 

management  options  and  then 

click OK.  

Color and Tonal Corrections 

Photoshop  Elements  have  provided 

various  tools  to  create  fixes  for  color 

tones  and  lighting  effects  of  your images.  This  makes  your  images  to  be sharp  and  free  of  noise.  The  different modes  suit  your  digital  image  editing experience,  and  you  can  make  use  of the one that suits you the most.  

Quick  mode  is  for  those  who  are 

not  experienced  with  digital 

imaging. This will provide primary 

color  and  lighting  corrections  for your images.  

Guided  is  the  mode  to  use  for 

beginners  in  digital  imaging  and 

how  to  use  Photoshop  Elements. 

It  guides  you  through  color 

correction.  It  aids  in  giving  you  a good understanding of your work.  

Expert  mode  is  the  one  you  can 

use  if  you're  proficient  in  digital imaging, and  it offers you flexible 

options  to  choose  from.  It  has 

several 

lighting 

and 

color-

correction  commands  that  can 

edit  your  image  down  to  the 

pixels.  It's  an  excellent  color 

correction mode for users.  

 

 

 

 



 






Chapter 10

inscriptions  written  to  them.  You  can do  this  by  adding  images  peculiar  to that  family  to  make  it  more  attractive and  pleasing  to  look  at.  When  sent, greeting  cards  can  be  left  on  the mantelpiece  for  a  very  long  time,  and it's something to be admired from time to time.  

Making  a  greeting  card  is  not 

complicated, but you must ensure that 

it's  done  correctly  with  images 

appropriately  arranged.  It's  often 

recommended that you create a folder 

for  every  greeting  card  project  that you're  doing  to  keep  related  things  in 

order.  Various  layouts  are  available  to be  used  on  Photoshop  Elements  for Greeting cards with designs where you 

can add as many as 22 pictures.  

The greeting card can be printed using your home printer or any other printer around. To create a greeting card, you 

: 

Click  on  “Create,”  and  then 

proceed to select “Greeting Card” 

from the displayed list.  

Choose  the  size  and  theme  you 

think is fitting for the card.  

Choose 

the 

“Autofill 

With 

Selected  Images”  option  to  add 

the  images  that  have  been opened in the Photo Bin.  

Proceed  to  click  OK.  Wait  as 

Photoshop  Elements  creates  the 

greeting  card,  and  it  will  display its  Pages,  Layouts,  Text  Tabs,  and Artwork in the panel.  

Pages: Describes the pages of the greeting card 

Layout:  Describes  the  greeting card’s layout 

 

Graphics:  An  option  from  where you can change your greeting card 

frames,  backgrounds,  and  other 

graphics.  

You  can  as  well:  Add  photos, backgrounds,  frames  to  your 

images as desired.  

Use the Move tool and the Select 

Tool  on  the  images  and  text 

designs you choose to modify the 

card. You can use Advanced mode 

to inspect options for “Full Edit.”  

You can then choose to customize 

options  for  your  greeting  card  by doing any of the following actions:  

Replacing the image settings from 

the  layout,  such  as  changing  the 

background image.  

Adding  extra  graphics  from  the Content  Graphics  to  compliment 

the design.  

Adding  texts  to  the  images  to 

describe a greeting or the photos.  

When you’re through with the creation 

of  the  greeting  card,  you  have  two options for the printing:  

You  can  click  "Print"  if  you  can print  your  card  with  your  local 

printer. You will have to specify it 

from the options.  

If  you  can’t  print  your  card,  then you can follow the instructions to 

order  it.  You  must  have  a 

membership with Shutterfly to be able  to  order  your  cards  from 

them.  

NB: Certain card layouts may only 

be available for specific regions.  

Creating Photobooks on 

Photoshop Element 

Photobooks  are  good  memorabilia  for images  you  took  to  mark  an  occasion, especially  with  loved  ones.  Through Photoshop  Elements,  you  have  the 

choice of sizes, themes, and designs to choose  from.  To  create  a  Photobook, you can:  

Click  Create  and  then  choose Photo Book.  

A  Photo  Book  dialog  will  be 

displayed, and then you can:  

Select size for the Photo Book 

Choose a theme 

To use the images selected in the 

Photo  Bin,  click  “Autofill  With 

Selected Images.”  

Choose the range for the number 

of  pages  you  want  for  the 

photobook.  

It  will  open  the  project  with 

options  for  Pages,  layout,  and 

graphics from where you can add 

images,  background,  frames,  and other graphics.  

It gives you a complete toolbox to 

edit your pictures.  

To  save  the  photo  book,  you  can 

do any of these: 

Click “Save” in the taskbar.  

Select  “File”    Save.  This  saves 

your  pictures  by  default  in  the 

Pictures Folder.  

Use  Ctrl+S  (for  Windows)  or 

Command + S (for Mac OS).  

Click  File    Print  or  use 

Ctrl/Command  +  P  for  windows 

and  Mac  OS  to  print  the photobook, respectively.  

Editing Photobooks with 

Photoshop Element 

Refurbishing  the  images  in  the 

photobook isn’t a tedious task because all  you  have  to  do  is  to  scroll  to Advance  mode.  When  selected,  you 

will  be  given  a  complete  toolbox  and layer  option  that  you  can  work  with. 

This  enables  you  to  modify  pictures and their layers before competing with the photobook.  

Editing a Photo 

Before  you  can  edit  any  image,  you would have to import them from your 

system.  In  Photoshop  Elements,  you have  the  option  of  importing  to  your editor  from  the  organizer.  The 

organizer  helps  store  photos  and  tags them  accordingly  with  words  that 

enable you to search them at any time. 

You  can  as  well  open  the  image 

directly to the editor if you want to use the organizer.  

To import from the organizer, you can:  

Proceed  and  click  the  Organize 

icon to open it.  

Select  File    Get  Photos  and Videos    From  Camera/Card 

Reader.  Alternatively,  you  can 

press Ctrl +G or Command + G for 

Windows 

and 

Mac 

OS, 

respectively.  

Select  your  Camera/Card  Reader 

from the "Get Photos" drop-down sub-menu  from  the  opened 

application.  

Click  on  the  “Get  Media”  button 

to  download  the  images  to  the 

computer.  

When  the  images  have  been 

downloaded,  select  the  one  you 

want  to  edit  and  then  open  it  in the Editor.  

Opening with the Editor 

Open  Photoshop  Elements  and 

click  the  “Edit  Button”  on  the 

Welcome  Screen.  This  opens  the 

Editor.  

Select File  Open.  

From the dialog box that appears, 

proceed  to  the  image  file  you 

want to modify and select it.  

Double click or click the Open icon 

to open the file.  

Cropping  the  picture  can  be  a  perfect place to start  because you can choose 

the  areas  you  wish  to  work  on.  To  do that:  

Select  the  Crop  tool  A,  or  you 

press C. 

Click and drag the tool across the 

image to define the area that you 

want to crop out.  

Shift  the  selection  to  match  the  areas you  want  to  remove  rather  than  just drawing  a  rectangle  over  the  image. 

You can use an option from the Aspect 

Ratio drop-down menu in the toolbar.  



Press  Enter/Return  to  apply  the 

crop.  Alternatively,  click  the 

Commit icon.  

 

You can choose several other edit 

options  from  the  edit  tools  in 

“Advanced Mode.”

Best tips and tricks for using 

photoshop elements 

The  photoshop  elements  tips  and 

tricks helps in becoming more creative in editing your images. 

Below  are  some  of  the  tips  and  tricks for using photoshop elements:- 

Adjusting exposed photos fixing  under  exposed  images  or  over exposed  images  is  very  easy  with 

photoshop  elements.  If  your  images seem  too  bright  or  dark  the  simplest way  to  adjust  it,  is  to  use  a 

brightness/contrast adjustment layer. 

  click on the layer menu  

  Choose the New adjustment layer 

and 



brightness/ 

contrast 

afterward. 

  A property panel will pop up. 

  stroll  the  brightness  slide  to  the left  to  dim  your  picture  or  to  the right to illuminate your picture. 



Adding text to you images 

Adding  text,  tags,  reviews  or  content to your images is one of the b greatest resilience  of  photoshop  elements.  To add text: 

  select  the  text  tool  from  you’re the  Photoshop  tool  box  to 

generate it 

  From the text tool you can select suitable  font  type,  size  and  color of your preference. 

  After  selecting  your  satisfied 

preference, click and drag to draw 

a text box. 

  After  you  draw,  you  can  start 

typing your content. 

Separating your edits with layers 

when  you  separate  your  edits  with layers  give  you  maximum  edit  quality. 

One  of  the  benefits  of  editing  your 

image  with  layers  is  that  you  can approach  and  modify  each  type  of 

layer  without  a  change  in  your  other edits. With layer you can; 

  Notice your image is too bright. 

  Saturate your image. 

  Brighten your image. 

  Easily  go  back  to  the  brightening layer and amend it. 

MASKING 

Masking  is  one  of  the  important 

techniques in photoshop. It deals with covering 

and 

revealing 

the 

transparency  of  an  image.  We  have three  bodies  of  masking  techniques  in photoshop elements. 

Pixel layer masking  

The  pixel  layer  masking  gives  you  the opportunity 

of 

controlling 

the 

transparency  of  details  on  an  exact 

layer.  How  to  use  the  pixel  layer masking:- 

  Select  menu  and  use  select 

subject. 

  You will see a dash line across the selection.  

  Press  Q  on  the  keyboard  to activate quick mask selection view 

. 

  Paint  the  red  areas  with  black brushes to hide details. 

  Click  on  Q  to  go  back  to  the standard view. 

  create  mask  using  the  Japanese 

Style icon . 

  Then  you  have  your  pixel  layer masking . 



Clip masking 

Clip  masking  is  a  great  technique  for masking  images.  The  motive  is  to  clip the  top  layer  directly  into  the  layer

  write any text or word  

  Paste any image you want to clip 

on top . 

  Press  ctrl  +  alt  +G  to  create  the clip masking. 



Vector layer Masking 

Vector  layer  masking  creates  a  strong edge  shape  on  a  layer.  To  create  a 

vector  layer  mask  first  covert  it  to  a regular  layer  mask.  I.e  layer  –  new  – 

layer from background.  

Combining multiple images 

The  proficiency  to  combine  multiple images is a great skill. There are many different  ways  to  merge  image 

together  and  thousands  of  method  to approach  the  work.  In  combining 

images  make  sure  the  images  are  of the  same  resolution,  I.e  if  one  is  45 

dot-per-inches  the  other  image  must 

be  45  dot-per-inches  also.  When combining  images  try  to  pick  images with comparable light source. 

How to combine multiple images 

  Plan the elements of the multiple 

images  you  want  to  connect.  You 

can  do  this  by  checking  they  are majority  of  the  elements  in 

common. 

  Make  a  selection,  then  copy  and paste the images . 

  Paste the multiple images into the area it belongs. 

  Blend  the  images  using  a  layer mask. 

  Keep blending the images until it’s looks  like  the  natural  part  of  the frame. 

  Repeat the method as many times 

of  images  you  want  to  blend 

once.

The  filter  gallery  opens  your  eyes  to see  images  with  different  motives.  It desks  with  you  adding  different  filters to make an awesome image. 

How to apply multiple filters  

  Open an image. 

   Covert  the  layer  into  a  smart object. 

  Apply  the  first  smart  filter  and paint  in  your  desired  mask 

preference. 

  To apply the second filter. Covert 

the layer into a small object. 

  Apply  the  second  filter  and  paint in your desired mask preference. 

  Keep repeating the method above 

till  you  meet  your  satisfied 

multiple filters. 

ADJUSTING HIGHLIGHTS 

Adjusting  highlights  is  one  of  the methods  of  amending  images.  It 

deals 

with 

increasing 

the 

highlights  and  decreasing  the 

highlights of a particular image. 

 How to adjust highlights; 

   Select an image. 

  Select  the  preview  option  and 

click on adjustments. 

  Click on highlight 

  Adjust  the  amount  of  lightning correction  by  entering  a  value  in the highlight percentage. 

  The  higher  the  percentage  the 

higher the lighting. 

  The  lower  the  percentage  is  the lower the lightning. 

  Click  on  the  save  as  button  to save your current adjustment.
